As 
I fired my first barrel what was iny 
surprise to see Heeoh rise n p almost 
right amongst them from a point he 
had reached concealed and pour in his 
deadly fire at the same time, The poor 
fellows were completely terrified. They 
tumbled right and left and did j i o \ 
seem to know anything, but finally took 
to their wings and soattered every way
