X. Clarke, it th£ Oanton 
Dnion School, then t3pok?the negati?e of 
the qtiMtldn, thowinjg Very formb.y»£at 
Urate & a philosophy of grammar, and 
that grammar must be taught B^ieDtiSe-
ally or i»* is utterly useless, call it what 
yoq will. Bev. Dr. Lee alsp .spoke of 
the philosophy and goieooe of language: 

""'Arithmetic" was .the next subject 
discussed. Miss Hargravefof the P t̂%*,. 
dam Normal.tiohool, spoke of the ways* 
to teach beginners, of laying ^cil tbe 
fonnd&titfn: ' and its necessity. Prpf. 
Malt by, of thelU Diversity, followed with 
his ideas of the manner of teaching 
fraotions, also speaking Qf^the uedeea 
neas ofv duodecimals and th'e Yule, of 
three, w&ioh 'he understood to be as yet 
taught in. borne achoola. Supt.-Whit 
ney spoke of bow unpractical tbeetudS 
was often made, that tod many exam plea 
given are mere purities and of no "pruo--
tical benefit, while •the're are too few ex 
am plea such as are met with in actual 
business. 

Prof, J . E Obeetham, Principal of 
the Oauton Union School, then read a 
very intereating e&ay pn "The Work 
of the Uuiou Bohools." The essayist 
believes in raising -the standard of the 
union «cboolB so lhat more subjects will 
be .there taught and better taught, thus 
inareasiog-the intelligence of tbe com 
munity, as bat few can attend ..college, 
and giving to tbe oommou schools bat* 
ter teaohers. He also spoke of the 
mauy poor licensed teaohers in the com­
munity. The subject Was discussed at 
some length .by,Oom'rs Haig and Good-
ale, after wbioh tho Association adjourn­
ed until 7 30 p. m. 

At the evening session Dr. I. Mr 
Atwood, President of the Theological 
Department of the^St. Latvrenoe Uni­
versity^ delivered a very excellent and 
highly instinctive address on the sub­
ject of ** The Personal Element in 
Tea&hicg." A brief abstraot of his ad­
dress would seem a mockery, conveying 
buj.au inadequate . and unsatisfactory 
idea of its beaaties both in thought and 
language, yet that those benighted 
teachers, readers of the COURIER & FBEB 

UAH, who did -not attend tbe meeTmgS of 
the Association may datoh from the ad-
,dress'some noble thoughts for ponder­
ing, we give perhaps the principal idea 
pervading it, namely,,that the teaoher 
npt only should teach book-lore to bis 
pupils but ulso morale nud maunerejnot 
only should make scholars of them but 
also men and women; but this is, impos­
sible nnlesa teaohers themselves are tru­
ly men and woqen. The Doctor advis­
ed every teacher to study oarefojily the 
lives and works of "those illustrious
