more easily obtained. This is the first 
conviotion in the county, we believe, 
under the new law, but is not likely to 
be the last prosecution. Enough Bhould 
follow this to break up the unlawful 
practice of pursuing deer with dogs in 
St, Lawrence. —It was mainly through 
the efforts of- Assistant District Attorney 
Ellsworth that Taylor was arrested and 
brought to trial.—Canion-' Advertiser.
