Bat Mr. Donaldson did not repent. 
He defended his oourse in dancing as 
entirely proper, and consistent with 
Scriptural teaching and example.' Whet. 
he appealed to the Clarion Presbytery 
from the notion of the Session 
however, his appeal was not sus­
tained, only one member voting in his 
favor, to twenty-two againBt. him. The 
Presbytery declared that " the general 
sentiment of the Ohuroh has been al­
ways dpposed to promiscuous-idaaoing, 
as opposed to the Word of God and the 
best interests of the Ohuroh." It far­
ther said that " the General Assembly 
-has many times condemned the prac­
tice, and warned professing Christians 
against indulging in Bach amusement." 

Mr. Donaldson then carried his case 
up to the Synod of Erie^ bat there alsu. 
the decision was against him. Though 
twenty of the members voted in his fa-

where^tfiey*Wori' seventy-three refused to sustain 
the appeal, on the : grotind that the^ao 
tion ,pf (the ohuroh and Session *l wat> 
in accordance with the constitution 61' 
the Presbyterian, Ohuroh, the deliver 
auces of the General Assembly, and the 
teachings of the Word of God." Bat 
aVIr. Donaldson is not yet discouraged. 
He has taken an appeal to the General 
Assembly, whioh meets at Springfield, 
111, next May. ' 

It is very doubtful whether that body 
will promptly and definitely decide his 
case.,. The.question involved is one of 
a sort whioh saoh bodies usually avoid 
Yet'there is no doubt that in past years 
the Assembly has specifically denounced 
dancing as unbecoming a Christian and . 
as contrary to the precepts of Soriptur.. 
If it takes up Mr. Donaldson's case at 
all, it cannot do otherwise than, sustain 
the aotion of the inferior bodies, unless 
it is prepared to make a new rule re 
gardiog dancing, and throw overboard 
its past deliveranoee concerning the 
amusement. 

It is well known that there is little 
heed paid nowadays to the repeated 
utterances of -the General Assembly 
against dancing, especially among fash-'' 
ionabie Presbyterians. Preabyterian 
young men and., maidens in New York, 
for instance, do not hesitate to take 
part in 

round dances~at small and large enter-
tertainmentsv at - pablio balls, and a t 
private gertnans. Neither do their par 
ents refrain from giving entertainments 
of which danoiog,,," promiscuous danc­
ing," is the chief feature. If, therefore, 
the condemnation of ,the General As­
sembly was not scouted by clergy and 
iaity both, very many of the leading 
members of the fashionable ^Presbyteri­
an oharohes here "would \.be Bhat out

has been. They have acted and will 
oontinne to act contrary to the " con 
stitntion of the Presbyterian, Ohuroh, 
the deliverances of the General \ssem 
bly," and what the latter has declared 
to be " the teachings of the Word of 
God."'

The offences charged against Mr.

Moreover, 
it occurred at a temperance hotel, and 
lasted only an hour and a halt Besides, 
there were '.'five Presbyterians and 
three Methodists in the party," whioh 
contained, all told, only eighteen peo­
ple, M as respectable aa the borough of 
Emlenton possesses." On another oo»< 
oaaion he danced a few quadrilles at a 
"select party at our hall or opera 
house." It was " i n no sense a ball* 
There were no refreshments, and we 
kept no late hours*^ Mr, Donaldson 
also declares that he is no devotee of 
danoing, that he "has never praotioed 
the amusement enough to become a 
lover of it." The probability, nay, the 
certainty, must be that he is a very in­
different dancer, for' perfection in- that 
graceful art is only attained by much 
praotice. He "never took a danoing 
lesson,*' and is able only to walk 
through a quadrille with tho help e! the 
calls oTtnTlgures^noyTh^fiddler, after 
the fashion prevailing in the country. 

. Yet Mr. Donaldson is condemned and, 
excommunicated, with the approval of 
Session and Synod, while fashionable 
Presbyterians iu New York dance not 
only occasionally, but also almost 
nightly during the gay season. Nor 
aye they content with the old quad­
rilles, They think them stupid, and 
their feet move only* to the measures of 
the waltz or galop, or they follow the 
leader through the mysterious move­
ments of the german. Moreover, re-
freshmen^s are served at the parties and 
balls they frequent, champagne is 
drunk by men and women both, and, 
the entertainments.are only just open­
ing at the early hour at whioh Mr, Don­
aldson and his friends retired from' 
their dances at the temperance hotel 
and at the opera house, where not even 
anioe was given to the heated revellers,
