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"Jadge Sorter, oonoladed the argument 
lor the proseoution upon the law points 
.on-tbelOth., He took oooaaion to ad­
minister pauiahment to Mr. SoovQle 
for hiflinaaltingrremrirTtB made iiTtfie-
oourse of the trial, and Bpoke in sting 
ing words of the assassin, who, he said, 
would aoon feel a •• Divine, pressure in 
the form of U hanginan's" r o p e . " ' He 
said that Guiteau waa so "confident of 
the gullibility and rascality of inant ind 
as to believe that men like Gran t and 
Oonkling and Arthur would shield the 
oriminal." Goiteau interrupted Judge 

"Porter frequently. He said that he was 
ready to suffer the oonseqaenoes of his 
aot, adding, " X think the Lord has got 
it fixed" so that the oonaequenoes -will 
not be very serious." Justice Oox de­
livered his deoisions on the varioQB 
prayers of the- proseoution and of the 
defence, which were satisfactory to the 
lawyers on both Bides. 

Mr, Payidge opened for the proseou­
tion on the 11th and concluded his 
speech on the 12th. He reviewed John 
W. Guiteau's testimony at length, and 
dwelt upon the importance pf the eri* 
deuce given by the experts on the 
question of the assassin's sanity. He 
made effective use of the fact that when 
the experts whom the defence had 
Bummoned were placed upon the stand 
they were afaked only a hypothetical 

• question and not their opinions as to 
the results of their examination and 
observation 6f t he prisoner, Guiteau 
interrupted the proceedings repeatedly. 
An exoitiog scene ooourred during the 
first day ol Davidge's Bpeeoh. The 
question as to whether or not the aBBas-

-In should be allowed to make a speech 
to the jury waa raised, and an animated 

„discussion fojlowed, in which' Guiteau 
and.Juatioe Oox, aB well as t he oounsel, 
took part. The DiBtriot Attorney, who 
waa mnoh exoited, said that the prison­
er should not leave the dook without a 
protest from t h e prosecution until a 

" verdiot waa rendered. "On the 13th 
JaBtioe Cox announced hie decision 
not to 'permit the aasaBein to address 
t he jury, Guitean was greatly en­
raged, and for the first time insulted 
the Justice. 

Following Mr . Davidge, on the 14th, 
Mr . Beed, of Chicago, addressed the 

. ju ry , . fo r the defence. He compared 
Gnitean'fl oase to those of Lawrence, 
Hadfield and Oxford, and even * to that 
of Charlotte Oorday, whom he pro 
nounced insane, and whoBe exeoution, 
he said, waa a lasting diecraoe to the 
French nation. He strove to appear 
convinced of Guiteau's insanity, " I 
asBert that the conviction of ,thi8 mao 
to the gallowB," he said, " a n d .his 
execution, would be an infamy* beyond 
description—an indelible stain on Am­
erican^ jurisprudence and American 
juries." 

The speech tha t Guiteau wrote in hie 
oell, and which Jadge Cox deoided he 

"should- not be permitted to deliver to 
the jury, was given out for publication 
Sunday. GniteausaVB it oontaina his 
true defence, and he repudiates the line 
of defence adopted for him by hia law­
yers. He hopes Judge Cox will yet 
conclude to let him deliver it, and iT 
not, he la satisfied the court in banc 
will reverse the decision. 

The speeoh starts out • w i t h t h e decla­
ration that he stands before the jury ae 
a patriot, suffe'rihg in bonds for an aot 
that was done for the good of the Am­
erican people. He reasserts that the I 
Deity inBpired him, pictures the politi­
cal situation a t the time, deolares that 

-there have been several interferences by I 
Provldeuoe in his behalf, and threat­
ens dire things to the Amerioan people 
if he, as the representative of the Deity, 
is injared. H e tells the jury that it is 
their business to acquit him and so vin­
dicate hia inspiration. He olaims he 
was insane when he shot the President, 
and that as soon aB it was done the 
pressure on his mind was relieved. So 
rash an aot, h e argues, could only have 
been the work of a madman. 

His dosing appeal to the jury ends* 
with the statement that when the Presi­
dent was shot the Cabinet officers tele 

, graphed to Europe that it was the-act 
of a madman, and he thinks it will be 
far better every way if it ia now offioiaf-
ly deoided that it waa the aot of a mad­
man. 

Mr, Scoville followed Mr. Reed for 
thefdefenca -̂on-*" Monday. His Bpeeoh 
was tiresome and the -faot that three of 
the jurymen dozed at intervals was ao-
oepted by the -spectators a-i evidence 
that he did not make a deep impression 

• on the jury. The prosecution expect a 
verdiot of guilty by Satarday night.

Democratic Harmony well Illustrated.. 

As was -^redioted, Gov. dornejl eent 
hia message to the Benate last Wednes­
day, deeming that official courtesy did pot 
require longer delay. As we are thus a 
full week behind the publication of, the 
niesaage, we are sure our readers will 
prefer a careful synopsis of its oontents 
rather than the dooument entire, espeo-
lally 'when they are made aware that the 
full text would oooupy a page of our 
paper in fine type. The message is 
mainly devoted to a careful review of 
the business interests of the Staje, and 
does not dieouaa very fully nor, mak/ 
many important recommendations con­
cerning prominent questions to oome 
before the^Legislatnre. 

The message opens with a brief but 
well worded reference _to the "aninter 
rupted prosperity that 'has attended the 
people of the State during the.year just 
ended," and" beoomiugly expresses 
" thanks to the Souroe of all good for 
His gracious care," He also makes fit 
ting and impressive referenoe to " the 
national grief " caused by the "wioked 
assassination of the President of the 
Dnited States," to the "expressions of 
sympathy" which the sad event elioited 
from every quarter of Christendom, and 
to the faot that " n o excitement or tur­
moil attended the tranefer ,ot power to 
the constitutional suooesBor"—a faot 
which the Governor appropriately cites 
as affording a gratifying illustration-of 
" t h e wiBdom and atabOfty'o! our form 
of government, *&& the devotion and 
loyalty of the Amerioan people." "" . 

Our finances were never in better con­
dition; a faot at tr ibutable to the pru-
denoe and economy that have oontroled 
in the administration*' of the financial 
affairs of the Stale . Not only has every 
demand been promptly met, but^j&JTC,-
500 have been placed, in the sinking 
fund.-and-there ia an "actual surplus of 
$2i499,615.27 in the treasury. This is a 
gain of 81,846.856 ove* last year. On 
the 30th of September the total funded 
debt waa only $9,109,054.87, with a bal­
ance of $2,422,981.57 in the oanal sink­
ing fund. This ia a satisfactory exhibit, 
and it will be received by the peop e as 
proof of the wisdom and economy of 
thoaewho have been entrusted with the 
care 6i our State finanoes during the 
past.two years. 

As further proof of careful adminis­
tration, the tax this year iB nearly $3,-
000.000 less than it waa last year, and if 
the" Legislature, is not improperly pro­
fuse in its appropriations, the tax of 
next year (because of> the large surplus, 
now in the treasury) will show an equal 
reduotion over that of the present year. 

The Governor reiterates his previous­
ly expreaaed opinion of the necessity of 
a revision of the tax laws. The efforts 
of iast year to this end were practically 
ineffective. Whether any better pro­
gress will be made, this year is problem 
aticaJ. I t seems impossible to secure 
any unity of Bentiment, although there 
is no other subject in which the people 
are more deeply interested. The only 
really practical work done in this direc­
tion was the law taxing corporations.— 
As administered by Comptroller Wado-
worth,. thia_atatute brought nearly 81,-
0Q0 000 into the treasury during the past 
fiooal year, and tbia amount it is hoped 
will be largely inoreased during the-
present year. 

The canalB constitute the one theme 
upon whioh nothing cheerful oan be 
said either in regard jto the reoent paBt 
or the imikediatej future. The traffic 
and revenue are both diecotiraging, a 
fact largely owing to the ' extraordinary-
competition betweejalfte Wunjt lines of 
railway. Ajfter a brief but-very- -lucid' 
discuBBiqn of the subject, the Governor 
rebpeotfully suggests°a conaideration of 
the pendiDg~propositions for an amend­
ment to the Constitution to save the 
canals from disuse and dilapidation.. 

A P unexpected and mnoh to be re­
gretted fact ia brought out in what the 
Governor s»jseabcrn1r*'1*oibTrraT-Educa­
tion," namely, a marked decrease in the 
number of children attending the pub­
lic schools, a fulling off^from 1,031 5^3 
last year to 1,021,282 this year. This 
de'oreaBe iB possibly attributable to the 
inoreased demand for Tabor.' Ba t what­
ever its cause it is to be regretted, as is 
also the great decline in the Bohool 
libraries In 1860 they contained 
1 286,536 volumes, and now only 707.'' 
155 -a .falling, off of 28.D08 since last 
year. There is an annual appropriation 
of 850,000 for libraries. 

On the subject of Oleomargarine we 
quote in full what-the Governor has to 
say aB follows: 

tion as will do away with "unjust die-
criminations between individual patrons 
and communities." ',, 

I t is gratify ing to learn that the exist 
ing prison system ia bearing healthful 
fruit. Fo r the firat time in their history 
our State prisons are self-sustaining— 
the aotual surplus of tho year . was 
8564 35. 

-Tlie Elmira -Reformatory, -however, 
shows a deficiency the past year of over 
$40,000, mostly resulting from a change 

' from manufacturing on the publio ao-
oount to the contract Byetem. The 
moral effect of the institution has been 
Balutary and satisfactory—fujly 80 per 
cent, of the inmates, conditionally rer ' 
leased, having assumed industrious and 
reputable habits. -f : , 

A s i te jor a House of Beiageior-wos 
men has been purohajed in Hudson^ at,a 
cost of $3,000. There are $100,000 
available for the proposed buildings. 

Imprisonment for debt,' popularly 
suppoaed to have been abolished, really 
still exists in the city of New York. 
Hundreds are annually imprisoned in 
that city who are too poor to obtain 
bail. This great wrong should be right­
ed, and - the Governor BO recommends, 

The Governor recommends an amend­
ment to the exoiae^lawa, H e says: " T h e 
evils r e ac t i ng from tba sale of liquor> 
even within the pale, off the law, are-bad 
enough and always, to be deplored, but 
the degradation and ruin resulting from 
the wholesale violation of law and order 
ia lamentable in the.extreme." No sen­
tence in the message will meet with a 
more hearty response than this, and it 
is to be hoped that something practical 
will come from it. 

In this connection the Governor ut­
ters some emphatic- words, against the 
infamous trafHo iri'lotteriea. He urge,s. 
legislation _to effectjually Btop the bust 
nesa, : 

The-- Governor, under t he head of 
"Monetary Disturbancea," recommends 
a modification of the usury laws so far 
as they bear upon demand loans. This 
'is asubji-ot upon which the .masses of 
the people .arc extremely sensitive, ami 
it is very doobtful^hether , even to the 
extent suggested, a change would be ap 
proved. Efforts to effect some sort of 
modification have been pushed annually 
for more than twenty years, and always 
without suocess. 

The State boundary line and the Adi 
rondack survey have been cairied for 
ward suceaafully and satisfactorily. The 
AdirOndaok survey is especially com­
mended. The tGovernor's remarks about 
our great wilderness are interesting and 
are as followB:

Chapter $39 of the- Laws of 1880 were 
enacted for the prote. tion of dairymen, 
and to prevent deception in the sale of 
butter. These statutes require that any 
article in semblance of 'butter, not the 
legitimate product of the dairy, and not 
made exclusively of milk or cream,, 
shall have dibtinotly marked or stamped 
on eaoh paokage the word "Oleomar-

cgarine." Complaint is made that these 
ia.ws are constantly violated, and that 
large'••quantities ;di oleomargarine are 
sold by dealers, as real butter, without 
the requi ed . -brand.

I t is the undoubted duty„of..tha prop­

er authorities to enforce the laws now 
existing for the protection of the dairy' 
interests, and also, in the interest of 
consumers, to prevent the sale of oleo­
margarine as butter. If it be found that 
their provisions are ineffectual, then 
they should be amended in such manner 
as to provide stringently againBt all de­
ception and fraud in the sale of an arti­
cle of enoh universal nee as butter. 

While the patent laws of the United 
Statea muet be duly observed, there 
ought to be no difficulty in enacting a 
law that will reasonably prOtebfc the pro 
dnoer of natnral butter , and likewise, 
the oonsumer. Oleomargarine is a pro­
duct of manufacture recognized and 
pr'Otedted by Federal statute, and its 
sale under the patented.name cannot be 
ipterfered with by S'ate regulations nn-
leBs demons'rated to be deleterious to 
•health"." Bat it oannot properly be sold 
as batter; and all suoh sales shonld be 
strictly forbidden and prevented. 

The Governor ia quite likely right, 
bat what ho Bays will hardly aati fy the 
farmers of S t Lawrenoe county. They 
Warft legislation.that will in some way 
prevent the manufaotore"of oleomargar­
ine and lard joheese. 

One of the moat important to'pica dia-
cussed in the Message is under the head 
of "Railroad Transportation." And on 
this subjeot the Governor is emphatic 
in bis recognition of "the importance of 
a faijr ahd just regulation of freight 
traffic." He deems the "marked dis­
crimination in rates injarioUB to those 
againBt whom it operates." While be 
vronid not impose unreasonable burdens 
on corporations he favors such legisla-

*%*.. 

' T h e vast tract of country .lying in the 
northern part" of the State, familiarly 
known as the Adirondack region, has 
become one of the moat inviting resorta 
to invalids and tonriats. I t s high alti­
tudes, pure and bracing atrcosphere, 
perennial streama and.monntaip lakes, 
in the shade of primeval forests,Vo~i>sti-
tote the desirable features of a retreat 
designed by natnre for the ust s of man­
kind in pursuit of. health or pleasure.— 
But there are other and grave interests 
belonging.to tbia .portion of our terri­
tory that appeal with eapeoial foroe for 
timely consideration. By fat the great­
er quantity of land within the Adiron 
dack wilderness proper belongB to the 
8tate_. . Jndividpal ownership ia now 
confined to a few hundred thouaand 
acr a. Heretofore it haB been the prao-
tiee-of tbe State, with questionable pol 
icy, to sell its wild lands at nominal 
prices to private-parties, who have gone 
on. in most o'aaee, and out off the mar­
ketable timber wm-re .accessible, and 
then abandoned to tbe State the clear-
inga', worthless generally for agricultural 
pu poses, thereby escaping the payment 
of taxes. Forest fires have followed 
imd raged with eatrnctive fury, denud 
ing the mountains and checking the 
flow of springs and streams that supply 
thenav-igable waters.to the north and 
the Hndson river southward Farther-
more, mauy of the lskes, the nataral 
regprvoirB of the mountain coarse", have 
been damaged by dams and overflows, 
so that the shores of those lying within 
the working timber limits present tbe 
effects of irreparable injury.- It has 
therefore, become a question of se i >nu 
import whether the State should ai y 
longer part with its title to land in this 
quarter, now held o- that may hereafter 
revert by the non-payment of taxes. I t 
might be leaBed, pe.haps, with safety, 
for certain purposes; but its uses should 
be carefally restricted. The Adiron 
daok region is the natnral and priuoipal 
watfer-ahed of important navigable wa­
ters, and, if it be divested of its timber. 
Imminent daDger will threaten. The 
rain falls: will diminish, the springs and 
streams fail, and unaccountable IOHB en 
sue to interests not immediately located 
in that part of the State, This subject 

ill, indeed, eOoneror later, demand in­
quiry, if its importance .do not now 
oompel investigation. 

The Penal Code, hastily passed and 
approved without proper time for its 
oritioal examination, needs to be amend 
ed. Changes in the laws in relation to 
oontested elections and bribery at eleo 
tions art recommended. A Congres­
sional apportionment will be a necessity 
as aoon as Congress shall fix the 'ratio 
of representation. 0 

-The most important recommendation 
in the message is the one favoring bien­
nial sessions of the Legislature. The 
Governor says: • 

,Tbe experience of two years in the 
discharge of executive duties has im­
pressed me with the belief that the in­
terests of the people wan Id be promoted 
by the adoption of the plan for biennial 
sessions of the Legislature. Provision 
for the support of all departments of 
the. 9t.at8.goternment can be made two 
years in advance, quite as well as for a 
aingle year; and under the present con-
Htittttinnal authority with reference to 
extraordinary Behsloos of the Legisla 
tare, daring 'Wh'ioh no subject can be 
considered not embraced in the recom­
mendations of the Governor, no embar 
rassment need arise abont calling auoh 
extra meetings whenever necessity de 
mends. v < . -, 

This polioy would undoubtedly con­
tribute to greater stability and effioienoy. 
in regard .to laws'; and would check in 
large degree the tendency to local and 
special legislation now encouraged. 
The attentiou of the Legislators would 
more likely bo devoted to tha considera­
tion of general measnrea designed to 
conserve the public, good, thus elevating 
the law-making power in the estimation 
of the people, and inducing greater re­
spect for statutory enaotments. The 
last revision of '•"the' Cowstitation'" pro 
vides for general leginlution on man y 
subjects;' add there oan be no doubt 
that more beneficial results in this re­
aped would Poorue if tho sessions wer* 
lesB frequent. Several States have, in 
reoent years, ohanged from annnal to 
bienniul meetings, with ertpeeial advant 
age and satisfaction to the people. 

To accomplish the objeot proposed, 
amendments to the Cons itntion will be 
required, both as to the legislative sea-
Biona and the term of .service of the 
members. The Assembly should be 
cnoBen for two years; and if thought 
advisable the term pf Senators might 
with advantage, be also lengthened 
The adoption of such a nendments aB 
would meet tho .favor of one Legisla­
ture, would doubtless elicit dlsoucsinn 
andvCopsideration by the people .that 
wouid "furnish an intelligible guide to a 
succeeding Legislature in its aotion on 
the final deliberation to which the pro-
pofiition would necessarily beBnbjeoted. 

As a whole, the message aboanda in 
oommon aenee, is praotioaland business 
like, and presents fewer snbjeote likely 
to exoite unfavorable oritioiam than any 
reoent message from any Executive. 

Among the cabe.s deoided at the gen 
eral term, in session at Syraouse laBt 
weefc. waa one commenoed by Ann 
Seifert vs. Michael Sohiliner, uuder the 
civil damage law, for selling h e r hus­
band liquor; O. P. BaokuB for plaintiff 
and E. L. Stevens for defendant Tbe 
oase Was noticed for trial by the defend 
ant 's oounsel for the May Circuit at 
Utiea, and WBB nol policed by plaintiff's 
counsel. Plaintiff's counsel and wit 
nessea were obliged to be in attendance 
at the term, as^defendant's counsel an­
nounced his intention to move the oase 
when-4t was reached. • On account of the 
plaintiff's oounsel failing to notice the 
toaae, he could not move it under the 
rolee. The oase was not moved, not­
withstanding plaintiff and ^witnesses 
were in attendance at court during the 
term. After the circuit, counsel for 
n)ni$|ph,1mfldp, a motion for costs for at­
tendance, on- tbe 'ground that defend­
ant's oounsel kept plaintiff dancing at­
tendance at Court without any intention 
to move £he case, except to take a dis­
missal in oaae plaintiff's conneel was 
ciogbt absent. The motion was argued 
before Justice Churobill at Lowville, 
and be denied it on tho ground that he 
had no jurisdiction becacae the oase was 
in Justice Merwfn's court, and he had 
exclusive jurisdiction "oyer it. Plaint 
iff 'a connsel appealed from Jnstice 
Churchill's decision to the General 
Term, and tbe General Term held that-
Jastice Chorchill had jurisdiction- -to 
hear and decide the motion. This oonrt 
also held that the plaintiff could renew 
hia motion at the Special Term and be 
heard, a u d the motion be disposed of 
on ita merits. The order entered by" 
Justice Churchill denying motion for 
want of jurisdiction waa reversed and 
$10 costs imposed on defendant This 
motion will be of interest to all lawyers, 
aa ii is the first one of the kind made' 
nndes the present rales. 

Something for People to Think About 

l a the very able, eloquent and admir 
able address to the j u r y in*'the'€hxii€aa 
oaee made by Mr. Davidge, one of the 
CDunsel for the Government, there oc­
curred the expression of a thought, 
memorable and noteworthy, and which 
ought to attract, tho attention of the 
people of the United Statea generally, 
and uf the judges and lawyers particu­
larly. Speaking of the cunning prepa 
rations, made by the aspaaain to obtain 
shelter and protection in the jail as 
soon as he should have committed his 
horrid crime, Mr. Davidge said; " I f 

• this wretoh had feared the law of the. 
land as he feared the mob, the Chief of 
our rrBtiOBrwould be alive to day. He 
feared„the moj^,.bnt.be,.defied the law.' 
Mr. Davidge confessed that he had to 
blnsh in making that statement; aud it 
is; indeed, one whioh is very suggestive 
.of the lax administration of criminal 
jastice in this country. This is a la-
men table,, condition of things for which 
Presidents and governors, by the exer-
oise of the pardoning power, judge*, by 
the lax administration of law, jariec, by 
the exhibition of too mnoh sentimental 
favor to the accused, and lawyers, by 
the. exeroiae of every mode of chicanery 
to defeat jastice, are about equally res­
ponsible. 

The State Canals. 

A DISABTBODS TEAR FOR THE V UTMEN— 

WHAT THE ABOLITION OV TOLLS WOULD 

EFFECT. 

ALBANY, Jan. 12.—Mr. Datoher, the 
Superintendent of Public Works, re­
ports the expenditure of $897,324 32 for 
ordinary repairs and operating expenses 
during the fisoal year of 1881, and $85,-
864.97 additional for extraordinary re­
pairs. The oanaUoHfi* for the aeason, 
aa compared With that of 1880, have 
fallen off over forty-five-per cent , while 
tho decrease of tonnage ia only twenty 
per oent. The decrease in revenue IB 
due in part to the abolition of west­
bound tolls, bu t more to tho lessened 
shipments of grain from Buffalo to the 
seaboard, which fell off from 71,909,-
964 bushels in 1880 to 31,151,761 bush 
els in 1881. X V freights on east-bound 
merchandise have averaged lower than 
ever before, and the season has been a 
diaastroua one for boatmen. Canal rev­
enues for the fisoal year were $818,-
264 61. Mr. Di t che r says: 

The tolls have been about twenty peT 
oent. of the cost of transportation on 
through cargoes to tide water. Freeing 
transportation of tbiB tax will undoubt­
edly add much to . the volume of busi­
ness, make available the Urge inves t -
ment in b.oat8 and oanal eqai^ment, 
bring additional capital to our l a r g \ 
cities, and again oause ltirg-j additions 
to the volume of taxable property in 
these cities. - Making the oauals free 
will benefit the State if future Legisla-' 
tares are prudent in- makiug appropria­
tions and those iu charge of the oanala 
are economical in their expenditures. 
Lavis'h appropriations and unnecessary 
expeuditurea would soon produce a feel-
iug of indignaiion that would prompt 
the people to abandon tbeae' highways 
of commerce. The State can well afford 
to maiutam them if pro 'ently managed 
as a rtgulator of freight rates . The 
terminal aiid all port expenBeB should 
be made as moderate as possible, thus 
relieving our oommorce of every unnec­
essary tax and charge. 

There are no tolls now on west-bound 
freights, and next t ) none on eaat-
bound, yet tbe oanal doesn't seem to*x-
ert much influence as a regulator of̂  
freights. People u p this way are averse 
to I eing taxed • for any such purpose as 
indicated by Mr. Datoher.

Proposed Adirondack Rai l road Route. 

A Waddiugton correspondent of tbe 
Montreal Star thus,answers t h e Og?

Editor Courier & Freeman:SIR: In 
going from Wheeling to the central 
part of West Virginia, you take tho 
Baltimore & 6>hioR. R., and pass down 
along the east shore of the Ohio river, 
through fertile farms for about 16 milea 
when the road torns to tho east and 
passes up a rapid stream called Grave 
Creek, and by continual olimbing 
eventually passes over or through tbe 
Alleghany mountains. .For some 20 
miles along the oroek bottoms there 
were fine fields of winter wheat, extend­
ing I n many instances well up onto the 
hill aides. Thero were large and thrifty 
orohards on almost every farm and 
email boys were offering large fine 
apples at t he stations 12 for a niokel. 
After passing out of Marshall county' 
tbe country grows more mountaiuouB, 
the gorges beoome too. narrow jto ao 
commodate both the oreekfl and the rail­
road, so of necessity the railroad has to 
take to the cattle pa ths on the s ide ; of 
the mountaina. And I may as yell 
mention he re that there are cattle; here 
in ^he 'att)mtter season, the Qpuntry 
being well adapted to* grazing, the fam­
ed Kentucky bine grass growing lax 
uriantly here . Mnoh of the land ia 
owned by farmors. on the river bottom 
who send their .steers here to fatten 
through t he summer and some is owned 
or ocoupied by the mountaineers, who 
manage t o eke out an existence by 
pasturing the Btook of their more for­
tunate neighbors of the valley below 
And it iB really surprising to see how 
nearly a railroad can adapt Ttself to th 
windings of a cowl path. And as 
ait in a oar and Bee th'e eugfne thi 
drawiag only seven or eight oars ooj 
ing round by your aide afld in the 
minute shooliug out of sight aroi 
another curve, you are led to oonoludi 
that the rear oar may meet with the 
same fate that the boy at the tail of the 
string does when they play anap the 
whip; but they are unable to go around 
all of the mountains in this, country. 
In a distance of one hundred milea we 
pass through seven tunnels, one of 
them being 2 400 feet in length and the 
remainder i to i mile in length. In 
Wetzel county you pass through Glov i 
era Gap, a depression • in the Laura! 
Hill mountains, and here the water 
flows to the east a^d, empties into the 
Monongahela and its tributaries. Pass­
ing nearly across Marion, a fine grazing 
oonnty, its hillsides famishing fine 
pastures and its valleys being dotted 
wi thhay stacks, you strike t he head of 
the Monongahela at the juuotioh of 
the west fork and Tygart'a Valley river, 
the latter being a stream about the size 
of the Kaoket, and the west fork nearly 
ae large. Fairmoant at this point is a 
thriving town of 1,500 inhabitant's' 
From this place you pass up the Ty 
gart's Valley river 20 milea to Grafton 
Junotion, in Taylor Co., where yon oan 
go east over the main line of the B & 
O R. R. to Baltimore "bJ""Trajron 
branoh of the same road to Parkers 
burgh on the Ohio river. ' I , took the 
Utter, getting off at Clarksburgh, tbe 
c unty seat of Harrison Co. It is 30 
miles from Grafton and on the west

being rich in coal and well adapted t<-
agrioultare. They ,have fine fields of 
winter wheat -sown. " They have good 
orohards aud comfortable farm hoast* 
bat no barns. They stack their hay 
and grain, feeding their stock at tb»-
stacks in the field, and will argae with 
you to prove that ife-ia the bes' method, 
a imi t t ing that last winter they began 
to fodder in November, had from ten to 
fifteen inches of snow for three months 
aud foddered until the first of May. But 
th is season they have not had to fodder 
any y e t I fear I am .miking my oom 
munioation too long acfd will olose.

the stage. But the lecture, as ft social affair, 
wasn-urwuendous success, the audience crowd 
Ing the ball in all p a n s , and every noted per-
Bon in the literarv and fashionable world be­
ing preK'nt. Long before evening every Beat 
in tbe house was sold; the speculators <jutsid« 
were selling them at $B apiece. Full dress 
wa& tne rule. 

Although but 26 years old*.Wilde has al­

ready published a book of poems, and the 

New York Bohemians.of the press are amus­

ing themselves by making fun of the au thor 

and hia poetry after tins-fashion:
