Be* 
fore the engineer Baw his eignal it was 
too late to stop the train.

There is one way in which 
stoves and boiler furnaces save a great 
deal of money for a railway oumpuny lii 
case of collision: By setting h ie to a oat 
and burning to death the persons al­
ready wounded the company is liable to 
less loss by suits fur damages, for lu 
this State the law limits the olaim on 
loss ol life to five thousand doliara, 
whereaB a-yeraon auryiving, yet perma­
nently injured, may secure a tar greaiei 
award from a j u ry . Tne zailruudu do

Baokfyf this prosecution is an iuf la-
ence which I have feit, and whioh y o u 
may feel, gentlemen, before this trial i s 
concluded. There a,re politicians w h o 
seek to hide their, own shame behind 
the disgrace of tois poor prisoner-ana' 
make him the scapegoat for their orime. 
I did not intend to take up this fea'tare 
of the case, bat-when 1 find the power 
and influemoesof - the government nBed 
against me in denying the small pittance 
I asked for a fair and impartial trial a n d 
the small facilities heeded for a proper 
defence, I do not propose tb keep quiet . 
1 Bfty.BUob-deD -as Grant, Conkling- atwi 
Arthur, are morally and intellectually r e ­
sponsible for the o ime. Oonkling shal l 
not escape; he shall not shirk the r e ­
sponsibility of the state of things t h a t 
led 4o this act, and he Bhall not escape 
the condemnation of the Amerioan peo­
ple if I can help it, for his share ID t h i s 
disgraceful eoramble for office that l e d 
to conflict with the ohoBen ruler of t h i s 
great nation, and led this poor insane 
man to <.>pmpass what they would h a v e 
hailed with satisfaction as woald p r o b ­
ably hundreds of other politicians if i t 
could occur other than through oea&SBin-
ation, the removal of Garfield w h o 
stood in the way of their nefarious a n d 
disgraceful struggle for the offices.

State Agricultural Society. 

The State AgriunUdral Society met in 
Albany, January 18th. \ . 

Secretary Harison preBented the an­
nual report of the Executive Oommit-
tee. T h e y Bay the season of 1881 was a 
peculiar though upon the whole a pro­
fitable one. There was a fall orop of 
hay, a fair but not a full yield of fall 
wheat and rye, and a remarkably good 
orop of barley and oata. The severe 
drought beginning in July canned a 
great deficiency in the oiops of corn 
and potatoes and a considerable shrink­
age in t he yield of dairies. As an off­
set toi this all kinds of farm produce 
have found a ready market at remunera­
tive prices. "This .has been the beat 
season for farmers to make money that 
we have had for several yeara.'' These 
deductions are made on the relume of 
260 correspondents in different oonnties. 
Reports encourage - t he hope that the 
ravages of insects on grass and clover 
will- be less destructive in the future. 
Upon the subject of pleuro pneumonia 
in oattle, the committee .have but one 
slight ray of enoouragement to report, 
and this is that the people of the Weal 
ern "States and the agricultural pressbe-
gin- to show sigus of awakening tb. a 
sense of ita importance. In this State 
the authorities have restricted their ..la­
bors to keeping the infeotion from 
spreading. The opinion is expressed 
lhaTffi«~d^dnlryoah never be ' rid of~Tt 
until the general government Bhall take 
efficient action.' Eleven analyses of fer­
tilizers have been made during the year 
by the chemtBt of t he Society.,J Two 
were German potash salts. The others 
were manufactured manures, four super­
phosphates and five special - potato 
manures, having potash as the prit oipai 
constituent of value. They were all of 
value.

Afterward he was pastor of 
the t f|p rches in WUliston and Under­
bill, wL, in all 60 years of uninterrupt­
ed pastoral service. -He was made a 
dootor of divinity by the university of 
Vermont. Dr. Parmalee was a smoker 
until t h e age of 80, when he stopped at 
tbe solicitation of his wife, who is now 
aged 89 . 

The late Russian minister to this gov-
ernm*ni,r_M. Bartbolemei, and hia wife 
were a queer couple—the wife more 
ooouliar than the husband. Sooiety was 
for a long time soandalized by their cur­
ious ways;- .Visitors were never admit­
ted to-the house, and the servants whom 
they hired"BTways left after a few .days, 
full of goesip.

The conversation 
was as refined UB the banquet, for mad­
ame wi th the utmost frankness announc­
ed t ha t ifrwas.quite the thing to be ille­
gitimate; that her husband was illegiti­
mate, and she was illegitimate, and, she 
added, ' 'our children are illegitimate."

Mustard Poultices as a Punishment 
for Children. , v 

Last week the city of Montreal was 
atartled by a sensation- which for novel­
ty, as well as diabolism, is perhaps 
unrivalled. The Hervey Institute ia a 
home for ohildren whose parents can 
pay wholly or partly for their mainte­
nance. There are generally in the in­
stitute over one hundred inmates of 
ages ranging between infancy and four 
teen years old, and several of tbe lead­
ing lad'es of Montreal are managers o' 
the concern, A quarrel" between Mrs. 
Craig,' t he matron, and a nurse recently 
dieolosed the revolting story that tbe 
matron for sometime past had been in 
the habit of punishing refractory ohil­
dren by applying mustard poultices to 
their bodies. About sixteen of ther 

ohildren were stated to have been thus 
treated. Some of* these were infants, 
and one little fellow is represented to 
have been so terrified at this mode of 
punishment, that he Bet fire to the chil­
dren's dormitory" in order, he said, to 
try and escape from the house and the 
mustard blisters. The ohildren are 
stated^ to have-been, in some cases, so 
badly bl is tered;that they -cojjldhot sit 
down.

CHARLESTON, W. VA , Jau. 15, 1882. 

Editor Courier^ t& Freeman:—I think I 
mentioned that there wuei a narrow 
gauge railroad from Olarkeahurgh run­
ning u p the west branch of the Monon-
gahela. After spending some two dayB 
in thia place we started up this stream. 
The railroad reaches Weston, 26 miles 
up the river, an^isprojeotedv^^ja j les-
ton, the future oapital o r t h e stat», 
there to connect with the Chesapeake & 
Ohio BR. Weston is the oonnty seat of 
Lewis county. I learned from a reni-
dent of the town that it contained 2,500 
inhabitanta, including the lunatics, 
What proportion are lunatics I Was un­
able to learn. There is nothing invit­
ing about the town but ita asylnm for 
the insane. The State asylum, whioh 
haa just been completed, is a large, 
handsome building, covering several 
aoree of ground, three stories h i g h and 
built of sandstone quarried nea r by. 
The stone looks very nice,4 I t i s of a 
light blue or green, being hard to deter 
mine whioh. I t dan be obtained iu 
blocks of almost any size you may wish; 
oan be split to suitable -thioknesses; is 
soft when first quarried, but hardens 
when exposed to the weather. There 
are three small churches iu the town, 
and if they are aB well patronized as the 
drinking saloons are, they mus t do a 
thriving business. 

—The^jountry here is well adapted to 
grazing and dairying—producing very 
fine pasturing and good hay. The re ie 
not much attention given to making 
butter and cheese, but they raise some 
very fine oattle for the Baltimore mar­
ket, selling their steers the fall after 
they are three years old at four and five
