u Having for some time past a afarong 
inclination to give the readers of the 
COCBIKB & FBXEHAA a sketch of North 

eastern Iowa and its settlers, or those 
who oame from St. Lawrence oonnty, 
I will now proceed 'to do so. Oar home 
is , in Iowa,'just between two mighty-
rivers. It hi of Northeastern Iowa that 
this communication will speak—that 
part of the State north and west of 
Dubuque. The climate is Bimilar to 
that of St, Lawrence, with not as much 
snow. Sometimes the thermometer 
gets as low as 4 0 ° below zero, bqt very 
seldom. The soil varies from sandy to 
yellow clay, but the prairies are usually 
black loam. It is well watered, has no 
rivers as large as the Backet, or such 
water power as Potsdam; ia well adapt 
ed to grassrwhich is fast becoming tht-
main orop.' Sixteen years ago, when I 
oame here, wheat took the lead; now 
flour is brought from Minneapolis by 
the car load and not one acre of good 
wheat have I kndWn in the past two 
years. 

From the first settlement oi th> 
part of the country St. Lawrence has 
furnished a part of the emigration and 
some of our most prominent men were 
-from there. The late Jadge Barker, of 
Dubnqae, was a S t Lawrence boy. l i e 
read law with Wm. A. Dart, left Pots­
dam whi|e Mr. Dart - was post master 
under James K. Polk, and took an ac­
tive part in the early- history of thi* 
State. Oar present District Judge, E. 
Fj.J3ooley, of ' Deoorah, was a school­
boy in Barker's first district school in 

-the~town-of- Buesellf afterward-read la w-
with A. B. James, at Ogdenebnrg, com 
menoed the praotide of law at Canton 
with Wm. Sawyer, Wm. Wallace, N. 
Orary and others; oame west and has 
made his mark. He informs me that 
there are so many St. Lawrence pooph 
in that vioinity they are called the St 
Lawrence clique and wield'a great in­
fluence politically and socially. 

Coming nearer home we find so many 
that almost every profession and call 
ing Is represented from S t Lawrence-
Several reverends; Dr. Alexander,broth 
er of Ed. Alexander, of Hermon; on* 
editor; Oa Cole, a Stockholm boy, now 
mail agent on the B. B., informs me 
there are more letters from three eta 
tions going to S t Lawrence than all 
other places put together. Our largesi 
dry goods merchant, Charles Sperry, 
was a Stockholm boy; mechanics and 
farmers too numerous to mention. 

The dairying interests are fast taking 
the lead and old S t Lawrence most 
pall hard or she will get outdone in the 
race. In the spring of 1880 we com 
menoed the building of a batter factory 
on my farm, where -there was a very 
large cold spring. The building wa* 
20x40 feet, two'' stories high, ax^U-them 
was considered to be large enough to1 

accommodate'all the bosmess for a long 

o6mplete4,X.was.'Visited by H. O. Pert . 
(soil of George Pert, of Potsdam) in 
the interest of David Ellis & Co., of 
Boston, who wanted a place where they 
could get butter made exclusively for 
the Boston market and if the business 
c o a l i be^orkeoTup to *cerhtar«moun*" 
they would be glad to bur. Although 
it was mid summer when we com­
menced churning by hand and then -by 
horse power; we had to have a steam 
engine in less than three months, a* 
we were- churning over' 1,000 lbs. oi 
bntter jwr day^ and the capacity of the 
building was too sxualL Last spring 
an additional building 80x40, one and 
one-half times larger than" the first, wa* 
put op, with -increased- facilities and a 
larger engine, six horse power, with 
ten horse power boiler. The extru 
steam is used for warming the building 
and -the cream, scalding churns and all 
other uses that steam can be applied to 
The ofaarns are Potsdam make, A. hL 
Beaton's; the batter color Dr. Thatch 
er's; the batter tube from North Law­
rence. You will see the relationship is 
growing more intimate every year with 
the old home oonnty. Barney Quigley, 
from Potsdam, was engaged to come 
and take charge of the butter-making 
until others oonld be learned. He had 
five~ or six men under his direction. 
The company now have several smaller 
factories, with this the central point. 
H, G. Pert is the head manager and h> 
located here. He has an interest in th< 
company. They have, done a fifty 
thousand dollar business the past year. 
Fred Brash (son of Al M. Brash, ot 
Potsdam) is here as chief engineer for 
the company. He has the patting or 
and repairing of all the engines and 
machinery. Fred is a mechanician and 
up on bis ear when he is manipulating 
some nice maohine. ~--~>

Mr, H. G. Pert has introduced an­

The roori; I noif occupy in writing is 
warmed by one of them* Several are 
now in use in town, with a fair prospect 
of building up (in the near future) a 
good trade in that line. 

The-fear of. making this article too 
long prevents me from saying many 
more things that might. interest my old 
friends <">d neighbors, and I will close 
by saying the Iatoh string hangs out 
and any one from- old S t Lawrence 
county who will give it a pull is wel 
come.

JACK MAOFAH, CONVICTED OWMVRDKB. IB TEX­

AS, OONFKISES TO I1AVB COUUJTTKU THBBE 

MOBDEBS tS THE VIOISITT Or PaHOOTT, 

a OAJtADA. 

The Commercial Advertiser, of Canton, 
COD tain • a strange account of one Jack Me-
FBII, who has been lately convicted of marder 
ia Texas, and who, while antler trreat, con-
fessed to having committed three murders in 

.thevicinity of Presjott, Ontario—the first a 
woman named Bogert, whom he drowned; the 
second a drover, who was thrown from a train 
on the Grand Trunk Railway, between Prcs-
eott and Maitland, robbed and murdered; and 
the third an Italian, murdered near the nind-
millt below Prescott 

The drover above referred to was Harlan 
8ykes,'aton of K. J. Sykes of Canton. Har­
lan .was-in" bis 22d year at tne time of his 
death, and was a young maa of spirit ind en­
terprise. On Friday. March 12, I860, he left 
home for Chicago, where he expected to en­
gage: in business, taking with bim a traveling 
hag well filled with wearing apparel, and about 
9100 in money. On the'following day he cross­
ed to Presoott, where he. -waited- tiU'' evening 
in order to take the fast express through to 
Chicago. . This train left Presoott between 7 
and 8 o^jlock. Sykea took a seat—M the con. 
duo tor subsequently testified—near the rear 
end of the front car. The account of what 
followed is as gathered from Ŝ keo by John 
Heok, at whose house he died two days afte> 
being thrown from thfr train: 

A few minutes after the train started, a veil 
dressed and gentlemanly appearing man ent 
ered tho ctrfrora the rear, and immediately-
engaged Sykea in conversation, n marking 
presently, that the oai was cold, tnd euggest-
ing that, they should go into the next car back,, 
where it was comfortable, and where there 
were plenty of unoccupied seat*.' lie assent 
ed, and picking op hi* overcoat and satchel, 
followed the man to the door, which he, with 
seeming politeness held open, letting Sykea 
pass out before him. As Sykea reached the 
ilatform the door was qnicklv ehut behind 
iim and he was forcibly seized by this man 

and two accomplices One of these he recog­
nized aa Jack McFatlr wham he had seen-dtm~ 
ing f he day about Daniels' hotel, in Prescott. 
_EIeJ5*fljfixm]y held anil gagged-by-the-ruff-
ians, who robbed htm of his overcoat, Batohel, 
and mbney; and then, while' the train, rithr 
ning at the rate of 40 miles an boar, was pas 
ting over a culvert which spanned a deep 
ravine, -threw him from the platform. Il was 
their expectation that he would be instantly 
killed, but as he was crowded off be aeixed 
the tail iron .guard-rod./reaching from the 
step to the roof, and hung with an unyielding 
grip, till one of .his murderers going partly, 
down the steps forced him. with kicks in his 
face, to, let go. After his fall he was senseless 
till after midnight He then found himself 
wandering over tjje railway track Discover­
ing a farm-house, be made his way to it and 
roused the inmates. -This chanced to be the 
house of Mr. John Heck, a prosperous farm­
er and a magistrate, who lived near the Mat-
land station. Mr. Heck came to the door, 
and seeing a young o>ao bruised and bloody, 
took bim in, and learning how his deplorable 
condition was brought about, made him as 
comfortable as possible. A surgeon wan called 
up from Prescott, and on Sunday morning bis 
wounds were dressed. It was soon evident 
that Sykea' wounds would prove fatal He 
was then in full possession of bis reason and 
made a statement, out of whidh ,the foregoing 
brief narrative is constructed. After the dress­
ing of his'wounds he fell asleep, and from 
the boar when he awoke till bis death at mid 
night of the next day, he was delirious. 

Jack MoPall—a worthless fellow living in 
Prescott with bis mother—was arrested on 
the strength of Sykea' statement, by whioh it 
appears MoFalls was clearly identified, bat 
his mother swore that he was at home, and 
in her compaUy "dttririg the> entire evening ot 
the marder, .and he was let loose,, although 
there was a universal public: "belief" that"ln> 
mother-had committed perjury to save her son 
from the gallows. As he is at length brought 
to punishment for other crimes, and has-cjn-
fessed to a band in the Preacott murder* it,ia 
.Qp êd.t̂ tajl.hifl accomplices may -S0on.be under 
arrest, and receive merrited pqnuhment.

troversy. That there is a dtspate or contro­
versy between tb* parties is not of itself a 
sufficient-oonaideratkin, and a note given to 
settle such dispute or controversy does-not bind 
the'makei; the payeeloaea nothing by the fail-
are to pay it; -bat-the-maker-must show the 
entire wantof oonsifieration for it,in the opin­
ion of the Supreme Court of Mississippi, in 
Gunning v» Boyal, decided on November 21. 
• A- savingB bank paid over to the creditor of 
a husband money depositee: And standing to 
the credit of his wife, upon an order of the 
c^u^ in-prooe«3ings-sappieiQen«.ry to theex-
ecu'abhJ "The-husband, his wife, and the sav­
ings bank were ordered to appear for examin­
ation, to show the whereabouts of the hus­
band's property, if he had any. After the 
payment by the "bank, the wife demanded her 
deposit ot the bank, and being refused, she 
sued for the amount—Schrauth vs. Dry Dock 
Savings Bank. The New York Court of Ap­
peals, on October l i , through Judge. Earl, de-' 
bided that the bank was not protected by the 
order of the coartvfor the wire w*s entitled to 
a trial on the question of her title to the de­
posit. 

A firm sent money to one of its agents for 
investment, bat he was to pay them interest 
on the amoant until the investment was made. 
The agent deposited the money in bank, and 
he became a bankrupt. His assignee in bank-
ruptoy claimed and receiver the deposit, and 
the firm being refused payment by ./the bank, 
su> d for the amoant and recovered judgment. 
The bank carried the case into the Supreme 
Court of Pennsylvauia/where the judgment 
was reversed on October M. Judge Paxson, 
in bis opinion, said: The firm cannot treat the 
agent as both trustee and debtor. If the mo­
ney had been received for the investment only, 
the agerit would have held it as a trustee, and 
if it had been misapplied it could have been 
followed until it had reached the hauda of an 
innocent holder for value. But the agreement 
to pay interest necessarily implied the right 
to use the money. Interest is the price or 
consideration for the use of money, aod the 
agent took the- title to the money od agreeing 
to pay Interest 

A sum of money was handed to an employ­
er by his workman, with the request that he 
would take care-of it for bim, and it was pla-
oed by the employer with other money, of his 
own, in his pocket-book, whioh was stolen 
from his person. On a demand for the am­
ount, the employer tefased to pay it on the 
ground that be was not indebted therefor, bat 
had received the money-as-a--«peaial deposit, 
which he was bound to keep only with the 
same care as he kept Jus own money. An ac­
tion waa brought for the amount—JSchoom&ch-
er va. Hinse^-and judgment recovered. The 
Supreme Conrt of -Wisconsin," in Ootober, af-
firnied the judgment, Judge'Jhyon—-in>. giving 
the opinion—saying: The money handed, to 
the employer was-not itself to be returned, 
but a like amoant waa to be repaid the work-
