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.-r~ "Oar oitizens were ahooked, Monday 
morning, by the telegrophio announce 
mea t that Henry B. James, of Ogdens 
burg, was dead. At this writing ^ e 
have no fnrtheTr iuformation of his 
death than ia oontaiued in the follow 
ing annonnoemeut, from the Journal of 
Monday morning: , 

Henry Ripley Jamea, Benior editor 
. and proprietor of this paper, died sud­

denly, of apoplexy, at his residence in 
thiH oity, at half paat three o'oloek thie 

— morning, -in -the ^Liyear . , Qt Jiia._Age._ 
He spout a portion of the afternoon 
yesterday making a oull at the residence 
of his parentB. I n the evening he at­
tended service at Bt. John ' s oho rob, 
and after returning home Bpent some 
time in pleasant conversation with Mrs, 
James, Be then went over to hla ofiioe 
near the Republican office, to see that 

Jll&fire was all r i gh t H e had, during 
a portion of the .afternoon, suffered 
from a severe pain at the base of the 
brain. When he returned from his 

"* office he said to Mrs. James : " Oome 
up stairs with me,* I am fearfully aiok." 
Mis. James went up with him and 
aesisted him to disrobe. Mr. James 
had been subject to severe headaobes 

* and it was supposed this was an attack 
of that kind. Daring the night he had 
several vomiting and retching apelle. 
About three o'clock he began to breathe 
heavily. Dr. Sootbwiok, the family 
physician, was immediately summoned. 
Mr. James* breathed a few times .after 
his arrival. 

I n the death of Mr. James, Ogdens-
burgt tnd St. Lawrence county sustain 

- a serious loss. He has been for many 
years identified as an active business 
man in all their material interests, and 
his plaoe-will not be easily filled. 

I t was in 1855 ^that Mr. James, then 
16 years old, with two other lads of 
aboot the same age, started the Daily 
Journal, Hie companions after aw.hile,, 
dropped out of the enterprise; bt3"Mr. 

< James, with the tenacity of purpose 
and financial ability which have ohar-

- aoterized all his enterprises, held on 
and made the paper a success. He 
afterward aoquired the Republican, by 
purchase of Hitohoook & Tillotson, and 
has had for many >years one of the moat 
prosperous newspaper establishments in 

. the Sta te . 
B a t it has not been ohiefly as an fidi' 

tor and publisher that Mr. Jamea has 
made his impress npon the timea-or 
accumulated, the greater par t of a hand-

...tjome fortune. Although a fluent talker 
and a pu.bbo speaker of rare powers, he 
wrote ba t little for the papers which he 
so long controlled. This was^rAQtirom. 
inabiiity to write, and writs well, but 

, rather because of a nervous energy, that 
could not endure the daily drudgery of 
editorial work. I t is.as a political lead> 
er that Mr. James has been best known 
to the people of St. Lawrence county, 
rather than as either an editor or a haz­
iness man.Since the death of the lament 
ed Kerning too, Mr. Smith has done the 
general editorial writing for the Jour­
nal, the veteran Nat, Lytle hunn"£ 
charge of the local department, while 
the general snpervinion and manage 
ment of the business. ..rented with Mr 
Jamea' partner, Mr. Palmer. 

Mr. James baa always been engaged 
in more or Jess outside operational the 
principal one being the manufacture of 
paper at Wadflington, in whiofi*Ee'" has , 
made a good deal of money. He wat-
active, energetic, ' tireless, in all hie 
pursuits. His untimely death ia the 
result of too strong and constant ten-
aion of the nerves nntil the syBtem 
broke down under'the strain, while he 

. was yet in the very prime of life. His 
suocess was achieved at terrible cost. 

The same foroea in hie nature whicb 
Impelled him onward in business pur 
suits controlled in political contests and 
made him an ardent oharrpiou and ac­
tive leader. He was bold and fearless*— 
a hard hitter and a good fighter. Hie 
vbioe baa been heard in eloquent advo-' 
oacy of the oanse-of Republicanism in 
•nearly every village and neighborhood 
of St. Lawrence oounty. 

I t is generally^ understood that Mr. 
J a m e s had amassed a handsome for 
tune . His recently completed residence 
in Ogdensborg is Jhe finest in S t Law­
rence county, if noT' in Northern New 
York. He leaves a father, the Hon. A 
B. James* a mother, a widow and three 

'""""" obildren.one brother, Col. E. 0. Jamee 
aud an immenee .circle of friends to 
mourn his untimely taking off in the 
Very prime and flower of his manhood 

His funeral takes place at 2 p. m., 
to-day.

Tne New Apportionment. 

The House Census Committee has 
agreed npon a new.apportionment bill 
for membe£s."«f the House of Rap re 
sentativeB. I t fixes the total member­
ship at 320, one member having been; 
added to the number formerly agreed 
upon, in order to meet the claim of 
Illinois, whioh, it appears, is~ehTitled to 
one more than were originally allotted 
her. According to the oorreoted tables, 
t he States that lose a member each are 
Maine, New H-nnpshire, Vermont, 
Rhode Island and Florida. The heav­
iest gain is made by Texas, which adds 
four to her present delegation. Kansas 
gains three, 111 noia, Iowa, Michigan, 
Minnesota, Nebraska and Pennsylvania 
make each'a gain of two, and the fol­
lowing States add one member apiece to -
their present delegations: ~ Arkansas, 
Calif ofqi a, Georgia, Kentuoky, Massa­
chusetts, Mississippi, Missouri, New 
York, North Carolina, Ohio, South.Oar 
olina, Virginia ^.nd West Virginia. All 
the rest of the States retain their pres­
e n t strength in the House. The appor­
t ionment table affords an interesting 
s tudy of the relative growth of popula­
t ion in the different States of the Union.

are to represent them in any other sense 
than as bound by the laws they have 
ordained, and to nphold the Govern­
ment they have established. I t is true 
you are not to be governed by outside 
opinion, except so far as that outside 
opinion is esaotly in harmony with 
yoar own judgment and conscience. 
But, gentlemen, there are certain qaes-
tions whioh rise so immeasurably above 
minor issues that upon them the great 
masses are universally agreed. This is 
one of those cases. I t has arrested at­
tention because it was a orime commit­
ted, not in the seoreoyof the night, but 
under the broad oanopy of heaven, and 
in the light of day; because it was a" 
orime oommitted not merely against the 
murdered victim, but against the houae 
bold relations, family relations, State 
relations, public relations, the existence 
and duration of the Government itself, 
so far, at least, as a change of political 
administration can be wrought out -by. 
assassination. In such case I deny that 
any man can ignore the fact that just, 
as all other men loathe and abhor saoh 
orunes, so shbuld you. -^ 

According to the defence, the prison­
er's father, mother, unolos Frojicis and 
Abram, and cousin Abbey' were also 
responsible for-the killing of Garfield 
and as If all this were not enough to 
Sill Garfield, why, the Chicago Conven­
tion killed him. *' If they hadn't nom- ' 
iuated him I should *not have killed 
him," says the prisoner. ' ' T h e doctors 
killed him, for if he had not been ohos-
en President he would not have been 
kdled. His nomination was -an act of 
God; 'his oleotion was an aot of God," 
says the prisoner, and he would have 
ua believe that the Deity who thus 
twice confirmed bis ohoioe found it 
ueoesssTy" to oorreot hia labors by ap­
pointing this wretched , swindler, hypo­
crite, syphilitic monstrosity to murder 
ihe President .whose nomination and 
election he had confirmed. These are 
tbe defenses put forward by the prison­
er and counsel to divert attention from 
the faot that the deliberate murderer of 
Gaifield sits there. This man slungh. 
ered Garfield as he would have slaught­
ered a oalf that he wanted to eat. (--The 
doctors-, did that ;" baid the prisoner ) 
Aud having disposed of him in that 
way, in comes his counsel and charges 
with crime thoee who occupy too lofty 
positions to notioe the vipers that said 
it. and who would ha \e degraded the 
dignity of their office by noticing it. -

One of them, Mr. Conkliug, a distin­
guished Amerioan Senator, who at this 
moment, except that he was too proud 
and, too lofty to,accept office, would be 
-itttog as Chief Justice of tbe,Supreme 
Court of the United S ta t e s^ne - son of 
a great and honored Amerioan jurist, a 
man who, still young ip years, hie com-
u.anded more of the attention at home 
and abroad of the admirers of intellect­
ual greatness, of loftiest eloquenoe and 
the -greatest, statesmanship than any-
man perhaps even of hia time; a bitter 
partisan; a man honest in all that he 
undertakes; a man faithful to his : 

friends, faithful to'his convictions, even 
though they involve a sacrifice; a man 
who was "capable of doing whafr'but few 
men are, resigning the leadership of the 
Amerioan Senate, and to do it at t h e 
peril of hia own politioal destruction; a 
man of unstained integrity, of courage 
aud fearlessness and manliness, which 
made this withdrawal a matter of regret 
even to his political adversaries. Such 
a man ia to-day arraig-ned before an 
Amerioan..jury, and arraigned not by a 
criminal but by a criminal defender. 

Another of those ao arraigned is Gen. 
.Grant, a man more honored in the Con­
federate States than any American save 
their own cherished leader, GenernlL^e; 
a man who ia honored in the Northern | 
States for the services rendered, first in 
war, and afterwards in reconciling 
the difficulties whioh grew out of tbe 
war; a man whose life haa been without 
dishonor aud without reproach; a man 
elevated to ooncpiouons positions, the 
snocessor of Washington and Jefferson, 
Jackson and Linooln; one who, after he 
left that place, was welcomed in every 
European and Oriental land as one of 
the ablest men and purest personal 
characters to be named in tbe history of 
the nineteenth oentury; that man is ar­
raigned by the lawyer of Gniteao 
( ' B u t not by Guiteau," interrupted 
the prisoner) as responsible for the 
murder of General Garfield. More 
than that, we have the President of the 
United States— 

The Prisoner—Made so by the inspi­
ration Of GraitftaOr-do not you forget 
that, Mr. Porter. You do not represent 
him here, either. 

Judge Porter—The Bucoessor of Gar 
field, ~and Hayes, and Lincoln,;- and 
Jaoksou, and JefferBon,"and Adam?! 
and Washington-r-elevated to that po 
Bition, not by an a^sdaesin, but by the 
voice of his countrymen. And -when 
this oreature Bays: " I made Arthur 
President," he forgets that General 
Arthur was made President by the voice 
of his oountrymen—by tliafc yery voice 
whioh made Garfield Pres ident He 
was made President under the Consti­
tution a'nd-laws. Millard Fillmore wan 
just aa truly elected by the people as the 
President whom he succeeded. 

The Prisoner—That is a false state-
.ment. Mr. Arthur and Mr. Fillmore 
were nominated as Vioe Presidents, and 
would not bavd been . nominated as 
Presidents at the time. 

Mr..Porter—This man told j . o u l a s t 
Saturday that Garfield might have died 
from any .other cause; that he might 
have trod upon an orange peel, and re­
ceived an injury whioh might have 
caused his death; or that he might have 
trod npon a rattlesnake, whose fanga 
might have pierced his hoels. Was it no 
orange peel or a rattlesnako that made 
Arthur Presjdent? ("Neither," Baid 
the prisoner.-) Both. Because the 
prisoner has'shown himself all hia life 
to be as Blippery as an orange peel and 
aa venomous as a rattlesnake. 

The Prisoner—That is false, and you 
kn w it, 

Mr, Porter—But in one respect mean. 

Guiteau-whirled around wi thUhe fe­
rocity of a wild beast and fairly yelled, 
•' ThaTs^~miaerable lie, aud you know 
it Porter, and you are an infernal scoun­
drel. ,. 1 hope'God Almighty will send 
for you Boon, both you and Corkhill, 
aucb a miserable, stinking whine as 
that is:" 

" T h e law," said Judge Porter, " i s 
founded on reason, and it must not be 
said that an Amerioan jury shall over­
ride the law and establish a principle 
whioh will let murder and rape and 
arson run riot through the land. What 
household would be safe, what church 
could proteot its worshipers, if this man 
was to escape on the plea of irresponsi­
bility? IB it true that any man who has 

fbad an insane cousin,an insane uncle.an 
insane aunt, or an insane ancestor, and 
who is not himself insane, but knows 
perfectly tln>t murder is legally and 
morally wrong, is< willing, to allow this 
man to escape punishment? May he 
Btab, or shoot, or waylay, or murder, in 
any form, by day or by night, and then 
okim, in his vindication, not that he is 

rinsane himself, but that somebody else-
was? • If so, what ie human life worth? 
Nay, more; if it were true, every insane 
man, no matter in what degree, no mat­
ter whether from melunoholia, or froriirj' 
any of those casual or oooasional aber­
rations oi mind, ia at liberty to commit 
burglary, fire your dwelling house, or 
ravish your daughter, what security ib 
there? That is license for which this | 
brother-in-law of Guiteau contends. • 

Mr. Porter wentr on "to""review the 
prisoner and bia life of orime, in which 
he included adultery. 

The Prisoner—How many times have 
you been guilty of that? Look up your 
record, old man. • I guess you are about 
as bad aa Cork bill. 

Mr. Porter—Gentlemen, do you be­
lieve that this man's brain was diseased? 
Was his brain diseased, aud did the dip- • 
ease oome and go acoording to whether 
President Garfield went out alone, or 
weut out with his wife, or went out 
with hiB children, or went to the Sol­
diers' Home, or went to the railroad 
depot? Do you believe that the right 
r-emedy. fpr. a d i s u s e p^ the brain ia to 
mike a six weeks' prepawxioh' for an 
atBaasination, and that the shooting ol 
another man through the spine is a 
cure for the disease? 'That is the case 
ai the prisoner makes it o u t 

The President—1( I were President 
of the U tilled States, and had ruined 
the Republican party as Garfield had, I 
ought to be shot.- That is my opinion 
about that, and it ia the opinion of a 
great many people, too. 

Judge Porter closed his speeoh Wed-
uebday aiteruoon, haviDg epoken two 
days and a half. During the last day 
there was a continuous stream of inter 
ruptions by the prisoner, who applied, 
evt'ry foul epithet in his vocabulary to 
Porter. When Porter, with' oonsum 
ante ' tact , spoke of the horror and de-
tntjtation which men of all parties had 
for.the assassin and Jiis crime, Guiteau 
shouted, "Yon're a liar, and yon know 
i t " Again, to Porter's severe arraign 
ment of him Guiteau cried out: " A 
B^iut from heaven oouldn't stand the 
abuse of that man Porter and I won't 
atand i t I will relieve my mind. 
Tbe idea of this man trying to make me 
out a fighting man—a man of bad char­
acter and all t h a t I t 's a lie and he 
knows it. .He's a liar and I 'll call him 

impressionable that he became deranged 
I and was therefore impelled to the com-
rmiBaion of a orime, tup eeribusneas of 

whioh he could not understand. I t ia 
for you, gentlemen, to determine whioh 
of these portraits is the true one. I 

' And now, gehtlemeu, if you &nd from i 
the whole evidence that at the time-of 
the commission of the homicide the 
prisoner was laboring under BQoh defect 
of reason that ho was iuoapable of un­
derstanding what he was doing, or of 
seeing that it was a wrong thing to do 
—aa for example/if he were under an 
insane dtlusicn that the Almighty had 
commanded him to do the aot—then he 
wasv noJLin a responsible condition ol 
mind, but was an object of compassion, 
and should be now acquitted. 

If on tne other hand, you find ho was 
under no insane delation, hut bad the 
possession of hia faculties and hadpow 
er to know that his uct was wrong, and 
if of bis own freewill he deliberately 
conceived the idea -of exeonting the 
murder, then, whether hia motive were 
personal viudiotivenese, politioal .ani­
mosity, a desire to avenge supposed 

..politioal wrongs, or a rn.orbid desire for 
notoriety, or if you are unable to dis­
cover any motive at all, the, act )& sim 
plo murder, and it lsyonr duty to find u 
verdict of guilty aa indicted. You will 
now retire to your room and consider 
your verdict.4 ' 

The delivery-of the charge occupied 
an^hoar and a half. 

Thoi Verd io t 
The Judge's charge was oonoluded at 

4.40 p. m. aud the jury immediately-Tq-
tired to make up their verdict Within 
half an hour they announced that they 
were ready with' their verdiot, but the 
court having tako"n a short recess it was 
nearly an hour before thej re-entered 
the court roonT to render it. At 5 35 
tbe jury slowly filed in and took their 
seats. 

Tbe olerk, rising in bis pluoe, asked, 
"Gentleman, have you agreed upon a 
verdict?1 ' The foreman rose, saying, 
"We have." 

" What is your verdiot?" 
" Gnilty as indicted." 
A. sharp; volley of applause was in- j 

atautly checked by cries of "Silenoe" 
from the court officers. The jury W;a>< 
polled, and ea£h..-maar~Fiaing"in-,'h1>| 
place, in response to the uaaal question 
said, 'Gu i l t y . " 

Guiteau had been silent but now he 
burst out, saying in bis confusion and 
excitement: "God's blood will be on 
the head o"f that jury, and don't you 
forget i t ." 

He had scarcely uttered the words 
when Deputy Marshal Williams came 
fl>jug-£ie*?»£s the room. "Now he hat-
to- s top ," said he, and then to Gmteau, 
"No more of thiy; yon must stop," 
shaking his hand as he said ii over the 
face of the at-sasbin, who shrank back a

The C h a r g e of . J n d e e ' C o x . 
Immediately after Porter closed, 

Judge Cox.._began his -charge to the 
jury. It was eminently thorough and 
sound, aud bore heavily agaiu«t- the 
defense. He ruled that the prisoner 
waa legally responsible if he knew that 
his aot was wrong and unlawful. In 
conclusion. Judge Oox said: From tbe 
materials presented to you two pictures 
have been drawn to.you by the counsel. 
One represents a youth of more than 
average mental endowments, surround 
ed by oertam immoral influences at the 

, time his character was being developed, 
commencing life without resources, but 
developing a vicious sharpness and 
cunning, oonoeiWng enterprises of

It was Guiteau's first reminder that-
he had ceased to -be an innocent man in 
the eye of the law, but he soon recover­
ed himself and called out: "God wbl 
avenge this outrage."
