Dr. Morgan's flroKerro in charge of the 
i-chool, ho has established his ability to 
fill the posiiion,and-oonvinoed the com­
munity not only that he is an educator 
of advanoed ideas,bnt also a'bigh-mind-
ed christian gentleman.

L York; next tbe hymn "Sowing the 
Seed," &o.; then prayer by Bov. Mr.

Morgan took his text from prov. 16th 
chapter, last part of 32d verse, the 
whole verse reading, " He that is slow 
to anger is-better than the mighty, and 
no that raleth his spirit than he thut 
taketh a oity."

power to sufferr Then we are filled 
with admiration for a beiog who has 
these powers developed to the greatest 
perfect ion^ it hiu himself- . Go one 
ttep higher, .where we find this self 
oodsoion'Bnest in\ i ts perfect form, and 
we have the idea of God,, a beiog that 
is self origin«ting7-one nnrnfiaenoed-bT-
aoytbing outside of self.

Hr>-
has under snhjection all tbe faculties 
He bus the power of concentrating hi** 
mind" on hia researches until 'na'ure 
herself gives np her secrets,' What 
victories have btsen won by men_Vio 
onuld thns' concentrate their minds 
Self-control "'involves ^the power of 
holding the reasoning faculties in 
ohe-'ki . Men often involve thempelveu 
in diffionlties by drawing wrong oon-
otusioes- Tho cclf-ruler has oontrol of 
his reasoning powers. He is also tuas 
ter of the imagination. What won 
drons resources there are in the imagi­
nation if it is. under control. No matter 
what oar oiratiinstances in life, thoro 
wo eau dwell in a land of beauty, stir 
rounded by Scenes of radiance and 
loveliuess and associated w*th beings 
of purity and tjxoellence. Memory in 
also under his control; memory that 
heoomen like a vast picture gallery 
hang with all that can gladden the 
heart when shut out from intercourse 
with man.

When tbe buttle was rag in p around him 
it is said that he was as quiet as if sit 
tiog among his officers at his headquar 
tors. And what an admiration {tho 
world has felt for him who, bnt so 
lately, lay suffering io our midst,— 
Gulled to the highest position in our 
land, with power and* opportunity of 
doing tfo muoh good, we saw him sod

How the world bowed 
down""'before auob self mastery, Huob 
God given fortitude. Sooh power-osex, 
self oiiikes man a leader "and men for-
ftet self and follow, inspired to ^eede 
of valor; one noble example is worth so 
mnch more than many preoepta. 

It is the work of the school in some 
degree to put the student in this mas 
tery of himself. We take ,the fnfaot of 
five or six years and teaob him, first, 
the mastery of tbe body. With pencil 
and blackboard, slowly and laboriously 
at first, he is taught to make lines and 
oarves and figures, thereby gaining a 
mastery of the muaoles. Then he is 
taught to nee the mind, one faculty 
after another is developed. The sohool 
oannot do all, but the eohool that bee-
not this for., an ideal comes ehort of its 
work. That school that only develops 
the body fails, of accomplishing half its 
mission. That school that does not de­
velop and train both mind and body 
and conscience into a rounded np and 
symmetrical manhood or womanhood, 
does not fulfill the object for which 
schools are established. Saoh is your 
work, teachers, to hflp those - a n d e / 
your truinlog to become self-rulers, t% 
help free those who dome onder yoar 
influence from what will hinder the 
complete exercise of Belf-ooDtroH— 
OIUHS, is it_ too much to ask that yon 
will beoome masters of self? Whether 
your efforts be appreciated or not, 
whether your positions be bumb'e or 
t-xilted, whether your salaries be large 
or smalt, in whatever cironmstanoeH 
yon fibd yourselves placed, .keep-this" 
high ideal before ybut keep this'concep­
tion of what.it is to be a man, of what 

3 t -is to be a woman. 

The graduating exercises proper took 
place Tuesday, a. m. at half past ten 
o'clock. • As the-boor arrived a large 
audience had assembled in Opera Hall, 
where the exercises were to be held 
rbeBtagewaa tastefully decorated with 
plants and flowers, with evergreens and 
dags and with statuettes and pictures. A 
large photograph of Dr. Morgan, pre 
rented by the class to the school, was 
placed at tho left of the stage, while a 
similar photograph of tbe martyred 
Garfield occupied a place on the oppo­
site side. A bast of Lincoln, draped 
with the national flag; was at the back 
of thQ. stage, while over the center of 
tbe stage, wa-j Botpended tbe class mot­
to.

France 
has reoeived mauv^uevere bIo#a, but 
"thus far she has stood the shook. Tur­
key has pursued a course o(,oppression 
and is how at the meroyof European 

.powers. England seems rich in natural 
wealth, yt t it behooves her to pause and 
reflect on the sure results of oontinned 
oppression. She has already suffered 
the lose of some of her fairest and rioh 
est possessions, because instead of ex 
tending a generous protection to her 
ooloniea, she pnrsued toward"them 
ouursfltOf.jeJn-ib' tyranny. This brings 
us td thevbonruderation of onr country. 
By looking over its history we find that 
the spark of parrfotism bas always 
glowed. Yet tbe love of otir"ownriand 
boa not to any-great extent prevented 
the -exercise of justice toward other 
lauds. >uBut while we fully appreciate 
tqose virtnes-whieh seem apart of her 
nationality, we cannot obnoeal the fact 
that at times there have been, traces of 
wrong. The treatment of tbe Indians 
and the Chinese are examples. But 
while the existence of evils is to be re-
t refctd, it is a oonsoling thought, that 
mere exists ahn great virtue- A few 
months ago the President of this coun­
try wus stricken downJ by tbe hand of 
an assassin. Irrespective of political 
diviuions the American people bowed in 
sorrow and mOnrned tbe nation's losa 
This sad event in American history 
shows to' the world that the national 
bond is stronger than all party feelings, 
and so long as this continues, we can 
predict a glorious future for our country. 

ESSAY.—"Oaght ." Miss Susie A. 
Putnam. '"-'"' 

There is hardly an action in life so 
trivial that it may not be rigbt.or wrong, 
a.nd tfloh^ope must bear the'reason sibil 
ity of deciding with reference to it for 
himself. Inolinution is a strong advo­
cate in itn own behalf, but it is left-with 
ourselves to follow tbe bent of inclina­
tion or adhere to that whioh is right 
Not only should our actions but the 
f-pirit of our conduct be governed by a 
uunse of duty. The degree-in which we 
are governed by the senses of what we 
ought, rather than what we desire, is the 
measure of our character. Conscience, 
unaided, will not always direct aright. 
A.s well expect vigorous growth in a 
plant placed^jn. a darkened room, as 
,th,a,t, conscience shall be a dure guide 
onaided by the divine word.

ESSAY. —"The Mission of Fiction." 
Miss Jennie M. Hall. 

Beginning with a brief reference to 
tbe almost boundless field of Eoghub 
Pros-e Fiction, add the great success 
with which its wide cultivation bas beeo 
attended daring the present century,, 
the essayist claimed ' for it qualities of 
the highest order. Its *• mission"-haa 
been to instruct and elevate, while it 
clothed its productions in'captivating' 
dress. Ignoring,tho vile, herd of writ 
e/s who have pandered to oorrnpt tastes 
and whose influence has been, and if 
vicious, the names of tbe famous ao 
^hors - Scott, Thackeray, Dickens, Bal-
wer, and Mrs. Lewes (Geo. Elliot}— are 
pressed upon the' attention, and it it 
claimed that their works are pure in i n 
tentiunr4nstrnetive in matter apd capti 
vuiing in composition. Knowledge is 
imparted in .a pleasing manner, and the 
memory, imagination and the graces of 
good taste are broadly enitivated. The 
essayist olaimedTbr Scott a high renown 
as a teacher of history; for Dickens, the 
reward of the reformer of English 
courts and pri»ona. To him was aaorib-
ad tbe credit of vast improvswteolH. in 
E glish fechoola. and of a better sdmin-
utraiion of the laws i for the care and 
protection of the poor; Thackeray, with 
a wit of infinite "keenness, bad shamed 
high society into an apparently mure 
modest and honest condition; Balwer 
bas ( made plain walks through the 
mazes of mental philosophy, and Mrs. 
Lfwes has pictured in most enobantiog 
colors tbe oharma of pure English life. 

The essayist dues DOT forget""words of 
prai-e lor American writers. The ju>t 
aiaim *?as made for Mr* Stowe's power-
tol picture of American slavery, that it 
made the war for the Union suooessfal, 
by iDfumng a spirit of enthusiasm into 
tbe masses ot the Northern people, 
which compelled an advance to'the final 
emancipation of the slavj and the pro­
tection of the Freedmen. 

Tne essay concluded with a pointed 
reference to the fact that Christianity 
owes to fiction^-as placed in fable and 
parable—some of i's most tffectnal ar 
Rnments, Christ, Himself, used these 
fictions without reserve, to impress 
troths upon the minds of His people.

It cleared an at 
mosphere fatal to the health and vigor 
of tbe hnman mind, it annihilated the 
noisome recesses in whioh lurked the 
seeds of great moral maladies. It cost 
Europe a thousand years of barbarism 
to esoapo the fate of China. Bnt the 
work of centurleVbad not been lost,, 
Boman law and Greek and Boman liter­
ature remained^ BookV FoY centuries 
utfURod, and the knowledge hidden away 
in convents. Was onoe more given to the 
world and within a few centuries Ibis 
new oiviiization had produced a Bacon, 
a Newton. a.Sbakespeare and a Milton.

Before presenting the diplomas to 
the class Dr. Morgan thank fid the audi-
enoe for their uttendaooe and attention 
and invited all" to visit the sohool and 
see for themselves the work it is doing;

Success oomeB 
only by toil. You oannot gain it by 
seeming to be what yoa are n o t All 
that lies behind ypu ia asrohild's play 
oompared to what Is before yoa. Bear 
i n mind that it ia more important that 
you should be manly men and womanly 
women than—all^ else. Character is of 
more value than learning. Seek sac 
cess in seeking to develop the oharao 
ters of those that oome under your in 
struction. It is told of the cynics that 
they went about Athens in-the'day time 
with a lighted lantern and when asked 
of what they were in search said they 
were looking for a _man; So "live and 
act that if some one at the present day, 
like tbe cynic of old, should be looking 
for a mao, be could blow out hia lin-

.tern because he has found him. Yon 
are few in numbers but yon have in yon 
the power of doing much good." " After 
presenting the diplomas the exercise^ 
dosed with the benediction.
