** If yon want eny Recemendation, &C, 
"Pleaa writ, &C. Address," etc. In-
correot orthography and faulty gram 
matical conBtructiqn are not always ev 
idettOdS of a want of ability, bat it is too 
frequently taken for granted that igno­
rance and inspiration are yoke fellovvs, 
if indeed, it be not urged that ignorance 
is essential to inspiration. 

Sixty years afco Charles G. Finney, a 
talented lawyer of t e northwestern part 
of the state, was converted and took tbe 
field as an itinerant revivalist He laid 
aside all conventional modes, and by his 
powerful oratorioal ability produced 
wonderful effects in tbe oh arches, chief 
ly Presbyterian, all through the land.— 
He was a toholar and a gentleman, and 
though out-spoken he never descended 
to the vulgarities freely indulged in by 
bis shoals ol imitators. After popular-
wing»- by-ftr.dojj5en years of labor, this 
migratory revival method, he subsided 
into a college professor, and left tbe 
Held to men (and they were legion) of 
less ability, less good judgment, aud 
equal enthusiasm. The theory and me 
thods of these gentlemen were at war 
with ordinary pulpit doctrines and with 
ohurch modes, and some of them at war 
with the teachings pX cemmon sensev—-
The shiner was a *• rebel," deserving of 
no compassion from God or man. He-
was to be bullied and bnlldczed out of 
bis evil ways if he-could not be -threat­
ened out or coaxed ont. Traditions o> 
tue oratorical along of this craft are car-
rent yet in some parts of the country.— 
Christians were "old saw loga, floating 
witif^ejtream,". sinners were "hoge, 
noted for waywardness aud obstinacy, a 
respectable old woman was an "old 
nag," and the preacher roared tot the 
Almighty %o "come right down and 
shake the devil out of this old sinner." 
The Holy Spirit was-poured out by the 
"buckeUni." The prayers of oold pro­
fessors would "fre*z» hell aver." The 
roo( ° ' depravity was the "will." Gon*-
gregations were oateobised aa they sat, 
one after another, with the question, 
' • W i l l y o u b e a Ohristiarr ?" Most of 
those present, born aud brought up in a 
Christian land, by Christian parents 
would not call themselves heathen, or 
infidels, and naturally answered, "I 
will." All such were reported "con­
verts." A hundred a night, or 500 per 
week were reported, to the glory of God 
and the fame of the revivalist. Church­
es were torn asunder by these" rough 
methods of itfnof&nt evangelism with 
denominations 'pot-fitted for that style 
of work. I t was like putting a steam 

his *exp«riencea' displays of skill as a 
sleight-of-hand trickster, aud entertain 
Christian congregations with gratuitous 
exhibitions of legerdemain, suoh as the 
good people would be shooked at if giv­
en by a professional prestidigitateur, 
he will be all the more popular. 

A knack for drawing and "chalk talk" 
will make him doubly popular with Sun-' 
day sohools and temperance fraternities, 
but will sometimes—alas—show that he 
who labored for a season in a field so 
novel compared with all his antecedents 
needed to be oonvRted himself. He 
plays the old triok of bogus showmen, 
pockets the money paid in_at the tick­
et window and makes off with the pro­
ceeds. The traveling tabernacle man 
and exposer of the "triokB" of mediums 
and spiritualists shows his admirers a 
new triok. Like the Arab, he "folds his 
tent and- silently steals away?" leaving 
lots of unpaid bills behind him and 
carrying off funds raised for godlier 
purposes. It is well for the Christian 
poblio that the frauds of this Bort are 
rare. All professions have unworthy 
members, and the ranks of the profess­
ional revivalist are occasionalyt invaded 
by euoh to smirch good names and a rep 
ratable calling. ^It. may be questioned 
whether oh arches and .communities are 
•ot too easily gulled by Buoh impostors, 
"wolves in ahet-p's clothing. ' Love of 
novelty and excitement produce queer 
exhibitions of popular taste. The "ex­
periences" of a reformed drunkard are 
vastly more piquant than the talk of a 
man. who never dranK a drop m hiB life; 
the confessions of a reformed rake, gam­
bler or circus clown are infinitely more 
attractive than the highest orffSiUry 
pietyi the- glib gabble of a sanctimoni­
ous ignoramus, who violates grammar 
iu,speech and writes about conversion of 
"soles," is mort enjoyable than the pul­
pit mi & is tuitions of the best eduoated 
clergy in the laud. Spasmodic effort 
may be useful sometimes, but, if nature 
is to be our guide, only at long inter­
vals. Storms, useful occasionally, are 
not the natural condition of things.— 
Spasms show disease, Spasms, as Josh 
Billings would say, are not to be oured 
by more spasms,— Troy Times..

The methods of Nature, herself, 
are not all either uniform or gentle.— 
Sometimes it is the breeze and some­
times the storm—now a zephyr and now 
a whirlwind, now a genial warmth and 
now a prairie are, one as useful,,in i ts 
way, as the others.

Politics and religion need .storms *BS

heroic stature. The fact waa that be 
impressed those who saw and heard 
him as of gigantic mould. A Liverpool 
navvy is said to have pointed^ at him in 
the street, and called ont: "Thero goes 
a king!" aud Carlyle is reported to have 
said that he looked like " a walking 
oathedraL" His head was very large,, 
of fine shape and, with a" most noble 
brow, beneath which great eyes looked 
oat full of dasky _ light when in res-
pOBe, and glowing like fires when he 
was excited. His massive features, 
blaok hair and swarthy complexion, to­
gether with a manner extremely grand 
and Bolemn, all contributed to render 
him impressive to an extraordinary de­
gree. His voice was one of great rioh-
ness and oompass. in its highest pitch 
never shrill, but penetrating to the rê  
motest corner of hall or senate chamber, 
and in the optfh air to the very out­
skirts of a vast orowd. When he rose 
to reply to Hayne he must have had, 
like Lord Thnrlow when he answered 
the duke of Grafton, and m a still 
greater degree, "the look of Jove when 
he grasped the thunder." 

The effect of this speech,, at the mo-
moment was overwhelming, and its 
results were hardly less so. I t crushed 
the nullification theory in congress, 
and forced tho southern Readers baek 
upon the more difficult and less accept 
able ground of secession.

There are many thousands of English­
men whose obief-objeot in life is to mar­
ry their deceased wife's sisters. They 
have formed a society for the oultivation-
of this peculiar eport, and annually at­
tempt to induce Patfliament-to abolish 
the, l^wpr,whioh" now Interferes with their 
singular passion. They denounce this 
law as the relic of the Roman Catholic 
dominion, and Insist that a deceased 
wife's sister is he\t malum in set and that 
it is a disgrace to this enlightened age 
thfat she should be malum prohibitum.— 
So far Parliament has refused to listen 
to them. Tbe majority of Englishmen 
do not wish to marry deoeased wife's 
sister*} *a"nd naturally tbink it absurd 
that any one else should wish to; and 
inasmuch as Mr. Gladstone has never 

^written a pamphlet denouncing the de­
ceased wife's sister as the giant evil of 
the age, there is nd reason to suppose 
that he will suddenly become her cham­
pion. 

It is a curious illustration of the nnin-
ventive character of the British mind 
that there -should be, say, thirty .thous­
and Englishmen who are vainly striving 
to marry their deceased wives! Bisters,— 
In a really enterprising community 
these men would have avoided all troub 
le and accomplished their desires by 
marrying the longed-for sisters instead 
of the original deceased wivts. Simple 
and easy as this expedient is, no Eng 
Iishman appears to have thought of it. 
Witen one of thetn"irty thousand .wishes 

-to-'marry a girl, he apparantly, thinks i$ 
necessary first- of jail to marry her sister; 
then to wait until his wife dies—-whioh 
is in most caaea a trying, tedious ahd/Uu-
certaiu occupation—and then to spend 
the rest of his life in vainly trying to 
obtain the repeal of the the law whioh 
atande between him and the object of 
nis affections. All this trouble and un-
happiness conld be avoided were the 
man to marry the. ooveted" sister in the 
first instance; but snob is the obstinate 
conservatism ,of the British mind that it 
,will probably be half a century before 
Englishmen avail themselves of this 
simpleremedy. 

There is another way in whiob the al­
most national desire to marry a. deceas­
ed wife's sister may by looked at, but 
it similarly requires us to note the char­
acteristic Euglisb lack of enterprise. It 
would occur to most men in this county 
that a wifg'e sister laoks the element of 
romance. If a man's wife has an un­
married sister, and she is not an objec­
tionable girl, she is very certain to be on 
familiar terms with him. She is the one 
to whom he naturally looks for, help 
when his wife 1B sick. She comes and 
takes care of the children and tempora­
rily superintends his buttons. She pours 
out his coffee in the morning and meets 
him when he comes home from busi­
ness. Thus she knows him thoroughly. 
If he is orosa and unreasonable in the 
early morning, as many men are said to 
be, he cannot conceal it from his wife's 
oiBter. If he comes home at night too 
tired 'to make himself agreeable, she dis­
covers what a difference there is between 
a brother-iii law and an unattached 
young mau who exhibits himself to la­
dies only at his most agreeable moments. 
She knows the condition of his ahirts 
und stockings; she sees him without bis 
wig, and she learns the precise number 
uf his false teeth. On the' other hand, 
if she is ever irritable in the morning, 
ne suffers from it; if she wears false,hair 
she oauhot keep-it s e c e t from him, and 
it is morally oertain that at some time' 
he will fneet her dressed in a way that 
will destroy any illusions he may haye 
cherished as to the beauty of her figure 
and her entire physical genuineness. 

How oan there be room for romance 
in the intercourse of two suoh familiar 
acquaintances? In the nature of tue 
case* there dan be none. When the 
American widower determines to marry 
again he naturally desires to renew the 
romance of his earlier courtship, and so 
seeks his new wife among women with 
whom his acquaintance is sd slight tbat 
he oan assume that they possess all im­
aginable perfections. That the Eng­
lishman, instead of taking this coarse, 
prefers to marry his wife's sister, shows 
simply that he lacks enterprise to search 
for a wife. He prefers to save himself 
the trouble of eearoh, pursuit and oap-
tare, by requesting MB sister-in-law, who 
in that oapaoity has sewed on occasional 
buttons for him to sew on perpetual but­
tons in the capacity of his second wife. 
Nothing more utterly prosaic than the 
courtship of a deoeased wife's sister oan 
be imagined, and it could only be possi-
blerin the most prosaio and unenterpris­
ing of countries. 

But after all let as give the English­
men the benefit of any possible doubt. 
Perhaps they do not want to marry their 
deceased wives' sisters *olely beoanse 
they are too unenterprising and prosaio 
*.o*seatoh for other wives. ^PflrhffptfSBe 
oharm of the deoeaeoa'wife'a sister lies 
in the faot that she is prohibited. Here, 
Where a man oan suooessively marry ten 
sisters, provided he becomes a widower 
sufficiently often, he rarely, if ever, 
thinks of marrying one of them. We 
cannot say, however, what would be the 
result were he told by the law that his 
wife's eiBters must never, in any oiroum-
stanoes, be thought of by him. in the 
light of possible wives. The small boy 
who has access to unlimited apples of 
real merit in his own back yard will walk 
miles to steal bad apples whioh have the 
oharm of forbidden fruit. If it is only 
because the Englishman is forbidden to 
marry his deceased wife's sister that.he 
so madly longB to marry her. Parliament 

Mr. Seward^and Napoleon, 

HOW THE GREAT NBW YORKER OIROTJH-

^ H S U E D THE DESIGNS Off EUROPE ON 

< AMBBiO^"- ; -""^ 4 

A prominent Republican senator was 
speaking of Seward the other evening 
and his eminent fitness for the part he 
played during the late war. In 1869, 
while on his trip round the world, said 
the senator, Mr. Seward stopped for a 
week at San Francisco. The night pre 
viona to his departure it was my large 
privilege to be one of the invited guests 
at a dinner party given in his honor. 
It was a felicitous occasion. To my 
mind the champagne corks had never 
popped BO merrily; reminiscences of 
army life were resurrected, Ion mots 
freely exchanged and an air of genuine 
enthusiasm pervaded the entire scene. 
Finally Mr. Seward spoke: *'1*11 tell 
you," said he, " a chapter of unwritten 
bistoryjhat wilLshow yon how narrow 
ly on one occasion we avoided compli­
cations with England and France.' It 
waa at the moat oritioal period of the 
civil war. Our troops beaten and driv 
en baofc at every point; the army Of the 
Potomac rent .with jealousies and disaf­
fection; traitors in the rear furnishing 
encouragement and assistance to their 
fjriendB in the field, A. feeling of gloom 
seemed to have Bettled over the whole 
land. We at Washington were send 
iug oat messages of good cheer to the 
country, but it was with a heavy heart 
and an affection of confidence we were 
fur from feeling. One day I received 
an autograph letter from Louie Napole­
on. He began by stating bis personal 
regard for me and his kind remembranc­
es of Amerioa. • 'But, he went on to Bay, 
his mills and factories were stand­
ing idle. His peasantry, the most 
thrifty in the world, were' suffering for 
want of employment, owing to tbe 
blockade of the sbutherh" ports. He 
concluded by saying if the war had not 
ceased, at least practically, within 90 
days, he should feel it his duty to inter­
fere and recognize the belligerency of 
tbe South. This aot, he contended, 
would be i olio wed .by a similar move on 
the part of England, and possibly Ger­
many. I answered the letter at onee. 
I ppent nd time in. flattering the em­
peror of Franee, or in finding excuses 
for the North. Plunging boldly into 
the suDject. I told him that this was a 
family quarrel; that the good sense of 
the South was against secession, bnt 
that it had been overruled b̂y unscru­
pulous leaders, backed by the hot blood 
of their young men and tbe pernicious 
influence of the dootrine of state rights. 
* We of the North axe somewhat divided 
as to the methods which should be em 
ployed in settling this bloody question, 
but-once a foreign power interferes and 
we become as one man, with oS* 
mon interest, in a moment. The h i ^ 
tory of the past century has emblazoned 
on its pages, in letters of living,, fire, the 
valor and patriotism of the American 
freeman. Beware how you rouse ua to 
action," else it DO worse for both Eog 
land and France than' you wot of! 
Thus far we have . conducted the strug­
gle in the most humane and oonsiderate 
manner, recognizing our enemies as 
gallant sons of one great family; but 
let a foreign power interfere aud we 
will tarn loose the dogs of war with ,a 
fierceness that will not only depopulate 
Dut devastate every portion of the 
South from the Ohio to the gulf.' 
There was more in the 'same Btrain," 
added Mr. Seward, " but what I have 
repeated embodies the main points. 
The next day I telegraphed for Henry 
Ward Beecher, Archbishop Hughes and 
Thnrlow Weed. The conference re* 
suited in sending them all to Europe. 
Mr. Beecher went to Protestant Eng­
land; the grand old prelate _to Catholic 
France, and Mr. Weed to Germany. 
Speaking daily to crowded houses they 
placed our situation before the people 
of those countries in so clear and favor­
able a light that never again did the 
ghost of foreign intervention arise to 
fright our souls." Mr. Seward sailed 
for Mexico, the following morning, and 
I have never seen ' him since, Baid the 
senator, but the remembrance of his 
impassioned speech will remain /reeh 
fn my memory should I live a hundred 
years.— Wash.

He drivea them on frozen ground 
and soft ground, on stony roads, gra;v 
elly roads, and sandy roads; np -ind 
down steep hills, and on level land and 
they do not slip, or trip, or nirioh hut 
do all their work freely and faithfully 
as any work horses, what is reqnirod of 
them. Now, j f these hdrsee do and 
can do this, (for they are not exception 
al animals,} why cannot all horses? Wo 
believe that they can, and would if 
they-were only gradually subjected to 

athe same humane treatment,; and thus) 
save a large amount of expense to their 
owners. I Bay by humane treatment 
for, when we see so many lame horses 
caused, in many instances, by improper 
shoeing, raising the heels so high by 
heels snd long calks, that it is impos 
sible for the frog to touch the grourift, 
causing the poor animal to travel on his 
toearit is no wonder that this unnatural 
position does produce lameness by 
straining and misplacing the del okto 
organs of the foot. Bat this bad prao 
tics will continue, donbtloae, till horso 
owners are so far enlightened as t o 
know that they cannot alter or change ^ 
the order of nature' without saff ripg 
absolute IOBB. If horses are to be shod, 
they should have light- and.thin shoes 
and these should be so plaoed upon tho 
feet that the frog oan oome to tho 
ground, and this will give them firm 
uess, ease of motion, and remove one of 
the producing causes of the preva 1 ng 
lameness. More at another time —&

done. 

To keep a horse shod daring the 
year, requires quite a large outlay of 
time and means to ..the owners, that 
ootild be avoided if it is not a matter of 
absolute neoessitv; bnt is it not? The 
almost universal practice says it is, 
while a few exceptional cases declare it 
is not , only for the most loy roads,'as 
travelled in winter, Now these excep­
tional eases go far to show thai shoeing 
is a useless and expensive practice, and 
does not increase- the asefnlnees or 
effloienoy ot the horse in doing all 
needful farm work, or being driven up­
on the roads, in a team or carriage. 
These instances have occurred under 
suoh conditions and in oironmatonoea 
where one, if not familiar with the faots, 
wonid say it wonld be impossible. In 
thia town, for' instance, the roads are. 
very hard and gravelly—juat suoh roads 
as Wonld wear tho horse's hoof to the 
quiek, and most persons, wonld say that 
it would" be impossible-to drive him 
constantly upon them without wearing 
his hoofs so thin, and thus making 
them ao4ender,-that he ' oonld hot be 
driven or used upon them; but suoh is 
not the fact, nature taking care of the 
used'horse, aa it does of the workman's 

If he should always wear gloves 
while doing hard work, of oonrse his 
handa would- remain soft, and tender;
