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The Free - Canal Controversy. 

. Hon. Horatio Seymoar, J r . , latedem-
ooratio State Engineer, reoently sent to 
the Senate hie annual report, in whioh 
he mafeeB a strong plea for free oanals. 
The oanalB, eaya Mr. Seymour, ahonld 
he made free, and be maintained by tax­
ation of some sort. "The question iB» 
whether this shall be done by a fair sys­
tem of uflBeeynfeute upon all parte of the 
State benefited, or whether the whole 
burden should be placed upon our for­
warders, boatmen, manufacturing and 
laboring men in the way of toll*. There 
Bhould be no., tax upon railroads or 
canals, for a tax for transportation is a 
tax upon the people. To make the 
oanal free will cost them no more than 
it does to draw money from the public 
Jn the form of tolls." Would Mr. dey-

'" .inour have the State own the railroads, 
also, and run the whole transportation 
business by a tax upon the people? 
1 'Taxes are imposed oppn.^eaoh county 
In proportion to its assessed wealth/ ' 
oontiiiues Mr." Seymour; and here he 
makes a point against certain counties 
whioh are opposed to the free oanal 
scheme. "The proceeds of this taxa­
tion a're paid into the treasury of the 
Staje and then distributed to the coun­
ties by another ru le ; that is, by the ratio 
of their population. Under this plan 
tife city of New York pays into the 
treasury about one-half ,the taxes raised 
by the whole State, while it only draws 
from the treasury about one-half the 
amount it paid. As one of the remits 
of this syatem a larger share of the pay 
of many of the members of our Legis­
lature oomes from the city of New York 
than from' their own counties. The 
county of ' St; Lawrenoe contributed 
but 88 per cen t of the pay of its own 
members of Assembly, and New York 
city pays 62.per cent . " I t appears, also, 
that St, Lawrence county annually re-

—oeives $58,000 of -sohool tax money, 
which is $35,000 more than it aq£ually 
pays into the State treasury as its pro­
portion of the sohool t a x . ; This is th .-

, .sum whioh -New York and Kings coun­
ties pay every year towards the main­
tenance of the publio sohool system in 
St. Lawrence county. - There are many 

• other counties which receive in the same 
way more than they pay. 

Commenting on these facts the Utioa 
Iterate says: " I t isjmgracious for the 
oitizens of St. Lawrenoe county to ob­
ject to their share" of the burden of sus­
taining a free oanal, on the ground that 
the benefits are to -accrue more to the 
oity of New York than to them." 

The free oanal question is one that 
must in the near future engage the at­
tention of citizens of this State, and we 
give the above to keep our readers post­
ed as to the course the discuision ii 
taking.

Guiteau Sentenoed to be Hung on 
June 30th. 

On Saturday iudge Oox overruled 
Sooville's motion for a new trial and 
sentenoed (Suiteau to be hung. I u re­
sponse to the question whether he' hsuT 
anything* to say why sentence should 
not be pronounced, Guiteau said: 

I am not guilty of the charge eet forth 
in the indiotment I t was Ood'B act, 
not mine, and God will take care of it, 
and don't let the Amerioan people for­
get i t He will take care of it, and 
every officer of this government from 
the executive dowp to that marshal, tak­
ing in every man on that jury and ever) 
member .of this benoh, will pay for i t ; 
and the Amerioan nation will roll in 
blood if my body goes into the ground 
and I am hanged. The Jewi put the 
despised Galilean in the grave. For the 
time they triumphed, but at the destruc­
tion of Jerusalem, 40 years afterward, 
the Almighty got even with them. I 
am not afraid of death. I am here as 
God's man. Kill me to-morrow if you 
wan t I am God's man and have been 
from the star t . 

Judge Oox then^prooeeded1 to pass 
sentence, addressing the prisoner aa 
lollows: 

Yon have been oonvioted of a crime 
so terrible in its oironmstanoes and so 
far-reaohing in its results that i t has 
drawn upon you the horror of the whole 
world and the execrations of your ooun-
trymen. Your career has been BO extra­
ordinary that people might well at times 
have doubted your sanity. But one can 
not but believe that when the orime was 
committed you thoroughly understood 
the natnre of the orime and its oonae-
quenoee, and that yon had moral sense 
and conscience enough to recognize the 
moral iniquity of such an a c t What 
motive could have induced you to this 
act must bd a matter of conjecture. 
Probably men wil l - think, that , some 
fanaticism or a morbid desire for self-
exaltation wgs the real inspiration for 
the aot. Yoarcown testimony seems to 
controvert the theories of your counsel. 
They have maintained and thought hon-' 
estly, I believe, that you were driven 
against your will by an insane impulse 
to oummit the aot, but your testimony 
showed that you deliberately resolved 
to do it, and that a deliberate and mis­
guided will was the sole impulse. This 
may seem insanity to some persons, but 
the law looks upon it as a willful orime. 
The sentence of the court is that you be 
taken hence to the common jail of the 
district, from wnenoe you came, and 
there be kept in confinement aud on 
Friday,-the 8Qth day_of June.„1882, yon 
be taken to the plaoe prepared for the 
exeoution within the walls of said jail, 
and there, between the hours of 12 m. 
and 2 p . m., you be hanged by the neck 
until you are dead, and may the Lord 
have mercy on your soul. 

As the last solemn words fell from the 
judge's lips, the prisoner echoed them, 
but in a, far different tone of voice, for 
it was in aTtoioe of passionate hatred 
that he cried out: "And mayXJod have 
meroy on your soul. I had rather stand 
where I am than where that jury does, 
or than where your honor does. I am 
not afraid to die." He continued his 
denunciations, struggling with j the 
deputy marshals who were endeavoring 
to repress him. 

The oourt then, at 11.45, adjourned. 
The prisoner for some moments contin­
ued to shout his anathemas upon the 
oourt and counsel for the prosecution. 
I n order to silence him, Deputy Marshal 
Williams olaj>ped his hand over the 
prisoner's mouth and the police officer 
clasped the handcuffs upon his wrists. 
Then, turning to his brother, the pris­
oner spoke a few words to him without 
any traoe of nervousness or agitation in 
hie manner, and was soon afterward led 
to the van and returned to jail.

Legislation Against Oleomargarine. 

An Albany correspondent states that 
Assemblyman Ohamberlain, of S t Law­
renoe, will introduce a sweeping oleo­
margarine- bill, aa soon as he' is able to 
do so. I t will forbid the artificial color­
ing of the substance, and then prohibit 
the offering for Bale any artiole called 
oleomargarine whioh is prepared for 
market in violation of the provisions oi 
the bill. I t is thus intended to compel 
manufacturers of oleomargarine, or suet, 
to put their prod act on the market in 
its natural light (color. In that state 
people can buy it for what it is, or leave 
it altogether alone. Mr. Ohamberlain 
will also introduce a bill for the better 
protection of cheese factories against 
watered milk. I t will amend the pres­
ent law BO as to enable a judgment to 
issue against the person of any man who 
owns milk that may go to a faotory in a 
diluted condition, whether it be taken 
by himself or sent by another person. 

Congress is also taking up the matter, 
and several bills have been introduced 
for preventing people from paeskg off 

refined bull fat as butter. Mr.. Thomas 
has also brought forward brie taxing the 
manufacture of oleomargarine, and then 
taxing the manufactured artiole at ten 
cents a pound. Mr. Sherwin1e bill fines 
the exportation of oleomargarine, ex 
cept where the name of the substance is 
plainly lettered on each package, one 
thousand dollars for each offence, and 
gives New York oity an inspector to en­
force the law. 

All this agitation will doubtless'reeult 
in some praotical measure of protection 
for the genuine products of the dairy. *-

Such oritieiama are highly-
unjust, if it be true that the lady is Buf­
fering from a mania in regard to money 
matters, imagining that she u going to 
the poor-house, and all that. / 

A member of the femily of Mrs, Lin 
coin, who is now in Washington, u 
speaking of the recent aot of Congress 
donating to her $15,000 and an addition­
al pension, said it was unnecessary. He 
declared that Mrs. Lincoln has $55,000 
invested in 4 1-2 Gov't bonds, besides 
her previous pension of $3,000 a year. 
She seems to be insane on the subject 
of poverty, a'sort of weaknessj not in­
frequently noted by physicians. The 
correspondent of the Boston Herald 
says: 

Her son has done everything possible 
for her, sparing no pains, money or at 
tendon to make her life pfeasant, but, 
because be has not favored her desire 
for an additional pension from Congress, 
she has entertained hard feelings to­
wards him. When she got her original 
pension of $3,000, be used every effort 
with Congress to- defeat the measure 
knowing it was not necessary. This very 
much in eon Bed Mrc Linooln, who was 
poseesned of the idea that ehe was in 
great financial distress. She has been 
some years in Europe, and when she re­
turned she brought back .jj>6 trunks and 
no end of bags and paokag'es, tbe freight 
on whioh cost $355 from. New York to 
Chicago. She has been in the habit of 
going out"frequently and baying 14 or 
15 silk dresses in one day, and then go­
ing home and pat t ing them in a trunk 
and storing' them. <, 

It is easy to see how delicate and em 
barrassing Mr. Lincoln's position is un­
der such circumstances as these. He is 
very sensitive about the matter, and was-
not able to prevent the adoption of the 
last relief bill by Congress, While the 
Amerioan people will learn with regret 
that Mrs. Lincoln is not in full mental 
health, it is a oonsolation to know that 
the widow of the great war President ia 
not and has not been in actual want.— 
Albany Joumdi.

WHAT ORANGE OKOVES NOW PltODUOB AND 

AHE EXPECTED TO PROnUOB. 

From a letter received from a Florida 
gentleman we glean the following inter­
esting intelligence oonoerniiig orangeB 
and the prospect of a good crop in fu 
ture:—The Btate of Florida raised in '81 
over 50,000,000 oranges, and it was call­
ed a short orop. I asked Dr. Harris, 
the Speaker of the House, to-night, 
what the orop would be in five years 
from now, and he answered: "At-least 
five times as muoh, or 250.000.000 I "— 
"And five years later? " "Ah ! figures 
fail for that computation," he said, with 

"ff'IHugh. I have seen nothing in print 
that gives an adequate idea of the im­
mensity" of the culture. In the old daya 
orange-growing was a fancy pursuit, in­
dulged in here and there. A grove of 
500 trees was then a large one The 
finest grove in Florida, now, is the Speer 
grove near here. I t oovers only 6 aoreB 
and has 580 trees. T h e next best ia the 
Hart grove at Palatka, whioh has 700 
trees. The first is worth $40 000. aud 
yields 350.000 oranges, worth on the 
trees $15 a thousand. The orop this 
year (a short year), sold for $4 000 on 
the trees. The Hart grove is worth $60,-
000 and yields about $6 000 a year. The 
only reasdh why these groves are so valu 
able is, that the trees are about 40 years 
old, and in full bearing. Mr. Markham 
of Atlanta has*; near the Spear grove 
with its 600 trees, a grove of 600 young 
trees, just '" 'oomingin," as they call i t 
His son, Maroellus, has 2.000 trees, of 
whioh only 600 are beariDg; and Judge 
Hayien has a grove of 2 000 trees just 
bearing their first fruit; Gen, Sanford a-
grove of 8.000 young trees; W. I. Tray-
wick of Macon, a grove of 3 000 trees. 

From these figures, (samples of hund­
reds of others) it will be seen that or 
ange-planting for the past few years has 
been a business on a large scale instead 

_ofA fancy, as formerly. For example, 
Mr. Markrlahi's-grove will" produce ten 
times, us many oranges as are produoed 
by the Spear grove, now the finest in 
the Btate. Gen. San'ford's grove alone 
will proHnoe more oranges than are now 
produoed in a radius of 8 miles, whioh 
has 392 groves. Or, to make it plainer, 
ban ford is the oenter of t he largest or­
ange-producing portion of the state. In 
a radius of eight miles from this hotel 
tb'ere are 2,992 groves, with 165,265 
trees. These groves now produoe two 
millions and a-half oranges, bnt onU 5 
p e r c e n t of the trees in this radiuB are 
bearing. When the other 95 per cen t 
oome in, this radius of 8 miles will pro­
duoe 50,000 000 oranges, or ka many as 
the entire jFlate naw-pradneee. To. par__ 
ticulariae: Col. Markham now gets fifty 
thousand orangei„from a grove that in 
six years will produoe three millions; 
Jodge Hayden 100,000 from a grove that 
in four years will yield a million; Geo 
Sanford' 50.000 from a.grove that in, six 
years will produoe two millions;_and_so 
on through the list In addition to the, 
accessions from these groves ooming in, 
those now bearing will increase their 
a> nual yield for many years, as the full 
fruitage of a tree is not reaohed under 
20 years. In addition to thia there are 
thousands of new trees being put oat 
annually, that will very Boon add mil­
lions to the yearly orop. I t will be Been 
therefore that the estimate of two hon 
dred and fifty million oranges as the 
orop for 1887 is a very reasonable one. 
Indeed, it may just as likely be twice 
that much. In ten years it will certain­
ly be five hundred millions, withVinde-
finite expansion beyond that point. ; 

Impor tant Newspaper Decisions. 

A postmaster is required to give no-
tioe by letter, (returning a paper does 
not answer the law,) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of t he office, 
and state the reason for its not being 
taken, and a neglect to do BO makes the 
postmaster responsible to the publisher 
for the payment 

Any Derson who ta£es a paper-.from 
the postoffioe, whether direoted to bis 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the 
pay. ' . 

.If a person orders his paper discon­
tinued, he must pay all arrearages, or 
'the publishers may oontinue to send-it ' 
until payment is madey and oolleot the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the offioe or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made. 

If the subscriber orders his paper to 
bo stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send it, t he sub­
scriber is bound to pay for it-if he takes 
it out"of the office. The law prooeedB 
upon the ground that a man mus t pay 
for what he uses. 

The courts have deoided tbat refusing 
to take 'newspapers and periodicals from 
the post-offioe, or removing aod-leaving 
them uncalled for is prima facie evi­
dence of intentional fraud.

Blaiuo, with the ap ­

proval and by tho direotiou of tbe President , 

invited tho independent Powura of the Ameri ­

can Continent to a Peace Congress in Wash­

ington. In J a n u a r y , tho now Seoretary, Mr. 

Freltnghuyeon, p resumably by direction of 

the President , 'praotioal ly 'withdrew tho invi­

tat ion, on. tho ground tha t it might exuite tho 

jealousy and ill will of European powere. Thib 

oalls out a proteat from Mr. Blaiuo, winch, , 

independent of the real merits of the contro­

versy, Is aa torae an.d vigorous a pieco ot Kng-

liih as one often sees. M r . Blaine aays: 

" I f I oorreotly 'apprehend tho meaning of 
Mr.Frolinghuysen'e words , it ia tbat we might 
offend some European powers if we should hold 
a congress of tho eoleoted nationalities of Aui-
orioa. This is certainly a new position for the 
United States to ooaapy~ Tbe European pow­
ers assemblo in congress whenever the subject 
eeema .of sufficient impor tance to justify it. I 
haVe never heard of the i r consulting the Uni t ­
ed States in regard to the propriety of their 
so assembling, nor have I over known of their 
invit ing Amerioan representatives to be p r e s ­
ent Two Presidents o f the United Stated in 
1881 adjudged it expedient that tho Amerioan 
powers should meet in congress for the sole 
purpose of 'agreeing upon sonio basis for the 
arbitrat ion of the differences that may arise be-
fween them, and for the prevention, aa far as 
possible, of war in the future. If tba t move­
ment is now to be ar res ted forftar it may give 
offense to Europe, the voluntary humiliation 
of thia government oould not be more com­
plete, unless,we Bhould petition the European 
governments for the privilege of holding a 
Congress I cannot conceive how the United 
States could be placed in a less enviable posi­
tion than would be secured by sending, in Nov­
ember a cordial invitation, to all the Amerioan 
governments to meet in Washington for the 
-sole purpose of concert ing measures of peaoo, 
and in^ January recall ing the invitation tor 
fear it might create jealousy and ill-will on the 
par t of the monarohial governments of Eu ­
rope I t would be ditfioult to devise a more 
effective mode of making enemies of the Amer ­
ican governments and it would certainly oot 
add to our prestige in the European world .— 
Nor can I see, Mr . President, how tbe E u r o ­
pean governments Bhould feel jealousy a n d il l-
will toward the United States because of an 
effort on our part to assure a lasting peace be­
tween the nations of America, unless, indeed, 
it be to the interests of European powers tha t 
the Amerioan nations should, at intervals , fall 
into war and br ing reproach on Republican 
government; bu t , from ' tbat very Circum­
stance, I see an addit ional and powerful motive 
for tbe Amerioan governnienta to be at peac* 
among themselves. Tho United States is, in ­
deed, a t peace with all the world, as Mr. P re -
linghuyaen well s ays ; b u t there are and have 
been serious troubles between other American 
nat ions. Peru, Chili and Bolivia have been 
for mare than two yea r s engaged in a desper­
ate conflict. It was the fortunate intervention 
of the United States last spring, tha t aver ted 
it-war-between Gbil!-a1id^»eArgentine-Repub­
l i c Guatemala, is at this moment 'asking the 
United Btates-to interpose its good offices with 
Meiioo to keep off war. These important faota 
were all oommanioated in your late message 
to Congress. It is the existence or menace of 
these wars tbat influenced President Garfield, 
and,-as I suppose, influenced youraelf, to de­
sire a friendly conference of all the States of 
America to devise a method of permanen t 
peace and consequent prosperity for all. Shal l 
the United fltatea now turn back, hold aloof, 
and refuse to exert its great moral power for 
the advantage of its weaker neighbors? 

If you have not formally and fully recalled 
the invitation to the Peace Congress, I beg vou 
to consider well t he effect of so doing. The 
invitation was not m i n e ; it was yours. You 
spoke in the name of the U. S. To revoke 
it for the avowed fear of jealousy a n d ill-will 
oU the part of European powers would appeal 
as little to Amerioan pride aa to American 
hospitality. Beyond the philanthropic and 
Christian ends to be attained by the American 
conference to devolve peace and good will 
among men, we might well look for mater ia l 
advantages as( t h e , resu l t of a better unde r ­
s tanding and closer friendship with the nations 
of America. At .present the condition of t rade 
between the United Sta tes" arid Its "Ame'ricari 
neighbors is unsatisfactory to ,us and even de­
plorable. According to the Btatiatics,pX..oar 
owp Treasury Depar tment the balance against 
us in that trade last y e a r was $120 .000 ,000 .a 
Bum greater than the yearly pro luct of all the 
gold and silver mines of the United Sta tes .— 
Thia vast balance was paid^by us in foreign 
exchange, and a very large proportion went 
to England, where 'ah ipments of cottonj p ro ­
visions andbreads tuus supplied the money. I 
do not say, Mr Pres ident , Jhat the holding of 
a Peace Congress will necessarily change the 
cur ren t of trade, bu t it will bring us into 

'kindly reUtions with alt'^he'American nations! 
It will promote the reign of peace and law and 
order. It will increase production a n d ' c o n ­
sumption aod s t imula te the demand for the 
articles American manufacturers can furnish 
at a profit It will, a t all events,bea^friendly 
and-auspicious beginning in the direction of 
American'influence a n d American t rade i._ 
la rge field which we have hitherto greatly ne­
glected, aod which has been practically mo­
nopolized by our commercial rivals in Europe, 
l a m , Mr. President, with great,respect,
