The. intenninabla^^rows of cheap 

dwelling houses in Philadelphia—ogly, 
snug, comfortable, every marble .step 
and door knob'the precise duplicate of 
a thousand twin brothers—are the de­
light of the political economist. ' He 
rejoioes that there ia' one spot on earth 
where the batcher and tailor, the n^gro 
whitewaaher, and Wah-Lee, the laun­
dry man, each can proudly posEeaa his 
own jsivilieed door bell, .kitchen raiige 
and bathtub. 

Bu_t to ordinary intellects the monot­
ony of these Bmaller streets is something 
maddening. -One cannot walk along 
tbem wtihoat tbe fantastic wish that 
tbe frqnta of these boxes in which fam­
ilies are stored, and labelled with sqoare 
silver plates, wonld slide op for a mo­
ment and show the horrible tragedies, 
the pathetic comedies, or the rottring 
farces of hnman life passing inside 
The slides were removed from two of 
these hoases for me once. Tbe plays 
going on within were commonplace 
enough, yet they had their pdnta of

Nambers 288 and 290 Fillmore Place

"For every 100 fe*, take 7 Iba, pnrer^ 
salt, 3 pints of molasses (or 2 fiy, brpffh^rv 
sugar,) i o n , saltpeter, and6gai lonnof 
water, or enough to' dissolve, fieak^to 
boiling, skim, and when quite oold, jipltv 
over the hams, etc., packed in a tab ot 
barrel. The meat should remain—U* ^ 
pickle one to two months, according to 
tnioknees; four to six weeks for shooid v 
era and Bide pieces and two month* tqi 
hams, when, they are taken out and hung 
in the smoke house. Dry salting |a 
sometimes more convenient; we hare l 
followed both methods with equal auo 

.ectfo,,. Jtfu thoroughly IJafo^urie salt 
with 2 quarts ol molasses and1 8 ofc f ^ 
powdered saltpeter.' The hams, etc* , 
are to be rut)bed well with this, and laid ' 
down on a platform arranged7 to eatoh "~ 
.any drip that may oome from them^lhe 
rabbiug is to be repeated at the end ot 
a week, 'applying it three times, and, 
then smoke. Jl'he only nse of saltpeter 
in either case, is to give the meat a red 
color;
