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The partial failure ol the oropa last 
year led.-to the formation 'oi powerTal 
rings and pools for the purpose of con­
trolling the markets. These speculators 
obtained control of an euornxms quan 
pity of the prodnots otjfee^agnntry and 
were able for awhile to work np prices 
to unit themselves. Bat although t ey 
ooald fix prices they could not oompel 
the pabJio to boy. The speculators 
overreached themselves—their prioes 
were prohibitory. Earope not only ab­
solutely stopped buyiug, but began to 
export agricultural prodnots to this 
country. The accumulation of stock* 
became0BO immense tbat weak holders 

•oould no longer carry their loads. The 
rings weakened—the pools broke—and 

' / during the pas t week an immense 
'"" amotmt of wheat, corn^ oats, pork, lard, 
. e t c , has been thrown upon the murke" 

at greatly reduced prices. In one week 
the price of wheat at Ohioago dropped 
C to 7 Cents a bushel, oorn 41, oats 2} 
pork 75 oents and lard 40 cents. Thie 
break means ruin to many speculators, 
but will bentfit oonsumerBand impart a 
healthier tone and renewed activity to 
the general basiueBB of the oountry.

The Tribune's Albany correspondent 
says; 

Mr. (Jodard's speech was listened I J 
with intense astonishment by most of 
the Republican • members. Careful 
inquiry among them afterward showed 
that Mr. Godard had no supporters; at 
lenBt no supporters ft'ho were willing to 
avow themselves. ,' There never has 
been any disposition among the Repub­
lican members to desert their oaocus 
nominees and vote for those of the 
Democratic caucus. At present snob a 
desertion would be an incredible act of 
folly, because nothing would be gained 
by it. Legislation is not interrupted 
by the presence of a Republican clerk 
and minor oitioials in the Olerk'B desk. 
Mr. Godard's speech was universally 
interpreted as an attempt to wm the 
favor of the Speaker, in the hope of 
securing a good Committee appoint­
ment. The Spi-aker is known to be 
anxious to secure the fall organization 
of the Assembly before announcing his 
cotnmitfees. His anxiety is believed to 
rest on the fear that his committee ap ' 
poiutmeats will not please ' the Tam­
many memberti, and that the latter will 
revenge themselves by refusing to unite 
with the otber Democrats in electing o 
Clerk and minor officers. Mr, Godard 
may secure a tew Republican votes in 
t-n^port of hie scheme, but it is doubt­
ful if he will be able to-oarry out his» 
plan. After the session of the Assem­
bly he said to Mr. Roosevelt: " I mere­
ly made that speech to frighten Tam­
many."

WASHINGTON, Feb. 9.—Secretary ^o l -

ger said to-day, when asked whether it 
was true that he had removed General 
N. M. Curtie: "There is no removal, 
Pbe office is a peculiar one.

The Secretary's letter to the Distriot 
Attorney Bimply transmits the papers 
for hiB consideration, and for such action 
us he shall deem advisable. In a letter 
-to Geo"fgo William Curtis, President of 
the Civil Service Reform Association, 
Secretary Folger said, with regard to 
GeDeral Curtis: 

"You have perceived that he denies 
that the' charaoter of MB employment 
by the Government brings him and his 
acts under the penalty of the. statute. 
Without undertaking to decide whether 
he is right in his position, I have to say 
that his employment will cease at the 
end of this month, eonie time being 
.needed by him to gather up his matters 
and make return to this Department,-
If he has been guilty of a misdemean­
or, it is for the law oflioers of the Gov­
ernment to take aotion for his punish­
ment, and I have to inform you that 1 
have caused oopiea of the diilerent pa­
pers relating tp the matter to be trans­
mitted to the United States Attorney for 
the Southern District of New York, in 
which district I supposed the matter to 
be cognizable for such action as that 
officer may deem advisable." 

T h e papers on file in the oase show 
that it waa proposed before Secretary 
Sherman left the Department to olose 
up the work in which General Curtis is 
engaged. Among them is a letter from 
Secretary Sh rman, dated Maroh" 1, 
1881, which says, among other things: 
" I t is desirable that these oases shall be 
entirely disoosed of within the next 
two months, and your employment un 
der the Department's letter oi Junuary 
15, 1880, will continue until the first of 
May next, at which time it will termin 
ute."

Mr, Blaine'e Diplomacy. 

Whatever may be said abont ex-8ecre-, 
iary Blaine's diplomatic correspondence, 
.iti'm&y be just a* well'for the politicians 
who are attacking him to note the fact 
that the American people are in sympa­
thy with the spirit that is breathed in 
that correspondence.' The conservatism 
of our foreign policy* for the last do-
cade has been so excessive that it is no 
misnomer to call it timid. In it there 
has been hone of the progressive, self-
a'ssertmg spirit that has given tone to 
all other departments of t h e Govern­
ment. Apparently we have been so ab­
sorbed in harmonizing our own differ­
ences and developing our own lesources 
that we were .content to be a mere neg­
ative power in the great court of Na­
tions. Under this policy the people 
have frequently chafed, and the ringing 
Heuteuoet) of tbe ex-Seoretary, injecting 
positive American ideas into his com­
munications with other Governments, 
were refreshing after twelve years of.

R formed, in ooLjunotion with o th t r 
roads, a through line from Chioago to 
Portland"—by way of the Mich. South­
ern, N. Y. Central. R. W. &.O., O. k L. 
C. aiftl the several railwayo which make 
up what is "known as the Portland and 
C/gden,sb,urg. This arrangement involv­
e d the use by the O. <fc L . C RR. of the 
bridge a t Rouse's Point , and 2U miles or 
snob a master of the truck of the Cent­
ral Vermont, over which it run its own 
trams to connect with the St. Johnsbu-
ry and Lake Champlain RR. at Swan-
ton. Differences soon arose concerning 
the terms for the use o i this part xif. the 
Cent. W e fine, and the O. & L. C. RR'e 
trains ceased to be run over it some 
weeks ago, since which the Central has 
hauled the freights -itself and oharged 
what the O. & L. 0 . regarded as exor 
bitant rates therefor. All efforts for a 
compromise having failed, the 0 . & L 
0. has given orders for the construction 
of a new bridge at Rouse's Point,- and 
pile driving is expected to begin imme­
diately. At an early day the St. Johns 
bury and Lake Champlain RR.—a part 
of the Port land k -Ogdensburg liHe— 
which already extends to Maquam Bay, 
will be continued westw'd to the bridge. 
Then will doubtless follow a war against 
the Central Vt., extending not simply to 
through business, bnt involving local 
truilio as well; and to a large extent the 
passenger business also. btooknolders 
may perhaps suffer in oonsequence in 
tbe i at ter of dividends, but tbe pnlJlio 
will be the gainer. Northern New York 
will only regret that the competition is 
likely to benefit through shippers and 
Vermonters principally, and this section 
hardly any, or none at all.—Malone 
P'tUndium.

It ' WUH a false report. Senator Lap 
ham did not do it.

On the 7th the 'House Committee on 
Post Offices directed Mr, Laoey of 
Miohigan to favorably report to the 
House his bill providing for the estab­
lishment of postal savitigs baukc. In 
the ' form aa agreed upon its material 
provisions 'ore these: I t provides for 
the establishment of postal savings de 
positoriea, for the purpose of the pro­
tection of small saviugB. .To facilitate 
their withdrawn! and to produce rev 
enue, the Postm-tster General may open 
Bub depositorit s at any^nioney order of-
fioe in hia d isoretion. Any person 
above 12 years of <ige may become a de­
positor. The smallest deposit which 
the Government will take is to bothree 
dollars. After that depo&it has been 
made, additional d posits will be receiv 
ed in one dollar or its multiples. Inter­
est is to be computed at the oentral of 
flee i n Washington upon a}l BUUIB of 
three dollars and even multiples at the 
rate of two per cent, per annum. This 
is to be oomputed for .every calendar 
month. Money when deposited may 
be withdrawn by depositors, without 
previous notice, bnt interest is to be 
only allowed at the end of the calendar 
month. The money received from the 
deposits is to be invested by the Secre­
tary of the Treasury in interest-bearing 
securities guaranteed by the United 
States, or, iu case the money cannot be 
invested in this class of securities, it. 
shall be invested in approved State 
securities, but not in railroad or o.ther 
bonds. Each individual account is to 
be kept at Washington, and every-with­
drawal is to be. .made by check trom 
Washington. These deposits are to be 
free from United States, State or local 
taxation* No person ean deposit more 
than $100 during a period of thirty 
daye, -and tbeaggiegate amount allowed 
to any tingle depositor is not to exceed 
SoUO. Mr. Lacey himself is very en 
uiusiastic in favor of the measure and 
has devottd a great deal of time io the 
study of the latest t-xperitnceB of the 
Governments of Great Britain, Belgium 
and Switzerland with this system. He 
bays, that the adoption of this plan in 
this country would afford a sufe place/' 
for the deposits of the earnings of the 
poor, at the Eanie time that their earn-
iuga will yield some iultrest. It will 
h«ve the t-Oeot to bring back into the 
currents of commercial transactions the 
large amount o! mouey that now lies 
idle in stockings or is hoarded else­
where. I t will enable the Government 
during the ( t ime of the existence of its 
national debt to keep the bonds mainly 
at home, and it will also enable tne 
Gover-n-ment to borrow money at a low­
er rate of interest than if can place its 
bonds. By iutertstiug the ma8seo..oJ 
the people in its securities, something 
will be done to prevent the spread of 
communistic ideas and to repress at­
tacks upon the"nationai- debt. It will 
largely take the question of the debt out 
of pobtios, and place it upon a buetnesh 
buais, Tbe experience of all oonntnee 
which have adopied thiB plan shows 
that it will yield net earumgy. Great 

-Britain has almost annually covered 
into her Treasury a large amount in net 
e'ur'fi'ib'g's from this eonroe. The system 
is in successful operation in England, 
Canada, Belgium and^Italy, and has re­
cently bteu intioduced into France, 
where it is well received. ^. 

A serious affray occurred in the office 
of the J^ntitni'U Rtqnthucait, /Thursday !

and handed a ttatement to Clarence 
Barton, the news editor, which hedcbii-
ed him to read. Barton complied, but 
informed Boteldo that he would have to 
see Gorham about i t . As Barton rof-e 
Soteldo Btruok and knocked him ugaiti«t 
the table. A scuffle3" eusaed, duniiK 
which the lamp on tne table was nlteu 
towards Fr-nk Conger, the buaim-is 

'manager, who picked it np and hastily 
left, whereupon three or four pistol 
shotB in quick sucVeesion were heard. 
The co upocitorB on the floor abuve 
rushed into the hall and foand Bartuu 
ejecting the younger Soteldo from the 
editorial rooms. Two of the furce 
seized Soteldo, upon Barton's culling 
out 'T am shot," and turned him over 
to the police. Barton waa ahot twice, 
once in the neck and once in the breusi. 
A. M. Soteldo was found unconscious 
upon the floor with blood oozing from a 
onllet-hole in the back of his neck. He 
was taken to the hoapit' 1, where it waa 
discovered that the ball entered 'the 
back of the neck, shattered the vortebi re 
and lodged in the throat, intiic ing a 
uocesBarily mortal wound. Conger was 
the only person besides the three aotor» 
in the tragedy who witnebBed any part 
of it. Barton declined to see anyone, 
excepting Gorham. There seems no 
reason to doubt tbat Charles Soteldo 
shut Barton, but whether Barton nhot 
ihe elder Soteldo or the latter received 
a ball from his brother's pistol, intend 
ed for Barton, is involved in doubt. 
Tbe latter theory is stoutly maintaiued 
by tbe attaches of tbe Republican, but 
not generally orodiced. Conger aays 
that as tbe elder Soteldo struck Barton, 
Charles placed a revolver at his head. 
Conger then ran oat with the lamp, and 
subsequently summoned the police. He 
says ho saw none of the shotfl fired. 
The younger Soteldo says that while his 
brother was talking to Barton the latter 
became very much excited, and put his 
hand behind him twioe. 'The second 
time he drew a revolver and began 
shooting. Soteldo says "Barton then 
oome toward me, pistol in hand. Wtiou 
I saw bim pull out a revolver, I drew 
mine. Barton and myself then olinotied, 
and in the sonfile his pistol went off, 
and I believe he BUot hiniHelf, We then 
wrestled out of the room towards the 
stairway, and both fell down stairs, Bar 
tou on top of me. We then separated, 
and when I reached the pavement a 
number of employes of the ofilceoame 
out and Btruok me several times and 
handed me to tbo police. .My brother 
had nothing to do with the shooting. 
Barton shot him first and tlien pointed 
hit* pistol at me. I then pulled my re­
volver in self-defense and, fired at him," 
Barton's wounds are not fatal. 

More than six thousand bills, aud

The 
system is nursed by a ola'-a of legislators 
who have no higher ambition, and 
whose personal interests are promoted 
by it. Year* after year attention has 
been oalled to this costly abuse, but no 
snbptnntial reform is proposed, and a 
real remedy has not been attempted. 

Ou the 10th, Representative Thomas 
addressed the committee on ways and 
means, urging the passage of his bill to 
regulate ttte manufacture aud sale of 
oleomargarine. H e urged legislation 
npon the Bubjeot for the protection of 
the legitimate butter trade, and for the 
protection of public health. He stated 
that tho.rapid increase in tb&n.qmberof 
oleomargarine manufactories threatened 
the extinction £f the legitimate dairy 
interests;'"'In'New York alone there are 
manufactories and material enough to 
produce 116.000., 000 poandsof oleomar­
garine annually, ;While the entire butter 
product of the state is but 111,000,000 
pounds. Oleomargarine can be pro-
dooed for nine oeits a poupd; and con-
si quently when BOM in imitation of but­
ter *w111 drive the genuine butter out of 
the market, At present It is not and 
cannot be sold as oleomargarine or ad a 
bubatitote for cheap butter, but is sold 
in imitation of and under pretense of 
being butter.
