C O U R T P R O O E E K N G 8 . 

The evidence In the Rrtllro oaso olused on 
the part of plaintiff, Callag' -i, at 4 p. m , 
Tuesday, last week. 11. I) l-i.laworth opened 
for defence, and there were abuui twenty wit­
nesses sworn, including eight women, moat of 
whom reside in Heuvelton The evidenee on 
part of the defence closed at 3, p./m, Wednes­
day. Attorney Wynn moved for a nonsuit on 
the grqund that the evidence ehom-d that there 
was no negligence on the p*rt of defendant 
shown, but that the accident was caused by1 

thji negligence of James Callaghan, who drove 
the team. The motion wiu denied, and the 
case went to tho jury. 

_Wa learn that on the first Imllot of the jury 
after getting to their room, one juryman vot­
ed, no aause.. of aotion, and that another 
voted ©6000 damages; and that the other ten 
jurors were uondwiohed b,e'twc»;u the extremes. 
The cause was exhaustively summed up by 
attorney Wynn for defeudant, and L W. UUB-
sell for the plaintiff. The oh&rge of Judge 
Tappan was concise and clear. 

The jury came into court aftecJtieinp out 
about six hours, and gave in a verdict for the 
plaintiff for $1,600. On motion of plaintiff's 
counsel 6 per oent. was added, making the 
damages S1575, besides coata. 

The next case called was No. 2 on tho cal­
endar:—Emma L. Earl, Executrix &o. vs. 
John Cotter. This'wasan notion on a prom­
issory note given by defendant to Gardner 
Earl, deceased, In hia lifetime, forS220G7, 
payable ono day after date. Bart died and 
this note was found by his widow, the plain­
tiff, and she put it into the hinds of heratt 'y, 
L. C, Lang, Esq., for collection. 

Defendant, Cotter, produced a receipt pur­
porting to have been signed by E*rl, in full 
payment of the note, saying that Earl had lost 
the note and gave this Receipt to cover i t 

Huoh evidenoewas produced in court show­
ing that the receipt wasjiftt genuine, and the1 

jury Srere so convinced; ib%*thejf'prongfc\jrr-a 
verdict for plaintiff; Emma, for tbe full am­
ount of the note, "Vlr—$268,85. * L. C. Lang 
for plaintiff, and J. R. Brinckerhoff for de­
fendant. 

The Grand Jury found indictments against 
Henry Deyeaj-, Joseph -Deyejir and" Frank 
Hoell for grand larceny. The Deyears pleaded 
guilty, and were - sentenced to Daaneoiora 
prison, Henry for 3 years and 3 months, and 
Joseph for four years and 8 months. Hoell 
pleaded not guilty. He was tried on Satur­
day and the jury found a~vgrdictof guilty. 

Without imposing sentence, or completing 
the civil side of the calendar, court adjourned 
over to Monday, Feb. 18th. 

Monday, Feb. 13. Court convened at 2, 
p. m. The case of Mary MoGormick vs. John 
Hilts was continued. Att'y, W. H. Sawyer, 
opened the defence, and the evidence in tbe 
case proceeded until the appearance of Assie't 
Dist. Attorney, Hale, in court, who moved 
that sentence be pronounced agaifist frank 
Hoell, who was convicted'of grand larcety tin 
Saturday last. The prisoner answered all the 
questions promptly, put to him by the cour\; 
and his counsel- H. D. Elhjworth—made a 
plea in behalf of the prisoner, and asked for 
him the clemency of the court.- The court 
sentenced Hoeil to I>annemora prison for four 
years and eight months. 

Daring this session of court tndiotments 
have been foand as follows: Against Mc-
Curry, of Ogdensburg, for keeping*a gamb­
ling hoase; also against Bellinger for a like 
offence. Each pleaded not guilty, and their 
trials were put over to the Sessions in March 
Three indictments were found for breach W 
excise, and one for forgery. The part^eg(are 
not yet arraigned.
