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The Sawmill Changes of a Century. ' 
$> 

Among the most marvelous of the ma­
ny wonderfnl things whioh diutiDguiab 
the United States from other nations 
Bfe'th"© reaalta from oar immense fprests 
of-valUBble timber. They have stimula­
ted inventive genius to prepare machin­
ery for manufacturing lumber cheaply, 
aud in eo many indispensable shapes for 
ready use in building tenements, that 
•o man is so pocr as to be without the 
materials for constructing a house for a 
shelter and a home. The iDllaenoe of a 
largo and easily obtained supply of the 
best lumber upon the settlement and 
growth of a country is indisputable, for 
those portioD8\6'f(ithis continent whioh 
possessed accesible forests received the 
largest accessions to their population. 

When the demand for lumber had be 
come so unceasing and so imperative 
that the old style of sawmills, in univer­
sal use fifty years ago, could not supply 
it, manufacturers began to extend their 
moans pf prodnotion, and seek for am­
ple forests hitherto untouched by the 
woodman's ose. To have a good4hiug 
excites the desire for more of it And 
the cheap building material of the early 
days stimulated emigration to he .vast 
prairies of the West, whioh were fringed 
on their northern bonier by eshaustless 
forests. To keep up with the rapidly 
inoreasing'Bemano). f ° r good and cheap 
lumber a higher ordi r of inventive gen­
ius was called into the field. 

Passing by Boores of forgotten modes 
of extracting the wide board from the 
forest out log, we Btop a moment at the 
old flatter wheel, single saw-gate mill of 
fifty years ago. ^FEeJe* was then nothing 
better anywhere. ._A strong mill, under a 
high and constant head of water, would 
produce from four to six thousand feet 
of lumber in a day. Between the times 
of "dogg ing" the log for the separate 
ouis, the sawyer might takd a nap, or go 
to a neighbor's,' or, if t» visitor would bt 
eo kind as to come in, they might play a 
game of "old eledge ' wlrile sitting upon 
the log in a -vance of the slow feeding 
saw. The progress of the saw was so 
slow that between the outs several games 
might be played. 

When somenameleas ambitious man, 
observed the power wasted in raising 
tt single eaw, when the ga te 'might as 
well oaxry double, thus accomplishing 
double the'work in the same time, and 
when his brilliant idea was acted upon, 
the firtit step towards the modern full 
breasted gang mill was taken. For it 
was fo.thwith said: If two cuts can be 
made through u log at once, why not a 
dczen—why not 20, or even 40 ? Tbe 
notion took wing, and soon gang* mills, 
dome of immense power and capacity, 
were slaughtering the forests from the 
nilla of Maine to northern Michigan, 
Minnesota and fur off Oregon and the 
entire Pacific coast. 

For a loi g time boards were edge'd'b^' 
piling them on the stock and Btruight I 

"euing them iu the Single gate, bnt at 
leDgth—circular saws ooming more and 
more into use as they were less and less 
feared—the edger was bailt. This was 
a notftble improvement indeed, nearly 
doubling the millV capacity. But thit-
ejging table—thongh.the small circular 
ran at headlong speed—was too elow. 
Added rapidity waa given by combining 
circulars on a single arbor*. This, cali-
«d_al_ first the double edger;-. but now 
kuown as the "gang edger," trims boih 
edges at once. By a handy contrivance 
the outbide Baw is movable. Bideways OD 
the aibor, to accommodate the diflerhg 
widths of lumber, and this beiug under 
file instant control of the operator, the 
lumber slides from the maohine with itt-
edges txttctly tqaured. 

I h e old sawmill, with"na single saw-. 
(mug in a cumbrous frame, working 
between great posts which, headed into 
a huge beam, the largest the forest pro­
duced, aud so footed iu the fouudatiob 
in at not only the structure, but she sur-
roaudi&g country shook when the mill 
wits if motion, has been replaced b) 
other and far better arrangements. The 
prodigious beams have given place to 
slim but Btrong-itoh posts whose bases 
huve a foundation independent of the 
mill's rupporta. There are other neatcj 
deuces lor eliminating noise and j*rn, b j 
wtiiob more than 60 per cent, of frictiou 
is wiped out, aud a wonderful amount 
of tawing capacity developed. 

Time and apttce would fail in an effort 
to trace out all the improvemehta which 
the last 50 yeure—yes, which the last 25 
years, have developed in so common a 
thing as the sawmill. All IB changed. 
The circular sawmill, particularly in the 
West, has taken the place of the gangs, 
and experience, aided by native burn 
ingenuity, has taught the men how to 
dreBB and train the mighty circulars in 
order that smooth surfaces and trae lines 
shall be mode throagh the- largest pine 
logs. » 

The reports of the quantity of lumber 
sawed in a given time in one of these 
newly modeled Wisconsin or̂  Northern 
Michigan sawmills sounds "incredible, 
bat the writer knows their exact truth. 
Mills that turn out two hundred and 
fifty thousand feet of boards as a regu­
lar day'B work, do exis t This is a larger 
prod not than any old fashioned sawmill, 
say, of fiftj—yes, of even thirly— years' 
ago, could show-at the end of a whole 
season. I ts single saw might laborious­
ly heave, and there might be a mighty, 
thundering and quaking of rude ma 
chinery, but the piled lumber at the end I 
of it all—how ridifiuloaaly meager it was 
oompared with the crowded 100 acre 
mill-yards of to day. 

The modern sow mill is indeed full of 
the master-pieces of American ingenuity 
and skill. All hail ! we heartily exolaim, 
to the modern sawmill, and to the intel­
ligence of the managers- and those con­
nected* with the vast industry, either in 
the production of logs from the forests 
or in the making and marketing of the 
lumber. The time ia at hand when all 
this infinite and oomplex maohinery is 
to lie idle, for the forests will be ex 
hausted, the insatiable Baws will he still 
for lack of food. Till then, we Bay yet 
louder: AU hail to the modern sawmill I

How a Little Girl Snggestea the In 

venuon of the Telescope. 

Some of the most important discover 
ies have been made accidentally; aud n 
nas happened to more than ooe invent­
or, who had long been searching aftei 
some new combination .or—material Jtoj 
carrymg out a pet idea, to hit upon tht 
right thing at last by mere chance, A 
lucky inBtanoe of this bind was the dis­
covery of the principle of the telescope. 

Nearly three hundred years ago, there 
Was living in the town of Middelburg, 
ou the island of Walcheren, in tbe 
Netherlands, a poor optician named 
H-^ns Lippersheipi.—One day, in tin-
year 1G0&, be" was working in his shop, 
his children helping him in variou* 
small ways, or romping about and amus­
ing themselves with the tools and ob­
jects ljing on hie work-bench, when 
Buddouly his little girl exclaimed: 

" Oh, Papa! See bow hear tbe steeple 
comes!" 

Half-startled by this announcement, 
the honest Hans looked up from his 
work, curious to know the cause of the 
ohild's amazement, . Turning toward 
her, he saw < that she was looking 
through two lenses, one held olose to 
her eye, and the other at arm's length; 
and, calling his daughter to his side, he 
noticed that the eyelena was plano-con­
cave (or flat ou one side and hollowed-
ou the pthe^Jy-while the one held at a 
distance was plano-convex (or fiat on 
one side and bulging ou the other). 
Then, taking the two glasses, he repeat­
ed hM'a daughter's experiment, and soon' 
discovered that Bhe had chanced to hold 
tbe lenses apart at the.fr exaot foons, 
and this had produced* the wonderful 
effeot that she had observed. His quick 
wi$and skilled invention flaw in this ao 
i ident a"Vonderfnl discovery. He im­
mediately set about making use of his 
new knowledge of lenses, and ere long 
he had fashioned a tube of pasteboard, 
in w,hioh he set the glasses firmly at 
their exact focus. 

This roogh tube was the germ of thatf 
great instrument the tekfeoope, to which 
modem acienoe oweB ao much. And it 
was on October 22, 1608, that Ltpper-
shoim sent to his government threo tele-
Boopes made by himself, oalliug them 
'-instruments by means of which to Bee 
at a distance." 

Not long afterward another raaD, 
Jacob Adriantz, or Metius, of Alkmaar, 
a town aliout twenty miles from Amster­
dam, claimed to have discovered tbe 
principle of the telesoope two yearsj 
earlier than Hans Juippersheim; and it 
.is generully acknowledged that to one 
of these two men belongs the honor of 
iDventing the instrument Butitseoms 
cenain that Hans Lippersheim had nev­
er known or heard of the disoovery 
made by Adriansz, and BO, if AdrianBZ 
had .no t lived we still should owe to 
flans Lipperaheim'B quick wit, and Ms 
little daughter's lucky meddling, one of 
the moHt vuln-ibleand wonderfol of hu­
man inventions.
