8am Sperry's Pension. 
For more than two years it was the 

joke of Bloomington Center—that 
bright hope, that idle dream, that fond 
delaaive fanoy, known as " Sam Sper­
ry's pension." 

Tbe wits who congregated in the bar 
room and grocery of .the "'Bloomington 
Centre pout office sometimes had only a 
sad consciousness of futility in the i r 
beet efforts; the column of facet)re in 
the local newspaper frequ-ntly palled 
on the -senses; bat Sam Sperry's lank 
and stooping figure as he descended 
faithfully, twice every week, from hi" 
lone home on the distant mountain, to 
" learn tbe news from Washington," 
bore with it an arpma prjjgyer failing 
interest and diversion.

And all 
the titfte" "they're hauftin'off about my 
pension., what's, aoonmuiftfau'?—what's 
aocamnJatin'?, Here Sam's companion 
was actually obliged to move an inob or 
two away in order to escnpe the too 
severe emphasis of tnat emaciated el- ' 
bow. •* Back pay!" ohuokled Sam; 
Vthat 's what 's accnmulatin'—back pay. 
Let 'em hold off ten or a dozen years 
longer, and* I'll be awimmin' in back 
pay—I'll be fairly wallerin' in it ." 

With which the deeply confidential 
aspect of Sam's face ohuuged to a tri­
umphant simper, and, turning to nudge 
another companion (as be supposed) on 
his r ight , ho inadvertently thrust his 
elbow through tbe wrappings of a large 
parcel of sugar, the contents of which 
were scattered over the grooery floor.

IJven after this asseveration, I do not 
know thatj*ny»of the frequenters 61 the 
Bloomington bazar remarked that the 
boyish'head on Sam's bent shoulders, 
with its rings of close ourling light hair, 
waB of Byronio cast, or that his eyes, 
when not filmy from the effects of ague 
or rum, were of Buoh a perfect .and 
heavenly blue as is seldom seen even in 
tbe nndimmed orbs of children. Sam 
waa their Punob, their by -word, their 
theatre comique; they would have'paid 
twioe the price of his lordly, though 
prndent negotiations at the counter 
rather than miss the zest afforded by 
hla semi-weekly appearanoe. With a 
touch of. real pity, too, perhaps, for 
their old comrade, they cajoled with 
him in his forlorn' hope, encouraged iu 
him at all times tbe freest expression of 
his sentiments, flattered him, and re- ' 
galed him. And often, alas 1 tbe feet 
whioh had come shuffling down the 
mountain awkwardly enough and loose­
ly enough, retraced their stepB in a 
still more desultory and uncertain man-* 
ner,_and chance possero-oy have told 
how Sam, pausing at length by some 
waypide fence, frequently nudged the 
post with hie elbow, as though having 
just committed to it some gravely confi­
dential or facetious remark. ' 

There was one person whom Sam's 
weaknesses and dereliotions failed % in­
spire with appreciative mirjh. In the 
neighborhood of Sam's house on the 
mountain were two other homes. • One 
was possessed by Isaac Tfavers with his 
belligerent wife and numerous small 
children; in the other, Mary Elliworth 
dwelt alone with her mother.

John 
Ellsworth never camo back along 'that 
dear familiar road; and when Sam re 
turned one day, weak, ague , shaken, 
demented, but still fondly, foolishly 
faithful, Mary, called of God to endurt* 
this greater sorrow than any death 
could bring, spent the solitude of one 
black night in terrible rebellion, and, 
when the. morning dawned, laid her 
broken heart at the foot of the crSsr

Sam went back wonderingly to oocu-
