T h e HOUBO Thursday voted down the 
Seaton method aDd settled upon three 
hundred and twenty-five aa the number 
of Representatives to be apportioned 
upon the old plan. If agreed to by the 
Sena te this will bean addition of thirty-
two members to the House and will in­
crease the ratio nf representation from 
131,425 inhabitants, as fixed after the 
census of 1870, to 151,912. I t "will 
ohange the representation in, twenty 
five States, all of whioh will gain, *£-
cept M<tine, New Hampshire and Ver­
mont, whioh lose one Representative 
eaoh. By this apportionment the North" 
will gain twenty Representatives and 
lose three, making a net gain of seven 
teen, while the South will gain fifteen 
and lose none. New" E n g W d loses 
three and gains one, making a net loss 
of two. Classifying the States political­
ly, according to the electoral vote of 
1880, the net gain to the Republican 
States is fifteen and j to_the Demooratio 
seventeen. Thia would increase the 
Democratic electoral vote seventeen and 
Repnblioan fifteen, whenever the States 
would go as they did in 1880. 

Senator Edmund's ami-polygamy bill 
passed the Senate laBt Thoraday. ^ If 
t he bill is passed by the House and ap­
proved by the President substantially at-
it will, leave the Senate, the Mormon 
theocracy will be dethroned, and the 
Republican party will have accomplish 
ed another good work.

Speaking recently about the dangers 
of imperfeot sanitary arrangements, 
Prof. Doreraue, the chemist, said that 
it is safer to give a person the deadliest 
poison in " t h e -laboratory and trast to 
tae antidotes, than to have him inhale 
sewer goa, against the effeot of whioh 
medical soienoe has found no remedy. 
T h e worst..of its contamination is that 
its presence cannot be readily detected. 
The most violent type of poison ia con-
tained in an inodorous gas, while water 
that has become impregnated is actually 
more sparkling and agreeable to the 
taste than water whioh u absolutely 
pure.

Mr. Wingate, the sanitary 
engineer, declares tha t he baa seldom 
or never found a drain whioh was not 
in a defeotive oonditiou, Ot coarse,, 
there is such a thing as feeling unneces­
sary alarm in reapeot to sanitary condi­
tions; but the ordinary oitizen undoubt­
edly feels mnoh less solicitude than 
prudence dictates. There is a vast deal 
of ignorance and indifferenoe with re­
gard'to furnaoes, waste pipes and eewer 
connections, even among those who are 
building residences of their own. I t ie 
often an error to suppose that deep 
scientific knowledge is required in or­
der that a house Bhould be kept safe 

from contagion. J,n many cases, insid-, .how BOO thing Pa rke r ' s Ginger. Tonic is.

they gain a foothold through oulpable 
neglect and oareleasneea. As spring 
approaches,, cellars and garden plots 
should be put in shape, and' if there is 
reason for suapecting any hidden defect, 
it is advisable to consult competent 
sanitary authorities, as well as your 
own oommon sense.

We recently publ iabed k s ta tement showing 
t h a t the State owned , in what is known as the 
Adirondack wilderness, 600.000 acres of land, 
Much of this wild section is as picturesque a* 
the Yellowstone p a r k , while it ia much more 
accessible and might be enjoyed by a far great­
e r ' number nf p tople , Muat of it is worthless 
for farming purposes , bnt it c a n grow deer, 
t r o u t and other g a m e in profusion, and is a 
TeryTiaradise for h u n t e r s . Gov. Cornell in his 
'message recommends the organization of a 
s ta te park , after t h e plan of the national Yel­
lowstone park, and w e trust the Legislature 
wil l give the subject i ts earnest attention. 

In an interesting artiole g i l i n g . t h e history 
of this wilderness t h e Utlca Hera ld Bays: 

After the revolut ion, speculation and greed 
picked oat the Adiroddaok c o u n t r y for a bo­
nanza. Purchase a f t e r parohase of unexplored 
t rac ts of wilderness was made. The most im 
por tan t of these, w a a tho Macomb p u r c h a s e , ^ 
whioh the BtA^iB'p^>BM.p,ijS,6:i6,000 acres of 
land at eight pence t h e acnT"~ I t embraced the 
greater portion of w h a t are now the counties 
of Lewis, Franklin. S t Lawrenoe and Jeffer-
son. The purchase was divided into six great 
t r ac t s , which were divided into townships. 

Every device waa used to sell these lands to 
actual settlers. T h a t was easily and quickly 
d o n e v i n all por t ions of the p u r c h a s e which 
proved to be amenable to cultivation. Then 
the sales stopped; and where they stopped, 
there the lines between civilization and the 
wilderness have e v e r since been sharply drawn. 

I t is not for t h e lack of heroic endeavor that 
thfl Adirondack wilderness remains untenant, 
ed to-day, sive b y the hunter and hia prey, 
Tfcfere la no more pi t iable chapter in onr histo­
ry than that whioh tells the s tory of the s t rug­
gle and tbe failure of the men a n d women who 
were led to believe, by unscrupulous land 
agents , that this wildernesa conld bo made to 
blossom as the rose . In t rea t t r a c t No. 6 eight 
townships were sold to John B r o w n , of Rhode 
Island, who d reamed of manorial magnificence 
while he labored h a r d to olear a portion of his 
wilderness and effect settlements. His'agent, 
Charles P. Hofreahoff, pommittcd smcidchert; . 
in the wildernesa in 1819, in despair at the 
otter 'failure of,the enterprise. 

In tract No. 4 , i n the town of Diana, Lewis 
county, are the r u i n s o{ the h u n t i n g camp of 
Joseph Bonaparte, the sfory of whose experi-

1enoe is well known history. On the outskirts 
of the wilderness in every direction" hover the 
clearing? of people who have come hither be-
cautfe the land c a n be had a lmost for the ask­
ing. The.bard and,Bterile" soil will barely 
yield enough for d a y to day subsistence, and 
ignorance,,squalor and pover ty , SSP great as 
may be found even among t h e " . p o o r whites " 
of the south, a t jbuhd there. 

The Adirondack wilderness ia unconquerable 
— why should fu r the r effort be inade to sub­
due it? Here is t h i s beautiful region, located 
hi the very bear t of our civilization. Is it 
no t bore for s good parpose? A n d if so, should 
we not make the most of it? O u r forests are 
disappearing; w h y -not preeerve the one forest 
Whioh experience h a s proved is valuable for no 
purposo except a s a focestT O t h e r nations havs 
learned the utility of forests a n d spend their 
money lavishly in reproducing tacin. Why 
riot we T An the forests disappear, the waterp 
of these beautiful lakes shrink in volume. Wo 
need these waters , if-wea™ to prcsorvo our 
canal system. T h e y arc needed-to preserve the 
humidity of atmosphere which makes for our 
comfort and hea l th . . Already vast areas of 
naked rook, arid s a n d and gravel alone remain
