Great excitement was caused in Wa­
ter towmrSatnrday, by the announce­
ment that the Merchant's Bank of that 
oity hod failed. This bapk was a State 
institution and its soundness had been 
u&questioned. Its doposits'are not far 
from seven hundred thousand dollars. 
The officers olafm tbat the assets of the 
bank exceed this aum by more than 
three hundred thousand dollais and 
that depositors will be paid in fpll. 
The-only information -thUfifav given Te,' 
that .the bank had suffered losses which 
had impaired its capita!, that the re-
oent suspension of H O. Kecyon" & 
Co., bankers and produce operators at 
Chicago, (Keny.on was a Jefferson Oo. 
man) bad so weakened publio confidence 
that depositors were rapidly withdraw­
ing their funds, and that the directors 
thought best to go into voluntary liqui 
dation The capital stock of the bank 
was 3210,000. Abont 8100.000 of the 
deposits belong to Jefferson county, 
and the oity of Watertown has a ,amall 
sum on deposit in the broken bank. 
Hundreds of the depositors are among 
the poor and working olasaes. Tbe 
Times says the failure is a bad one and 
will have a damaging effect upon tbe 
general burineas of the city., 

Kelbyon was a director of the bank 
and it is stated that be had drawn out 
960,000 and sent it to Chicago. There 
is little doubt that the bank has been 
weaken&d in western wheat speculations.
