The Bnbj^ot of the preparation ol 

ensilage and its use as food for cattle i*> 

attraoiicg more ond more attention 

every year, aud lie importance to agri­

culturists is seeu in„the..ejtensive expe* 

imeuts that are being made in oonnec 

tion with it. That the ensilage system 

is a good one is the verdict of nearly all 

who have tried it," and the question 

now to be* determined appears to be toe 

ubtaining from it of the beet results. 

At a meeting of geptlemen interested iu 

the matter, held ic New York, recenth 

three lacts were made apparent, name 

ly, that stock fed on ensilage does bet 

er than the same - stock would do on 

dry fodder; that ensilage is more eco 

nomical than any other food, and that 

less room is required, for the storage ol 

this kind of food than for the storage 

of the ordinary kinds. Various opiu 

ions were expressed as to the moBi 

effective and most economical method 

of building silos- and of filling them, 

aud as to the character of crops to be 

n-ed. In regard to the building and 

fi'.liug of silos much of course must de> 

pend upon localities atfd the facilities 

for obtaining building materials. Th-

charaoter of crops to be used woul 

naturally he determined by the kind ol 

stock to be fed, and by the resultB ol 

experimental feeding. Some of tbi 

facts brought out at the meeting were 

very interesting, and possess at least as-

mnoh valae as any of the varioas theo, 

ries advanoed. Mr. E. M. Washburne, 

of Leo ox, Mass., stated'^ by letter tbat 

he has been usiog an ensilage composed 

of three p t r t s of corn and one of millet, 

with which he has fed fifty bead it 

cattle a t an average cost of 13-j centt 

per head a day,'bis returns in milk be 

iog greater than ever before at the samt 

time of year. He found maoh less wasie 

of material than in the uas of dry fod 

der. His i-ilo, holding 375 tOLS, oust 

3460, a much less umoont than a burn 

holding the same quantity of dry food 

would cost A letter from Dr. W. H. 

liagpr, of NebruBka gave the oost ol 

com ensirege as 92 cents a ton as agaiuM 

SI 15 for dry food. Col. J.W. WUIOOM, 

ol Boston, sttted tbat he had kept an 

ex.aot acoouut of the cost of raising com, 

ensilage two years. He infd planted 34 

acres of corn. Ou one lot of four aores 

o-tbbagfs had been planted iu the spring 

of 18H0, oorn in th,e,„Bnmmer, r>e in 

rit-ptumber, corn in the spring of 1881. 

and rye again in September, making 

hve crops iu two years. Tho average 

crop of corn to the acre was 13 5 tout-, 

the oost of raising a crop was 82 11 n 

tou, and the cost of putting it iu the 

silo was 14 cents a tou, making the 

total oost S2.55 per ton. Mr. Orlando 

U. Potter stated that G6 cows which bad 

produced 15 cans of milk when fed ou 

ensilage had fallen to 11 canB when put 

upon grass in the Bummer. Mr. Potter 

agreed with a statement made in a let-

tor from Mr. E, W. Staart, of Lafceville, 

Erie oounty, that a mixture of various 

gratsee is best for ensilage. Mr.Pottetj 

who has been puttipg down ensilage 

siuoe W75, has found ifbetter to feed 

cattle with a mixtnre than witb one 

crop only. Ho is of the opinion that 

the cost of caring grass is double that 

of putting it in silos, 

Mr. A.lfred A. Reed, of Rhode Island, 

described experiments which he had 

made with several cows whioh he fed on 

grass, corn, ensilage hay and sorghum, 

The weight of the cows increased under 

the d u t ol corn ensilage, an I there 

was also a slight increase in the weight 

of the mi.k given. \ ' 

G. Morton, of Essexr V t . , p a t in Uii 

tons from 8 cores.
