Mr. Edmunds on the Guiteau Trial. 

An interesting article iu the March Nor th 

Amerioan Raview is contributed by Benator 

Edmunds, on t h e Guiteau t r ia l . Mr, Edtnundij 

is one of the oleare&t thinkers and most forci­

ble writers of the day ; ho illumines whatovor 

subject he takes u p aud makes it olear to the 

average unders tanding. Tho question which 

the Senator a sk t and answer* in this artiolo is, 

Did tbe Court offend In not securing order and 

decorum dur ing the trial ? Lf the interruptions 

had been made by other persons than the ac­

cused the court had a remedy. It could have 

punished counsel or1 witnesses for contempt, 

hut it was impossible to punish Guiteau In 

thut manner, because he oould not pay a fine 

and imprisonment would only keep him in the 

same prison, which would have prolonged the 

trial indefinitely. He holds that the court 

oould not have removed the wretch Sh i l e wit* 

neaaea wore being examined, since tl e oon«ti-

tutiou provides that tbe accused shall havo 

the right to be confronted with the witnesses 

oga'mat him, as well as to have ' *the assistance 

of couuspl for his defence." The right of tho 

accused to speak for himself cannot be denied. 

Counsel aro merely agents, and if the accused 

chooses to speak for himself he has the un-

doubttd r ight to do BO. TO send Guiteau out 

of the court or to gag him could not be done 

without violat ing the spir i t and letter of tho 

constitution and tho laws, and if done would 

have afforded a dangerous precedent. U was 

therefore la r better to pursue tbe oourse which 

Judge Cox .did so far as Guiteau was concern­

ed personally. CourtB must not give way to 

popular c lamor, and the result of-legal inves­

tigation m u s t be awaited with palieuoe, in or.

cated VYnilo it is desirable that justice should

For many years it has been known tha t the 

receivership system of this State WHS simply 

legalized robbery.

Take the case 

of the Continental as a sample. I t had three 

different receivers and seventy lawyers gnaw­

ing at ite vitals.and they managed to absorb of 

the Company's asset* $228,$16,14. The policy 

holders have b<-eo paid one dividend of fifteen 

pe rcen t . ! Here is another case: The Security 

Life Ins. Co was placed in the "bands of a re­

ceiver in 1876 It* ca-h assets were only about 

5200,000.and its afUirg might have been clos­

ed up m two years. But the receiver and tbe 

lawj ere nursed it along for five yeara, taking 

out-STO.OOu ab their plunder and dividing the 

remainder among the policy holders. In the 

whole thirteen companies the aggregate cost of 

tbe receiverships was over a million dollars, 

whi!« tbe.diYide,uds-piud to policy holders were 

hut l i t de mure iban two millions. If Attorney 

General Rutsell and the-Legislature can devise 

means to put an end to this legalized robbery 

of defenceless people they will win the encomi-
