Oawegatohie desires to be set off into 
a separate poor district, and asks the 
Legislature to eoaot a law for the ao-
eompliehmeut of that purpose... The 
bill as drawn is objectionable to many 
of the other towns, and in four of them, 
to wit, Hop kin to a, Parishville, Canton 
and 'Potsdam, action was taken on town 
meeting day opposing ite passage. The 
Ogd. Journal (believes this notion was 
based on a misapprehension of the facts 
in the case, and sayo: 

*'If there is any objectionable featarr 
in the proposed bill, let it be pointed 
ont, andMf, on dae consideration, ife_ih-
noT just and right, let it be-amended 
and the bill go 0 through and become a 
law. 

We take i t for granted that the peo­
ple of the other towns are not opposed 
to onr maintaining oar own poor, nor 
while we are doing so would they e*k ns 
to sapport tbe poor of the other towns." 

As we understand it, the main^objeo 
ttions to the -Gawegirtohie bill are these 
1st. The action of the last-Board of-Su-
perviaors reviving the d i a ^ ^ o n - b e " 
iween town and ooanty poor-left «large 
number of Ogdfinsborg's poor in tbt-
ooanty house. The passage of the pro 
posed law would release Oaweg&tebU 
from all farther expense in maiutaininp 
each panpers. 2d. Tbtveonuty is pay 
ing something liko $12,000 per aunnm 
for tho support of int-ane persons, 
idiots, paupers., &a.t in ' the so vert* I 
asylums of this Sttte. Tbe passage o' 
the bill would release Oswegntohie from 
farther taxation -fojr their soppon. 
There is besides considerable objection 
to tbe proposed legislation on general 
principles, bnt the opposition to the 
measure rests substantially on the points 
stated hbgve. This opposition "we be 
Hove would be mainly jvitbdrawn wt̂ re 
tbe bill amended so asJp provide for the 
maintenance of Oawegtftobio'a Bhare ot 
the poor now iu the ooutftj- hoose or h> 
Statu Asylums; reiiuqniBbing tbo iuter 
eat of Oawegatobto in the oounty prop­
erty; and disqimlifying the flvo supervis­
ors from Oa»rogatohie and Ogdeasbnrp 
from tbe f ight to vote in the Board of 
BaperviBors on questions affeoting the 
miDHgemon of tho county poor. One 
thing is certain: the bill should not b> 
hurried through tbe I*«giHlature nntil 
its full Boopo and moaning has been as­
certained and an opportunity given to 
make snob amendments as shall preserve 
,tbo rights and equities of both Oswe-
gatobio And tho rest of .the countv.

The ninth annual convention* of the 
St. Lawrence Ooanty Dairymen's Asso­
ciation was held in the Town Hal), Can­
ton, Tuesday and Wednesday, February 
2tit and22d. 

Ool. Wm. Stephenson, of Russell, 
P-restdentt.-vgaB absent, and the conven­
tion wus oulledto Qrder by Secretary 
Spaulding Gen. N. M. ' Onrti^ WBB 
ele'dUdprodident pro torn, aftervwhich 
Rev Dr. Gardner, of Canton, gave an 
uddrenH on the subject of "Integrity in 
Buhiness," which was listened to with 
interest. 

Mr. D. H. Bnrroll, of Little Falls, 
Hpoke at length und verj interestingly 
on tbe subject of "SIIOB." He describ­
ed b i s method of building silos, which 
is us foUQw,s; Having made proper ex-
ouvation dig a trench'' ull around the bot­
tom and fill in with cobble stones, and 
from some part lead off a drain to oarry 
off all the water. The trench under the 
walls of the sik/being filled with cobble 
stones, plaoe standards of scantling 
long enonghto extend 12 inches higher 
than the top of the wall when it is 
finished. Plaoe these standards on each 
side of the proposed wall, and if yon 
desire the walls to,be 20 inohes thick 
then place the standards 28;inches apart 
and place a pair of standards every 5 or 
6 feet around tbe entire foundation. Be 
particular to have the standard exaotly 
plumb and exactly in. line. Fasten the 
bottom of the standards firmly in the 
ground, or by nailing a strip of wood 
across at the bottom of the standards 
and a little below where the floor of the 
silo . will be. Foaten th« top* of the 
standards by a heavy orow piec« secure­
ly nailed, and fasten the pain ol stand-
ards in ttehrptomb. position by shores 
reaching the bank, out aide. Now take 
plank an inch and a half thick and 14 
inches wide, and place them edgewiee 
inside the .standards, 20 inches apart, 
thus forming a box 14 inches deep and 
running all along and around the entire 
foundation of tbe proposed wall Fill 
this box Wafcn'"alternate-lajers of cobble 
btones or any rough stones, and mortar 

concrete; first a layer of concrete 
and then a layef of stones, not allowing 
the "tonus to come quite out to the box­
ing plunk, but having concrete over tbij 
edges, and the concrete must be tumped 
down solid; Prepore. the" concrete as 
follows: Take one part of good Port­
land imported cement and mix this with 
four pOTts-of sand, and <mix tbe cement 
thoroughly with tbe sand while dry, and 
then mix lu say six parte of clear gravel; 
make into mortar and useatbiice. Pnt 
into tbe box un inch or two uf this mor­
tar, and then'be l in cobble etoheo; then 
nil in with murtar, ugain covering ibp 
stones, and again - put in a layer ol 
to new. Wbeu the box is filled and tbe 

(Durt»r t-eVso tbut the wall ia fiim, then 
ruiae tbe box one foot, leaving iw.> 
rel ies lop of plank on wall below, and 
go roand again, raising tbe wall one 
/oot euoh day, or every Becond day. It 
uo gravel is obtainable, then ue« fl.e 
Dunels of sund to one of cement, und 
bed in all the cobble stones possible, 
Stone with rough edges are better ttta 
smooth, as tbey bind the wall more 
ttfdroagbly; but any fiat stones found 
ubeut fields will do as, ,welL A layer of 
loose cobble stones Bhould be placed 
against the outside of the wall-- before 
the earth, is b-ought against it, so as to 
have an air space and a free passage for 
water. 

The walls of tbe atfo ihottld be per­
fectly plumb and parallel so that the. 
followers, although fittiog^&DteJ^pwyn 
settle without binding when loadocf 
with 'stone. If you bujld the silo wails 
of stone, as you can do, point up as yon 
proceed, both inside and outside, bot 
torn as well as sides, with PorHanoT 
eement, as it is necessary that the silo 
should be water right like a .cistern. 

In regard to size of silo, I would 
make them 20 feet deep and pot'them as 
much below ground as possible, if good 
drainage can be had, banking op around 
the uuttiide with the earth that ia exca 
vated as before stated. A silo 80x16 
feet and 20 feet deep will be large 
'6nongh to contain 200 tons of pressed 
toeilage, and this would keep 85 cows 
six months, feeding 65 pounds per day 
pt r cow. 

L^^-d'^-rtyise^aildiug a si] o in three 
compartments. This can bo done by 
b u y i n g two cross walls. Then yon 

"o'ttn feed out one compartment at a time, 
leaving the.o^ber -two' if desired, thus 
having tbe advantage of three silos in 
one. Iu this way you can -have an 
empty silo in the t-pring which would be 
reiffly for the winter rye, clover, June 
grass,' etc., whioh could be harvested 
early in June, out up the same as ooro 
fodder and stored for Bummer feeding. 
My idea is that it is best to give the 
rttnek a good feed from the' tilos every 
morning and evening during tbe sum­
mer iu addition to pasturage. 

Can we afford to pnt in sjlo-*'? With 
hay at 88 or $10 "per ton it will pay tô  
put iri the ooin orrp for ent-il^ge and 
build tbo f-ilo to nootain it Stc ok can 
be kept as well upon tbe ensilage as 
Upon bay and yield as moob manure, 
and the hay that oouid be Bold at S8 to 
810 per ton would pay all tbe expenses 
for the first year. 1 reckon the expense 
of building silos at $1 to 81.25 for each 
ton of capacity, I believe tbat one ton 
of enBilago can be raised, harvested and 
put in silo at a cost not exceeding S i , 
und as a ton per mouth is sufficient for 
a cow, it ooats to support one cow one 
year on ensilage $12. If a large flow of 
milk is required add one ton of grain, 
whioh, raised on tbe farm, should not 
oost more than $12, mukiog total coat of 
keeping cow 12 months 8244 

Tbo best possible results aro obtained 
by feeding 5 pounds of dr; hay or straw 
ont fine,' with 3 pounds of corn meal or 
other gram and one half pound linseed 
meal mixed in with tho ensilage, making 
tho daily ration for one miloh cow on 
an average 50 pounds ensilage, 5 pounds 
out bay or-7 pounds out straw, 3 pounds 
ooru meal (or its equivalent of other 
Hrnin) and one-half ppnnd linseed mo.il. 
Feed this mixture in equal p^rts at 
morning, noon and night. 

Wo find aomo oowa require very much 
more food than others. I havo oowTln 
my herd .that wo iced 75 pounds of en­
silage per day; while others will only 
cat 45 pounds. Dry cows will do well 
on 60 to 70 pounds of ensilage ouly—no. 
grain is necessary. OowT'lhut Jon aro 
trying to dry off should not be fod on 
oloar ensilage, or it will be cela ost .im­
possible to dry tbem off. When I be* 
gan feeding ensilage on the 20th of 
October my cows, whioh had all beerj, 
milked since Maroh, increased nearly 6 
pounds of milk caoh per day? and the 
quality improved. In every ihstanoo 
whore I have tested tho value of ensil­
age as qqrnpared with cither hsy or-

Tho silo should be air and water tight, 
0u< tbeoorn when both stock a i d ear 
are foil of milk intn short pieces one 
fourth to one-half inch long with a 
power machine of sufficient capacity so 
you can fill the silo at least 3 or 4 feel 
per day,'and continue till filled. Dis 
tribute over the silo evenly all the time, 
and oover with sectioned covers 2} f et 
wide .or so, and pnt on cobble stones or 
other weights to tbe omoont of 300 
pounds per square foot. When yotf 
open the silo remove tbe weights from 
one section of 2i, or 8 feet and take off 
the oover, then with a bay knife ont 
down vertically and take ont day by day 
until you reaoh the bottom of the eilo. 
jQatting down in this manner leaves i 
wall standing which, as the ensilage is 
pressed BO solidly, will be compact and 
air can not penetrate to do any barm. 

Wednesday morning Mr. L. H. Wires 
read a paper on "Home Dairying." He 
contendedIbat the most profitable way 
to work up milk is to make it into but­
ter and make it at borne. That the bnt* 
ter producing quality of milk is mjnred 
by transportation, and this together with 
the expense and trouble of the hauling 
makes it more economical to make np at 
home. The conclusions arrived at by 
Mr. Wires were disputed by some of the 
factorymen present and a lively discus­
sion followed. 

Mr. M. R. Wait followed with a paper 
in which he argned foroibly for purity 
and genninenees in butter and cheese, 
and ,againit the counterfdt;articles 
whiciTKTe slresdy injured, oar Mm*, 
a n d r S ^ d o ' w *^vm'bMi-'-0^iJB^oW 
rights^'prol^ ted by-proper legisla­
tion. He urged that a law should ipe 
patsed compelling the branding of 
counterfeit articles in each a way that 
the consumer could not escape a knov«l 
edge of what "he is eating. Sir. Wait 
closed by moving the adoption <of the 
following resolution^ whioh was agreed 
to unanimously:

pure, fall cre»m cbeese, BO that the same 
may be readily distinguished as eaoh at 
~ll stugea from tbe producer to tbe con-
hUmr-r, and ibat they uee all honorable 
means m their power to secure the paa-
tw^e hereof. 

Resolved That it is the sense of this 
ouuvuntidn that no morally legitimate 
buainees enterprise 'can~posEibJy~be-Tn"" 
jured by such a law, and that-all moral 
ty illegitimate enterprines are detri­
mental to the beet interests of the com­
munity. 

With the adoption of these resolutions 
the convention adjourned till 1.30 p. m. 

The afternoon searion opened with a 
paper by Mr. F. D. Douglass, of Whit­
ing, V c - His subject was, "The. Reno 
vatiqn of Pasture and Meadow Land." 
The following is a summary of bis paper: 
Oar custom has been to levy contribu­
tion on large portions of onr farms- in 
order ̂ . to enrich comparatively small 
porUrj«ad«yotad to tillage Thifruinoas 
pr*ct i» m W ^ Those 
old meadows which by long mowing and 
fall graiing now yield but halt a crop 
must be made to yield a double amount 
This-can be done. It has been done. 
A vital point in this new departure is 
that these improvements can be accom­
plished—at a present profit. The first 
object should obviously be tbe restora­
tion of our soils to their original fertili­
ty while we at the same time increase 
our present profits. If I save and re 
turn to the soil the annual growth ot 
vegetation, either directly or in the form 
of stable manure, it will constantly im 
prove in fertility. If I so prepare that9 

soil as to stimulate .a more rapid and 
larger growth and return the product as 
before, tbe improvement to the soil will 
oe greater than before. If, with the 
same preparation, I select a orop of a 
ranker habit of growth, apd of greater 
munnrial value per ton, I accomplish a 
still greater improvement. If I select 
a crop whioh in addition to these pecul­
iarities has a characteristic habit of 
drawing its Bustenanoe largely from the 
atmosphere above and from the subsoil 
below, I have taken still another im 
portant step- in the right direction. 
Here then are four conditions which 
must be observed in order to-secure the 
most rapid increase m fertilizing ele 
ments, Wbere these conditions are ob­
served and the surplus manure thus se 
onri-d is properly applied, the improve 
mem should be rapid aud constantly uo-
oelerated from year to year. 

Let ua look over the liet of field crops 
and determine if we oan which are best 
adapted to our wants. If I sow a field 
to clover what will be the praotioal re­
sult? I am employing a natural agency 
for the aconmnlation of plant food 
Take the larger varieties for example. 

First, wo find snob olover to be a 
gross feeder; that it grows rapidly and 
yields a large amount of fodder and ul­
timately of manure. 

Second, we find that it draws its ans« 
tonance largely from the atmosphere 
ajnd from the subsoil; that its feeding 
ground is to a great extent outside of 
that of ordinary farm crops. ^ 

Third, we find it valuable as a me­
chanical agent, especially on heavy 
soils. It will revolutionize themqohan-
icftl condition of hard olay soils in par­
ticular and make them light and friable. 
Its roots penetrate in all directions and 
admirably fit any soil for a flaooeeding 
crop. 

Fourth,' its manorial value is greater 
in proportion to weight than almost any 
other field orop. Standard authorities, 
both chemists and praotioal experiment­
ers, estimate its manorial value to be 
about one-third.greater than corn meal. 
In Judging nl the manorial value of 
elover we are apt to overlook one Im­
portant item, viz., tbe value of the roots 
aud stubble, and judge it by the manure 
produced fro a the harvested orop alone, 
whereas the former are more valuable 
'for manorial purposes than the latter. 
In an experiment.made at tho Massa­
chusetts Agricultural'Oollege, the ob­
ject of which was to determine the com­
parative amount of top and roots in 
growing plants, it was demonstrated 
tbat the dried weight of the roots of 
olover was equal to that of.thabarvest 
o l orop, and therefore the stubblo and 
roots together must bo the mos1 

valuable for majivr*> ~Ti.ia,wben taken

the sop ready for fatore plant u w l s a n 
Important Hem in-addition to the stable 
jminhre-fumfshedby tbe harvested crop. 

Fifth, as a fodder crop tt-has few so 
periors when properly harvest d and 
used. The beet scientific and praotioal 
authorities tell us that when fed with 
straw the two combined are as valuable 
us a fodder for sheep and cattle as the 
best English hay. 

These facts point to olover as an im 
portant natural agent in the renovation 
of our forms and mast, I believe, event­
ually lead to Its adoption as the bubis oi 
those improved systems whioh our situa­
tion demands. 

Mr. Douglass then went on to say that 
we should raise onr own corn and wheat 
rather than - look to the west for our 
supply; that it oan be done and a great 
saving effected thereby. He then urged 
the adoption of a eystem of rotation 
and eaid: 

We have in the three field orops of 
which I have'spoken the basis of a sys­
tem whioh is capable, if intelligentl 
and persistently applied, of revolution-' 
izing our agricultural condition. 

But yon ask, How would you arrange 
this system? What is its praotioal ap 
plication? Let as begin with that old, 
worn ont pasture. We will suppose it 
can be plowed -and is adapted to the 
raising of corn. Plow as much as you 
can thoroughly fit for this orop. Sow 
those old plow fields which have b e e me 
.exhausted to wheat and olover seed. 
We thns have a starting point for the 
future self sustaining system. Follow 
the corn with wheat and clover, using 
the larger varietiea that _you may secure 

torn system thus1 fairly -inaugurated 
on the first field,, take no other, thenext 
year and give "it the same treatment, 
and ao on until the entire arable land of 
your farm has been put in the way of 
improvement. TbOBe fields which were 
badly exhausted should not remain in 
clover- more than two years; at least 
they, should be taken up again while 
the soil is fitted with olover roots that 
tbey may serve as manure for the next 
crop of corn. Continue to apply to 
these when broken what manure j"ou 
can spare and always an amount equiva­
lent to that produced by the corn groan 
npon them."" ' 

We must not expeot too much from 
any system. Tbe process of complete 
reBtoration mast be the work of time.— 
Nature was "fboasands of years ifi' fc-.-
cumulating tbe organic dtpot-it oh oar 
western pnaries. We should fiarpaw-
nature in the rapidity of our work, bn> 
we must not become impatient and 
spacmodio in cor efforts. It matten-
little b<>w long it takes provided it se­
cures to ns an immediat«'and constant)] 
increasing profit. 

^Slr^ Douglass' paper was listened to 
throughout with the utmost atteutio 
and approval. 

A brief - disenssion followed, after 
which Sir. W, H. Lewis read a careful 
ly prepared paper on "Manufacturing 
Cheese from Whole Milk." In this pa­
per Mr. Lewis described accurately th*-
procesa of manufacturing cheese from 
the time' the milk is received till the 
cheese is shipped away from the factory. 

A discussion followed which was par­
ticipated in by the President, Col. Wm. 
Stephenson, Mr. Douglass, M. R. Wait. 
A. S Robinson, Mr. Wires, Mr. Lang 
don and others. 

Mr. Wait stated that some time since 
there had been 174 stencils of the coon 
ty trade-mark ordered and furaiahed. for 
use ia the county.
