It is not 

yet two centuries since Jewish riots stained 

with blood the streets of many English towns; 

and tbe ignorant fanaticism, the vague feeling 

of fear and suspicion as to the Jews which led 

to the massacres of meditaval times, a re still 

controlling oa*uses in the Russian anti-'Jewish 

movement. 

- The Czar ' s government recently issued a 

retcript in which it waa declared that " d u r i n g 

the' last twenty years the Jews have gradually 

possessed themselves of not only every trade 

and bucioess in all its branches, but also of a 

grea t par t of the land by buying or farming 

it. With a few exceptions they have as a body 

evoted their attention not to enrich ng or 

benefiting tbe count ry , bu t to defrauding by 

their wiles its inhabitants , and pa ticularly itb 

poor inhabi tants . This conduct of theirs has 

called forth protests on tbe par t of the people, 

a- mamfehttd in acts of violence and robbery ' ' 

When the governnimt itself will confess to 

such a feeling, what wonder that ignorance 

and fanaticism yield to i t* The thriftv Jew 

grows rich, while the stupid, groveling peas­

ant remains poor and pays tribute to him. But 

ignorance and poverty, inspired by the fanat­

icism of centuries, can and does tu rn and 

strike. The tame feeling exists in Germany, 

though its manifestation is not quite so bar-

bi i io . Euglaud is not free from it, and even 

in Ameiica a wide spread feeling of hostility 

to the Jew prevails. But in no/other oivilaed 

country can the Russian form of persecution 

of ;the Jewish race find its counterpart .
