He 
took occasion to recalj, many of the 
scenes through whk&ethey bad .passed 
in their early married life and referred 
to the conditioner-customs and fashions 
of Bocietj in their young days,, contrast­
ing them with the present and remind­
ed them, o f jhejnany changes in oor 
country and the world during their mar­
ried life. B i s remarks awoke their ten-
derest feeling and when the aged couple 
became—as they several times were— 
almost overcome with emotion he found 
it convenient to change the current, by 
more fucetioas remarks whioh were well 
received by them and tbe company. 
After this the company was served with 
unlimited refreshments aud about 11 
o'clock retired to their several home*, 
each declaring it had been one of the 
happiest evenings of their life and that 
it bad been good to be there^/Mr. 
Ayres and wife Were married" in Ver­
mont, -March 1, 1832. They soon after 
moved to New York StatefKliring'for 
many years in the towns of Peru and 
Keeaville, They ofterwards spent some 
years in Wisconsin, returning to this 
Stats about 1865. Since which? tube 
they have lived -in Colton/bappy in 
each other's society, actixifig, energetic 
Ghriitian workers, rwpeoted, honored 
•and loved by all who know them.

A serious acoident obcarrea* ou the O 
& L . C„ laat Wednesday night,, rgflalfc-
ing in the death ot\ tho engineer and 
fireman. The following is' the tele­
graphic account of the accident: 

/ MALONE. March 2. 
'•^Express train No. 8 on the 0..& L. C. 
H. R. left Eoafle- Point at ten p. m, 
lust nigbt, and when just west of 
Hooerta Forks it came to a waeboac 
oantted by heavy mine. About fifty 
feet wide by twenty feet in length waa 
waahed away, Tne engine plunged 
headlong to the bottom^ followed by the 
baggage ant|. express oars, bat puHsen 
ger oars remained on the track. E ĵĵ f 
gmeer Jamee Chambers and fireman 
Henry Petrie, both of Ogdensbnrg, 
were instantly killed, and W. M-
Hotohioson, express messenger, and 
James Lansing, station agent at Clinton 
Mills, were badly though not fatally 
injured. None of the passengers were 
bart, though shaken an somewhat. 

The Journal's accoaot adds the fol­
lowing: 

It is reported tbat somebody had 
etoted "to conductor Donglas^who had 
charge of the train, tbat there was cdn-
uiderable water on tbe truck west. The 
train was slowed down to fifteen mile*-
an honr. The first any one on the 
train knew that aoything was wrong 
was communicated by the inetantane 
one fitoppiug of the train: The- looe-
motive had plonged into the-waehotit, 
und the engineer, James Chambers, 
instantly killed.-Henry Petrie, fireman, 
woe taken ont of tbe water before 
death had taken place, and breathed 
aboat fifteen Waatea. The water Wub 
ttbont Beven feet deep where the loco 
motive plcTnged in. The baggage and 
express car, whioh followed next to tbe 
engine, when- tbe train stopped was 
resting one end on tbe tender and the 
ether end on tae track east of the waah 
out. It is supposed tbat the breaking 
of tbe qpnneotion when the locomotiv* 
took the fatal plange set the air brake 
*nd stopped tbe train, or tbat the engin 
<>er saw tbe break and endeavored to 
atop the traln^/^ 

Mr. Oh ambers bad been a railroad 
eogineer for the past 27 years and hud 
aevt-r before received even as much ah 
the slightest soratcb. He was one of 
the moat oarefal men and highly es 
learned. He leaves a wife and five 
oniJdren, wbo have the sympathy of tbe 
whole oemmanity. 

Mr. Petne wae a son of Adam Petrie 
a_im brother of the Miases Petrie, teaoti-
ers in the public schools of this city 
He had been a fireman" several years 
and was at one time an engineer. Et 
was a w -rtby man and leaves a wife 
but no children.
