We congratulate Senator Lynde on 
having intiodno d an oleomargarine 
bill based on common sense. The 
trouble with most of tbe anti-oleomar 
garine bills has been that the eyes of 
their authors *bav» been fixed1 on the 
granger vote rather than on the consti­
tution, and Qnly the 'GTovernoVs veto-
bus saved the State from the evils of 
unconstitutional legislation. Mr. Lynde 
in^a^sensible way Beeka«>to bring about 
a practical result. What,fanners desire 
is protection for their goods by prevent­
ing the sale of spurious articles under 
dishonest names, and this is what Mr 
Lynde 's bill seeks to d o . If a grocer 
wishes to sell oleomargarine he most 
call it oleomargarine, and not try to 
palm it off under the name of batter,., 
Such a law. striotly enforced would 
afford adequate protection to the dairy-
men, for there is no more daager that 
oleomargarine, sold aa such, wilt take 
the place of good, sweet batter^ than 
that china'eggs will supplant the genu 
ine product of the hen. . In reporting 
Senator Lynde's position on this sub­
ject, tbe Albany correspondent of the 
Utioa Hprabi says: "" 

Senator Lynde is himself a large but­
ter maker. H e keeps about 300' cows 
*>n tmcn\ Ht T r t , w , B nmi o r a no nttrl h » v 
He says, however, that he has no objec­
tions to the manufacture, sale and con­
sumption of oleomargarine. Tbe foot 
that such a substance is in the market 
stimulates butter makers to make better 
butter. What he does object to is that 
oleomargarine is put on the market, 
not as oleomargarine bnt as simoo pure 
butter. What be proposes iu his bill is 
to make the oleomargarine dealers sell 
their stuff for what it is. If tbey can 
get butter prioes for an imitation that io 
their good look, but Senator Lynde hu£ 
no lear that they can get butter pricee 
for oleomargarine if-they are-com, polled 
to show when broaghc into ooort what 
i he-substance really is. His bill i laoes 
on dealers the responsibility of proving 
that what tbey -Represent to be butter 
really is butter^fcnd leaves the rest to 
tbe people. 

Whitman & Burrell, of Little Falln, 
bold substantially the same views In 
a lately issued oiroular they say:

ALBANY MATrERS. 

The assembly oommittee -^to investi 
gate life insurance r* oeiverships began 
on Saturday, at New York, with the ex­
amination of the administration of An­
derson and Grace, receivers of the 
Continental life insurance company. 

The joint oanal committee- of the 
legislature gave-a hearing Thursday 
afternoon to the advooataB of the free 
oanal amendment to theft constitution-
Alexander Orr, ex Senator Murtha, Ed­
ward Hiooken, A. B. Miller, F / B. 
Bburber and A. R Gray spoke iu favor 
of free oanals; after ,.whioh the oommit­
tee resolved that ** eaoh of t he senate 
and assembly committees report the 
free canal resolution favorably to their 
respective houses." Against th is reso 

•lution four negative" votes were oast, to 
wit; by Messrs. MaoArthur, Ouamber-
lain, Northrnp and Binninge~r. The 
latter express the sentiment of a vast 
mujonty of the people of northern New 
York.' 

Tax payers will have an opportunity 
of paying the first installment toward 
the projeot of making the canals ,*free" 
next fall. Last year the oanal board 
and legislature voted to abolish tolls on 
west bound freight, and now the state­
ment is mode by the oanal auditor that 
the receipts for lObi wui i*u abort, oi 
expenses for maintenance $205,000.

Frequent mention has been made in these 
columns of the Normal Sohool during the 
year. But our readoro will be glad to seo a 
summary statement of the changes made, tho 
pi eaent status and immediate proapeots of tho 
sohool. 

TUE PBULAKT UKPA8TN1CNT. 

Beginning at tbe lowest grade we notice the 
following points: A new Principal, Mies Eliza­
beth Brtrjson, has btten omployed to givo her 
entire timo to this department. In addition 
to her other duties she teaohes one or moro 
classes The department has boon reseated 
with more comfortable Beats. Considerable 
addition has been made to the apparatus, 
scales, measures, obarts, geographioal appara­
tus, &o. Ample provision baa been made for 
supplementary reading by putting in sets of 
Parker's supplementary readers Jjlrst and 
second books and Seribtier's geographjoal 
readers. Tbe first and second boo'ks of Sain­
ton's aeriea were already there. A waiting-
room fur teachers has been provided ;,the reci­
tation rooms improved, and the targe gong 
whioh formerly hung near tho ohapol, has 
been plaoed in the department. The length 
of recitation periods has been shortened, 
greater variety introduced in the exorcises 
and BpeciaV attention is being paid to music, 
gymnastios, language leeBons and rhetorical 
exercises. ", 

TUE IHTKRJIIDIATK DEI'ABTMKNT. 

Miss Hargrave, the efBoient prinoipal, has 
been relieved of all care for the primary de­
partment and devotes her entire energies to 
the Intermediate. She teaches the, A class 
arithmetic Miss Qua teaches the B olass in 
color. Tbe -main hall has been reseated with 
comfortable seats, a waiting-room provided fur 
teachers, the class-rooms have been improved, 
and some additions made to the apparatus. 
Another grade " D " bis been added to the 
course. Special attention is being paid to 
training in English composition. The weekly 
rhetorical exercises Tuesday are an attractive 
feature of regular work. English classics are 
studied in the higher grades, and 3 win ton's 
supplementary re*dera are used- Special at­
tention is paid to music. Those who success­
fully complete the work in the Intermediate 
department have a fair English education. 
They can enter upon the regular D work in 
the Normal course well prepared. 

THE PaErARATOEY COURSE. 

To meet the wants of a large number cf 
students who are unable to emcr the Normal 
classes a preparatory class hue been organized, 
in whioh on the payment of a small tuition 
fee students by proper diligence, can be fitted 
in one term to enter the D Normal. 

THE ACADEMIC DEPARTMEKT. 

When the St Lawrence Academy was 
merged in the Bute Normal Sohool there waa 
ar. .it.'..c l uink*rau.noing thai au academe-
department should be maintained. For several 
years this was liberally patronized, but for 
two or thr*e years past tbe attendance haa 
steadily diminished. Ciireful provision is now. 
made for that class of students who wish to 
avail themselves of the superior advantages of 
the sohool by paying tuition aud not binding 
themselves by & pledge to teach. 

TUK MUSICAL DEPARTMENT. 

Prof. Hathorne gives instruction in vocal 
music in the primary and intermediate depart-
meut*, and has a daily exercise witb tn'e D 
Normal cites. A half hour is given to week­
ly rehearsals by the whole school. A choir 
has been organized to lead the singing at 
morning exercises. A Rnabe Concert Grand 
Piano has been placed in Normal Hall, and a 
beautiful platform con8tructed_fjr_ the use of 
ohoir and orchestra. Prof. Hathorne has a 
suite of music rooms in the building and gives 
instruction to pupils in instrumentai'music 

Mr. Pierce has two orchestras made op of 
pupils of the school fhat meet twice a week 
for instruction and practice in the uee of piano, 
violin, flute, cornet, bass viol Snd cither in­
struments.
