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Receivership Hobberiei 

The special committee of the Assem­
bly were in New York last week examin 
ing into the affaire of the Continental 
Xife Ins. G o . under the receivership of 
Mr. O N e i l t One thing has been 
brought prominently to light, and that 

-ia that the ewindlee have been aooom-
pliahed only "by order of the conrt ," 
and that the jadgee are therefore equal­
ly responsible with the receivers for the 
robbenee'committed. Take the case ol 
the Continental as a sample. 

The oompany^ wae declared insolvent 
in October, 1876. The first reoeiver wa* 
Mr, Anderson, appointed by Judge 
Pratt, of Brooklyn. Anderson wae m 
possession some four mouths, and was 
allowed $18,000 for hifl services, while 
Mr. Seweil, his lawyer, got 810,000. 
Then Mr. Grace, the present Mayor ol 
the City, ;was appointed, and for some 
aii weeks of alleged services reoeived 
$15,000, his lawyer, Mr. Ooudert, com­
ing in for $7,000. Then, at the instance 
of John Kelly, Judge Weatbrook ap­
pointed John P . O'Neill reoeiver. H e 
was a poor lawyer from Philadelphia, 
without any qualifications tor t he posi­
tion. U p to date he has been paid €52,-
828 60, and he olaims that $2,146 16 is 
still due him. Wiugate & Oullen, hib 
lawyers, have drawn $39,800. O Neili 
plaoed his partner, Tobias, inoharge, at 
a salary of $400 a month. Judge West-
J>rook's son w^s paid $600 for examin­
ing, aa referee, Wingate A: Oollen'b 
olaim and pronouncing it all right. One 
Mooney, an employe in the Controller^ 
offloe on a ealary of $8,000, wae paid 
$2,000 for assistance at odd hours dar­
ing Beven months in overhauling ad' 
counts, One of Pinkerton's detective* 
presented a bill of $320 for ••ahadow-
ing" a man, and it cost $350 to get ii 
decided by a referee that this was all 
right. A firm of lawyers auooeeded hi 
saving $300 to the company, and was 
paid $325 for the service. Anothej rrel 
eree was employed to pass upon "'50 or 
75 polioies" and present a sohedule 

"thereof to the court, and was paid $4,-
900. Among O'Neill's appointments in 

'^office were O. D. vVestbrook^a brother 
t)TJudge Westbrook; at a Balary of $4O0 
per month; J . B. Weatbrook, a nephew 
of Judge WeBtbrook, at a salary of $100 
per month; James O'Neill, a son of t h 
reoeiver, a t a salary pf $60 per montb; 
three other employes at salaries of SltX) 
each per month, and a messenger at $40 
per month. 

Assemblyman Erwin asked Mr. O'Neill 
to tell how much time he spent i n hit 
office as reoeiver. The witness said he 
divided his time at first between his law 
offioe, the receiver's office, and Measrs. 
Wingate & Oulien's office. One of tne 
reasons why he did not spend more time 
in the receiver's offioe was because ol 
the annoyances ol polioy-huldere. They 
frequently insulted him, calling him a 
thief, and saying that he had made them 
beggars. As the Continental was sup-
pobed to have $5,000,000 of assets when 
it failed, and as tne policy-holders h^ve 
thus far received only $695,000, while 
the expenses of the receiverships have 
swuaowed^p3290,000,.the treaunenvbi-
O'Neill by the fleeced polioy-nolderb 
does not seem wholly unaccountable. 

Among the sums paid by the reoeiver 
o t i h e , Globe Ins. Oo^waa an item ol 
$23,344 to Seweil & Pieroe, for legal 
services. Tht Herald says " the servioeb 
rendered by these gentlemen were un­
der a contract with the old offioers ol 
the company daring its legal existence, 
and conbisted .chiefly in engineering 
through, the annual etatements at Al 
btiny. After the company was decWeu 
insolvent, MeBsra, Seweil & Pieroe were 

' dreditors, and would have stood on the 
Bame baais as other claimants, were ii 
not that they, aa the former counsel ol 
the company, held in their hands boud-
aad mortgagee amounting to over $100,-
000, on'which they had a lien." ^ 

Commenting upon this the Brooklyn 
Eagle Bays: 

The short and the long of the whole 
thing is, that there U a ring, political 
and legal, in which, are included BOBIO ui 
our Supreme Court judges, who are and 
have been carry ing-uff-a ooloaaal system 
of robbery. The politicians have to be 
reckoned with them because of their m-
fluenoe at-Aibany-;-the judges are dealt 
Wî h through their favorite lawyers 
The receivers and referees are/appoint­
ed by the judges, who take I excellent 
care to piok their men. I t is needles* 
to say that this is moat scandalous,' The 
corruption of the Legislature and the 
proBtitu&on of the Jaduiary are mam 
feat, Injthis the reader has the explan 
ation wiif it is a prize to be on the In* 
surauce Committee of either House, 
and why to be the favorite,referee of a 
Supreme Court judge ia a fortune. 

In exposing this whole system o 
legalized robbery and corruption the 
Legislature ia doing a good work, and 
effective -means should be taken to break 
it up. Mr. Erwin, the member from 
thie distr'iot, is taking an aotive part in

Attempt to Assassinate Dr. J o h n ' P . 

Gray, of Utica. 

Henry Bemshaw, a German shoemak­
er, on Thursday evening last entered 
the insane asylum at TJtioa, went direot 
!y to Dr . Gray's office, where that gen­
tleman was sitting with Dr. Bluumer, of 
the asylum, Bev. Dr. Gibson, and John 
,P. Gray, Jr., and without Baying a 
word or being recognized, fired at Dr. 
Gray, at a distance of only six or eight 
feet, a shot from a large piBtol. The 
bullet ia of 44 oaliber, and it struck Dr. 
Gray in the face, just above. the malar 
bone oh the left side, and passed just 
under the .UOBC and passed out on the 
right side, penetrating the window cas­
ing beyond. The wound is ugly, but 
does not affect any vital part. Bemshaw 
was some months ago employed about 
the Turkish baths att.Bagg's Hotel, and 
-there t reated-Dri-Gray-among other 
visitors to-.-the baths, and he alleged 
that he caught lumbago by exposare in 
the moisture. Ou that plea he demand­
ed money frqm Dr. Gray and wrote 
him threatening letters and annoyed 
bim in variouB ways. When arrested 
Bemshaw declared that he WSB an am 
bassador sent from heaven by the Lord, 
John A. Dix, Guitean and Captain 
Jones, Ootober 17, 1880, to kill Dr 
Gray, as a friend of the insane, and that 
he .was only permitted to tell the aeoreta 
of heaven" to Conkling, Blaine and 
Sohurz. I t is variously oonjfotnred 
that he is a crank, a fraud and a blaok-

mailer.

The Crisis in ffiormondom.

Prompted by a powerful public senti­
ment, Congress has passed the Anti-
Polygamy bill prepared by Senator 
Edmunds, and the same public Benti 
ment demands its immediate- applies 
tion to the great work for w h i o h ^ w a s 
designed. If the purpose of the peo­
ple to have the nation rid of the foul 
so'oial system of Utah is now thwarted, 
the Mormon leaders will have little fear 
of future interference with their pecul­
iar .institution. I t is now or never with 
the enemies of the Mormon monstrosity, 
and in striking at that evil they eannot 
too distinctly recogoize ihe faot. 

ALBANY MATTERS. 

The measure known as the Gawegat-
ohie poor bill, passed the assembly on 
Thursday. It, had previously passed 
the senate, and now goes to the gover­
nor for his approval. 

A bill introduced by Senator Lynde 
provides that on and after its passage, 
in all assessments and taxation for state, 
municipal, town, county and school tax 
there shall be deduoted from the valua­
tion of real estate the mortgage or oth­
er incumbrance thereon, being the "just 
debts owing," as now provided; provid­
ed that no deduotion shall be made for 
the "just debts owing," either on per­
sonal property or on real estate, unless 
the party olaiming Buoh deduotion shall 
on or before the" first day of May in eaoh 
year file" with the town olerk, village 
clerk or other proper officer, a state­
ment in detail, properly sworn to, of all 
snoh debts, to' whom owing, and their 
reeidenoe, if known, and also a state­
ment in detail of all personal property 
liable to taxation, • with its value as 
would be appraised in payment of a just. 
debt; providing that in -case the owner 
of any mortgage.ot. .other incumbrance 
npon any I eal estate is a non-resident, 
in suoh case thd owuer or tenant^aa the 
vase may be, shall pay the tax upon Buoh 
real estate, and the collector or peraqn 
receiving suoh taxes shall enter the 
name upon the tax roll, and give the 
person so paying a reoeipt for the same, 
and Buoh an amount^ BO paid, shall be a 
valid offset against the first payment 
falling due thereafter, with interest at 
six per cent, from the time of suoh pay­
men t 

Senator Lynde's bill to prevent fraud 
in the sale of oleomargarine, bntteriue 
or suine passed the senate Thursday— 
ayes 20, noes 2. I t provides that apy 
person, who shall sell any of the artioleB 
named, falsely representing them to be 
butter, shall be liable to a fine of not 
less than $25 nor more than $150, or im­
prisonment for a term not exceeding 
thirty days, or both suoh fine and im 
prisonment. 

On the 14th the Assembly passed Mr. 
Fenner 's oleomargarine bill, 84 to 13. 
Gov. Cornell vetoed the bill last year, 
but according to the abover'vote a veto 
this time will not kill it. I n connection 
with the vote on the passage of the bill, 
Mr. Fenner stated that he held 50 peti­
tions, representing over 5,000 dairymen, 
farmers and others in - d ispar ts - pf the 
titate, in favor of the passage of the bill. 
Mr. Chamberlain'9 bill to prevent the 
ooloring of oleomargarine, also passed 
the house the same-day, 86 to 11. The 
Governor, it is believed, will veto both 
bills, should they come before him in 
their present shape, for the same reasons 
given last year. 

The present assessment law reads that 
when taxing personal property, "just 
debts owing shall be deduoted." Mr, 
Godard has introduced a bill whioh.pro 
vides that the words "jost debts owing,' 
shall likewise be plaoed after the words 
4 'real estate," BO that the law shall read, 
"shall deduct the just debts owing from 
real estate also."

In . a. reoent speech in the Assembly, 
Mr. Chamberlain, member from the 
second district of this county, answers 
Gov. Cornell's objections to his anti 
coloring bill as follows: 

I know that my bill last year was in­
corporated in the bill known as the 
Fenner bill, and that the Governor 
took occasion to veto that bill, and in 
that veto, referring to -this Beotion, he 
said, *' The third section also prohibits 
the use of ooloring matter in oleomar 
garine and other articles, in direot vio 
lotion of privileges granted under the 
patent la we of the United States. The 
specification on which these patents 
were iesoed provided for the ase of 
ooloring "matter, and, .unless it ean be 
established that Buoh use Is -detrimental 
to t ablio health, the State has no pow­
er to prevent i t " 

My position is, there is no patent" on 
ooloring oleomargarine, and I propose 
to prove it. When the original patent 
was issued, the right to color oleomar-
Kftrine was grantedr The patent was 
given to M. Mige, of Paris, and after 
wards assigned "by him to the United 
States Dairy Company of New York 
city, (of which oompany Mr. Thurber, 
the anti-monopolist, is the' head and 
front.) In the first patent, whioh I 
have examined and a copy of whioh I 
hold in my hand, it was provided that 
the patentee had a right to color oleo­
margarine.- After the assignment had 
been made, a reissue of tbe patent was 
sought by the assignee, orrby" the pat­
entee for the assignee, under the law 
and this original patent was re-issued, 
by re-isaue No. 5,884, on May 12, 1874. 
In this re-issue there is not one word 
relative to the coloring of Oleomargarine 
In other words, the right to color was 
stricken out, or withheld, and for a 
very good reason. Why, you pay? 
Because it is not patentable. It does 
not oome within the statute. I t ia not 
a design. I t is not a ooloring that, 
under the Btatute, is patentable. 

Going on a little farther, I see the. 
Governor has eaid, *• If the use of col 
oring matter is in itself harmless, the 
State has no power to say that certain 
manufacturers Bhall not UBO it, while 
others'may do eo." Sir, this bill does 
not provide any suoh thing. I t simply 
provides that all men shall not have tbe 
right . It is argued that because we 
seek here to prohibit the fight to color 
oleomargarine, people should not have 
the right to color butter. I 8a- here 
you have a law whioh prohibits oonn 
terfelting ooin; then, on the same 
ground, no man Bhonld be permitted ^Q 
make plated ware. 

Aa to the matter of coloring butter, 
it is oolored the color of butter; it is 
not colored the color of anything else 
Butter has a recognized standard of 
color in the market. That iB the color 
of batter. You never knew of hatter 
being ohaoged to somethi' g else be 
cause it was oolored that peculiar or 

The Oleomargarine War . 

" I t is likely that Fenner's oleomargar 
ine . bill will again reach Governor 
Cornell in precisely the same shape as 
when vetoed by that official last year. 
Whatever may be its merits the farming 
interests 'of the whole State seem to 
favor it, and there is a good deal of 
aoxiety manifested as to what the Gov­
ernor may do when the measure again 
comes before him. Mr. Fenner ha* 
ciroalated in pamphlet form thoueandB 
of copies of his speech recently..deliver­
ed in denunciation of the Governor's 
veto. Summarizing the measure itself 
.Mr.,Fenner says? . " ; . r" 

This bill seeks to so regulate the 
manufaotare and sale'' of imitation but­
ter and imitation cheese that they may 
be distinguished from the genuia 
dairy prod note and known When par-
chased and oonsnmed. The first seotifn 
of the bill-forbids the use of yellow 
color In these manufactures, whereby 
they are made to resemble the dairy 
produots. The second •section forbids 
the sale by dealers or UBIB by "keepers of 
public houses of these goods, if made in 
violation of law. The third Beotion rt * 
quires the branding of lard cheese, 
tbere being already a statqte requiting 
the branding of oleomargarine. Tbe 
fourth section defioes natnral or dairy 
batter. The fifth section provides Buit 
able penalties for violation of the law. 
The sixth Beotion requires the Governor 
to appoint a man whose duty it shall bt-
to see that tbe provisions of this act, as 
well as all acts relating to the aubjeot 
and amendatory thereof, are executed 
The seventh section carries the act into 
effeot Bixty days after it shall become a 
law. 

In concluding this attack upon the 
oleomargarine interest, Mr, Fenner 
says: 

Fats when gaudily oolored oan be 
made to discount, in " personal appear­
ance," dairy butter. They' make tbe 
counterfeit complete, only. more BO. 
If, now, they Are permitted to do this 
counterfeiting, they will find means of 
circulating it. No lawa, however sfrin 
gent, can prevent it. As well might 
you undertake to arrest the flood when 
the dam ia brokeh. Tbe only reasona­
ble aotion is to mend the dam, shut bff 
the souroe; and so with oleomargarine 
If we are not to buy it and eat it for 
dairy batter then ft must not be manu­
factured like dairy batter. This is why 
I hang so tenaciously to this bill. It ia 
this bill, or one similar to it, or nothing 
I t is this" bill or no relief. If a law ia 
passed at all it ia this bill or '* taffy," 
and I take no stock in the latter and 
frash my hands of i t • I -hope the^^Sov^ 
ernor will see hiB error, and if this bill 
reaches him again dp justice to the peo­
ple and 'sign it. This they have tbe 
right to ask of him, and I trust be will < 
not again refuse them.

WASHINGTON NEWS. 

The house committee on improvement 
of the MiBBiasippi river agreed to re-tii 

"port favorably a bill appropriating $6.-
000,000 for the oonBtruction, repair,' 
completion and preservation of oertain 
works bn the Mississippi river, in ao-
cordanoe with the plans of the Missis­
sippi river commission. 

T b e ^ o u B e , on the 14th, passed the 
Edmunds Anti-Polygamy bill in just the 

"form it came from the Senate. I t now 
goes to the President, who will doubt­
less approve it, when' it will be a law. 
Nine tenths of the Democrats in the 
House did their utmost either to defeat 
the bill or amend it BO as to deprive it of 
its vitality. 

T h e propoaition to build a railroad 
from the North to the South Pole has 
not been before the publio for some 
time. I t has oome to the front again, 
however, with a call for Government 
aid. Hi n ton Helper, the originator pf

Jrom^theee Governments. A Beriee of 
preambles and a resolution authorising 
the republication and gratuitous distri­
bution by Congress of 100,000 oopies in 
English and 50,000 copies in Spanish of 
the book on the proposed Three Amer­
icas Railway was introduced in the 
House of Representatives by the Hon. 
James B. Belford of Colorado on the 
6th of last month, and was referred to 
the Committee on Printing, but has not 
yet been reported to the House by that 
commit tee" 

The decision of the Republican mem 
bers, m canons laat week, to oppose the 
proposed reduotion in the taxes on 
whisky' and tobacco, wdll meet t h e .ap 
proval of a very large majority of the 
Republican party. We do not believe 
that the consumption of whisky is BO 
advantageous a thing for the oommuoi-
ty that it is desirable to oheapen the 
prioe of the article. 

Ou Thursday the Senate, by a vote of 
40 to 18, practically restored the frank 
ing privilege" "to Members of Congress. 
Mr. Edmunds advocated it^. saying it 
was but just to^Iace "Members of Con­
gress on the same footing as other mem­
bers of the Government. 

I n the disousaion of the Antl-Ghineee 
bill by. the House, on the 16th, a tfotabh-
Bpeeoh against the measure was made 
by Judge' Taylor, who represents the 
Giddings Garfield district of Ohio.' Mr. 
Taylor said he opposed the bill because 
it was unnecessary and dangerous. Gen­
tlemen were opposed to the Chinese be­
cause they were diseased. Keep« the 
disease out. I t was eaid that they did 
not have the same religion as ours. In 
California the ministers of the Gospel 
and the followers of Jesus OhriBt asked 
that the heathen be sent away from 
their churches. What a commentary 
upon the religion of the 19th century. 
Tbere was a time when the religion of 
the oro&s broke the hammer of tht 
northern Thor and seized the thunder­
bolt f rom.the i ahandoi Olympian Jove, 
but to-day it cowered and Bhrank and 
begged to be helped from the power ot 
the Chineee Joss house, .surrounded by 
lepers, such as the Saviour cured. I t 
was admitted that they were industrious 
as no other people were; they were fru­
gal as no other people; they worked 
early and late, they worked always. If 
men in vice and degradation presented 
'that aspect of civilization, then God had 
dealt differently with that people than 
with any other people he bad ever made. 
What did.the,people of Caliiornia want 
of this law ? They had it in their power 
themselves to prevent the immigration. 
JU._th.ey hated the Chinese, and-oontend-
ed that Chinese immigration would de­
grade labor, why was it that they em­
ployed the ' immigrant.)? In this very 
city men had gone to tbe auction block, 
been sold nnder the hammer, and the 
offence was that they belonged to an in­
ferior race; and the old slogan wae 
heard now, and be met it as he met it 
then.

Russia and Austria,

I t iB aaid that the General was under 
the exoitement of goblets of ohampagne, 
but his reception in S t Petersburg did 
not indicate official disapproval of his 
words. There is an effort by England, 
and possibly, also, by Germany, to per­
suade the parties Xo keep the peace but, 
as is pointedly said—" Rossia and Aus­
tria keep two or three millions of sold­
iers under arms just as before." • Where 
two pugnacious and ambitious parties 
are neighbors, and eaoh seeks personal 
advantage at the expense of a weaker 
stranger, and where years of jealousies 
are awaiting but a spark to flame into 
aotive animosity, war w^U sooner or 
later break out. Tbia is the feeling and 
this the oondition of things between 
Russia a id Austria. Indeed, now, 
these lflBt words are written, t be news 
comes by ocean cable, that the Russian 
Czar approves of. Gen. Skobelefif *s con­
duct, and tha>, Bismarck instigating and 
pushing them forward, the Anstrians 
are bent on seizing upon Bosnia and 
H rzegovina, and absorbing.4ham into 

stout resistance to this programme by 
those Sola?onio;ipeoplee,'3and Russia will 
doubtless famish aid to them. If Ger­
many takes sides with Austria—aa she 
will if Bismarck has hia Way—then the 
long watched for opportunity will come 
to Franoe, to deal revengeful blows for 
her own wrongs. The eastern sky now 
wears a portentous aspect and it is not 
improbable that a general European 
war may soon be announoed.

The Situation of Dairy Product*. 

There continues to* be -a—depressed 
tone in the butter and cheese trade, and 
pnoea are still on the decline. Strictly 
ohoioe butter has not declined much 
within a week, because tbere is hardly 
enough of it to supply the demand, ba t 
jast as'soon as there are a few lots more 
than are wanted, values will be lower. 
Holders are forcing'off the remains of 
their old stock, and as most of it is of 
rather poor quality it finds a alow sale. 
A laige quantity of oommon Canada 
butter has been on the market for a 
week or two past, and sales can only be 
made at considerable concessions,— 
While ohoioe, fresh made lots of dairv 
butter will readily oommand 35 to 38 
cents, and perhaps 40 cents, the poor 
lots offering are hard to sell at 25 cents 
a pound. Some of the Canada receipts 
have to be put under 20 oenta in order 
to find buyers. Fresh made ore&mery, 
in lots to the trade, is selling this week 
at 40 to 43 oenta a pound, and iB well 
cleaned pp. This grade of batter will 
hold the lead until our Northern cream 
eries are in operation, which may not 
be for several weeks to oome. 

There does not seem to he the least 
sign of an improvement in the cheeee 
marke t The Liverpool cable showed a 
decline of one shilling per handred w't 
on Monday when holders were looking 
for an advance. Tbe best factory can't 
be sold in lota at over 13i oents a pound, 
bat parties who want a few boxes of very 
fine quality have to pay 14̂  .cents and 
upward. Common stook is very dull, 
and cannot be forced off except at an 
satisfactory prioes. Tbere may be a 
favorable reaction forvhorderg later on, 
but for all that we can fee the ohftnc«» 
are against tht-m.—Boston Journal,.17th.
