Daring the past two winters quite an 
extensive lumbering business has been 
done just east of as. Messrs. Cook, 
.Gibbons & Baney, of Canada, Is the 
name of the oompany under whose 
auspices the lumbering has been done 
They are all.Oansdisns. /Messrs. Cook 
and Gibbons reside at morrisbnrgb, the 
former .now being County Registrar 
there, while the latter baa been a mem­
ber of Parliament Baney-resides at 
Aolttville, some distance below Morris-
burg, and ia a practical lumberman. 
All three are live men and thoBe whp 
have been at work for or had dealings 
'With them the past two winters seism to 
speuk in the highest terms of them. 
This oompany gets out pine, timber for 
.the Quebeo market. ^Their base of 
operations is Fort Jackson: that is, 
their timber is all drawn out to Fort 
Jaokson and there pat • into the river 
and thenoe in the spring it is floated to 
Queb«),/Thie winter they have out 
their timber in township 17, Franklin 
obiinty. They reaoh No. IT via Hop-
kiotOD. to Trout Luke, thenoe to Bine 
Mountain (Phelps' Hotel), thenoe a p 
the St. BegiBto Indian Book on the 16 
mile level. I t ia_ in thw vicinity-and 
Qaebeo Brook and the Maddywosoa 
that the timber ie obtained. It U some 
25 milea from Fort Jaokson. The com-
pany has opt and hauled out %pd pat on 
to the river at Fort Jaokson this winter 
1,117 pieoes of pine, ranging 30 or 40 
feet long, all hewed,and ia left as smooth 
as though planed by a skilled workman. 
Mr. Baney informs as that it cost them 
about $4,500 to pat this timber on the 
skids aad some 36,000 more to haal it 
and put it on the river at Fort Jaokson. 
It will cost some $2,000 more to ran it 
to Qaebeo. They have had 85 teams 
from Canada at work on the upper end 
of the job. These teams drew the tim­
ber aboat half way oat and unloaded it 
on a large ekid way. From this halfway 
point the timber has been hauled to 
Fort Jaokson by farmers residing in 
Hopkinton and adjacent localities.— 
These teams have earned on an average 
aboat $4 per day, and find --themselves. 
Mr. Baney's pay roll shows that he has 
had 136 different local teams tha* em­
ployed, more or leas, this w i n t e r / Each 
team is charged with its load when.it 
starts and is credited with it when it i s 
delivered at the place agreed open. I t 
requires1 the finest pine trees to make 
this timber and hence it is necessary to 
get well into the Adirondack* and then 
"eooar* aroand thoroughly to obtain 
i t Mr. Baney says they have had to 
build some 50 miles of new road this 
winter. The oompany has its timber all 
out, the last pieoes having been pat on 
to the river last Saturday.' This oom­
pany expects to lamber in the same 
locality aeit winteiy .Last season they 

,got out 780 pieoea/ind when it arrived 
in Qaebeo it was pronounced the best 
lot of this kind of long, heavy pine tim­
ber deUT^rtMlin-tbatmarket'last apringr-
with one exception. One lot from 
Michigan was graded better. Baney 
Bays his atook this winter averages bet­
ter than it did a year ago. .

Hon. E. B Orapser and W. X Hall 
are, or were last season, the proprietors 
of foar oheese fuotories in the towns of 
Qoavernear and Dekalb, known res­
pectively as the Oorbyn. Book Island, 
Hall and Biohville creameries. These 
factories were engaged, last'year, in 
making butter and the famoas ''lard 
cheese," and the-"proprietors, Messrs. 
Orapser & Holi, at the opening of the 
seoson, entered into contracts with, the 
several patrons to purchase and receive 
their milk at the factories, engaging to 
pay therefor in monthly payments the 
average price of milk in Bt. Lawrence 
ooonty, and also to pay them on the 
20th day of November following, enough 
more in addition to what might already' 
have been paid, to make the amount 
paid for said milk eight cents per one 
hundred pounds of milk more than the 
profits per one hundred pounds of milk 
which the beat paying cheese factory in 
S t Lawrence county shoold net its pat­

rons during the season, which said fac-
tory waa to be chosen on the said 20th 
day of November by the patrons of the 
four faotories. The factory so ohosen 
by the patrons of the foar faotories was 
the Olark factory, in • Potsdam, wbioh 
netted its patrons a p'ront of ope dollar, 
six oents, seven and a half mills per 
hundred - pounds. It appears that 
Messrs. Orapser & Hall failed to. comply 
with that part of their oontraot requir­
ing them to pay the additional sums on 
the 20th of November, and twenty of 
the several patrons have assigned their 
olaimB for suoh additional sums to Jo­
seph E. Smith, who is also one of the 
patrons, and who has commenced a suit 
in the supreme court againBt Messrs. 
Orapser & Hall for his own olaim and 
for the twenty claims assigned to him. 
The entire amount of these claims is 
$2,805-03. Messrs. Russell &, Bobinson 
of Canton, are attorneys for the plaint
