We are here still enagly housed trader 
our tent on the point near "Captain 
Peter's. Book,w on the banks of the 
Racket Biver. A thin mist yeeterda? 
afternoon gathered in the aky; a halo 
encircled the son, and his brightness 
grew more and more dim nntil long be­
fore he reached the hill tope he disap­
peared from the view as if a veil had 
been drawn aoroes the heavens; the tree-
frog piped merrily from among the 
branches of- the scrubby trees that grew 
ont irom the orevicea of the rooks along 
the shore, and the voice of the loon 
quavered in shrill echoes from the river 
and the lake above us; a gentle breeze 
whispered softly amoog the branches of 
the old trees, lifting the leaves fanlike, I 
showing their ondersides and rolliog J 
them gracefully upward, and stirring the 
waters into lUght ripples a s i t a t o l e 
quietly on its way. Everything around 
us indicated that the rain was gathering 
m the air when we laid ourselves quiet­
ly away in onr blankets, as the darkness 
came down, to sleep. Towards mid­
night I was wakened by the gonnd of the 
small rain on oar india-mbber tent, A 
pleasant y.et somewhat sad BO and is the 
pattering of the rain as it comes down 
so softly, yet steadily, from the clondu 
above ns; how in listless quietude we 
listen to its gentle falling; how quietly 
we drop away into alomber, and huw' 
sweetly v$e sleep under its EOOthing in­
fluences; it ia the voice of repose, 
speaking from the oloada sweeping over 
us, and we yield a ready obedience to 
its hush. When I awoke in the morn­
ing the rain was still falling. It is noon, 
and it is falling'still, steudily and quiet­
ly; the big drops from the trees -over* 
banging the river oome down wiih a 
gentle'splash in the water, covering its 
sarfaoe with bubbles that drift away, 
always toward the boiling rapids below. 

I said yesterday I woold teU you what 
there is of hintory connected with the 
"Irishman's Slash," jnst below whiob 
we'aro encamped. There is bnt little of 
it, and that bnt a dim and shadowy tra­
dition, interesting more on account of 
what is not known concerning it, than 
of what is. It is enveloped in a mys 
tery whiob. will probably never be 
solved, and it is, to my thinking, best 
that it should not be, for I love to epeo 
uiate npon the history of the deserted 
little clearings that we meet on these 
solitary waters;, and I, like the hnntere 
and border men of this wild region, gar­
ner the dim and shadowy with a pro* 
founder interest and greater care than 
palpable or demonstrated faots. 

Many years ago when this whole re­
gion was a wilderness, when the Bpot 
where the "Slash" is now seen was 
eighty miles or more from the nearest j 
fence, two men in a bark oanoo entered | 
the Backet from the mighty S t Law-
renoe. They were attended by a nam* 
bor of other canoes loaded with their 
tffeots^and in oharge of some Christian 
Indians, of the St. Franois tribe. One 
of the white men was tall in statnre, of 
an athletio and sinewy frame, evidently 
a roan of edaoation and high breeding. 
A deep and settled melaooholy brooded 
apon his oonntenance, and any one who 
oarefally stndieaT itr ooald discover in its 
stern outlines, that some bitter disap­
pointment, some great calamity hong 
like a shadow of darkness over his life. 

The other was evidently his servant, 
linked to hia fortunes rather by attach­
ment to the man than by the pecuniary 
rewards resulting rom his position, for 
while he seemed always roepeotful and 
obedient to the suggestions of him who 
appeared' to be master, yet there, was 
nothing sorvHe in his deportment. 
Among the effects i)f thesS men were 
rifles and fishing rods, and in theeanoes 
of the Indinns were a tent^ jawrblabk-

the woodd."' A day or two was spent 
near tho month of the Baoket in pack 
ing and seeming preparation', and the 
p.rty passed on into the broad wilder-
.ne f̂i,, toward the source of that noble 
river. In a fortnight the Indians re­
turned without the white men, and 
passed on to the home of their tribe. 

On the return of the hunters-and 
border men from their sports in the 
Racket Woods the following winter, 
they told of two men, strangers to-the 
country, foreigners, one of|wbom never 
smiled, who bad cleared a small spot of , 
laud, erected a log cabin and were liv- I 
ing alone there, into whose hut no stran­
ger was rjermitted; to enter. Their 
names no one had beard, and all that 
was known of them was that they were 
there and seemed inclined to stay there. 

Years rolled on and still these two 
men were there, courting interoouree 
with no one, yet civil to all, making no 
inquiries-abont-the- affairs-ofJthe .onter-j 
world, still preserving the same silence 
iu regard to their history and their 
name?, and closing their doors always 
against all bnt themselves. Strange 
stories got afloat, conjectures ripening 
into assumed facts drifted to the settle­
ments, of the history of these .two re­
el ases of the Backet, woods, and the 
myatery which surrounded them invest­
ed them with a^norbid interest and 
sharpened ouriosity to know more of the 
causes which drove them to the solitudes 
of the forest. Sportsmen they were not, 
for they destroyed no game except what 
was necessary for food, and they seemed 
to have little fondness foi the ohase. . 
Poor they were not, for the gold they | 
gave to the Indians who carried to them 
their monthly supplies would have sop 
ported them iu the world in decent com­
petence. Who, and what were they 
then, who thus abandoned civilization 
and buried themselves iu the woods 
among-the old primeval things? These 
questions none but tbemsetvef ooold 
answer, and neither master nor maD 
ever spoke of themselves. Their nameB, 
their history,* was'a sealed -book, and it 
was the brogue of the servant and aUn-
sions of the master to scenes and trans­
actions across the ocean, which betray­
ed the fact that they were Irish. 

One day in the early fall, a hunter, 
who bad spent the summer among the 
trout and wild things in these ancient 
forests,' visited Montreal, and happening 
to speak of the mysterious recluse of 
the Racket river, in one of the hotels, a 
stranger of genteel appearance and for­
eign accent accosted i&rn. and inquired 
with intense and eager earnestness as to 
the description and appearance of the 
persons of wbom he was speaking, bow 
long they had been there and whence.

LIEUTENANT MELVTLLE'a ACCOUNT OE HIS 

SEARCH FOB X>E LONG,—THE PBOBABXL-

ITY THAT THE LATTEB AND HIB PABTT 

DIED OF BTABVATION. 

WASHINGTON, March 20.—In hia of­
ficial reportjo the navy, dated Yakutsk, 
January 6, "Melville.says: 

41 In accordance with orders^fromJ)e^ 
[Xong, I prooeeded to the Lena river. I 

made land September 16, and fo and 
three natives. Reached a settlement 
called Bukoff, September 26, Ice was 
making in the river. Natives informed 
me that we could not proceed south un­
til the sledging season commenced, in 
about fifteen days. The next day I 
made an effort to get up the river with 
three native pilots, bnt after grounding 
very often, the pilots insisted on return­
ing. The condition of the patty did not 
warrant me in advancing, for the most 
of ns were very much exhausted, suffer­
ing from frozen feet' and legs and laok 
of' food. The majority were unable to 
walk. The natives gave us quarters and 
a limited quantity of fish and decayed 
geeee. October 8th) a Russian exile, 
Eossmah Gaymayeff, discovered us. He 
gave ns salt and all the food bis scanty : 
supply allowed and agreed to go to Bel-,| 
un and inform the commandant<of our 
presence and obtain food and transpor­
tation. He started October 15, and was 
to have returned in five days, bnt did 
not -return until Ootober 29, when he 
brought a small supply of food and re­
ported that the commandant would be 
at Bakoff, November 1, with deer and 
eted to carry the whole party to Belun. 
OQ the way back, October 26, Kdssmah 
met two4 of the first cutter's crew at Ku-
monk jSnaka. They, gave him a briel 
note. I started with dog sleds for Bel­
un hoping to intercept the commandant^ 
but he had reindeer and traveled a dif­
ferent route, Danenhower, having re­
covered the use of inB\%$88?was placed 
in oharge of,my party with orders to 
follow to Belun as soon as transporta­
tion was obtained. I arrived at Belun 
Novemoer 2, and fonnd the two men ex­
hausted. 

They Btated that De Long's party 
crossed the Lena to the west bank Oct, 
1, at a summer hnnting lodge, called 
Ustuda. The toes of seaman Emokson 

ough search and gathered up every­
thing, I searohed for the boat east and 
west five miles eaoh way, and one and a 
half miles off shore* and saw no signs 
of it- The ioe was very much broken 
and s(ioved up in masses within twenty-
five feet of the oaohe.

his- oomrades, several of whom were 
hardly able to walk owing to frozen feet 
and legs. They prooeeded south slowly 
for two days and orossed a small branch 
of the Lena, which they waded, Octo­
ber 6 they stopped at a small hut where 
Erriokson died the next day and was 
buried in the .Lena, By this time 'they 
were in a deplorable condition, having 
eaten the last dog meat, and being on 
an allowanoe of three ounces of alcohol 
per man daily. They proceeded south 
until October 9, when Be Long decided 
to send two men ahead to seek relief. 
The feet of Ninderman and Noroa were 
in better condition than those of the 
others, and. they were supplied with 
ojankets, a Bemington- rifle, aO rounds 

-of Stnmnnition, and six ounces of alco­
hol, whioh waB the per capita division of 
the whole stock of the latter. They 
were ordered to proceed south on the 
west bank of the Lera, and send relief 
if found, being told that the others, 
would follow. When the two men start-
od the party was halted on the north 
bank of the large western branch of the 
Lena, They ascended that branch five 
miles to make a orosaing, then traveled 
southeast to~a~hut known by two crosses 
on the Lena bank. 

After fonrteen days of intense suffer­
ing and slow progress, they reaobed 
Bnlconr, and were found by three na­
tives, who supplied them with food aud 
transported them to 'Belnn by deer 
sleds, arriving there September 27. The 
oommandant at Belun took good care of 
them, but were unable to understand 
them. They wrote a long dispatch to 
the American minister at St. Peters­
burg, which the oommandant took to 
Buloif. Danenhower immediately sent 
it to me by special courier; with an or­
der from the -oommandant to bis.sub­
ordinate at Belun, to furnish me with an 
outfit and appointing BannOnlk as the 
rendezvous. There I met him and the 
remainder of the party November 6. He 
oonsulted with the oommandant, who 
ordered Danenhower to proooed south 
with all the party except James H. Bart-
lett, flrat-olass [fireman, who was to re­
main at Belun to communicate with me, 
I started north on the' evening of Nov, 
5, to the relief of Do Long, having two 
natives and two dog trains with provis­
ions for ten days. I reached Motrai at. 
midnight November 9. The next morn­
ing I found in the hot a waist belt made 
on the Jeannette. These were good in­
dications that one or two ot De Long's 
party had slept in the hut, November 
10, provisions running short, I started 
for upper Belun to renew them. I 
reaohed there at midnight on the 11th, 
having stopped at the deserted hunting 
station, Cathoonta, and having visited 
eight huts on the route, - There were no 
signs that Cathoonta waa visited by De 
Long's party. Natives of upper Belun 
brought me De Long's record, dated" 
October 1. From a neighboring village 
records dated September 22 and 26, with 
a Winchester rifle, were brought. No­
vember IS I obtained a four days' sup­
ply of fish, and with fresh dog teams 
and natives, started for Bullock hut, in 
which record No. 2 and a Winchester 
rifle were, found, .
