• Editor Courier tC Freeman: By a no­
tice in yonr iaene of last week, I am 
reminded that I promised . to inform 
yon oonoerning the Vermont Reform 
School and my experience therein.— 
Although my eiperienoe hae been short, 
it has been of a different nature than 
aoyJieretofore, and I feel that .it is 
quite a valuable one. I came here an 
entire stranger, bat to-day I feel quite 
at home. The Beform Sohool grounds 
lie aboaj^one-half mile west of the city 
of Yergennes on a rise of ground. Otter 
Greek, a beautiful stream, navigable to 
BteamBhips from Lake Oharuplain to 
Vergennea, bounds the grounds on the 
eonth. The "grounds comprise about 
one hundred acres of land and three 
buildings. One, the girl's sohool, is 
inhabited at_4the present time by 18 
girla. The ne i t building is known us 
the shop, and is the plaoe wnere the 
boys work oaning chairs. They work 
liera every week day forenoon from 7 to 
11:45, with an intermission of 15 min-
dtes— from 9:80 to 9:45. There are 
usually from 46 to 50 boys in the shop 
who seat on an average abont 275 or 
280 chairs in the time stated above.-
Eaoh boy has a atint, from 4 to 10 
chairs per day, according to ability. 
Any boy, after doing his stint, may do 
extra ohairs and receive 5 cents for each 
extra. The other day a boy whose 
stint is 10 made 6 extras. This is ex 
oeptional and one or two extras are ae 
many as are nBually brought in. The 
other building hasfJQBt been enlarged 
and is now a magnificent edifice for this 
kind of inetitntion. I t oontaine, on the 
ground floor, two roomy gymnasiums; 
one for the large and one for the Bmall 
boys, where they spend their recesses 
when the weather is unpleasant and 
where they go to bathe and arrange 
their respective " to i le t s , " In each of 
these gymnasiums there is a row of 
towels, one for each boy with his name 
above. This prevents the scattering of 
diseases that may make their way 
among a crowd of boys. The boyB 
oathe every Saturday night in a large 
tank prepared for the purpose. Passing 
on to the next floor at the sputh side is 
the dining room, a very pleasant room 
tilled with tables covered with clean 
white table clothe. For breakfast the 
boys have excellent wheat bread ana 
coffee; for dinner, sometimes beans and 
brown bread; again, fish and potatoes 
Sundays, bread and molasses. For 
oupper, bread and coffee or pudding 
and molasses. They are allowed 25 
minutes for each meal and they All in 
the time pretty well. Passing to the 
north we find the* kitchen, laundry 
uffioer's dining room, superintendent's 
office and sitting room. Coming to 
the north side we And two beautiful 
sohool rooms, lighted from the ;left and 
oupplied with all the modern oonven 
lenoes. The desks are large enough 
for only ODO and there are 48 in each 
rjom. There are about 40 papils in 
eaoh room at present. I have ohargb 
of the first' school from 1:30 p. m. to 
5:45 p. m., with an intermission of 15 
minutes from S .30' to 3:45. Then 
again from 6.45 to 7;30, ut which titut-
they are drilled in rmrntul arunmeuc. 
Ihey memorize the maitiplicutioL 
tables from 1 to 25 as far as the equurt 
oi eaolTnumbert i. e., the table ot 13" uc 
fir ae 13x13. Those in the seoouo 
Bjhool learn tables as far as 13 and iht 
first school to 25. The first school 
uave Bhort methods for hqnaring au\ 
number from 25 to 100, so that the.) 
can do it almost lnstuntuneoqsly.— 
1'neir other studies are a itttmeiio, 
grammar, geogrupby,* geometry, U a 
history, a class in boufe.B.e!fcpmg anu 
leading and spelling. Most of the 
oonolarB are bright, aovive boys; Two 
boys in school are most excellent pen­
men. They acquired the power b> 
practicing the method given according 
to Gaukell's Compendium. Going up 
another Btory we come to the ward 
robe and reading room for the lnrgt 
boys. Then t o ' t h e west is the chapel, 
where all meet at 7.30 each evening foi 
devotional exeroiaes. This, like the 
other rooms, is oommodious, pleasant 
and well ventilated. The devotional 
exercises consist of singing by the 
whole sohool and exhortation and pray­
er by Snpt. Fairbank. South of the 
ohapel thiB floor consists of the officer'* 
quarters, except one room which is the 
reading- room and wardrobe for the 
Bmall boys. Direotly over the ohapel 
and large boy's reading room is the 
large boy's sleeping hall or bonk room, 
as it is commonly known. South of this 
is the small boy's bunk room. Both oi 
these rooms are furnished with single 

,bedB, Slat bedB with straw ticks, two 
cotton sheets and a single and double 
blanket on each, also a clefan bed spread 
for each. The boys in the winter rise 
at 5;50 and retire at 8. In the Bummer 
they rise at 6. The south room in this 
story is the hospital, open to the Ban-
light at all hours of the day and is an 
excellent room for the purpose. There 
are at present two boys in the hospital. 
The whole building IB ligtrted by gua 
and heated by steam. There are 81 
boys here now. Since I oame there 
have been two new arrivals and one de -
parture—a boy who waa dismissed on 
account of good behavior, I found the 
sohool under the yery efficient manage 
mentof W. G. Fairbank, a( man about 
40 years of age, thoroughly conversant 
with all the departments and working* 
of the sohool, and in Bhort the righi 
man, in the right plaoe. H . C. Healey, 
the assistant Superintendent, is an ex 
oellent disciplinarian and a man who 
understands his business thoronghly. 
There are sixteen offioers in connection 
with the institution. The boys are 
well treated and receive a good eduoa 
tion in the practicalities of life. They 
are given to understand that they maet 
obey and live up to the rules of the 
institution, and when they do not d<> 
this they are dealt with accordingly. 
Entertainments, religious and seoular, 
are given at intervals ond the holiday* 
are always observed. They have book*-
to read at proper timeB and when the; 
prove themselves trustworthy they en­
trusted. In Bhort everything is done 
lor them which will tend to elevate and 
develop their moral, intellectual and 
physical natures and whioh will not iu-
jare them in any way. I t is my opin­
ion that any one oould live in this de­
lightful olimafce and mingle with these 
pleasant people but a short time befon 
he would make up his mind that Ver 
mont is Osgood plaoe to live in nnd thut 
the Reform Sohool iB a good institution. 
I may write more in the future. J , 0 .

A Potsdam Boy in Chioago. 

OHIOAQO. Maroh 20, 1882. 
Editor Courier <fc Freeman— Noticing 

occasionally brief sketches of young 
men who were formerly well known in 
Potsdam, but who now are dependent 
upon themselves for success, I deoided 
to give you a short aketoh of one who 
left Potsdam in the fall of '77, and came 
to this city. He atonoe entered Bryant 
&Stratton's oommereial college, taking 
their full course. Dur ing the BubBb-
quent time, in whioh he was engaged in 
the different oommeroial branohes of 
business, he formed the aoquointanos of 
the Hon. Luther Laflin Mills, one of the 
leading lawyers of this oity, and State's 
attorney. 

At the suggestion of Mx, JHUls he en­
tered upon the study of law. Being de 
sirousof taking a full course of stud> 
in the law college, but finding that the 
expenses would bo heavy, he determined 
to find some way in whioh he would b-
able to defray the necessary'college ex­
penditures, and still remain with Mr. 
Mills. He was soon offered and accept 
ed a position as qight clerk in the oity 
jail, under Sheriff Hoffman. This posi 
tion kept him on duty every night until 
2 a. m., but whioh he continued to hold 
dur ingthe remainder of'Hoffman's term 
of office. Fortunately t h e college hours 
were so arranged as to allow him to -re­
main in the State's Attorney's office, 
which he did until admitted to praotioe. 
From the position be held tfith Mr. 
Mills, and his experience in the jail, he 
came to make ;criminal law a specialty, 
'and upon being admitted to praotioe in 
June last, he at once formed a partner-
snip with Mr. W. S. Forrest , one of the 
leading oriminal lawyers in the state. 

Sinoe his admittance it oan safely be 
said he has been associated in the de­
fense of more important oases than 
most yoOng lawyers who have practiced 
only, eight or ten months. Notably 
among these are the following: 

"That of 'Wing Lee, a Chinaman, 
ohargad with the murder of Chas. Mans­
field. He. was acquitted, and by the 
way, this was the first oase of Chinaman 
being tried for murder this side of the 
Rooky Mountains. 

Also that of John L a m b , one of the 
most noted casus ever tried in the state, 
I t was alleged that he waa one of several 
oohspirators, who barglarized a store, 
and while disposing of the goods shot 
an officer, He was acquitted after threb-
trials, 

BesideB being employed in these 
ouees, he has been associated it: numer 
ous other cases. Tnis success has been 
achieved by a Potsdam boy, John A. 
Mny, familiarly known as "Johnnie ," 
son of your esteemed citizen, John May
