I WILL HAKE THEB BULEB OVER MANS 

THINGS. 

It is not the faithfulness of the sol­
dier O'D the field or at his post. It is 
P-t the fidelity of the governor, or tbe 
statesman, or the preacher, of which I 
want to write. They are now rnlera 
over many things, for good or for ill. 

,Aud they have a dread account to give. 
'To them, or for them, this letter is not 
written. To boys and girls, to young 
men .and maidens, to servants, to work­
men, students,.olerks,-in every depart­
ment of human industry and1 art and 
calling, I oome with a message and an 
appeal. If you . will bear with me, it 
may be to you matter of infinite valae. 

It is not in yaia'tbat our bleBeed Lord 
has made this test an element in the 
judgment which he will pronounce 
when the world stands in front of His 
throne. 

The principle takes hold of human 
character. It lies at the root of suc­
cess or failure in life. It makes the 
difference between" a man and a tramp, 
between plenty and poverty, between 
heaven and hell. This -life and that 
which is to oome are .bound up in the 
covenant of faithfulness in a few things 
as the condition of being ruler over 
many. To him thatfTiath shall be giv­
en. A talent well used gets ten. 

It is a feature of American life and 
manners that one man is as good as 
another^ and therefore that no one man 
shall rule over another, or hold him 
responsible. The- boy, while in the 
family and in school and in a store, gets 
the notion of independence into his 
head by the time he gets into his teens. 
As a general rule he does what be is 
obliged to do, shirks all he can, and 
gets as much fun and play out of hie 
work as possible and keep his place. 
Duty, responsibility, obligation, he 
does not know what they mean. There 
are thousands of boys employed as 
messengers in the telegraph offices. It< 
is no uncommon thing to see them en­
gaged in snowballing in winter and 
playing marbles in" summer, when tbey 
are supposed to be making all haste to 
do an errand on which great interests 
may be depending. A plumber comes -
to_do a job, andu,.atfter he is gone you 
find that he hoa Wade a taba of plaster 
half an inch l o n g r to supplement that 
length of lead. He thought you wonld 
not find it oat, and he had no sense of 
responsibility to God' or to you. The 
man- who puts a barrel of apples with 
good ones at the ends and nubbins in 
the middle, or the man who puts sand 
in a bale of cotton, or stones in a load 
of hay, is a scamp of the same pattern. 
It is very much the same in all tbe 
trades and traffic of mankind. Faith­
fulness is a rare quality. It is not 
wholly wanting. I have seen a Boman 
Catholic servant in a Protestant family, 
doing her duty with a steady, unselfish, 
generous fidelity, that counted neither 
health, strength, time nor pleasure in. 
the untiring, simple devotion to the 
work in hand. She was "faithful in a 
few things, and will be found among 
those whom the Lord promised to make 
ruler over many things. 

The crying-and abounding vice of 
the community, is a want of personal 
responsibility, an unreadiness to stand 
square np to an obligation, and do 
one's duty. 

Men accept positions as direotorB of 
religious or .financial societies. You go 
to meet them at the appointed time. 
They oome half an hour afterwards, 
perhaps not at all. Business has been 
delayed for them and now must be 
rushed through. They have no time to 
be faithful in a few things*- Unfaithful 
clerks rob banks governed by unfaith­
ful diieotors. Both classes are guilty 
of criminal infidelity to their trusts. 
Men retire from many boards of direc­
tors because they cannot afford to waste 
time waiting for unpunotual men, who 
cannot give time to be faithful to* the 
few things thsy have taken in trust. 
Probably five out of t e n of the direc­
tors of banks and other institutions, 
religions and financial and eharitable, 
are in this sense unfaithful men. They 
do not know of their own knowledge 
the oondition of their trust. Yet they 
direct? Preoions directors they are? 
Will the Lord ever say to them, "Faith-
m i in a few thingsVrtUer over many." 
I trow not. 

Exceptions are to be found under 
every rale. But in the school, the 
household, D shop, office, store, bank,, 
business of any kind, -the one who 
makes duty the end of his existence, 
layingbimaelf oat ' to perform every 
servioe for others with more faithfulness 
than he would if i t were his own, is the 
one who will conquer, and get to the 
top of the heap. Self-made men are 
merely men who do their duty. They 
were-conductors who became presidents. 
When I see the engineer of an elevated 
railroad, reading a newspaper when be 
ought to be watohing bia engine or the 
traok ahead, I know that man' is as high 
in the world as he will ever get. He is 
heedless and lazy. Unfaithful in a few 
things, be will never run the road. -

Let me not be misunderstood. To 
be the head man of a bank or a railroad 
or a business firm is not the measure of 
auooesB, Wealth i s not the measure. 
It is not even a factor in suooess. Suo-

jjesfl in life is <to' be able to provide for 
self and family in Borne useful avooation. 
Try that definition. Anything short of 
that i s failure. But that includes all 
there is to be had in this world. With 
thai goes respectability, usefulness, and 
as mndh enjoyment as God sees to be 
boat. To that may. be added honors, 
fame, ribhes, pleasures,, all of which a 
wise, good man may dispense with and 
not be a loser. More than half of the 
world's people have to be provided for 
by the rest. But the grand reason why 
all men-; do not honestly provide for 
themselves and. familiesjs that they are 
not faithful in the use of opportunities 
and-meane. Improvidence is a sin. So 
is laziness,, and pride that despises la­
bor, and fMtiaionsnees that rejeptBXa-

first opportunity to be useful; make 
yourself absolutely Indispensable to tbe 
business; thVhand. of the diligent mak-
eth rich; and from one slep^of ^success 
to another yen shall rise till the reward 
is yours. It is true in religion as in 
trade. That ohapter—the 25th of 
Matthew's gospel—has an awfnl and a 
glorious sermon in it. I t Is not in con­
flict with, but is a supplement of the 
gospel that teaches salvation by the 
blood and love of Christ. Bdt when the 
world is in judgment, the everlasting 
verdict of life and death, of heaven and 
hell, is made to turn on the faithfulness 
or unfaithfulness e f the man at the bar. 
The faithful servant is to enter into the 
joy of his Lord. The faithless is to be 
cast into outer darkness.* And when 
the throne- is set and the world stands 
on the right and the left, what yon have 
done to tbe least of the little ones will 
be counted as a witaesa of your-faith 
and love. Ten thousand opportunities, 
duties, obligations to God and your 
fellows, Sabbaths, Bibles, prayers;^ser-
mons, these are some of "the few 
things," but they take hold on eternal 
life —Rev. Dr. henceus Prime, in iV. K 
Observer. 

The Kiss in History. 

Various esteemed contemporaries 
throughout the country are engaged in 
a vivacious discussion of the kiss. Some 
of these lnoabratious are amusingly wise 
and some are ludicrously otherwise. If, 
however, the result be to interest the 
thoughtless and fix serious attention 
npon a subject always susceptible of 
broadening human thought, the world 
will be largely the winner. Historical­
ly, the kiss has played the most piquant-
ly potent part in the destinies of the 
race. It was by a kiss that the dark-
browed Judas gave the preordained 
sign; it was by a kiss that King Ahas-
nerus signified to the-trembling Esther 
that her fortunes, were no longer, at the 
caprice of the mercurial Haman. A kiss 
dismissed the hapless Essex to that mel­
ancholy death which tbe whimsical love 
of the ferocious Elizabeth made a dag­
ger in her life forever after. It was a 
kiss that lulled the victims of Luoretia 
Borgia's innumerable- intrigues' to "4he 
noisome dungeons of the Castle d'Estes. 
A kiss waa the sign that the perfidious 
Queen Katherine de Medioi made the 
token of the weak king's assent to the 
massacre of Saint Bartholomew. Bru­
tus made his treachery to his benefactor 
more odious by a miscreant kiss at the 
very moment'his daggar was;.uncovered 
for the slaughter of his adopted father. 
William the Conqueror sainted his oon-
fiding kinsman Harold on both cheeks 
at the moment he meditated wresting 

'his kingdom from him. The kiss iB 
quite as often the sign of infidelity as it 
is of the amenities of love. The kiss in 
its worst and mostintolerableform, how­
ever, is -when i t is a mere perfanotory 
observance. What meaning can the 
fusilade that salutes a bride have to a 
sensitive soul? The smack of the min­
ister, it is true, gives official or, perhaps, 
sacerdotal completeness to a ceremony 
now stripped of some of its anoieqt un-
presoriptive pictaresqueness. 

On entering battle of old the knight 
graciously-saluted the company bya kiss 
on the. blade of the sword. At the bat­
tle of Ivry old ohtonicles relate that the 
gallant knights of France deliberately 
drew up in line and, raising their swords, 
kissed their blades, then set impetuous­
ly forward with the lances. If Homer 
i s to be taken literally the honest heroes 
of the Iliad .made the kiss to preface 
nearly every undertaking, from the sac­
rifice of a bird to the delivery of a bat­
tle. Achilles aotualry stopped a combat 
in order to give Paris time to go back t o 
kiss Helen. 

Men and women have been known to 
risk life and fortune merely to pledge 
their troth in the passing, ecataoy of a 
kiss. The mere sensual gratification of 
lip meeting lip is not the inspiration 
that flows from the touching of the lips. 
Kisses are the treble and olefa that mark 
the perfeotest melody in the song and 
symphony of life—what the bloom is to 
the plant, odor, to the rose, a boy babe 
to the young mother, or a brisk west 
wind to the full sail set at sea. It is a 
wordless song in a sweet minor tone 
whose masip on the agitated soul of the 
lover kindlier lies than tired eyelids on 
tired eyes—the sort of muBio, indeed, 
Keats means when he speaks of the 
heard melody, which is sweet, and the 
unheard, that is sweeter; or, perhaps, 
i\ at music agdelioate, soft and,, intense 
that it seemsan odor within the sense? 

The kiss is the blarney-atone of love. 
Their lips' once sanotined by this ex­
pressible ohrism two lovers are subtly of 
a mind, the future a mirage with tbe. 
world in delicious topey tarvy. Poets 
are fond of auoh oonoeiis as represent 
the Bun enamored and kissing the earth, 
or the gay and inconstant moon press­
ing pale-lipped.night, or the stars, after 
singing together of a night, touching 
the rosy-lips of morn, as the day, with 
its sandals dipped in dew, holds the 
torch for the flying feet of night. The, 
kiss is as frequent an apparition, in his­
tory as tbe word "I" in the speeches of 
the statesman in vogne.~jtf. P, Sandy, 
in Philadelphia Pr&S'.""

ter suited to' its needs. A'nd'yet tne 
real relation between the human body 
and the weather has never beep, fally 
understood, nor has there oyler. been 
until now, a correot explanation^- df wlnvft 
rhenmatism (which seernjfTlh *3eagaav 
the atmosphere) really is.
