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The Preaident aent a message to the 
Senate, yeaterday, vetoing the anti-
Ohineae bill He haa aoted wiaeJy, and 
the ooantry will suatain him. 

Gubernatorial Candidates. 

The political aensation oJ the past 
week hue been the giving oat from 
Washington that Secretary Folger wua a 
probable candidate for the Bopdbli( 
nomination to the Oovernorship. The^ 
aignificanoe "of thia information liea in 
the fapt that Jndge Folger is aappoaed 
to be the choioe of the oooapant of the 
White Houae and of Mr. Ooniding. It 
ie known that Gov. Cornell deaireo a re 
nomination, and it is equally well known 
that ex-Congressman John H. Starin ia 
doing hia level best to get ahead of the 
Governor. • The Governor has the ad­
vantage of position, and he haa made a 
firm, courageous, excellent executive, 
Bnt Mr. Starin owns a -good many 
steamboats, and is considerable of a 
steamboat himself; while Mr. Folger ia 
a gentleman of eminent ability; and WSB 
on the bench, through a trying period in 
the history of the party, BO that he is 
not identified with or odions.toone fac­
tion or the other. Evidently the guber­
natorial race is anybody'a who can win 
it, ao far. 

The Case of Mason. 

'Judge Advocate General Swaim, in 
reviewing the findings of the court-mar­
tial in the Mason oase, says Gniteau was 
reclining on a cot when fired at by( Ma-
epn. The evidenoe bhows a substantial 
brick wall intervened between him and 
the line of fire. He was, therefore, in 
absolute security from any effort Mason 
might make to ahoot at him. After 
quoting the authorities in the ^ case, 
Swaim says: 

As the ability to commit an assault 
was both apparently and really wanting, 
I am of the opinion that there ia a ma­
terial varianoe between the allegations 
and proofs, and the conviction ought 
not to be auatained. While Mason can­
not, on the evidence, be considered 
guilty of the Bpeoifio offenBe charged, 
yet his condoot in recklessly disoharg 
tug his musket at Goiteau'B cell, and his 

> disorderly declarations, tended, in a 
high degree, to endanger the good order 
of the troops present, as well as to dis­
turb pnbho tranquility, and the court 
should have so found. 

That's^a sensible conclusion. Mason 
oommitted an offence and should be 
punished, bnt the sentence of the court-
martial was oat of all proportion to the 
offence. 

The shot was a capital investment for 
Mason'B family. Contributions from.all 
quarters are pouring in for "Betty and 
the Baby," and the fnnd already 
amounts to Beveral thousand dollars. 

I t is understood that the President 
will sustain Gen. Swaun's reoommenda 
tion that the conviction and sentence ba 
set aside. 

The Illinois senate last week adopted 
a resolution urging the Preaident tu 
pardon Mason. 

Suicide of Cornelius J. VaudorbilL 

Cornelius J. Vanderbilt, a son of the 
late Commodore Vanderbilt, oommitted 
suioide by shooting himself through the 
head at the Gienham hotel, New York, 
Sunday afternoon. He lingered in an 
unoonBoioas state Beveral hours, dying 
about 6 o'clock .surrounded by many 
friends and members of his family. The 
motive for the act given by friends is 

..that it was the result of mental derange­
ment, brought on by years of Buffering 
from epileptio fits. No other reason 
could be given, as his financial affaire 
were said to be, in a most prosperous 
condition. Cornelius, it will be remem­
bered, contested the Commodore's will, 
and was paid aboai^ a million dollars by 
William E , to compromise. In his 
earlier years Cornelius was dissipated. 

Adulteration of Food. 

Reports by the State Board of Health 
of analyses ol common aruoltes of food 
show that of 73 oreameriea sending milk 
to New YurJt, 63 aent skimmed mils. 
The Board found that more than half 

-- the olive oil examined was adulterated. 
Pickles, which generally have^beeh ens 
pected of all sorts of iniquity, were 
found to be' quite innocent;, but of 
twenty-one samples of coffee nineteen 
were adulterated, and one consisted 
entirely of roasted hominy, while a 
great deal of the tea was pronounced 
" tea rubbish." Among otner articles 
of food examined was "pure Vermont 
maple syrup," containing thirty-five 
per oent, of artificial glucose, and 
" white clover honey" that contained 
fifty per oent. of glucose. Candy made 
almost entirely of glucose was found, 
although Borne oontained from ten to 
fifteen per oent. of white day, and two-
thirds' of the yellow oandies examined 
oontained ohromate of lead. Most of 
this adulteration is done by unscrupu­
lous dealers, to undersell competitors, 
and the moral of it is, that the oheapeat 
goods are the dearest.

It is Btated the PresidenUwill remit 
so much of Fitz John Porter's sentence 
as disqualifies him from holding office, 
and leave the further remedy to con­
gress. 

I f ia stated that Folger will soon ap­

A. Glidden, many years Seoretary-xif-
the New York State Oommittee, Clerk 
of the Senate and member of the Assem­
bly. 

Several bills have been introduced 
providing for a redaction of letter post­
age from three cents to two- cents, And 
for some time past this jmbjeot has been 
under consideration by the House Com 
mittee on Post Offices and Post Roads. 
Among the bills offered are one by Hill, 
of New Jersey, providing that the rate 
of postage on domestic letters shall be 
two cents for eaoh half ounce or frac­
tion thereof; one by Mr. Jones pf the 
Bame State, providing the' rate shall be 
three cents for eaoh fall ounce, and one 
qent lor each additional fraction of an 
ounce, and one by Mr. DeMotte, of In­
diana, which provides that the rate 
shall be fixed" at three eeufcs"for~eac£ 
ounce or fraotion thereof. Baring the 
eight years whiqh it has been in exist 
enoe the postal card system has realized 
to the Government a net revenue of 
more than $13,000.00p. Mr. Hill con­
tends that the time^haa arrived when 
the Government can safely., ^ivfi.the. 
.people oheaper postage. Computations 
just finished in the Sixth Auditor'B 
Office Bhow that the net revenues of the 
Poet Office Department for the three 
months ending Deo. 31, 1881, were 
more than a million dollars greater 
than the net revenues for the preceding 
quarter, and the revenues for that quar­
ter were almost sufficient to meet the 
expenditures. With the rapid increase 
of population and the coincident expan­
sion of business, Mr. Hill and those who 
advocate cheap postage look for a steady 
and rapid increase of the net revenues 
of the postal service. 

The internal revenue bill reported to 
the House repeals the stamp tax on 
bank oheoks, drafts, orders and vouch­
ers; the tax on the capital and deposits 
of banks and bankers; the tax on watch-
6B, perfumery, medieinal preparations 
and other articles, imposed by sohedule 
A, following section 3,437 of revised 
statutes; and reduoes the special tax on 
manufacturers and dealers * i n xlittuore 
and tobaooos. I t ia estimated that, this 
measure, if it become a law, will reduce 
the internal revenue receipts about 
323,000,000 in the next fiscal year. 
There is some reason, however, to 
doubt whether it will receive a majority 
in either House of Congress without 
considerable amendment 

' President Arthur has nominated the 
Hon. William Wallace of the United 
States court fdf the northern district 
of New York to be circuit oourt judge 
of the Beoond district, in place of Judge 
Blatohford, appointed to the supreme 
court Judge Walk ce is a native of 
Syracuse, is about 46 years old, and a 
graduate of Hamilton college law school, 
where he was under the instruction of 
Dr. Theodore W,,D,wight, He was ap­
pointed district judge in 1874, and 
during his incumbency bas fulfilled the 
duties of his office with marked ability 
and efficiency. 

ALBAHY MATTEBS. 

The railway commission bill is a bone 
of contention in the Legislature, The 

1 Democrats and some of the Republicans 
do not wish to give the appointing pow­
er to the Governor. Two bills have been 
introduced, the one known as the Baker 
bill naming the commissioners. On 
Thursday evening the Democratic As­
semblymen held a oaaous to decide on 
what names should be inserted in the 
bill. Speaker Patterson said he had 
doubts as to the constitutionality of the 
plan for naming the commissioners in 
the bill, and was in favor of giving the 
appointment to the Governor. He paid 
a high oompliment to Gov. Cornell, 
whose course he said had been especial­
ly gratifying to him. Krastus Brooks 
severely reproved the Bpeaker for eulo­
gizing a Bepublioan official, saying there 
was no reason why Democrats Bhould 
sanction the acta of Governor Cornell. 
Patterson received the^reproof meekly, 
and the cauous then agreed on a non­
partisan commission to be composed of 
the following gentlemen; Franois&er 
nan, of TJtioa; Geo. B, Bradley, of Cor 
ning; Joshua M. Van Cott, of Brook' 
lyn; Edward W. FoBter, of Potsdam," 
The two former are Democrats, the two 
latter Republicans. Mr. Brooks paid 
the gentlemen selected a high compli 
ment, saying that in character, standing 
and ability they were beyond oritioism. 
We regard the passage of any bill this 
session as very doubtful. ^ 

The joint convention held on Thurs­
day to eleot a regent of the university 
resulted in a flat failure and an adjoarn 
ment sins die, leaving the vacancy un­
filled. The Democratlo factions had an­
other tilt, in whioh Senators Grady and 
Fitzgerald,. Assemblyman Brown and 
some others pummeled eaoh other. 
Stanley Brown nominated Samuel J. 
Tilden for Governor, and warned Tam­
many men not to forget that he (Tilden) 
would be the next ohief executive of 
this Btate. The vote stood as follows: 
St, Clair MoHelway (teg. dem. nominee 
and editor of the Albany Argus) 65, T, 
0 . Callioott (ind. dem. and editor of the 
Albany Times) 10; 0 , P . Easton, rep., 
68. 

According to the Tribune's corres­
pondent, if the new Capitol will not do 
for a monument it "promises-soon to take 
rank, as a hoary ruin. Hunt's well-
known pioture of "Progress" on the 
north wall of the Assembly chamber is 
beginning to disappear, 'the mortar in 
the briok wall is apparently oozing 
forth. At any rate a white deposit of 
some kind is taking the place of the 
bine and yellow paints in the sky de­
picted in the pioture, IThe balastrade 
in the ladies' gallery of the Assembly 
chamber is also sadly oraoked in several 
placeB, 

Governor Cornell has nominated Dr, 
Stephen Smith, of New York, as a Com­
missioner of Lunacy, vice Professor 
John Ordroneaux. Dr. Smith was for 
some years a member of the Board of 
Health of the oity of New York, and 
also of the National Board of Health.

Roman Catholic Doctrine. 

ODJOTNHATI,, March 30.—The Oatholio 
Proviaoial Council, which met here le-
oently, has prepared a long pastoral 
letter to be read in all the churches. It 
begins with a review of the progress of 
religion Binoe the last Qounoil, twenty 
years ago, and congratulates the Church 
on its transition from a mission epoch 
to a condition of fixity. It then goes 
on to speak of the necessity of obedi 
enoe to authority. It holds that all 
men are not equal, and that men or­
dained to rule, aa kings, magistrates, 
bishops, and priests, have rights whioh 
their subjects do not have* It laments 
the disposition to try God before a 
court'of human reason, and says that 
no,jnan has a right to teach falsehood, 
or to change a jot or title of the law1 of 
God. • > , - • ' . 

1 It iB very outspoken'on the Bubjeot of 
labor unions, and says that a man'B 
labor ia his own asmuch asy the gold of 
the rich man, and that he has a right 
to sell it as he pleases at a fair price; 
and so long as men accede to others 
the Bame freedom as they claim for 
themselves there is no sin in labor 
banding together for self-protection; 
but labor unions are liable to fail, and 
oannot be sustained when they attempt 
to force a man to join them, or to work 
for a price fixed by them. Catholics 
cannot be partners in any attempt to 
coerce others against their rights, or to 
do injury to the person or property of 
others. —-.-- -

The letter has a long paragraph on 
newspapers, in whioh it specifically de­
nounces what it calls the illegitimate 
means used by the Irish World in its 
advocacy of the cause of Ireland, but 
adds: " We are ready to oooperate with 
the Bishops of Ireland in Any legitimate 
effort to ameliorate the present no hap 
py condition of the Irish people." 

The letter condemns mnoh of the 
modern church music, and says the 
Gregorian chant is the recognized form. 
It directs that all music that savors of 
the sensuous and the profane, the thea­
tre or the opera, shall be excluded from 
oh^irs, as also all. music that attraota 
the attention of people from the altar 
to the choir. Much is said oondemna 
tory of secret societies, especially soch 
as have a religious hierarchy or form of 
litnrgy. 

Reverting to the subject of authority, 
the letter aays; " I t is not Oatholio doo 
trine that all power comes from the 
people, and that rulers do not exeroise 
authority as their own, but as intrusted 
to them by the people. The Oatholio 
dootrine is that the grant of power is 
not given by the people, but they only 
designate who is to wield i t " As to 
the priest, the people are commanded 
to seek the law from his lips, and in all 
matters of °oivil life appertaining to 
faith and morals the priest has the 
right to speak, and the people are le 
quired to listen. This doctrine, it is 
said, may be unpopular with modern 
liberalism, but that does not prove it 
untrue.

TIONS, a r o . 

New York is the most populousj^f.the 
United States. Its area is 40,170 "square 
miles, comprising 60 counties. ' 

The bay of New York was entered and 
the Hudson River explored by Hend 
riok Hudson in 1609. The first settle 
ments were madje on. ]J4a^b.attan, or 
Manahata Island, now New York City, 
by the'Dutch, in 1614. They oulled the 
place New Amsterdam, and purchased 
the whole island, from the Indians, for 
824. Albany was settled by the sumo 
people in 1623. The , English Govern­
ment laid claim to to the land, and in 
1664 Charles II,.who^seems to have 
*'grunted ' the entire Continent of North 
America to MB different favorites, gave 
BllthelandB-from the Hudson to febe 
•Delaware rivers to his brother, the Duke 
of York. An Engliah force took posses­
sion of the oountry daring that year, 
and the oity and provinoe received the 
name of New York", which it still re 
tains. As the country bordered on Can 
ada the inhabitants suffered much from 
the French and Indian wars, which 
raged, with little intermission, from 

..1687._up~to 1159.-when the French forces 
were driven finally beyond the limita of 
t t s colony. 

During the Revolution several battles 
were fought on New York soil, the most 
important being that .of Long Island, 
when New York Oity fell into the hands 
of the British under Sir Henry Clinton, 
and that of Saratoga, where Burgoyne's 
forces surrendered to the Americans 
On Nov. 25, 1783, New York Oity was 
finally ^evacuated by British troops. 
ThiB was the last act of the American 
Revolution, ard occurred two years after 
the capitulation, of Yorktown (Oot., 
1781). The publio records of the State 
were immediately brought to New York 
City, and that place was the capital an-" 
til 1797, when.the seat of Government 
was removedrto Albany. The Constitu­
tion bad been adopted, and New York' 
took her place among the United States 
(17771. The great seal of the State bears 
the Latin motto Excelsior, signifying 
'higher." 

This State ranks first in the Union m 
dairy produots.

Add to the above tbe animals kept in 
cities, of which over 300 000 horses used 
for pleasure or labor would comprise a 
portion, and the value of live stock in 
the State would be about $200,000,000. 

The valae of animals slaughtered or 
sold for slaughter in 1870 wa* 828.225,-
720, and.there.were 10.599 225 pounds 
of wool produced. The State stands 
next to Massachusetts in value of boots 
and shoes prodticed, and at the bead of 
all the States in amount and value of 
leather and hides marketed. 

There are about one million calf-skins 
taken off in New York yearly, together 
with some three hundred thousand steer 
and oow bides. This is exclusive of 
abattior slaughter in New York, which 
famishes half a million of hides yearly. 
About the same number of sheep pelts 
are produced. 

Of tbe milch cows the greatest num­
ber are in St. Lawrence Oounty, viz.: 
93,369; next comes Oneida Oounty with 
67,873; Jefferson Oounty 61.900, and 
Delaware with 57.673, and Chenango 
Connty with 53,489. These counties 
comprise the great dairying section of 
the State, .from whioh the tanners of 
calfskins get much of their stock in 
hair. 

Of tbe million of calves killed yearly, 
quite a large percentage are only about 
• week old. These are sent to New 
York City, with the Bkin on, and sold 
for veal. The skins are known as dea­
con or dairy skins, and sold to tanners. 
Skins from oalves two weeks old or more 
are called veal skins, and of th se the 
supply is 600 000 to 700.000 yearly, and 
they are mostly tanned in New York 
State. 
. The wool clip of New York for 1880 
was as follows: Number of fleeces. 1, 
715.180; pounds of wool. 8,827 195; 
average weight of fleece, 5 14 100 lbs.

Calfskin tanneries abound through tbe 
central portion of the State, while in 
the western section are numerous sole 
and upper leather tanneries. There are 
635 tanneries and currying- shops in the
