The shafting, oranks, 
polleys, pitmans and geara—all that 
may be styled the muscles of tbe mill-
are new, or have undergone snoh alter­
ations and improvements as fit- them 
for a new and more lively existence. 
On tbe main floor everything of last 
year's mill was svrept ont—gangs, jaok-
ing up works, trimmer, edger, saw log

Wla^inftasrplaoe. Under the new 
ordeV of tiudgs, there are two oorapleta

These are all powerful mills, arid rnsrtt 
high speed. In fact, power and speed, 
speed and power, have been gained in 
all .the changes, and they are, in eonse-
qaenoe, genuine improvements.

Usually, when a 
good pieoe of work ia done it is passed 
to the credit of a stranger. It ia noto­
riously the faot that our own neighbors 
are often too lightly esteemed, and 
somebody is brought from a distance to 
plan and exeonte works of great enter­
prise. In thia suooesaful mill it is 
gratifying to a foiling of local pride 
that one of our own' oitisena, Mr. 
Nathan O. Chapman, haa planned the 
work and has closely supervised its exe­
cution. As it ia generally admitted, we 
are told, that the Hewitlville mill, built 
by Hr. Chapman * year ago, is the beet 
mill on the nver, so this new work 61 
his in this village, though somewhat 
smaller than that, will take even rank. 
with, it, so far aa its dimensions will 
permit. Great credit ia doe, also, to 
Mr. Geo. Lewis, whose practical knowl­
edge and great experience were of mnch, 
value in the rebuilding of the mill; 
Mr. Lewis haa been connected with 
this oompany a good many years, and Is 
one of the best mill men on the river. 
In conoluslon, it ahould be mentioned 
that tbe iron saw gates, the powerful 
jack up works and most of the iron 
work of tbe mill comes from Mr. 0.
