Then 1 began to 
realize what a shameful bondage I was 
in to a mere self indulgence. ' I—a fel­
low who secretly prided himself on his 
self-control, and nerve and manliness;

rough weather—a downright slave to a 
bad habit, unnerved and aotaally unfit 
for business for lack of a cigarl I t ' 
made me mad at myself 1 , 1 despised 
myself for my pusillanimity. 

"Going into the matter a little furth­
er, I found that the money I had spent 
for cigars in a dozen yeers wonld have 
paid for my honse and furnished it; 
would have met all the bills for my wife's" 
little summer trip to Europe with me, 
which has been her one air-castle so 
long. I saw tbat I had actually smoked 
away more money than X had laid out 
lor our libr&rp, our periodicals and our 
intellectual oultnre generally. Cigars 
had coBt me nearly twice as much as* I 

1 had given to ohmfljp. work, missions and 
cnarity. My conscience rose up at the 
record. I knew I could not plead any 
eqnivolent for t he outlay. I t had no t 
fed me, it bad not strengthened .me; it 

"had simply dragged me. Every oigar" 
bad made the next oigar a little more 
necessary to my comfort. To use the 
mildest word, it had been a useless ex­
penditure. 

" M y detention up there in tbe 
mountains was calculated to open my 
eyes to my domestio shortcomings, aud 
I saw, as I never had before, how self­
ishly unsooial tobaoco had made me at 
home. 1 smokett before I was married, 
and my wife never entered any protest 
against my cigars afterward. Ba t our 
first baby was a nervous thing, and the 
dootor told me it would never' do for it 
to breathe tobacco smoke. I got into 
the way of shutting myself np in the 
library evenings and after each meal to 
enjoy my oigar. As I look at it now, 
nothing ia more absurd than to oali it a 
sooial habit. I t 's a poor pretense for 
sooiability where a man is simply intent 
on hia own enjoyment. My wife owns 
up, now, that my tobacco-tainted breath 
and tobacco-saturated alothing were al­
ways more or less of a trial to her. The 
satisfaction i t has given her to be rid of 
a tobacoo atmosphere, and the thought 
of my oontemptibly Belfish indifferenoe 
to her comfort all those years, have 
humbled me, I tell you. And I wouldn't 
exohange my own daily satisfaction 
now-a-days in being a oleaner man—in­
side and outside—for the delight tha t 
anybody gets ont oi his cigars. 

" I didn' t need to go ont of my own 
doors to find reasons enough for giving 
ap the habit, but 1 think 1 found still 
stronger ones after all, when I went 
away from home. The more 1 tbonght 
abont the harm tobacoo does iu tue 00m-
.muuity at large, the" more I fe l t tba t i t 
was time for me to stop giving it the 
moral support of my example. I don't 
take as muoh stook as some folks do in 
the terrible "effects of tobaooo Btories. 
I t depends a good deal on what sort of 
grandfathers a man had—whether they 
bequeathed him the temperament of- an 
ox or a raoe horse, the constitution of a 
bull dog or a little terrier. The dootors, 
differ on this matter, and tho evidenoe 
is strong enongh.tQ oonvioton the other 
oonnts of the indictment anyhow* I 
know I smoked too muoh, and that my 
nervous system is '&e worse for it. And 
h think the people who are likely to be 
har t most by it are just the ones who 
are most likely to smdke excessively. 
And then I 've noticed that the medioal 
men who stand up for tobaoco are al­
ways men who use it and are liable to 
the suspicion of straining a point in 
justification of their own self-indul-
gonoe. 

On one point, though, I believe the 
authorities agree. No one denies'that 
i t is -a damaging indulgence for boys. 
I t means a good deal when smoking is 
forbidden to the pupils in the polyteoh-
nio schools" in Paris -and the military 
sohools in Germany, purely on hygenio 
grounds. The governments of these 
smoking notiobs are not likely to be no­
tional on that matter. But the use of 
tobaoco by our American boys and 
young men is .excessive and alarming. 
Wo ought to save our rising generation 
lor better work than tbey can do if to­
baooo saps the strength of their grow­
ing years, and makes the descent easier, 
"is r.' donbt it often does, to worse 

its taxes on everybody? Tho railway 
oompany furnishes an extra, -seat t o 
every smoker, whioh, in t h e nature of 
the oase, must be paid for b y an extra 
charge on the tickets of all passengers. 
Wha t a rnmpns i t wonld raise if t h e 
legislature should a t tempt to furnish 
luxuries to_ any speoial class at pnblio 
cost, in this way. How we'd vote ' em 
downl I vote against this thing by 
throwing away my oigar.—S. S. Times.

Vermont Hews. 

A Burlington writer states that the. 
experiment of female suffrage in" "Ver­
mont has been a failure. The last leg­
islature enacted a law conferring upon 
women who paid individual taxes the 
right of voting for school superintend­
ents and other sohool officers, and nuk­
ing them eligible for saoh offices. The 
first year (1881) a few voted for sohool 
omoers, but this year only five voted for 
school commissioner in Burlington, and 
at no other place in the state did any 
woman avail herself of the privilege, 
thus indicating that Vermont women 
are not anxious for the eleotiye fran­
chise,, or,' at least, for a partial fran­
chiser As to office holding, only 15 
towns in all ohose women superintend­
ents ot sohools. The legislature also 
passed .a law enabling women' to hold 
the office of town olerk, bat only two 
townB in Franklin oonnty, and", the olty 
of Vergennes, the oldest and smallest 
city In "Vermont, have chosen women-to 
these offioes.
