J Shepard has committed suicide. Shep 
ard was a shoemaker, and came to Pots­
dam from Canada in May, 1879, seeking 
work. Mr. Jos . Dowsey gave bim em­
ployment. He continued to hold a 

••Beat-in Mr. Downey's shop till last Jan­
uary. He was a goqd workman and 
was very steady, except that quite rarely 
an upsetting spree would get oontrol cf 
him. While recovering from the effects 
of a debauch his mind trembled on the 
verge of insanity, and a cloud of melon 
choly seemed to eDcloie him, imrellirjg 
him towards self-destruction. While 
Mr, Shepard was in Potsdam he mode 
few acquaintances and' cultivated no 
friendships. Minding his own business 
with strict devotion—exoe'pt as above 
mentioned—he had saved and took 
away with bim .last 3 annary about $500. 
He left Potsdam for no reason better 
than his insatiable longing to keep mov­
ing. With a tall find unusually well built 
form, elastio step and pleasing face, 
heavy and long jet black full beard, be 
was a noticable figure dn| the street and 
"in all companies of men. Through fly­
ing rumors, and specially from an un­
signed letter from Winnipeg, pr inted 

a Toronto newspaper, the 

mercantile busir/eeson his own acooutit, 
in partnership with Daniel Fbelpp, at 
Fort- Covington, .find again at Helena, 
where he mcrried his Bret wife, Mis6 
Nancy Hunsden, Who disd in the spring 
of 1862. I n September, 1863, he mar­
ried Miss Sarah N. Gilbert, .who sur­
vives him. ' Leaving Helena, he went to 
Troy, where be found employ-ment as a 
book-keeper. Returning to Muloue, bo 
was elected county olerk ot Franklin 
oonnty as a Whig i n 1849, his(.majority 
beiDg only two. BLe was subsequently 
in the employ of Hon. Hiram Horton, 
when the latter waa local director of tbe 
O. & L. O. B B. , and continaed in tho 
railroad service, with slight -if any in­
terruption, for about twenty years. 
Dar ing t he latter years of biB service he 
was treasurer and cashier of tbe com­
pany. Pr ior to tbe war he was active 
in the militia interests, and rose to tbe 
rank of brigadier-general in the State 
Bervioe. During t he war he was pro­
vost marshal at Malone, and in thut ca­
pacity had mueb to do with the enlist 
meet of men apd the oonduot of all the 
drafts. Since he retired from railway 
service he has been engaged in trade in 
Malone. 

During t he past few. years Gen. 
Thorndike has been feeble from partial 
paralysis, and has been but little" knowL 
by the younger portion of the cothmu 
nity. Among oar older people, how­
ever, he was ever popular and esteemed. 
H e wa&.arman..oi.warm, quickimpnlsee, 
and on ardent friend^ of sterling honesty 
and of great independence. By bia as­
sociates and relatives! and by a devoted 
family, his IOSB will be,long mourned

The OgdenBbtirg Advance paye: * A 
sad case of a young man going to ruin 
is that of Willard McGurdy. . About 
1875 4ie came to this city from Depeys-
ter, and eDgaged with C. B , Hernman 
as alerk. He was with Mr. Herriman 
for a n amber of y«arB and was a steady, 
quiet and reliable yoong man. In 1879 
he inherited about 83,000 from his fath­
er's estate and opened a grocery store 
on State street jnst above Montgomery. 
HeVehe bad an*e^c"ellent"ti5de"BndT7as 
doing well. I t seems, however, he 
could not bear prosperity. Ramora 
spread that he was getting fast. He 
became intimate with several notorious 
women of. the oity, and squandered con­
siderable money on them. He com­
menced drinking and was frequently in­
toxicated. His friends dropped off and 
his trade declined. About the iBt of. 
October, I8&0, a fire was discovered in 
bis store, but was extinguished after 
considerable damage «UB d o n e . .
