I t discerned the thoughts and 
intents of his-heart. The Spirit of God 
sent it home to his consoienoe. He had 
been^an unbeliever and despiser of the 
gospel; but the eyes of his mind were 
opened. He had been a profligate; his 
sinB were set in order before him. He 
waB attack through as with a dart, when 
the folly and madness of his past life 
were revealed in the light of the gospel 
The faithful preacher unfolded the ex 
oeeding foolishness of a life of sensual 
pleasure, idleness, frivolity and tbe in­

evitable end of saoh a career. I t is 
reoorded of this young man that he be-
oame a regular attendant on the minis­
try of Dr. Bedell, a member uf his 
ohuroh, and a useful Christian.

WHAT A POOL! He went to n theatre, 

sn^ was smitten with the wanton airs of 
a woman '.with no more brains than he 
had himself, and the end thereof was 
death. If he bad. used tbe common 
senses of a human being, he would 
have known ' and felt that to go after 
spoh a person was to fling away all hop< 
of success in life, to aJieuuU'the friend-
who would otherwise be his helpexs, to 
doom himself to toil, and t-unVnug. au>) 
hardship, and certain rnin. But he wu-
void of understanding. In the mud 
n«ss and folly of youth, he gave' up ml 
nod followed her. The race wan tdmr 
and swift, and the end came in wretch 
eduess and shame.

The Dairy of the Future. 

Those who read tho dairy department 
of our agricultural journals oannot but 
notice that the tendenoy of the times is 
toward an actual revolution in dairy­
ing; and tho sooner we meet the de-
maud of tho times and accept the 
changed relations that will force them­
selves upon UB at last, the better it will 
bn; and decidedly go to our advantage. 

It needs no argument to prove that a 
conservative ou ree in the futdro will 
end in disaster, or whatJ is the same in 
principle—the preduoing and selling of 
dairy produoe below its cost of produo 

t in i i . ̂  
The western man who bus acoepted 

thoso requirements from the start, and 
never, for that matter, been in the rut, 
has the advantage; and as he will be 
grasping every_-ppportuniby to strength­
en his advantages, the time may now be 
readily discerned when he will actually 
oontrol our home markets, not only 
with a better artiale, but haying adopt­
ed a wiser course, and complied with 
the demands that are constantly chang­
ing, but which progressive dairying' 
makes ueoossary, he has cheapened his 
production so that competition becomes 
impossible. Viewed in thfe light it 
BeeniB that the most radical changes 
must take place in our dairying within 
the immediate future: 

Firat. There must be a total aband­
onment of the oombined manufacture 
of butter and cheese. Factories must 
be conducted exclusively upon one or 
the other plan, and farm batter making 
should become as rare as home cheese 
making. 

Second. That the times will demand 
that the dairy shall be bred with a view 
of supplying „these specific require­
ments of butter and cheese. That K 
for butter, the Jerseys and Alderneys 
should influenoe the herd with their 
superior bntter producing qualities; 
and if for cheese the AyrBhires or Hoi 
steinB should predominate. 

Third. That winter dairying will have 
to be adopted very largely fro.m the 
fact that its tendenoy is to equalize 
production, and hence ^not only main 
tain prioes, bnt give the farmer an iu-
o m e at a time when the usual profits of 
toe farm are very meagre. 

There is no denying the fact that 
there is a growing desire for tb.e higher 
grades of butter", and that the people 
tfre,qvu'ite williDg to pay for it at even a 
quite advanoed price; and that they do 
refuse to boy inferior and bad dairy 
butter and buy 90,000,000 pounds year­
ly of oleomargaiine is to me conclusive 
that if the cream that made this poor 
butter ooul.t have been made into gilt 
edge butter as it can by the cream gath­
ering principle, it could have been sold 
in place of the oleomargarine at 
mnnerative price. The discrimination 
made between dairy and creamery but 
ter, some, twelve cents per pound, is out; 
the dairymen oannot mucn longer af 
ford, since the same oream now'made 
into dairy -batter ooald be made intt 
orramery butter; aud upon the 90,000, 
OUO pounds whioh would supersede th-
oleomargarine, the increased inocme, 
even if only ten cents per pound, woula 
be nine million dollars, every cent ot 
which will go into the farmers' pocketa; 
ami if even the gain upon the wbol. 
product of the country -was only five oi 
itiree cents per pound, the gain wonlo 
be immen&e, running far into the mill­
ions oi dollar-*. 

The arguments that could be brought 
forward by other proport ions demana 
articles bv and uf tnemuelves. The n. 
tive cow io to. be superseded by a Wbii 
bred cow, and one that has a precedent 
of a line of bntter or cheese producer 
uehiud her. To tend -the milk of u. 
bntter cow to a cheese factory or of a 
cheese cow to a butier factory will uot 
pay in the future, nor will dairjmtn 
always remain ignorant upon the suo 
ject of food and inflnenoes upon milk 
Tne fact is that the common tun of dai­
rymen ha \e no aotual knowledge npqn 
the subject; Jaut sucoess in the future 
will demand that they phall. Whether 
the coming butter oow wili eat ensilage 
or feed upon clover and oorn and cot­
tonseed meal, is not yet settled, bnt it 
will be; and one thing will be para­
mount to all others—to obtain the great­
est result from a certain amount of 
food; for one of the most difficult thingr^ 
to determine will be the increasing of 
both quantity and quality of products, 
while actually reducing cost below even 
that of the present products; but that it 
will he secured mamly*"by"6 "breed of 
high grade cows, whoBe milking quali­
ties are established rather than acci 
dental, as id now tbe case with the na-
tive cow, there is no reasonable doubt 
• The subject of breeds for the'differ 
ent requirements uf the dairy, and win 
tor, dairying as a faotor in future 
Micci^s, may call out another chapter it 
tlicedi'or thinkB best. — COT', American

W h a t Causes Malaria. 

The researches of Prof. Klebs and 
Prof, Tommassi-Crndell, now generall) 
accepted by the medical profeBBion, es 
tahlished that malaria is doe to a speci 
fie microscopic plant which exists in the 
soil of certain distriots and floats in tb> 
atmosphere above it. This plant, wheD 

< 

"Iobilled" and abs >rbed, finds in the ha 
man body conditions favorable for Tts 
growth and reproduction, and it pros 
pera and multiplies at the expense o' 
the organism in which it dwells. The 
mode of combating it is twofold —firBt. 
to find snitable and, if possible, inex-
penmve remedies for it and prophylac 
tics against it; and second, to prevent, 
if possible, its generation and multipli­
cation in the soil itself. The conditions 
necessary for its development have been 
found to be: First, a temperature of not 
leH8than60° to 70° Fahrenheit; aeo-
ond, a moderate but not excessive de­
gree of permanent humidity, and third, 
a free supply of oxygen. " Tbe ab 
senoe of any one of these throe condi­
tions is sufficient to arrest , or render 

iimpossible the development and multi 
plications of this organism." I t is neo-
ofisary to clear oar minds from the old 
prejudice that malaria exists o&Iy, or 
evon chiefly, in marshy soil. The Oam-
pagna of Rome, BB it happens, is not 
really marshy. Prof. Tommassi-Om 
doli is of opinion that, speaking rough 
ly, two-thirds of îhe malaria strioken 
districts in-Italy aresi tnatedon heights, 
."dometimes," he says, " t h o surface of 
thoso distrusts is completely dry during 
summer; but the production of malaria 
in these goes on just the same, pro­
vided they are kept moist below the 
surface by special conditions of the shb-. 
soil, and the air can reach the moist 
strata by pores or orevices in the sur­
face. . This is preoisely the" condition of 
the greater part of the rising groundn 
in tho Oampngna of Borne." Further, 
th" direct antion of the oxygen of tbe 
air is so necessary to the development 
of tbe plant that the most pestilential
