ALBANY MATTERS. 

The Assembly, b* a practically anani-
mouB vote, derided to investigate the 
ohaiges made against Judge Westbrook 
and ex-Attorney General Ward in the 
matter of the Manhattan Elevated Rail­
road. The eoope of the original resolu­
tion was farther exterded, on Mr. 
Roosevelt's suggestion, to the receiver­
ships and all other cases whiob the com­
mittee may desire to examine. The 
subject is now in the hands of the 
Jqdioiary Committee, which is com­
posed of strong, able and respected 
members. 

The New York and Brooklyn Excise 
bill was passed by the Assembly Thurs­
day by exaotly the constitutional-major­
ity of aixty-iive votes. The fight of its' 
friends to save it gave rise to one of the 
most remarkable soen&s'tbat-has. been 
witnessed in the present Legislature. 
Speaker Patterson turned over the gavel 
tp Mr. Shanley, of KiDgs, a friend of 
the bill, who was only able to save the 
measure by the most unprecedented 
and disgraceful parliamentary Jiaotics. 
The announcement of the vote was de­
layed an hour to obtain the neoessary 
number of voteB, which was finally ac­
complished by dragging a siok mem­
ber from his bed to cast ' the sixty*fifth 
vote in favor of the. bill. To show nor 
readers how sooh things are done in the 
Legislature, we^give the following ex 
tract from an account of- the proceed­
ings: 

Sixty-five votes were needed. The 
list slowly climbed np to 60, 61, 62, 63, 
Pi, by the arrival now and then of ab­
sentees. I t was neoessary that the re­
sult of the vote should not be anuoono* 
ed until one man was secured. Dick 
Newman of Kings caught O cairman 
Shanley'a eye and got the floor, blue 
book in hand. 

"Mr . Speaker," he said with dehber 
tion. 

' /The gentleman from KingB, Mr. 
Newman," said Mr. Shanley. 

" M r . Speaker,' ' said Newman, with 
provoking Blowneas, " I would like to 
inquire how the gentleman from Ooou-
daga, Mr. Alvord, voted." 

-Mr. Shanley. with' all the dignity of 
Mr. Hoskins, directed the Clerk to in-
lorm the gentleman from Kiuga how 
tue g- ntleman from Onondagu was re­
corded. T h e Clerk read the record, and 
Mr. Newman was again duly recognized, 
rind the same formula was gone through 
in the case of other members. 

To make the delay as long as possible, 
Mr. Newman would protest that there 
was too much disturbance in the Houue, 
and Mr. Shanley would order business 
saapended uolil every member was in 
his seat. MeShra. Alvurd and Sharpi 
ltept rising to points of order, and in 
sisted that the vote mast be announced, 
but Mr. Shanley rapped them down, 
and the everlasting Newman kept on. 

At length the big doors swung open, 
"and a group of breutfnleea men rnBtied 
in with M. J . Costello, the Tom I h a m b 
Assemblyman, in tow. The exciee men 
olapped their hands for joy. They had 
waved the bill. 

'Mr. Speaker," said Diok Newman? 
glanoing around, "how is M. J .Ooat t l -
10 recorded?' ' 

" Not recorded," drawled the Clerk 
" I ask that his name be oulled," said 

Newman, and Costello voted aye, and 
the bill-was declared daly passed. 

Many of the members dodged, bnt 
the-entire delegation from St. Lawrence 
oonnty voted no. The bill has yet to 
meet the ordeal of the Senate- I t does 
away with the old three-bed clause en­
tirely. I t provides that licenses for the 
sale of Bpirituoas liquors, wines, ale, 
and beer in quantities less than five gal­
lons may be granted by the Excise 
Board on a certificate of good character 
from ten citizens, two of whom mast be 
freeholders; that the applicant shall 
give 81,000 bonds, with two Bureties in 
$2,000 each; that the fee for a license 
for selling spirituous liquors, wines, ale, 
and beer shall be $75, and for the Pale, 
of wines, ale, and beer only, S40, the 
latter claBs to give 8500 bonds, with two 
sureties in $1,000 each. The bill applies 
only to the two cities named. 

The Assembly special inetfranoe com­
mittee held another eeagion in New 
York, Friday, at which Henry R. Pier-
son testified. He said that iu 1877 he 
was appointed receiver of the North 
Amerioa, Guardian, Reserved Mutuul 
»nd New York State Life insurance 
companies. The four companies had 
bui 9,700 policies Their reports stated 
they held 32 000, and instead of 810,-
167,000 assets e found but $1,637,000. 
The report of the North America 
showed $23,000 cash, bat he only re­
ceived $4,500. He oould not say bow 
he came to b"e selected. A referee who 
occupied one year in making a report 
was paid $4,000. *> 

A lively fight >s expeoted in the As­
sembly to day over the Baker railroad 
commission bill. 

The investigation of the Albany elec­
tion frauds is progressing. Already one 
Troy reporter has been Bent np for six 
months. In one district of the fourth 
ward, where all the inspectors were 
Dfemoorats, 161 electors had sworn, np 
to Saturday night, that they voted for 
Swinburne, while the inspectors gave 
him only 107 votes in the canvass.

Impor tant Life Insurance, Bank Tax 
and Telegraph Decisions. 

WASHINGTON, April 3.—A deoiaiou 
waa rendered by the Supreme Court of 
the United States to-day in tho cano of 
the Kniokerbookor Life luauranqo Com­
pany of New York vs. Bartholomew 
Foley. This was a suit to recover the 
amount of a life insurance policy on the 
life of one Badenhop, a debtor of tho 
preaent defendant in error. Tho com­
pany act up the defence.that the polioy 
was void for the reason that the insured 
gave untruthful answers to "the ques­
tions: " Is tho party of temperate hab­
its?" and "has he always been so?" To 
prove that the answers given to these 
questions were untrne,,tho Company put 
in evidenoe to t.how that the deceased 
had delirium tremens before the tinif 
when he made application for insurance. 
ThC'Odttrt" at^fehe trial below ohargod 
the jpry that the occasional UBO of iu 
tosioatiug liquora did not make tho do 
ceased a man of intemperate habits, nor 
would an exceptional case of exct-ea ore 
ate such a oonditiou as to justify the 
application of this oharaoter to turn; 
that an attaok of delirium tremens jfoy 
sometimes follow a Bingle excessive in 
dulgence; and that if the habits of tho 
asaured in the usual ordinary and every 
day routine of his life were temperate, 
the* representation made were not un­
true within the meaning of&the policy, 
even although he might have had an 
attaok of delirium tremor a from an ex­
ceptional over * indulgence. To this 
charge the oompany took exceptio .is, 
and it is the principal assignment of 
error in the present' appeal. The view 
taken, however, by the court below, 
here BUBtaiued^ and its judgment is af­
firmed. Opinion by Juatice Field.

Thit 
oourt holds that the invalidity of a part 
of a State law does not necessarily iu 
validate it in toto. The *»ew York 
State law is in conflict upon a single 
point "with a Federal statute. As far as 
ihat point ia concerned it-ia-invalid, but 
in other respeots it must be held to be 
operative. I t does not appear that any 
shareholder for whose relief this sail is 
brought ever asked to have ,his indebt­
edness deducted from hia assessment oi 
bad any such indebtedness to be deduct 
ed. Their cases, therefore, are covered 
not by the invalid, but by the valid purl 
of the -.t.ate law.

A Sad Tale of Domestic Infelicity. 

C. J. Lansing, a Nevada lawyer, was 
acquitted last week of killing his wife. 
He told his story to the court and jury 
with such an air of sorrow ihat the 
rough crowd of miners and others were 
hushed into pitying* silence. He began 
by declaring that he had consented to 
say what he would have to aay about 
the dead only npon tbe urgent require­
ment of hisconusel, and for the sake of 
bis daughter. ' His married life since 
1864 had been wretohed in all ways. 
His wife, a powerful woman, his equal 
in strength, took to liquor. When 
drunk, she was powerful, ferocious. 
The rest of hia story is summarized aa 
follows: 

Khe repeatedly attacked him, threat 
euing to kill him, and, as be believed 
at the time, meaning to carry out hpr 
threat. She threw rooks at his head, 
poured boiling water on him, tried on 
several occasions to stab, him-with the-
carving knife, once, at least, drawjog 
blood.

1K25, and at his death had grown to be 
tbe largest dry goods concern in the 
world. The sales in hia two New York 
establishments are said to have amount 
ed to $203,000,000 in three years and 
the inoome of Mrv Stewart was the 
iargeat iu tbe mercantile world. In 
1863 bis inoome was $1,900,000; in 
1864. $4 000 000; in 1865, $1,600,000; 
io 1866 $600,000-an average of' about 
82,000,000 a year. When he was nom­
inated for Seoretary of the Treasury he 
estimated his annual inoome at $1,000,-
000. There were large branoh houses 
and factories at the principal foreign 
capitals, and numerous branches and 
manufactories in this country. Judge 
Hilton says that he is simply tired of 
business, aud that the firm do not with
