Of course, we all know tha t a general 
law reqnires-eooh- steamboat, in addition 
to other life-saving facilities, to provide 
a namber of life-boats in proportion to 
the steamer's'capacity,' These are, in 
the language of the specifications relat­
ing thereto, " to be slung on the main 
deok, kept in oonstant working order, 
ready for instant use, and the deok-
hands familiarized with the working of 
the same by weekly drills." 

The inquiring .passengers referred to 
would notice, we repeat, that on the ferry 
lines referred to,' these regulations are 
praotioally ignored. Tho boats, he 
would perceive, are slung on davits, 
stbuVby rust ; the lowering t ickle soli-
dated into frbn-rigidty by the nse of 
paint; the life-boats'themselves covered 
by an elaborately fastened canvas hood, 
and the oars fastened in a sort of rack, 
and tho whole apparatus tied, strapped 
and incumbered in a manner perplexing 
td*the most ready fingered, muoh less to

A very impartial little calculation 
would then show the astonished passen­
ger in question, that should he fall 
overboard, or jump over and then re­
pent him of the act, as moat suicides do, 
it would be at least fifteen minutes, in 
all human probability, before he conld 
be reached.
