The Cortland Normal School Case Be­
d d e d Adversely to Supt. Gilmour. 

In 1877 the koa l board at Cortland 
employed Prof. Hoose~as principal at a 
salary of $2,500 per year, and said em­
ployment was approved by,the superin­
tendent " to oontinne in loroe daring 
pleasure o! the hoard and the superin­
t e n d e n t " I n July, 1880, the superin­
tendent withdrew hie approval of the 
employment of Prof. Hooae, and direct­
ed the board to recommend eome com­
petent principal in hie plaoe. The board, 
not recognizing the authority of the 
superintendent to remove Prof. Eooee, 
without its concurrence, deolined to re-

. commend a new priiioipal. T h e super­
intendent, treating the refusal of the 
board .as an omission to --dieobarge its 
duty within the meaning of t he eighth 
section of the act as amended in 1869, 
thereupon employed Prof. Oassety as 

"Buoh prinolpaL The board refusing to 
recognize ..Brof^Gaeaety, a mandamus 
was applied for to'oompel Buoh recogni­
tion, LaBt week the Court of Appeals 
b rought in a decision adverse to the 

' Sapt . The Court holds that the super 
intendent has transgressed his powers, 
which are by no means oo-ordinate with 
those of the local* school boards. His 
supervision is general and does not de­
scend to details, of immediate manage­
ment expressly conferred by statute on 
the. local boards. To acoept the4>road 
interpretation of bis powers demanded 
by Superintendent Gilmour would be to 
reduce the looal boards to a mere nullity 
and render the tenure of teachers de­
pendent on the ine.re oaprioe of the 
superintendent or the board instead of 
on the joint aot of both. T h e office, of 
the Superintendent of Publio Instruction 

*waB designed to secure a broad and in­
telligent general direotion of the State 
sohools, uniformity in their work, and a 
powei adequate to meet unforeseen 
emergencies; it was not the intention of 
Tieffielature to Bet up a oo-ordinate and 
rival power of the Bohool boards, or to 
enaot State government over purely 
local affairs. The oourt, therefore,-re­
verse s the decision of the General 
Term, and denies (jha application for a 
mandamUB. Tbe opinion was by Judge 
Tracey, and all the judges concurred 
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Death of Darwin. 

Charles B . Darwin, the eminent 
English scientist, died on Tharsday'last, 
at the age of 73 years. At an early age 
he manifested a strong likiDg for 'scien­
tific researoh and investigation, and 
almOBt from his youth he has been a 
voluminous writer. But? the work which 
has given Mr, Darwin the widest fame 
and called forth the severest oriticism 
appeared in 1859, entitled, " T h e Origin 
of Species by Means of Natural Selec­
tion; or the Preservation of Favored 
Races in the Straggle for Life,"" I t 
was, in ^hoit, a presentation of facts 
and arguments supporting what has 
come to be known as the "evolution 
theory," or still more distinctively as 
"Darwinism." ThiB book was a bold, 
though courteous and dignified,- attaok 
upon the aooepted soriptaral belief in 
the origin of .man. The storm of con­
troversy whioh it aroused bns soaroely 
yet died away. The aothor followed up 
this work with several others, deal-
Ing with subjects logically connected 
with that of evolution, among them* 
"The Descent of Man and Selection in 
Relation to Sex," which appeared in 
1871. One of the most curious as well 
as interesting of hia boooks, was ""Vege­
table Mold and Ear thworms," a minute 
study of the habits of a much-despiued 
family of the animal kingdom, in whioh 
was given a surprising amount of infor­
mation regarding the fertilization of the 
soil and the changes wrought in its sur­
face by the operation of earthworms, 
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In the dieoussions that have followed 
ainoe "The Origin of Speoies" was pub­
lished, says a contemporary, scientific 
opinion has been mnoh broadened and 
deepened, and what was once considered 
the Boriptural or religions view of 
soienoe has been mnoh modified, until 
all the questions aroused by such a dis-
oussion can be considered without ran-
oor or bitterness. Soienoe itself has 
made vast strides in the 23 years that 
have elapsed sinoe-Barwiu startled the 
•world with his iconoclastic book,-and 
many.of the ideas which were new and 
novel then are now mere soietftffio oom-
monplaoee. The Darwinian "theory, 
while it has a prominent plaoe in the 
soientifio mind, iajgy no means generally 
and unreservedly accepted by even the 
most ardent admirers of its exponent. 
Mr. Darwin has done more than any 
man of his generation to "popularize" 
Boience in its best sense; and the world 
has no reason to fear evil results from 
knowledge such as he has spread 

broad. 
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WASHINGTON N E W S . 

The President sent the following 
nominations to the Senate last Thurs­
day: Alphonso Taft of Ohio, to be 
Envoy Extraordinary and Minister 
Plenipotentiary of the United States lo 
•Austria; Wm. t i . Dayton-of New Jersey', 
to be Minister Resident of the United 
States to the Netherlands; Nicholas 
Pish of New York, to be Minister Resi­
dent to Belgium; John M. Francis* of 
New York, to be Charge d'Affaires to 
Portugal; J. P . Wiokeraham of Penn­
sylvania, to be Charge d*Affaires to 
Denmark; Adam Badeau of New York, 
to be Consul General at Havana; Harry 
L. Slaigbt of New York, to be United 
States Consul at Presoott. Slaight is a 
Brooklyn man and an intimate friend of 
ex-Sheriff Albert Daggett. Daggett 
says the appointment was ordered by 
President Garfield the day before he 
was shot.

Editor of Courier tO Freeman: Sir— 

Perhaps your readere would like to 
a:now bow elections are influenced in 
this part of New England. .Wo-hav-e 
fallen back from the religions severity 
pf Par i tan timoe—so far, indeed, that a 
person would have to^eatcfcfminately to 
find iu all t h e land an eltotion district 
more corrupt t han oars is Baid to be. 

The eleotion of state senator, assem. 
blyman, and overseers of highways, 
occur red last week, and since that time 
the air haabeen full of mmore of exten­
sive bribery at the polls. A day or two 
afterwards, the Providence Press, a 
staunch Blaine Repubhoan paper, edited 
by Mr. 2 L . White, a former staff cor­
respondent of the 3 ' . y. Tribune, de­
clared that it was no secret that in our 
eleotion one hundred votes were pur . 
chased at prices ranging from ten to 
twenty-five dollars, and culled npon the 
legislature to investigate the matter* and 
punish the offenders. A similar call 
was made a year ago, but no aotion was 
taken, though the available evidence of 
bribery, was then as abundant as it is 
now. 

The contest was not between the two 
national parties, but-between two fac­
tions of the Republican party; and they 
were not fighting for opposing princi­
ples so mnoh as for rival men, and even 
not so muoh for men as for local leaftttre 
Bhip and the glory of victory. The 
quarrel, to a large extent was purely 
personal; and the chief 6om bat ante, as 
so often happens in politics, were not 
the candidates themselves, but their 
backers, who stood like generals behind 
their armies and from a distanoe out of 
range of thota to themselves,direoted tbe 
movements of their forces. These 
forces^ were the Tilley party and the 
Shippee party. Mr, Shippee was post­
master here, supported by nearly all 
Republicans, Mr. Tilley, by aid of a 
wirepulling postmaster of Providence, 
who afterwards was exposed as a de­
faulter (but never punished), stepped 
in to .Mr . Bhippee's shoes. Thereafter 
both Btrove for looal leadership, one on 
the vantage ground of official success, 
and the other supported by the Bympa 
thy of the people. Last year victory 
perohed on the banners of the Shippee 
faction, thus reversing the verdict of the 
year before. This faction seems to have 
slept on their arms and been taken by 
surprise at the oaoons held a little while 
before the last eleotion; for they found 
at the eleventh hour that the oaucus 
was solidly paoked against them, and 
then they tried in vain to retrieve their 
situation by calling and holding another 
oauons and setting up another ticket fur 
the state convention. The convention 
ruled-- agalns.t them, but thev repeated 
the same tactics in the battle for mem­
bers of the legislature, which resulted in 
a defeat for the Shippee side. I have 
never heard a word against the personal 
worth and character of either of the two 
candidates for state senator, one a bank 
cashier, the other a merchant; but both 
the candidates for the Assembly bear an 
unsavory reputation among their oppo­
nents,"' and create ~ many queries and 
doubta among their friends. 

Thus the lines were drawn on the 
morning of eleotion day. In the"a"b-
eenoe of principles and questions of 
policy,and in the presence of rumors and 
facte, there is probably no sensible man 
in the town who doubts that the most 
money carried the day. 

The Methodist minister, standing in 
the eleotion hall, saw a- man approach 
another who stood at the minister's 
elbow and heard him offer twenty dol­
lars for the man*s vote. The minister 
soon aeked the man what the other said 
to him, and ,he replied that he offered 
him twenty dollars for his v o t e The 
minister heard the offer and asked 
merely for confirmation. An Irishman, 
who was working at the Academy, left 
hia work for half an hour, and on hi 
return exhibited a ten dollar bill, which 
he said he acquired by going down 
town.. -3*he"xnbrning-after- election,--an 
Irishwoman who came to work in the 
Academy laundry, made no secret of the 
fact that many Irish voters of her ac­
quaintance received twenty five dollars 
apieoe for their votes. Three preachers 
are said to have received money for vot­
ing. Two of them are colored brethren,, 
t h e r e is one preacher in this town, of 
whom it is reported that he never votes 
unless he gets at least five dollars for it. 
A story has been printed in the local 
paper here of an ancient -fisherman who 
was induoed to v«te early for a dollar, 
and when he found that others were re­
ceiving twenty dollars he returned to 
the paying teller of the gang and wrath-
fully demanded nineteen dollars, but 
succeeded in obtaining only jeers and 
laughter. Some shrewd traders man­
aged to get twenty-five dollars from 
eaoh side. Two dayB before the eleotion 
was the oaucus. After the adjoarment 
of the caucus the present writer started 
to go home; bjnt, hearing loud talk in 
the deputy sheriff's offioe, Btopped on 
the sidewalk by the window long enough 
to hear the well known voice of a loafing 
political negro, who openly boosted on 
the street that he bought the negro 
-votes last year for five dollars apiece, 
saying to a orowd of darkies iu the 
offioe, " I will give you more for your 
votes than any other man." One of the 
patriotic oitizens oried out, "That ' s 
what we're after," and the boss con­
tinued, "If the other eide oflers yon ten 
dollars for your votes, I will give you 
eleven." ThiB noble sentiment was re­
ceived with; murmurs of applause. Alas, 
the vanity of sohemeBl At the polls 
while that boss was gdne for an absent 
negro, another dark politician invaded 
his herd aDd led fifteen of the sable., 
patriots to vote the other tioket. The 
total African vote here is ,only about 
twenty? so it is clear that the swarthy 
bosB was fairly beaten at his own game. 
But honors are easy. 

A writer from the town of Richmond' 
sayB in the Press that the Bame thiug 
was done in that plaoe, though prices 
were lower, ranging from three to 
ten dollars. Other towns, especially 
Warwiok and North Kingston, are 
notorious for the same t&ingT" Bnt our 
senators are jealous of the good name 
of Rhode Island, and when a more effi­
cient law against bribery was recently 
passed b y t h e House of Representatives, 
it was stoutly opposed in the Senate and 
rejeoted, because it WOB a slander upon 
the incorruptible voters of our st&tel 

The debasing effect of suoh gross cor­
ruption Is very clear. What a villain­
ous education it is for our young men 
when they see pne third of the voters 
ahamelesBly pnrohased-— not by the 
ignorant and worthless men who handle 

"the money for the lowest voters, but by 
prominent, weH*dVfi8sed, ohiAoh-going, 
•high-toned* inflfQSnJiftloUizenk

tioe is not plain. Our stafute is strin­
gent against it, providing for heavy 
fines and imprisonment for the vote-
buyer and perpetual disfranchisement 
for the voto seller. B u t the law will not 
exeoute itself; and when the two fac­
tions are equally guilty, a n d s o many 
are anxious to preserve the goose that 
lays the golden egg, tbe necessary zeal 
and the all essential testimony are hard 
to find. An evil that has prevailed for 
a generation will not die in a day—at 
leaBt, it will not oommit suicide, but 
perhaps some spasm of indignant virtue 
in the legislature may destroy this deep 
corruption, or it may be felt to perish 
grudually when a higher standard of 
morals shall be set in the fluid of poli­
tics.

Shall the Canals be Free? 

The most important subject to be pre­
sented to the electors of the State of 
New York at the next eleotion is the res­
olution passed by the last and present 
Legislatures in relation to the oanals. 

No reasons are advanoed why this 
ohange should be made, so fat as I am 
aware, except that the city of New York 
may receive the produce of this and 
tbe western states at a less expense; and 
that the produots of tbe western states 
will be Bent down the Mississippi unless 
the small toll now collected on the oanal 
is removed, and that the city of New, 
York will thus lose a share of its oom-

.meroe. If the constitution shall be 
amended as proposed the oanal must be 
run by the tax-payers of the State at an 
annual expense of nearly two millions 
of dollars. The portion St. Lawrence 
county will be compelled to pay of this 
will be about ten thousand dollars, not 
for one year o'nly, but for all time to 
come, so long as our constitution shall 
remain unohanged. The oanals have 
now oost the State nearlv forty millions 
more than they have yarned—an aver­
age of about eight hundred thousand 
dollars for eaoh county &t the State. 
About nine millions of this amount"arc~ 
yet unpaid, but must be paid with inter-, 
est by tbe tax-payers. 

LaBt year the tolls on western_bound 
freight were removed, and we are in­
formed by the Governor in his., annual 
message; that there was a reduction of 

.western bound freight through the 
canals daring the year of over one hun­
dred and fifty tons, which Bhowp that it 
is not the' tolls that have caused the loe£ 
of business on the oanals. The tollB 
have beer reduced from three cents to 
less than one cent per bathel since 1873. 
aad yet the eaDals are not able to com 
pete with the railroads, or keep up their 
peroen(age of freight. For years low 
toll* have been tbe cry and the result 
has been a regular decrease of tonnage 
and less tolls in the treasury. TheS ta t e 
is traversed aloDg and past the line of 
tbe canals with railroads that reaoh inter 
every part of the west, taking the pro­
duce from the farmers' and manufactur­
ers ' doors as it were, and once on board 
the oars it will go. through in bulk to 
the seaboard. 

I t is not necessary tha t the oanale be 
kept up in order tha t New York city 
may retain or command its Bhare of the 
western trade. I t IB railroads that have 
forced low tolls upon the State. Dur­
ing the current year over five million 
barrels of flour reaohed the city of New 
York by railroad and only one hundred 
and ten thousand barrels by canal. The 
same,,ratio is carried of grain, out meats, 
merchandise, &o. I t seems to me non-
cease to olaim that a toll of less than a 
cent a bushel on grain, as now oollected, 
will drive thecommerce from New York. 
A'large proportion of the oanals of the 
State-have been abandoned, and the re­
mainder most be or be .kept up by a di­
rect tax. For about fifty years St. Law-
renoe county haar been paying taxes to 
this canal, to make and maintain a mar­
ket of low prices for produce in theoity 
of New York, thus reducing tbe prioeof 
every article raised by the farmers of 
this county. The oanal does, not fix 
rates on traffic. The rates are fixed by 
tbe railroads running east and west, 
thirteen of .which cross the Mississippi 
river. If a majority of the voters ol 
this State vote to amend the constitu­
tion as proposed, t hus giviDg us a free 
canal, the next proposition will be to 
enlarge it so that barges may pass 
through to Chicago. A special commit­
tee of our last Senate took testimony in 
relation to the expense of a free canal. 
All who testified before that oommittee 
agreed that if they were made free they 
most be widened and deepened. Engi­
neers estimated that the necessary exoa-
vating wonld rdst over one million of 
dollars, and to lengthen tbe looks from 
ten to fifteen millions, and that it would 
take about two millions annually to 
maintain the free" canal. If these esti 
mates should prove as erroneous as 
those of the new Capitol building, 
whioh was estimated to odst fotfir mil-* 
lion, has now oost ibirteen and is esti-
mated will require seven millions more, 
tbe expense would be appalling. I t will 
require at least fifty or sixty millions to 
properly enlarge the canals, with a year-
I ; direct tax of two millions for all time. 

I t wonld, iu my opinion, be good pol­
icy for the State to give its canal", with 
proper conditions, to the general gov 
ernment, if it will take them. If oot, 
then abandon them* as we have the old 
stage coaches which have become, use­
less.- Any route that has to be bolster­
ed np by a direot tax upon the people 
oannot long survive. The Senator of 
this district and Members of Assembly 
from this county voted against this res­
olution, and Hon. Worth Chamberlain 
made an lible speech ir> opposition to i t 
We hope the county papers wiU.disouss 
this matter so that each voter may be 
well posted before oar eleotion.

T H E L U M B E R BUSINESS O F T H E 
R A C K E T . 

A PHOSPEBOU8 YEAK ANTICIPATED. 

The financial storm whioh swept over 
this country from 1872 to 1878-9, was 
disastrous to nearly everjb branch of 
manufacturing, aud to none more than 
the lumber interest. Builolug of all 
kinds wus at a oompleto standstill and 
the market for, lumber was extremely 
limited. The reverses, suffered b y t h e 
lumbermen of this seotion are matters 
of local history and well known to our 
readers. But with the general revival 
of trade and business all over the coun­
try the lumber interest has.hud new lif«.-
put into it and the past two yoars have 
been prosperous ones for lumber mauo 
faoturers. The lumber business of the 
Racket has been totally reorganized, un­
til, at this date, it IB in stronger handb 
than at any former period in its history. 
Not only are the mills better equipped 
with the latest machinery and methods 
for tjje rapid and eoonomioal production 
of lumbar than ever before, but the new 
hands into whioh the mills have drifted 
are financially stronger and- better able 
to carry on the lumber business—a 
business that oan only be conducted to 
the best advantage with large means 
and systematic work.r For the past two 
or thiee yeara the manufacture of lum­
ber on this river has yielded a fair profit 
and the indications are that this year's 
operations will be equally remunerative; 
As the people of this section are greatly 
interested in this, the leading manu­
facturing., industry of St . Lawrence 
county, we give herewith the probable 
oat of the several mills on tbe Backet 
this season, based on the moBt accurate 
information obtainable. Of oourse these 
estimates presuppose an average flow Of 
water on the Raoket and no unusual 
drawbacks land accidents at the mills. 

T h e N o r w o o d L u m b e r Co-

—rT-hisicompany is composed of Law-
renoe Brainard and E. P. Oolton. Mr. 
Brainard resides at St. .Albans, V t M r 
Oolton formerly resided at Iraeburgh 
and was once Lieutenant-Governor of 
Vermont. H e now lives in Norwotd 
and gives hiB personal supervision to 
the large bnBiness of the company. Tbe 
concern is a wealthy one and tbe mag­
nitude of its operations is best eh'own in 
the following statement: 

The Norwood "Lumber Co. put afloat 
tn the Raqaette Rivor over 13 000 000 
feet of logs during the past winter. 
Their lumbering waa principally done 
by contract, Elbridge Young pts^a'&da(-
*over four million*, B F. & D. L. Fl int 
over one million, F . F . F.int one and one 
half millions, Horace Brown nearly one 
million, L . .Robinson about the same, 
Hepburn and SpearB - over one million, 
and"E. E. Berkley three and one half 
millions. The company have about 
six million"feet left over from last year 's 
stook. 

Should t h e ' season of 1882 prove 
favorable, the capacity of their miHe 
will enable them to oot their ent i re 
stock. Their mills at Norwaod Btarted 
np on the 11th of April, the mill a t 
Yaleville will start about the first of 
May. They employ during the season 
from one to two hundred and fifty men 
in mills, yards, and on booms. 

They manufacture shingles, box-
shooks, and botter-tnbB, in connection 
with lumber.. Daring the -year ending
