Teaching Geography. 

GENERAL SUGGESTIONS TQ TEAOHERS, 

1. In teaohing geography the teaobj-
er'a oonetant aim should be to invest the 
subject with human interest. The 
earth should be treated as the abode of 
man, and all its features aud pheno­
mena should be presented in their bear­
ings upon the varieties of the human 
race, the different stages of sooial pro* 
gresa, the various oooapatione of oivil* 
ized beings, ana the commerce of the 
world, ThiH snbjeot can be more 
strongly insisted upon as the pupil 
advances into the higher grades„but -it 
should be borne in mind in the*- begin­
ning of the course as well. While an 
'accurate knowledge of the^eo^ssary 
details mnst be insisted upon, great 
care should be taken to avoid making 
the lessons mere exeroises in tnemoriz 
ing names; and this can be best avoided 
by showing how all the arrangements of 
the , earth's snrface stand related to 
man's activities, and how perfect is the 
adaptation of human beings with their 
varying characteristics, to the geograph­
ical conditions in which they are found. 

2. Too unuoh emphasis cannot be 
•given to the importance of making use 
of the geographical environment in ex­
plaining technical terms to young pu-

•pHe. In the lessons on physical geog­
raphy in the lowest grade," the" same 
course should be pursued. Begin al­
ways with what is near and oommbn— 
with facta whioh can be ascertained by 
observation and experiment, and pro­
ceed thenoe^step by step, to what is 
remote and unknown. Never require a 
definition of what lies be> ond the pupil 's 
experience till this has been done. By 
faithfully following this method of in­
struction, not only will tho interest of 
pupils be stimulated into wiiole^ome 
aotivity, but c o n e d ' h a b i t s of studying 
nature will be formed, and the knowl­
edge aoquired will be of positive and 
tasting value, 

3. Strive by all the resources at yonr 
command to enable the pupils to realize 
in their minds the aspeot of nature i/i 
foreign lands. The recital of simple 
facts will not suffice for this purpose, 
i'he Imagination muBt be oulled into 
action. Comparisons mast be made, 
descriptions given, illustrations used, 
which will enable' the pupils to form 
mental piotures of the scenery, the flora 
and fauna, the men with their institu­
tions, customs and occupations, which 
oelong to countries differing in these 
particulars from our own surroundings. 
To secure this end the praotioe of read 
tog to the olaasea suitable selections 
from instrnotive books is strongly re­
commended. Make free use of incidents 
of travel-or adventure and of matters of 
historio or romantio interest, in connec­
tion with the lessons in descriptive 
geography. The oaution mnst be re­
peated not to allow thib kind of work to 
supersede the necessity on the pupil 's 
part of acquiring an accurate knowledge 
of the details prescribed in the syllabus; 
but a judicious use of the means indi­
cated will be found by the teacher to b -
a help rather than a hindrance to lUv 

4. Do not neglect the map drawing. 
Every pupil.should have frequent prac­
tice in the rapid execution of bold out­
lines on the board, Blute and paper. 
Each division, aud the cooDtries for 
which map>drawing is required m the 
syUabuB, should oe studied by the 
pupils, with ohaik or pencil in bund, tiii 
a fair sketch can be produced IU a few 
annates. The chief difficulty thu teach 
cr will have to aeul with is the reluc-

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Teaching the News of the Day. 

The best way is%tft..disoo88 tbe^newB 
of the day with the pupils the first half 
hour of the morning. The words, 
"The Ne.we^-m'Sy be drawn on the 
blackboard i n large, letters, and% imme­
diately below, the head lines similar to 
those employed by daily papers in giv­
ing the points of the most important 
news, and then each head-line is taken 
np by the school, and a general inter­
change of viewB takes place between the 
teaober and pupils. An editor may be 
selected by the sohool every month, 
whose duty it is to examine the p a p e r s , 
and to write down on the blackboard, 
before school hours, the points for dis­
cussion, and if the editor exhibits capa­
city for the work intrusted to bim, he 
will be often re-eleoted to his high posi­
tion. Of course the disonssion does 
not take in news of every description, 
bat only of the most interesting charac­
ter. ' I t includes the proceedings of 
Congress, foreign news, local news, etc., 
etc. 

This exerotse will be regarded" as part 
of the sohool work, and entered; into by 
every pupil with the greatest possible 
interest; manj of" them will purchase a 
paper every morniiig and study its en­
tire contents, justaa they do a grammar, 
a geography, or an anthmetic. By this 
means every scholar le,ajfes the impor-' 
tant news of the day, and is enabled to 
understand the various great questions 
whioh agitate the public mind.

Ingeraoll vs. Talmage. 

We make the following extracts from 
Col. IngerBoll's reply to Talmage as re­
ported in the New York papers: 

H e began by saying that it was only 
a few years ago when the pulpit was 
almost supreme. The palace stood in 
the shadow of the cathedral Men 
were not allowed to have any opinions 
upon their government, nor any opin­
ions about whore they came from nor 
where they were going to. The kings 
did the governing, .the prieats did the 
thinking. If men had forever obeyed 
the priests we should all have been idi­
ots to-night. They would have chang­
ed the eagle of human reason into tbe 
blind bat of faith. What has tbe obnrob 
produced? Whnt hoe it ever invented? 
The ohoroh has been a perpetual beg­
gar; but,"thahks to the efforts of Vol 
taire, of Paine; of Hume and all free 
men, that beggar is no longer on horse­
back, and it gives me joy to state that 
even the walking iff not very good. 

There was a time when the priest was 
the only educated man in the village; 
bat^l jy . and by he waB surrounded by 
rivals and the people began to see that 
he was not quite sure of wbat he was 
preaohing. Then the r r ies t grew envi­
ous, and waB grateful for a famine or a 
pestilence that would bring men in tbeir 
despair back to him once more. To day 
men of brains, of red blood, have left 
the pulpit; not all, baf the few who re 
main are the nearest to inndels of any 
who preaoh. Where does the average 
preacher come from? A young man 
without constitution enough to be 
wicked, without health enough to enjoy 
the good things of this world, naturally 
fixes his eyes on the next. People Bay 
he woald make a good minister. H e it 
educated, as they call it, and comes out 
a shepherd. What is to be expected of 
young men who are educated in thu-
way? They are the intellectual shredb 
and patches of the world—mental ravel-
lings—Balvage. They have the impu­
dence to say that they have been, called 
to tbe ministry ; that Almighty Qod 
looked all over the world to find each 
one of their' number and say, ' 'Now, 
there's a man that I want ." Shakes­
peare waB not called; yet he has don« 
more for this world than have all the 
preachers that ever lived in it. 

Aa to Dr. Talmage, although some oi 
bis brethren claimed that he had more 
gesticulation than grnoe, and was a kmc 
of pious pantaloon, Col. Ingersoll said 
he was satisfied "that^-suon a preacher 
mnst be honest, because if he were not 
honest his intellectual pr ide would pre­
vent his saying many things that he 
does suy. Although Mr. Talmage was 
honest, Mr. Ingersoll thought, his mind 
must be carious, to enable him to argue 
that the prayers of 50,000.000 people 
that Garfield might live were answered 
favorably when Garfield died. A man 
capable of reasoning like that could 
reaeon anything, even that at the day 
of resarreotion'millions of bonea will go 
flying through the air seeking for their 
fellows. Aa to Dr. Talmage's charge 
that he was the champion blasphemer 
of tbe world', the speaker said that bias 
pbemy was in a great measure .a geo 
graphical question, and it depended 
very much upon where a man WSB whex, 
he said a thing, whether it was blas­
phemy. ID some places it was blu*-
pbemy to Bay Christ was the Son ol 
God; iu faot, almost everything bail 
been blasphemous at some time iu sorci 
place. He believed it was blasphemoa r 

to claim, as he said the Bible does, that 
tbe Almighty favored wars of extermiu 
ation, slayery, and polygamy. He said 
there could be no blasphemy in refusing 
to believe the Bible, while noue i* 
cluimed for dibbeliving in the law of 
gravitation or the multiplication tabl. . 
For himself, he was willing to admit 
that he did not know where he w.i-
gniLg to, but he pro.oHtd to blicb bj 
tbe ebip, and go to the happy lum! il 
t h e i -h ip w e n t t h e r e , a n d t o t r y HOI

could. 

Wi th reference to tbe rebuke whicl 
be bad received from Dr. Talmage li i 
dtolaring that the Bible taid GWi ere 
uted the world out ofybothiog, he Trtia -
leuged the Doctor to show that the 
Bible claimed that God made the woild 
out of anything but nothing. He U -
litved that any man could lift as much 
nothing as God eooid. As to Dr, Tal 
mage'e olaima that God'made the woil 
out of omnipotence, he said it woola 
have been aa Bensiblo if Talmage hao 
said God made the world out of hi*-
seuse Of justice. Yet such argomentb 
were advanced by a dootor of divinicy ! 
For himaelf, be diii not believe that 
the universe was created by a person 
ality that wanted men to dip their fin 
gera in holy water o A o hire somebody 
to eat wafers. His belief waa, **All 
that is is all the God there i s . " 

Col. Ingersoll renewed bis atttaok ou 
tbe Mosaic account of the oreation, and 
rang the changes on the suggestion 
made by Dr. Talmage that "each of tbe 
six days meant a good while." He rid-
ionled Dr. Talmage's theory that there 
might have been light before the enn 
was created, produced by crystallized 
rocks, alkali, a metallic base, and the 
aurora borealis. Ha thought it would 
be hard farming with tha t kind of 
light, and that it would be foand to be 
a queer ouoamber oountry.
