The many qceationa pa t to me con-
cerniDg the above oastom,. peoaliar to 
the Chinese, lead me to suppose that 
some information opoa the eobjeot 
would not be aonqoeptabla The fol-
lawJDg a r e . Borne of -tbe qaeetionB pro-
poanded. 

"Do, ihey pat va iron shoe on the 
child when a babe?" *'Are both feet 
bound?" "Can they walk at all?" 
"Are the men's feet bound?" "Is it 
oolj the higher elaes that bind the feet?' 
' ' Is it a universal eastern?" "What is 
the origin of the oastom?'* 

I will endeavor to reply to theee 
qaeMions as briefly as possible. Iroo 
shoes are neither nsed nor known in 
China, T h e method is simply to use a 
strong mnslln bandage, I have never 
heard of t he bindings being pnt on a 
ohild under four years of age, and 1-
think they of tener wait nnt i l she in two 
or three years older. I n -one school 
that I had all the girls- were in the Sr&t 
j ear of binding. The youngest waa six 
vears old and the eldest eight. Oi 
course, t he rater the binding is began 
the greater"the paiD. T h e bandage of 
mugJin rjaaailj iB.three o r foor feet long.; 

They comnaOTCe at the midddle of its 
length, P«Wiig ..it onder the toes and. 
crossing t h e two halves over the topi 
palUog each part tightly, and eo on 
over and under nntil the foot is covered 
very t ight ly. Ae the bandage approach­
es the heel, a fold is thrown aroand it, 
with a poll forward toward the toea, to 
shorten the foot. This palling forward 
of the heel in time forces the instep ap 
in a most painful and ngly manner, and 
jast here they ofttn tiud the greatest 
trouble in this oruel custom, for the 
pressare is sometimes eo great upon the i 
instep that the ekin bursts, i D tin m [na­
tion and operation sets in, and the 
ohild may die . I have heard of bat lew 
fatal oases, however, though there 
might be many and we not know of 
litem, 

The first year the foot is simply ban­
daged t igh t ly , ' to suppress the growth. 
The seoond* year all the email toes are 
folded down abder the foot, leaving 
only the larger toes in their natural 
position. T h e pulling of the heel for-'' 
ward and forcing the instep u p has 
made -a l i t t le hollow under the foot, 
where the poor folded down toes find a 
place. I a m told that the tight ban-
dageiug s tops the growth of the nail*, 
eo that they do not give trouble. The 
same sort of bandage is used, and the 
binding done as iu the firbt year, only 
this time with added torlnre, from the 
annataral position of the toes. This 
process of binding ia kept up for years, 
from eighty t o eleven, and even longer 
in some cases, before the greatly de- ; 
sired tiay shoe worn at Fabohau and ; 
farther soa th oan be pat oo. This shoe 
measnres from 2T to 3 inohes'in length, 

.puiiljft. bj*b_e^_j5£e^ 
cannot wear it. Of oourse, all this ban­
daging js accompanied with the greatest 
'pain. I . have many times seen these 
little victims of custom kicking and 
boreaming while the mother or some one 
else was binding up the poor little feet. 
And yet BO strong is the admiration for 
soon feet and so great the respect for 
those who have them that little girls 
often ask t o have their feet boand, and 
bravely try to suppress t he cry of pain; 
bat the larger number are not of Bnob 
heroic spirit, and rebel vigorously un­
der the torture, sometimes going aside 
and slyly loosening the bandages for s 
little relief to the tortured feet, only to 
be punished and to have the bandages 
again tightened. As t he process goes 
on the muscles shrink away, the bones 
are bent or broken, and finally the foot 
looks like nothing human, btit is an an- I 
sightly bacoh of bones, covered with a 
dry ; yellow-locking skinfcwith juBt cir­
culation enough to preserve life. There • 
wonld seem to be real destruction of 
masole. from the fact that the feet be­
come very offensive dar ing a par t oi the 
time. Fieqnent bathing in hot water is 
resorted to, and, if the skin breaks and 
sores appear, ' oertain remedies are need. 
A medical friend of mine bad an elab­
orate eoroll presented to him by the 
father of a girl whose nloerated feet he 
had cured. Tho inscription on the scroll 
eulogized him as1 a great and skillful * 
phyeioian. "When the feet have been 
reduced to the desired size and the ban­
dages need no longer be nsed to lessen 
the feet, thoy mustBtill always be worn 
to give s trength and firmness'to the 
crushed feet. I examined carefully one 
pair of such feet (I could never bring 

^oovere '. They are generally loth to do 
this, for they kn w v. ;ry wolt that the 
feet are most'unsightly. ' 'Very willing' 
and proud are they to exhibit them en­
cased in^-the exquisitely embroidered 
tiny fjatm thoe, but do not like to re­
move the oovt-ring and show the hideous 
deformity within. T h e woman whose 
feet I sdw told me thut hers were boand 
eleven years before they became "dead 
feet"—that it caaaed to pain her; bat 
tliat even yet, if the stood long, walked 
much, or her feet became heated, or she 
wore new shoes, they often gave her 
much pain. The little toes weru press­
ed into the hollow under the foot, the 
heel was lengthened considerably, and 
she passed the large toe and heel toward 
each other under the foot, so that they 
touched. My heart was sick as I looked 
a t this ruin o l God's handiwork, and 
thought of the thousands end a ring that ' 
tor ture a t that moment. These are the5 

real lady feet, the "golden lilies" of 
S j a t h China, and greatly do they won-. 
der at oar full-grown feet. When 
traveling1 to oar distant mission sta­
tions,* where foreign ladies are rarely 
seen, men have accidently, on purpose, 
pushed m y ' dress aside, to catch a 
gUmpee of my feet; and oht how did I 
fall in their estimation when they found 
them unboond. Then they have pa t 
tbe question: ' H a v e you any real ladies 
in the Flowery Flog Kingdom?" (U. 
ii.) But so great is their regard for 
education that I could always eilence 
them and secure their respect by answer­
ing: "No. We have no bound footed 
women; hut we oan all read and write." 
But not all bind their feet to. the extent 
of the Fuhcbaa, and Sonthern women. 
Localities differ, and .even ot Foochow 
we have every size between the f&ll-
grown, unbound feet of the field-woman, 
servant, and concubine, down to the 
two and-one-half inch foot of the rich 
shut-up lady. I have never known of 
this smallest size being found north of 
Shanghai. I t seems that in North 
China ail respectable women mast have 
bandaged feet, and, as two or three-inch 
ftet could not go into the fields, on the 
"highways and streets, in the work of the 
laboring class, the result is that there is 
more of a retarding of the growth than 
a crashing of the feet m the North, 
while many do not even lesserHhe,Jee?| 
at all, only bandaging when they go 
out and removing the bapdages when at 
home; ,bat- at Fuhohan we have a re­
spectable large-footed working class, 
which gives fall opportunity for the 
ladies to have the genuine '-lilies." and 
the admiration for them is unbounded. 
The incredulity I have met in other 
countries, as well as this, over xhe little 
ajage X have shown as having been worn 
'IjyAmel, am well acquainted with r e -
mtods me ol what Bishop Kiogaley said, 
^ j & T o l l r ' gneet in China.- Hedged 
104 to get for him all t he siaei of worn-
snfa shoes, I bought all but the small-
eat size, and those I engaged a. boand-
tboted woman to make, just such in size 
and quality as she made for herself. 
The Bishop received ail the shoas very 
quietly until I gave Taim the thre-inoh 
pair, t he toes filled with paper for a half 
inch, ae the feet only required two and 
one half inohes. Looking at them, he 
exclaimed: "You dot 't menu to say that 
uuy 'woman can wear these?" '-Yes," I 
replied, " the woman who made them 
otoi wear them and does wear such 
daily." Handing them'back to me, he 
baid; "There is no use in my taking 
them home and Bhowmg them as real , 
suoes. Peoplt may believe that the 
others can be worn; ba t I am sure they 
will tell me to my face that I am lying 
if I say chut women wear such shoes." 
"Wel i , " I said, "these are tho genuine 
articles, and I'll help you all I can. I'll 
Bend them back to the woman, and ask 
her to wear them a day or two; and then 
you shall have them, wrinkled and 
soiled, as additional proof of their gen­
uineness." I was much amused at tbe 
honesty of a little girl a t a reoent meet­
ing. Taking the shoe in her hand, she 
exclaimed: "1 don't believe a word'you 
Bay about it! Why, my doll can't wear 
this shoel" And, borrowing the shoe, 
to show to apme of her schoolmates, she 
returned it to me, with the cool assur­
ance that "not one of the girls believed 
it, either.". Many a full grown man and 
woman have waited to say just -the 
same, but have been restrained .by 
courtesy. Oae gentleman, however, 
did say' the same in tffedt, when, hold 

did a most expressive tone : "Madam, 
you ever.see a second shoe like that?" 
Whioh,.being freely translated, meant:; 
."Madam, do you-take me for a consum­
mate idiot and suppose that I believe a 
word that you say ?" And j e t all tbat I 
say and more than I can describe of tor-
tare in this oastom is only too true. 

B a t somcqaestione yet remain unan­
swered. Both feet are always boand. 
Men never have boand feet. The OOB-
tom is not limited to the higher and 
wealthier olasses. A day-laborer, any 
one oan bind his daughter 's feet, if he 
can afford it. While all the higher and 
wealthier olasses (save th j 'Tartars)' have 
boand feet, the poorest may have the 
same. If the father can afford to have 
a daughter who oannot work in the 
field, go to the hills or - mountain for. 
fuel, oairy the vegetables to market, or 
work as a servant, then he will bind^her 
feet and expect £b marry her into a 
higher OISBS; and BO i t happens some­
times that two sisters may be found in 

^he'same houBe, the one with bound and 
the other with unbound feet. Ton may 
find the wife with the tiny feet and the 
concubine (for there is cononbinage in*I 
Ohina) with large feet. This leads me 
to one of the causes why this cruel cus­
tom has euob a hold upon the people, 
and to one of our greatest obstacles in 
overooming i t With the bound goes 
tbe elegant dress. The re is no aping of 
the mistress by the 'maid in Ohina. The 
oustoms that govern 'dress' are almost as 
anohangeable as the Medo-PersisTn laws. 
The woman with nobonnd feet may 
weoroonly common dyed mrjBlin—blue, 
black, or dark purple. Only one day in 
her life (her wedding-day) may she put 
dh the coveted scarlet a k i r t No'r i lk»or 

sometimes plaited skirt, large shoes, 
often prettily embroidered.no atookingfl; 
silver Lair, ear, and arm-jewelry, though 
sometimes gold is seen—this ia the 
usual dress of the woman with unbound 
feet. vHer lady sister of tbe tiny feet, 
on the oontrary, may have no end of 
lovely tinted eiik and garments, with 
borderinga of exquisite embroidery, and 
in the Winter lined with costly fur. Her 
hair is pat ap in the style peoaliar to 
her class in that locality, and which her 
maid may under no oirouma'anoes imi 
tate. The mos$ costly 'ornaments of 
gold and precious stones may adorn^ 
huir, ears, wrists, and fingers, for it is 
not raze to see the fingers covered with 
golden uheaths. The feet are encased-
in the delicately embroidered shoe, and 
the elegantly ornamented fall pants are 
so long'that yott oan juBt;jdee the small 
feet peeping out from them. A full-
dressed Chinese lady is something to see. 
I said the large-footed woman mast not 
imitate the dress of her lady sister; but 
a]tie! in China, as in every other coun­
try, there is a third olass—that wretohed 
class (in heathen lands more sinned 
against than sinning) who, having un­
bound feet, still wear the gay, elegant 
dress. And so we have the two diffi 
oulties. The /great attraction to the 
small feet is the rich dress, and when we 
reason against the custom they ore 
quick to answer: " I f we have unbound 
feet, we are still not of the field-woman 
class; • And how can we wear their 
dreabf And, if we pa t on the dress of 
oar class, and yet have unbound feet, 
you know the evil olass in w.ioh we 
will be ranked." These are real diffi­
culties, and serious in some localities. 

Bound-footed women walk far better' 
than any one would have thought pos­
sible. I doubt whether we oould stand 
even a moment in sueh shoes; but the 
training begins early with them. Few 
of these women go out, exoept in sedan-
chairs. They generally remain olose in 
the women's apartments and go about 
there with cane in hand, or balancing 
themselves with their arms, catching at 
this or that to steady them; or, if 
wealthy, with maid servant to lean 
upon. When they go to visit a friend, 
or to the temple to worship, the sedan-
chair is brought into -the court of the 
women's apartments, the lady steps in, 
it is closed ap tightly, so that ino one 
oan Bee her, and she is carried right in* 
to the court of her friend's apartment's, 
or the temple, where she will make her 
offerings. Sad, indeed, is i t when pov­
erty comes and forces sueh disabled 
ones into the street. One of the sad­
dest sights I have witneesed is that of 
aged women, reduced in circumstances 

,and widowed and obildletw, compelled 
to earn a support-for themselves, trying 

i to steady their steps by a cane, hob-
blitfiT tfiegogh ffie'',.c^^de^^;n^row 
streets on their crippled f e e t Chinese 
women are, as a ra le , X think, smaller j 
than American and European women; 
bat some of them rrxh to flesh fearfully, 
and I have had my sympathies not a I 
little Btirred for those weighing 140,150, 
and in one case 175 pounds, balancing 
themselves on thei r miniature feet. If 
my readers want to know the gait snob 
women have, let them try walking on 
their heels, and they will come near it; 
but they will have to practice long to 
get the graceful hobble. 

Is J h e oastom universal? I t is, in 
that it is found from Pekin to Qanton; 
in fact, in every part of the empire. 
Here and there a village will be found 
where nearly all the women have un­
bound feet, the men being farmers and 
puor, and BO wanting the help of their 
daughters in t he field. Then, again, 
we will oome upon a city, like that of 
Kooheng; where all have the small feet. 
I t would be impossible to give the pro­
portion of large and small'footed wo­
men. A Chinese gentlemen told me he 
thought they were very'nearly equally 
divided at Fuhohao, a city of 600,000 
people and a million including the sub­
urbs. I t 18 frequently asked whether 
the custom is not yielding before the 
advance of1 civilization? I can only 
answer No. Naught but Christianity 
touches it; but the merciful, reasonable 
teachings of Christ are having a destroy­
ing influence t ipon this oruel oastom, 
Missionaries teaoh the converts that it is 
cruel and einfal, and must be given up, 
at any cos t Most missions discipline" 
and expel any members who violate the 
law in thiB respect. So i t has oome to 

|j)asUihAt-]wre^and_tbfire.th/.Qugfiout_the. 
empire are little bands of Christians 
whose daughters are growing up with 
unbound feet They are, indeed, a 
"peoaliar people" for Christ 's sake, and 
if any of my readers imagine that Bnoh 
are bearing a l ight oross in this one 
thing alone, they have failed to take in 
all it means of self-sacrifice, "ridicule, 
and trial. There are some wrongs that 
oan never be mended, and so it happens 
that we have not a few women of crip. 
pled feet members of the Charon, Some 
pf them are wives of pastors. They 
were oonverfed after the crushing, and 
the poor feet cannot be regenerated 
bat we hope to see the end of it in the 
second generation of Christians. 

One more question requires consider­
ation. "What was,, tbe origin of the' 
pastom?" Many explanations are given 
as to the 'manner of introducing snoh a 
oraelty thjttUgJwnJ-^SEicli a great nation^ 

ing place on earth. Those who own 
private gardens' bury their dead,, and 
those of their friends therein. Those 
who have no gardens or plots of gtoand 
lay the bodies of the dead in rough 
boxes on the aurfaoe of open fields. 
The Chinese regard the souls of their 
ancestry as liaks in the length of a great 
chain, whioh they sav onables them to 
reaoh up to the supreme source of life 
and Bnler of the universe. This is the 
reason why fheee remarkably keen, 
quick-witted people will not tolerate the 
const ruction of a railroad in their coun­
try. They declare that t be locomotive 
and rattling trains would certainly vio­
late the sacred charm influence in their'1 

Behalf, by causing th.e abrupt sacred 
flight of their ancestry-' Who are-eVeY 
ho/vering arAond and over them. 

They have no banks in Ohina, and no 
ooin 0j value exoept our silver and that 
of Mexico. They have no lawyers, ba t 
they have a perfeot, rigidly enforced 
system of law and order. The prinof-
pals alohe oan plead their eases. The 
first social rank in China can only be 
attained by literary merit . All China­
men read and write, because edaoatkm 
is compulsory. Every man in Ohina Is 
free to compete for a literary degree, 
and laat year 107,000 candidates for this 
honor were entered at Canton for exam­
ination. 

Those of this large number who pass 
muster here are free again to advance 
to the higher national grade competi­
t ion at Pekin, annually he ld there, and 
when they pass this ordeal they be­
come Mandarins and live in high estate 
a t the public expense. No military 
man is permitted to aspire to these Hte-
rary honors in China. Th i s annual se­
lection from the whole Chinese people 
of its rulers who' repreaen.t.its best 
thought and mental power, has probab­
ly been the greatest and most potent 
factor of their remarkable vitality and 
preservation as a nation, bat at the 
same time it increases the wonder, that 
they Bhoald have stood sti l l on the av­
enue of human progress for thousands 
of years.
