E a l p h Waldo Emerson. 

Another eminent man of letters hae 
quickly followed Longfellow and Dar 
Win to the grave. Kalph Waldo Emer­
son died at Concord, Mass., on- the 
evening of the 27th of April. The end 
came as peaoefully as tbe close of a 
summer's day. Before life had entirely 
gone there was, in tbe early evening, a 
last rally of bis intelleo*. He knew 
those abont him, and spoke gently to 
one or two, but said nothing to indi­
cate that h e knew death was near. The 
light of reason soon went out and the 
dying man Bank into a stupor from 
whioh there was no awakening. He 
then sank into a deeper sleep, and the 
watchers hardly knew when death 
oame. Mr. Emerson was born in Bos-

, ton May 25, 1803, and was graduated 
at Harvard College in 1821.

ALBANY MATXKBS. 

The Legislature has passed* a bill re­
lating to criminal procedure changing 
the law so that on tbe trial of capittff 
oflfences of crimes involving a liability 
to imprisonment for life, the- right to 
,mako the closing argument to tbe jury, 
immediately before the Judge's charge, 
shall bolong to the counsel for the de 
fendant, Instead of to the prosecution, 
as heretofore. 

Bopt. Gilmour h"as caused to be in­
troduced in both houses a bill to give 
him the powers in relation to normal 
schools which nearly everybody sup­
posed he possessed previous to the re 
cent decision of the Court of Appeals. 
The present statutes are certainly defi­
cient in not providing for a final arbiter 
in disputed questions. Whether this 
power should rest in the Supt. or not is 
a matter for oar Bolone to determine. 

By law the new criminal code was to 
have gone into effect on Monday last. 
But on Friday the Legislature passed a 
bill whioh the Governor immediately 
signed postponing its operation to Deo. 
1st, 1882. The reasons arc, to enable 
amendments to be made and to give 
lawyers and judges more time to per­
fect themselves in tbe new law. Among 
other things it waa claimed that the 
new code wiped oat nearly all the ex­
isting excise legislajtiott^espeoiolly os- i t 
relates to penalties for violations of law. 

The bill to incorporate the New York 
& Canada Bridge Company, and au­
thorizing it to build a bridge aorosBthe 
St. Lawrenoe, passed the Senate o n 
Wednesday, 

Mr, Haggerty's bill requires every 
person selling skimmed milk to mark 
on the oan iu letters an inch long, 
"Skimmed Milk," and in ease any milk 
is sold outside of the county in whioh 
it is produced, the cans shall be marked, 
with the county whenoe it comes, i&ny 
violation of the act shall be a misde­
meanor. 

Senator Covert's bill plaoes tbe Nor­
mal sohools at Brook port, Buffalo, Cort­
land, Predonia, Geneseo, Oswego and 
Potsdam nnder tbe supervision of the 
8tate, and the bill farther* provides_.that.

The excuses of the 
offenders, wben arraigned at the bar, 
were no less varied and ingenious than 
the-penalties that were imposed upon 
them by vote of the House. Mr. Baines, 
of Ontario, t he defender of the Elmira 
Reformatory, was sentenoed to that in-
atitntion and ordered to be paddled. 
Mr. Roosevelt, of New York, the oppo­
nent of the polioe ealary increase, was 
ordered on the foroe at a salary of 8800 
and to carry a sunflower. Mr. Erwin, 
of St. Lawrence^ was banished to Shot-
bag Island, Gov. Alvord's fishing ren­
dezvous. Gov. Alvord moved as an 
amendment that Mr. Erwin be laebed 
to a raft and left to' float down the 
Racket into the St, Lawrenoe river. 
Other members were fined as high as 
650, and every other imaginable penalty 
was proposed. For Mr. Erastus Brooks, 
who has the reputation of beiDg some­
what old-maidish, it was proposed that 
he be placed for the remainder of his 
life in a home for indigent old ladies in 
New Xork city.

The Tide of Immigrat ion. 

The tide of immigration to this coun­
try is ossoming ei ormous proportions, 
and there can be little doubt that tbe 
total number of arrivals this year will 
reaoh a round million at least Not 
only are they oomiog in at this port in 
unusually large number*, but they are 
poaring in at all other ports. At Phila­
delphia, Baltimore and other chief poets 
of entry the arrivals are^more numerous' 
than lost year. The Western railways 
are blocked with two tides, one coming 
down the St. Lawrence from Canada," 
and the other from tbe Atlantic ports, 
and both heading for the unsettled re­
gions of the-great Northwest and Mani 
toba. At Fortland reoently one Bteamer 
brought in 1,000 immigrants boand for 
Manitoba, and 6,000 more are expected 
to follow them through the same gate­
way. Nearly all the oomers aro well-to-
do, sturdy people, who have always 
worked for a living and always expeot 
to. Many of them have a snug little 
sum of money with them. An English 
farmer ohsUge'd British gold into Amer­
ican money amounting to over $5,800 at 
the money .office in Castle Garden re­
oently. Still there are people who 
think this country so small that it oan-
not-find room -for a few thousand Chi­
nese.— .tf.

A way has been found of renewing 
without the aid of OongreaiTlhe'exist­
ence of national banks ' wben their 
original terms expire. The* First Na­
tional Bank of Chioago, for example, 
has just decided, by a two-thirds vote 
of its atockholders;:to"go into voluntary 
liquidation, and a new bank with the 
same, name has been organized to bny 
its assets • and carry on its business, 
though' some of the old stockholder* 
have been left out and others substitu­
ted. Tbe retiring stockholders will, of 
oourse, be paid in cash, tbe value of 
their shares. Tbe liquidation of tbe 
old bank being voluntary, it has six 
months under the law in which to with 
draw its notes,,and may do it insnam 
of $9,000 at a time, so that no appreci­
able contraction of the ourrenoy need 
result Similar aotion has been taken 
by the Second National. Bank of Cin-
oinnati, and it h a s ' the approval of the 
Attorney General -.and of the Comp­
troller of tbe Currency, 

I t is stated that Senator Ben Hill 's 
family despair of his permanent im 
provement I t is reported that his 
physician told him that the most be can 
ptomise'is that he oan live six months.

A -message from the President to

I t was an impressive scene in the 
Souse, on Thursday, when Mr. Lynch 
was permitted to speak in his own be 
half. He was dressed in a well fitting 
black suit, Prinoe Albert ooat buttoned 
closely around him, a white standing 
collar, and block scarf completing hia 
outfit, Wben he arose to address the 
House he waB gree*te'd with hearty ap­
plause -from the Republican side, and 
was listened ,to with marked attention 
by both parties. The speaker's well 
modulated voice waa audible in every 
part of the chamber, and his aotions 
were marked with tbe grace and ease ol 
the praotioed orator. H e did not, as 
had been expected by the Democrats, 
rave and rant about the bloody shirt*, 
and terrorism, but his discourse tbro'-
out was favorably commented upon for 
its temperate tone. Mr. Lynch endeav 
ored to show that there was not snoh a 
feeling of antipathy in the Sonth tow 
ard the colored race as the Bourbon 
leaders would have the people believe, 
except on the question of politics. Not 
only colored bat white men, he said, 
were persecuted for their devotion to 
tbe Republican party and its princi 
pies, for Southern Bourbons would not 
tolerate honest opinions upon j olitical 
questionsAopposed to theirs, no matter 
what name tbe opposition assumed or 
of what elements, ijl was composed. 
They might be Greenbaokers, Inde­
pendents, iteadjosterfl or Republican*, 
bat the 'fact that they opposed the 
Bourbon Democracy made them, from 
a Bonrb't>n standpoint, enemies of the 
Sonth. I t was generally agreed that a 
batter effort had not been made on tbe 
floor of the House for many yeara, and 
that a dear case had been made out 
against tissue ballots and ballot box 
stuffing. Over an hour was consumed 
by the address, but no one seemed to 
tire of hearing the eloquent colored 
representative, and when he concluded 
he waa snrrounded by a throng of ad­
mirers, who warmly congratulated him 
for the manner in whioh he had con­
ducted bis side of the case. Obalmers 
was unseated, Saturday, and the plaoe 
given to'Lynch, by a vote of 124 to 71.

Amount of Public Land Given Away. 

The amount of public .land given to 
railroad corporations by Congress is 
Bometbing bordering on the fabulous. 
I t aggregates 127,688'1221 acres. This 
is a territory so immense that we can 
only comprehend it by comparison. I t 
is more than the States of Maine, New 
Hampshire, Vermont, Rhode Island, 
Connecticut, Massachusetts( New Xork, 
New Jersey, Delaware, Maryland, and 
Pennsylvania. I t is larger in territory 
than the kingdoms of Great Britain^ and 
Ireland, Groece, Belgium, .Netherlands, 
Denmark, and the Republic of Switzer­
land, combined, wbioh sustain a popu­
lation of more than fifty" millions.

v Notwithstanding that floods, frosts 
and a baok ward Bpring have all worked 
to the injury of the crops this year, .the 
general condition, with few exceptions 
promises an abundant harvest through­
out the country. The New Xork Times_ 
has obtained TniBfwbrtby information 
from 120 different- places, covering over 
1,500 centres of agricultural work in 37 
states and 4 territories, whioh it has 
oarefolly arranged and pabiiebed iu its 
issue of April 27th. I t is a very inter-
eating aud valuable exhibit and reflects 
great credit qn tbe enterprising man­
agement pf tbe limes. The deductions 
made from the mass of information re­
ceived are as follows: 

The small grains, despite bad Spring 
weather^ promise well. Winter wheat 
will give an increased yield in nearly 
every State" except Indiana, 0_hio_ and 
New Xork. The last named only will 
produce much less than tbe average. 
Spring wheat is muoh more flattering 
iu its promise. I n ' tbe great grain 
States west of the Mississippi the in 
orease is especially marked, in some 
cases as muoh as 50 per cent. I n some 
of tbe old grain Stutes, other grains are 
replacing wheat—barley, outs and rye 
especially. In all these a large increase 
•in aoreage is reported and promise a 
large crop. Insects and rust are re 
ported in some plaoes, bnt only in 
Tennessee is muoh alarm felt. Corn 
shows a very large increase in nearly 
every State where it is cultivated at all. 
In the North it shares to some extent 
in the cb'splaceme t of Winter vrheat, 
and in tbe Sonth it iu replacing cotton 
to some extent Emigration and the 
pushing of railroad construction are 
prominent factors in the increase of the 
grain fields. 

Cotton is expected to give at least an 
average orop. Tbe area devoted to it 
is muoh smaller, floods, a partial aban­
donment of the " a l l cotton" system, 
and the inabilijy of planters to obtain 
-uffioient supplies work together to this 
result. The free use of fertilizers, how 
ever, is expected to keep the yield up 
to tbe average. T h e planters through­
out the South have been muoh ham­
pered, also, by tbe diffioalty in obtain­
ing laborers. The sugar cane orop is 
lookin'g splendidly, except in a few 
oases, in some of the flooded districts, 
where it has been killed. The cultiva­
tion of rice is receiving more attention, 
•»Dd probablv the average orop will be 
secured. Tobaooo aoes not show muob 
change; an increased acreage will be 
planted in some of the Middle and 
Northern States. Hay and grass crops 
bave been muoh injured throughout 
the country, and generally a light yield 
iB expected. The high price of pota­
toes has led farmers to devote an in­
creased acreage to that vegetable this 
year. Tbe fruit cropB have been the 
ohief sufferers." Frosts have aboat des 
troyed peaohes and small fruit in Vir­
ginias Maryland and Dejaware, and the 
Hudson Valley. Other fruits will give 
an average yield except perhaps cher 
riep. The dairy interests in the North 
aDd East are receiving more attention, 
and. with fruit raising, replacing tbe 
•ultivation of grain, Tbe great cattle 

crowing interests of the West are most 
flourishing, ibe mild Winter- on the, 
plains having been favorable. 

•^From the summary by States we 
quote as follows: 

Neic Fori .—Winter wheat will show 
a Bbort orop. More oats and about the 
name barley have been planted. Dairy 
industry is extending. Hops have been 
injured 10 per cent. Tbe Hudson Val­
ley peach crop is a failore; other fruits, 
exeppt cherries, promise well. 

Illinois.^Winter wbeat has not been 
damaged as mocb as was feared, and 
tbe average yield is promised.' A large 
corn orop is promised. An increased 
acreage in rye and oata is under cultiva­
tion. ' 

Iowa.— Tbe wheat yield will be about 
tbe average, but thie crop is giving way 
to oorn", oats, barley, flax and hay, 
which promise large returns. Cattle 
and hog raising are attracting muoh 
attention. 

Kansas.— The outlook for all grairjB 
baa never been better. The aoreage of 
Winter and Spring wbeat, corn and rye 
has increased from 30 to 100 per cen t 
Sbeep raising is a_growing interest. 

Minnesota.— L i rge oropB are expected 
wiih an increased aoreage of 15 per 
cen t in wheat and 5 per cent, each in 
corn and amber cane. 
• Vermont — Wmu-r wheat and rye have 

been botuewbai injured. Reports indi 
cate an increase of crop aoreage of 
abnnt 25 per cent. The grass crop is 
in fine condition. Tbe make of butter 
will be large the present season. The 
maple BUgar Be»Bon has been an nnfor-
tanate one. Usually about 10,000 000 
poondB have.been produced; the fallmg 
off this year is about 25 percent. Farm 
help is scarce and high.

,, enforced, and which commission should 
be non-partisan in character. 

Fouith —Free canals and a liberal 
p jlicy toward our^ other water ways, 
whiob during the season of navigation 
are potent in preventing •..exorbitant 
cbarRea by the mlroadiC 

.FiYcA-Probibhion against free passes 
and more efficient laws against t h e 
crime of bribery and for the protection 
of tbe parity of the ballot and securing 
fall power to the people over nomina­
tions at tbe primary elections. 

Sixth— The publio service in all i t s 
departments founded wholly upon 
honesty and capability. 

Seventh - E q u a l rights and equal taxa­
tion for all, aud every citizen and cor­
poration, association or company shall 
have full protection of the laws and bear . 
a full and equal share o M h e burthens 
of tbe government 

Eighth —Free and nnsabsidieed press. 
This bulwark of free institutions must 
be maintained in its purity. T h e jour­
nals which may have been purchased by 
the monopolists must be distrusted, and 
those which are not thos subsidized 
must be sustained by tbe people.

There is a difference of opin­
ion among dairymen as to the relative 
prcfits of working the milk at home 
and Bending it to tbe factories.
