. ,The facta abont the sadden death of 
Frank Palmer of Hopkinton on tbe 
afternoon of tbe 26tb, are given to ne 
by a correspondent as follows': Frank 
Palmer waa over -sixty years of age and 
had^ been a widower for some year a. 
Last fall the wife of bia deceased eon 
died, leaving, of the family only Elmer 
Palmer, tfhis grandobild, bnd hims If. 
Mr. Palmer^had at times nsê 3 stryeh-
nine to kill foxes and he had two* bottles 
containing it in a small wooden trnnk 
in his bed room. A few weeks ago 
Willis D o ad, a yoang man from Biok-
nelville. began work for the deceased. 
Yoang Doud had a sister working for a 
Mr. Biggs living near, who was only 
thirteen years of age, but large of her 
age, and young Palmer had become 
within three weeks much attached to 
the young Doud girl and had already 
offered her a ring as an engagement 
ring.' Last fall Frank Palmer married 
a widow lady and on the eventful. 25th 
day of April the family consisted of 
Frank Palmer and wife, Elmer Palmer 
the grandson, who was about seventeen 
years of age, and yoang Doad Oa the 
day of bis death Mr. Palmer and wife 
left in the forenoon to make a call some­
where, takiog the horse and carriage. 
On their return at 4 p. m., they fonnd 
the father of young Doad waiting to 
procare some seed wheat. After going 
into the hoase Mr. Palmer offered Mr. 
Doad, senior, his ram bottle, whioh be 
frequently UBed, from which he had 
drank before leaviDg heme that morn­
ing. Mr. Doud took the bottle and 
taking a "small swallow of the rnm, 
asked why it was so bitter.. Mr. Palmer 
suggeated that there bad been cherry 
bark us the bottle, p o o d then took 
another swallow and banded the bottle 
to Palmer. He took one good swallow ; 
and then remarked that some one had 
been putting something into it. He 
went to the door and inquired of Elmer 
who was working at the woodpile if he 
had been putting anytt log Into his rnm 
bottle, E'mer denied that he bad done 
so and Mr Palmer said, "some one 
has." -, ""Palmer and Mr. Doud then 
went io ths barn to pnt np the wheat. 
When abont 2} bushels had been pot in 
the bags Palmer began to stagger and 
cried oat to Doad that he was poisoned 
and was dying* that poison was pat in 
that hqoor. Hastening to the barn 
door Palmer called oat to the boys. 
(Doad and Elmer Palmer) who we-e at 
the.woodpile. He expired after aboat 
fifteen minutes after reaching the hoase. 
While at tbe hoase Mr. Palmer again 
declared that strychnine was in the ram 
and that he ahonld not live. Elmer 
took down the bottle and as if to prove 
that he did not believe there was poison 
in it, took a swallow of it, against the 
protest of Mr. Palmer. Elmer then 
went to Nioholville for Dr. Mathews 
after first calling for Dr. Flood. Dr. 
Mathews first reaohed the house and 
found Mr. Doad under tbe infiaenoe of 
strychnine, and Mr. Palmer was dead. 
While he was being treated Elmer was 
taken with oonvnlsiona. Dr. Flood soon 
arrived and antidotes were .freely ad­
ministered and both have recovered. 

Coroner W. O. Smith of Brasher 
Fallat Bummoned a jury and the in­
quest was began on Wednesday and 
concluded Friday evening. Dibt. At­
torney Lang 'examined the witnesses 
principally. By his direction the per­
sons suspected were kept from convers­
ing with each other until eaoh had been 
thoroughly examined.- H e - t h e n ar­
ranged. t[0„bave them pnt together in a 
room where they -supposed they were 
alone. Suspecting their conversation 
would let in much hghtrnpon how Frank 
Palmer came to his death, Mr, Laog 
procured two men to be packed away 
under a bed ia the room to which they 
were afterward sent. ~The''experiment 
proved to be a sneoess and very im­
portant testimonv was elicited. 

The verdict of the ooroner'a jury was 
that the deceased oame to his death 
from strychnine administered to him by 
Elmer Palmar and Willis Doud, - by 
piaoing it in a bottle1 containing rum; 
tbat it was plaoed there to effect the 
doath of the deceased, and that by 
means of the same they did kill and 
murder him. Coroner Smith imme­
diately issued a warrant and Elmer Pal 
mer and Willis Doud were arrested 
charged with the awful orime of willful 
murder. The district attorney, antioi 
pating the verdict, had sent for a magis­
trate and shortly after tbe verdict tbe 
defendants were in the hands of the law 
aud committed to the hands "of two 
officers to be conveyed to the county 
jul and on Saturday they were lodged 
with the sheriff In Canton/ 

CoronerJimjth made the examination

Funeral eerviots were held on the 27tb 
and were largely attended. Mr. Pal-
mer'B last wife was the widow Barzee, to 
whom he was married some six weeks 
ago. 

If the formal trial for murder which 
tbe boys wilJ soon have to undergo m^a 
ooart of jastice shall substantiate the 
current belief as to their guilt, it will 
reveal an emotionless, cold-blooded de­
pravity rarely met with in the annals of 
crime. There seems to have been no 
adequate motive for the commission of 
so—.horrible and annataral a orime, 
There is no evidenoe as we have heard 
tbat the grandfather and grandson had 
quarreled or were on bad terms witb 
eaoh other. The fact that the former 
had by will left his property mostly to 
the latter, and had made an ante-naptial 
agreement with the last wife that she 
shoold only be provided for till her 
death, showed amicable and friendly re­
lations between grandfather and grand-
eon. It is stated thatf l fr . Palmer op 
posed the marriage of his grandson, a 
boy of 17, with Miss Doad, a miss of 
13, and that therein may ^possibly be 
fouod the motive for the crime. The 
old^man was to be put ont of the way, 
young Palmer was to come into posses­
sion of the property and marry tbe 
girl, the Dood boy was to make his 
borne with them, and all were to live in 
olover—this is believed by some to have 
been the eobeme. Bat that boys of 
their ages, with ordinary understand­
ing and sane minds should have con­
ceived and carried out such a ghastly 
and unnatural plot seems almost racred* 
ible. Tbe boys passed through this 
village on Saturday, on their, way to 
Canton, in the custody of officers. 
Their denfHmor did not show any ade­
quate appreciation of the terrible crime 
tbat had been committed or its possible 
effect opon themselves. Their trial 
will doubtless be held at tbe next term 
of court, which convenes at Oanton the 
third Monday in May, Judge Iundon 
presiding.
