They seem to know by in­
stinct, and take the measure of, a new 
teuoher as'soon as sbe enters the school 
room, and if t h e ; see any assumption 
of dignity, or wuut of genuineness in 
her manner or speeoh, they are quick to 
dieoern it and tuke advantagc.of it. 
Probably kind worth, spoken in the 
ritfht spirit, are as potent as anything 
in winning the esteem and affection of 
the young. Few teaobers know or re­
alize their true vuioe. Young hearts 
are often yearning for enoouragiug 
words. They havu their little tiiuls 
and anxieties, thtir diilieulties and per 
plexities, and feel a keen sense of 
pleasure when their teacher, in a pleas­
ant voioe, oheers them on. in-their daily 
tasks, and hi ts from their minds the 
little loads of core whioh borden them. 
Of one thing every teaoher may be oer-
tain: that scolding and chronic fault 
rinding will not win the hearts of the 
young. Hooldiug turns a sohool room 
mto a pandemonium, and distills gull 
instead of sweetness into the work of 
the teaoher. Efery teaoher of young 
pupils fehoald pac herself under bonds I 
to be good natnrad. We well know I 
that the pbysioal conditions and mate- i 
rial Enrionridjbga often ext-rt a power | 
ful influence and-have a strong tenrit-n- ; 
oy to dibtarb the tqaanimity and txid 
perate the feelings of- ihe teacher. All 
of these things most be overcome, the 
nerves must not be unttruDg, the spirit 
must be controlled and kept in a f-tate 
of peace, if we would, as tc-achers, hit 
the burdens from tue hearts of oar euil 
d r en . Patient persistency in the use of 
kindness and gentle t-peech is nn ele­
ment of power in the teacher. Ye.-! 
young teacher, you may be t'roi, bat 
you must also be very kind if yoo 
would send rays of sunshine toto youug 
hearts and win -their lasting afX- utloo 
and esteem. One has truly said, "Kind 
words are more than gems from Go!
