SOUTHAMPTON, Eng., April 13, '82. 
We left Portsmouth for the Isle of 

Wight at 2 p. m., April 11th, and bad 
time enough after arriving at Shaaklin 
(whioh is on the soath-east o o u t of the 
island) to take a walk about the town 
and see some of its wonders, The dis. 
tanpes here* ate as hard for me to form 
any oorreot idea, ol as American; dis­
tances are for BngliBh people. They 
all seem seem so mnoh shorter than I 
had imagined them from the maps. 
Bight or ten hoars is considered » ve'rj' 
long joarney here. We walkej .|hro|Jjil^ 
deep ravine in Shaaklin where/.Uaift, 
banks are from one hundred ttfijiftiatj^ *
