Englishmen at Feed. 

Rev. Lyman Abbott, of the Christian 
Union, writing-from London, says: 

Dinner in the best society id rarely 
before seven, and often not till eight or 
even nine. London oaf toms have orept 
into the country. I sat down to a fam­
ily dinner last week with only myself, 
my host and hostess at the table—so 
that it was quite unceremonious—a 
eight o'olook; and this was in the conn* 
try! Dinner is a more elaborate meal 
than with us. Even in a very busy 
household, where both husband and 
wife are fall of engagements—quite as 
fall, I think,, as any American I know— 
the dinner was a leisurely affair, lasting 
for nearly an hour and a half. 

To say that the eervioe ia far better 
than with us is utterly inadequate. The 
service is always good; the servants al­
ways not merely well-trai-ed, But, ap­
parently liking their work, and proud 
to do it well; and this is eqaally true 
whether the service is rendered by two 
butlers and a page or by a single maid. 
The current American soperstition that 

|the English drink nothing bnt tea. ie, so 
far as my observation goes, utterly 
without foundation. I never Baw but 

_one honse at which there was not both 
tea and coffee on the breakfast table; 
but the English coffee is rarely as good 
as American coffee, and American tea is 
rarely as good as English tea. 

Hoars for meak in England are vari­
ous. I was somewhat startled a day or 

„two ago at being invited to call on a 
member of Parliament directly after 
breakfast, when "about half-past eleven" 
was added by way of definiteness. Gen­
erally, however, meal hoars may be 
divided into two classes. The meals of 
''society" and of business men in the 
great cities are, perhaps, breakfast at 9 
or after, lunch at 1 or 2, .and dinner at 
7, or 8, or 9; the meals of the workers, 
except in London and perhaps a few 
other centres, are breakfast at 8 to 9, 
dinner at 1 or 2, tea at 6 and supper at 
10 or after. What I mean by workers is 
indicated by the facts that these last are 
the hours of the students at the great 
schools and universities, and generally, 
1 think, of the ministers. 

The Bapper, a peculiarly English in 
stitution, is a particularly enjoyable 
meaL The labors of the day are all 
over; the door-bell has ceased itB clan­
gor for the day; the ohildren are in bed; 
the work of all kinds is done; the hus­
band has put by his books or his corres­
pondence, the housewife her Bewing; 
and we sit down to a quiet, restful, so-
oial meal- The supper differs in differ­
ent households, of course; but 1B always 
a hearty meat. Cold meat, with gener­
ally some hot dish as well, for a firBt 
course, pastry for a second, with the 
bread and cheese whioh is always an ac­
companiment of every English meal 
except breakfast, a*hd ale, beer, wine or, 
if it be a temperance -household, zoe-
done, ginger ale, mineral water, or per­
haps cocoa or chocolate,

\t IB said that Oscar Wilde was high-"* 
ly amused by the following interview , 
written by Bill Nye in the Laramie • 
Boomerang: 

We went down to the overland tram 
Thursday evening to see the great ros*^ 
thete. We picked him oat without any"1 

trouble, and tackled him for a quiet 
ittle talk all by ourselves. 

Mr. Wilde is very tall, with a face 
like a broadax. We told him that our -
name was Nye, the great Wyoming e s ­
thete. He smiled like a rolling pin 
and shook hands. 

He wore a soft hat and a kind of 
steel colored velvet sack coat He also 
wore his hands in his pockets clear up 
to his elbow joints. He wears a kind 
of Byron collar and a necktie the color 
of a diseased liver. His pants were^of-
a gray material and held in placetyith 
pale pink gum suspenders. These 
were shown as he stooped over, bis coat 
being out just below the shoulder 
blades. His shoulder blades are high 
and intellectual. 

He wears his hair long, with hay and 
litter mementoes from the sleeping oar 
in it. His faoe is thin, and when bur­
ied in a piece of pie, must be a ghastly 
s ight 

Mr. Wilde's teeth are evidently his 
own. Nobody could make teeth like 
them and escape the vigilance eoinmift-
tee. They are broad and prominent, 
with a-tendenoy to go out and look for* 
air. He does not seem strong, bnt hie 
breath proves this impression to beer 
roneous.- Mr. Wilde wore a silk hand 
kerchief the color of the lUastraboiLS 
found in the public documents describ­
ing the cattle plague. 

He spoke of various topics with a 
seductive drawl, wiggling his limber. 
angle worm legs aa he spoke and pos 
ing like a giraffe with the ooho, for the 
benefit of the ladles who stood near 
He wipes his nose in a languid, yet 
soulful way, and makes you wish he 
would do so again.

He is jast as fall of s a a l i s h e 
can be, and walks and breathes and 
exists like a two year o l d s k e e r i n * 
cabbage grove. He smiles every Httte 
while like a oollioky baby in its sleep, 
and Bighs and places himself in •iain 
esqae positions, as though something-
had given away in his apparel and he 
was trying to keep his ethereal panta­
loons on till people looked tbe other 
way.
