It was then sued in supreme court and 
tried before o jury at February term be 
fore Judge Toppun, Tbe jury failed to 
agree, there being eleven for plaintiff

tion is for loss of cows by plaintiff, killed

Taesday, May 16th. 
The plff, rested in the oase of Ayres 

against the railroad company at 10 a, m. 
The evidence at this trial is wholly rela 
tive to the fenoe through whiob plaint­
iff 'B cattle got on to the traok, where 
killed by the oars. The witnesses on 
part of Mrs. Ayres say the fenoe waa 
very poor, while the theory of the rail­
road company is that any fence is euf-
ficieot for their purpose.
