Cleaning Horaes by Steam. 

A machine which cleans horses by 
steam is in use in horse railroad stables 
m N e w York city, A description of the 
maohine says: " .I ts standard rate is 
100 horses in 10 hoars, but yesterday,it 
oleojied 122 between 7:30 o'clock a. m. 
.and 5:40 o'oloak p m., with ftn boor's 
intermission for dinner. To test it, 
extra speed was pot on, and one horse 
was aotaally oleaned in one minute and 
fifteen seconds, and more thoroughly 
than by the ordinary process. The 
horse is led under a bar, from which 
depend on each side of him arms with 
universal joints. Turning on the arms 
are brushes a foot in circumference. 
These are revolved by steam through 
the arms and cross bar at an ordinary 
rate of 800 revolutions a minute, winch 
can' be increased to 1,000. A man on 
each side takes hold of the arm close to 
the bruBh and applies the brubh to the 
horse. The steam that whirls the 
brush makes a noise a good deal like 
the hissing of a hostler. The universal 
joints allow the arms and brushes to be 
moved in any direction. Beginning at 
the head, the men move the brush 
along the sides, back and belly, and 
down the legs of the horse to the feet. 
A olond of drjat arises in the air, and in 
two minutes the horse looks like a dif 
fereut areatvre. The horses were a 
little nervous at first, but after a few 
seconds all appeared to be pleased with 
the operation.

In a reoent scientific paper, Sir John 
Lubbock says: " Like the sand of the 
sea, the stars of heaven have ever been 
osed as effective symbols of number,

W« now 
know that our earth is but a fraction id 
one out of a t least 76,000,000 worlds. 
Bat this is not all. In addition .to the 
luminous heavenly bodies, we cannot 
doubt that there are countless others, 
invisible to us from their great distance, 
smaller size, or feebler light; indeed, 
we know that there are many dark bod­
ies which bow emit no light, or com­
paratively little. Thus, in the case oi 
Prooyon, the existence of an iLvisible 
body is proved "by the movement oi the 
visible star. Again I may refer to the 
:dtion8 phenomena presented by Algol, 

-rrbTjght star in the head of Medusa. 
Thio star shines without change for two 
days and thirteen hours; then, in thret/ 
hours and a half, dwindles from a ttur 
of the second to one of the fourth mag­
nitude; and then, in another three and 

half hours, reassames its origins: 
brilliancy. These changes seem ' Cer­
tainly to indicate the presence of an 
opuque body which interprets at regu­
lar intervals part of the light emitted by 
Algol. Thus the floor of Heaven is not 
only ' thick inlaid with patines 01 
bright gold,' but studded also with ex 
tinot stare—once probably a's'brilliant 
as onr own sun, but now dead cold, at* 
Belniholtz tells as that our son itself 
will be, some seventeen millions of 
years hence."
