Pre t ty Story of a Faithful Woman's 
Consecration, 

At the close of the eighteenth century 
a farmer's daughter left ber home m 
Yorkshire, England, to go as a servant 
in a farm *hooee. She had to fill tbe 
place at once of kitchen maid, house 
maid, milk maid lind oook. She milked 
six cows morning and evening, besides 
all else, and when she found leisure 
beyond these services she occupied her­
self in Bpinning wooL Bat with all 
that was lowly, and unpromising in this 
young woman's life Bhe had genuine 
piety. She had been brought up with 
the Bible as her guide, and with the 
pure and noble ideas which belong to 
Christian education. I n the course of 
tithe she was engaged to marry a young 
weaver o l Halifax, •wboeo name waff 
J o h n Croraley. They married a t length 
and settled down to a life of honest in­
dustry. Croseley' waa frugal and3 thrifty. 
He got on well, laid by his earnings, 
and at length was able to rent tt wool 
mill and dwelling house. When the 
couple were abont entering their new 
quarters a holy purpose of consecration 
took possession of his young wife. On 
the day of entering the house she rose 
at 4 o'olook in tbe morning and went 
into the door yard. There, in the early 
twilight, before entering the house, Bhe 
knelt on the ground and gave her life 
anew to God, She vowed most sdlemn-
iy in these words: " I f the Lord does 
bless me at' this ''place, the poor shall 
have a share of it." 

That grftnd act of consecration was 
the germ of a life of marvelous nobili­
ty. I t was the law of this home for 
many years, while sons were born and 
grew ap ander its ennobling influence, 
John Orossley died leaving a comforta­
ble property and a good name, The 
widow lived on to old age, and would 
never oonsent "to remove from her first 
home to a better one. The sons car­
ried on their father's business, educa 
ted and controlled by tbe spirit of the 
mother's early vow. One of the young­
est sons become a bardneT and a mem­
ber of parliament for West Biding. In 
mature life ;he said, " I t is to this vow, 
made and kept with so much fidelity, 
that I attribute the grfttt succesa of my 
father in business. My mother was 
always looking how she could best 
keep her vow." " . 

The OrossleyB^grew rich and great. 
The sone—of the Kitchen maid became 
owners of mills whiah covered acres of 
ground. These structures rose, story 
above story, in solid masses. The work 
people were increased to the number of 
4,000 and 5,000. Th&good old mother 
became alarmed, and said that snoh 
large operations were dangerous, and 
that a crash would come. The aona 
answered, " N o ; we are well insured. 
* Honor the Lord with thy substance, 
and with the first fruits of all time in­
crease; so shall thy barns be filled with 
plenty. ' This is onr policy of insur­
ance," 

I n 1653 one of these sons was in 
America. On seeing a fine landseape 
at sunset the glory of the scene entered 
his heart and he^asked himself, " What 
shall I render onto fcjie Lord?" The 
answer to this question was the pur­
chase of land for a people's park, after 
his return home, at a cost of 830,000, 
The park was given to the town of Hal­
ifax. At length two spaoioua alms­
houses were built and endowed by two 
of these brothers. Then oame a row 
of workmen's dwelling houses, then an 
orphanage, and besides these any num­
ber of less oonspioaoas oharities.—New 
York Presbyterian,

Many ofv our readers will remember 
that a woman named Sarah Burr died 
not long age in New York, whom bnt 
few knew during her life, and whose 
memory nobody respected. To the 
surprise of her limited oirole, toiwhom 
she had seemed steeped to the lips in 
poverty; and to the utter amazement 
of " sooiety" which knew nothing 
about her, and oared less, the publica­
tion of the magnificent charitable be­
quests of her will developed her as the 
possessor, in ber own right, of immense 
wealth. The circumstances made a 
ripple of excitement among the report­
ers for newspapers, and created a trem­
ulous sensation of interest even in the 
" too-too, consummately ut ter" recesses 
of Madison square. 

I t was, of course, not to be allowed 
as possible that the disposition of al 
most four millions of dollars by testa­
mentary bequests to religious'and char­
itable objects should pass unchallenged 
by the lawyers of New York. I t would 
be derogatory to their professional 

.character and would work rank ibjus' 
tioe to their ownJ families if this im 
mense sum of,money should altogether 
escape their eager fingers. I t must, at 
least, pay a toll gate fee. 

I t was ar^ueasy .thing for distant rata 
tives of Miss Burr to be persuaded that 
the millions should have fallen to them, 
and that beoause the woman who was 
the indisputable owner was not of that 
mind, and had left at her death plain 
instructions that the money should 
travel .in another, direotion, she 
surely incompetent tp make a will—ahe 
was insane, or she was idiotic. 

The legal oontest is now going on 
before the Surrogate's ooart in New 
York, and"7s likely to prove a ribher 
gold mine for the lucky lawyers 
gaged in it than were the wars which 
were waged over the wills of Commo­
dore Vanderbilt and A. T. Stewar t 

Miss Sarah Burr was the last antvivor 
of a family which had become*very rich 
from investments made by an ancestor 
in wild lands—londs not in the far 
West, but lands more barren and di? 
oouraging, except to a far-sighted and 
patient man, lands on Manhattan Is­
land, two to four miles north of Wall 
S t This property, and the avails of it 
safely planted in the best of securities, 
was, at the time of her death, worth 
almost four millions of dollars. " 

Before t he Surrogate, a few days ago, 
James MeCabe, a witness in this case, 
revealed a condition of things existing 
in the Burr ** mansion" which, while it 
amueed some spectators, was most snr-

j pricing to all; A Woman, intelligent

/estate, wiu i^mple means to aarroaud; 
tier old age with all t he luxuries of the' 
highest civilization; lived in the mean­
est squalor and filth, and, except in 
self indulgence "in food down to the 
level of gluttony, surrounded herself 
wi th thevdiscomforts and many of the 
hardships of extreme poverty. Every 
disgusting detail-is brought out by the 
witness. H e held up before the court 
an old and filthy calico gown, the odor 
from which was .too offensive to be en-
dnred, and said she had another one 
l ine it, and ha.d worn them more than a 
year . She had a silk dress which was 
p a t on when her ont door agent called 
o n business, and put off when he left. 
MoCabe bad lived there as ft servant 
four years. His aunt lived there 17 
years , and h i s mother a shorter time. 
T h e duty of witness was to help the 
old woman t o move about the.house, 
T h e only fire in the large house was in 
tbe kitchen, and there Miss Burr bad 
he r meals, and there she sat, or reclined 
on three or fonr half broken chairs, 
N o lights b a t candles were allowed, and 
of them but one was lighted at a time. 
T h e y all "retired early to save expense. 
T w o poor tables, the four broken, rush-
bottomed chairs and a small stove was 
all the furniture the kitchen contained. 
S h e had coffee at breakfast which was 
m a d e in a small old tin sauoe pan. This 
utensil the witness exhibited in court 
together with a two-tined iron fork and 
a poor old mi fe . There was also one 
i ron spoon and a very old ohina plate, a 
c a p and saucer and a battered milk 
pitcher. H e held a p a distorted old 
hoop Bkirt and said, " all these things 
Miss Burr used every day." She was 
an early riser and would oome into the 
kitchen' where witness' mother would 
d ress her. There was a grim humor 
about her manner of eating, which wit­
ness desoribed as though he had been 
distressed to stand by and while at the 
po in t of starvation himself, look on at 
t h e r a p d disappearance of the food. 
She was never known to take a bath. 
While eating her breakfast Miss Ban-
would say: " W e will have an early 
d inner , " and she would eat a hearty 
d inne r at ten o'olook. At that meal 
she had turkey or porter honse steak. 
S h e would then order an early supper 
and it would be ready at 2 p . m. Before 
she had quite cleared the table she 
would often ask, *' Have 1 eaten any­
th ing?" Then she would keep on eat­
i n g till ..bed time, which was usually 
abou t five o'olook. Being_ asked, if de 
ceased had any jewelry, tbe witness

neyer gave more than ten cents for the 
largest brilliant.
