The Trial of the Malleys. 

The trial of James and Walter Malley 
and Blanche Douglass for the murder 
of Jennie Cramer, at New Hav*en, iB 
only important beyond the circle of lo­
cal interest in the event as showing in 
lurid light that " the wages of sin is 
death." The viotim, a young girl of 
the middle or lower ranks of life, at­
tractive in person and demeanor, vain 
of her bTiaims and ambitious of atten­
tions from thoae a step higher, fallB a 
prey to the libertines who oompasaed 
her ruin—and her lifeless body is 
shortly after found on the West Haven 
Bhote. Whether, in a moment of 
pair, she made way with herself, waB 
accidentally drowned, or wTte^gaurdered 
by her destroyers, is not made evident 
by the proseoution, after sis weeks.of 
attempt. One of the moat pathetic in­
cidents of the trial> thna far is the ap-
pearanoe of the mother on the witness 
stand, detailing the story of her daugh­
ter 's allurement into the fast life that 
resulted so disastrously, and her effort^ 
'to Bave her. I t is' a story ttfat has its 
counterpart in many a oity and village, 
though not always with so tragic a ter­
mination. I t oonveys a warning to 
aoorea of young girls, who, by too con­
spicuous behavior on the streets, invite 
the attentions of unprincipled young 
men—as well as to the mothers who do 
not always give the timely admonitions 
that would Bave their daughters from 
ruin. I n the oaae we are noting, while 
the ohain of evidence aeems hardly 
strong enough to fasten the crime of. 
murder 'upon the young profligates who 
ruined Jennie Cramer, it has thoroughly 
established their t a d oharaoter and 
fastened guilt upon them almost as bad 
as murder. The proseoution substan­
tially closed their case last week and 
the defence is now being heard.' 

The Oil Market .Disturbed. 
• r 

There is great eioitement in the oil 
market at Bradford and other import­
an t points. Oil has declined from ° ° 
to 84* per barrel in April to 65 and 66 
oents. T h e deoline is oauaed by the 
opening of ,a new well called " 646— 
Mystery." I I was^ftruck some three 
months ago, but was plugged up, and 
has been k e p t under an armed guard 
ever ainoe. The partiefl^who own it, 
understood to be , the Union Oil Com­
pany, used their knowledge to operate 
in the market. Last Thursday tho well 
was opened, and is reported flowing at 
the rate of 300 to 600 barrels per day—, 
the most reliable report says 500 barrels 
per day. As a oonaequenoe, there was 
almost a panic. The prioe fell from 74 
to 65 | oents, the lowest prioe for oil in 
'fen years, except in 1879, when the 
lowest point reached was 641.

Condition of Trade in Twenty five 
States. 

The 2i. Y, Times publishes letters on 
the oondition of trade from 35 centres 
of business in 25 states. The letters in­
dicate in general that the Bpring whole­
sale trade is barely satisfactory. The 
chief exoeption is in the great North­
west, where business in some branches 
has increased from 10 to 50 per cen t on 
aooount of immigration and railroad 
construction. Among the older states 
New York alone reports very good busi­
ness. The baokward spring has done' 
much to check trade. The greatest dis 
appointment is expressed in trading-cen­
tres dependent upon the South, where 
there was a drouth last year and floods 
this spring. Dry goods and groceries 
appear t o have Buffered most. Branches 
which furnish farmers' (supplies are moBt 
aotive. The indications for a large fall 
trade are.depepdent somewhat upon the 
crops. Manufacturers are generally 
busy. T h e makers of textile fabrics are 
working cautiously with small profits. 
The southern floods had a disastrous 
effect on the Rhode Island jewelry mak­
ers. There is a growing demand for 
goods of better quality, shown for in­
stance in the decreased call for low 
grade cottons. Skilled labor finds ready 
employment a t generally good wages. 
BusineBB generally may be said to be on 
a more healthy foundation than in re­
cent years. Collections are good, and 
there is little prospect of disastrous fail­
ures. The letters giving a statement of 
the oondition of business in this Btate 
are from Boohecter, Syracuse, Buffalo^ 
and Oswego. They show that general 
trade is very good and that manufactur­
ers and millers are busy.

*tobe their organ,'gives the following 
history of the lard oheeae business. It 
is a pretty good advertisement for Whit­
man & Borrell, bat we reprint tho arti­
cle for the benefit of our readers: 

Some time ago Messrs. Whitman & 
Burrell sent specimens of their oleo­
margarine and lard cheese to Mr, H. M. 
Jehkina, secretary of the Royal Agri-
cultural society, England. He, in turn, 
sent samples to the office of the ^i«/ri-
cultural Gazette, London, and the editor 
of that excellent journal spoke as fol­
lows, of the oheese; * 

Mr. Jenkins was good enough to Bend 
us the other day two samples of Ameri 
can oheese—both of them sweet and 
pleasant to the taste—one orange col­
ored, close in texture, with frequent 
large oavities; the other, white or cream 
colored, friable, of good texture, and 
not to be distinguished from a fair 
Cheddar oheese. They were bqth made 
from skim milk, the butter removed 
being replaced in tho former case by-
lard, a,nd in tho latter case by oleomar 
garine. They were both free from bit 
terneas, and the latter one was particu­
larly well taatedj (We should expect to 
have had to pay ninepenoe or more a 
pound for it, and perhaps eightpenoe a 
pound for ' the other, in any grooer B 
Bhop. " My objeot," says Mr Jenkins, 
" in sending Bumplea to yon is to show 
you the nature of thia new competition 
to whioh our dairy farmers will shortly 
be subjected. I t seemB to me that 
Bteps should be taken to ensure that 
suoh oheese are Bold in England under 
their t rue name." In this we entirely 
agree; but that anyone can expect or 
even wish to disooujage the introduc­
tion into this oountry of suoh capital 
food as the Amerioan farmers thus offer 
us iB impossible. The only effect it 
ought to have on makers here is to stir 
up our dairy farmers, either by cooper­
ation in oreameriea and the like, or by 
spirited individual effort, to the pro­
duction of something equally good and 
economical. 

In the next issue of the Gazette, a 
writer who signs himself M North Lan­
cashire, ""heads his article with " S k i m 

*milk oheese enriched with fat of dead 
animals," and prooeeds to talk very 
glibly about his experience witfc^the 
same. He says: 

purpose, and amalgamates the oil with 
the milk apparently in aa great perfec­
tion as the but ter ia originally incorpo 
rated with it. There would seem to be . 
no reason therefore why auoh a oheeae 
Bhould not keep dur ing hot weather as 
sound, and even more so than the best 
whole milk Btook. 

I t has seemed worth while to dtsouBs 
thia matter somewhat at length, for the 
reason that any improvement whioh 
will render skim milk oheese digestible, 
and keepable in good mellow condition, 
ought to bo enoouraged and made pub­
lic. The great number of creameries 
now in operation guarantees the pro­
duction of large quantities of skim milk 
cheese; and BO long ae ft is inevitable 
that this kind of stock should be pro 
duoed, it is oertainly for the interest of 
makers, dealers, and oonsumers alike, 
that any method whioh promises to im­
prove the quality, and reudor it a more 
healthful article of diet, should be 
hailed as a benefaction to tho world.

Conkling and Sharpe. 

Curious and interesting contributions to the 
politioal l i tera ture of the day a r e being m a d e 
by ex-Sen»tor Conkling and those who a r e or 
were his friends. The N. T. Sun ' s Washing­
ton correspondent recently stated that Mr . 
Conkling "yielded hia better judgment to the 
importuni ty of fr iends" in consenting to be & 
candidate for re election ttf*lhe seat he resign­
ed in the senate, and was then betrayed by 
friends a t Albany—among others by Gov. 

' Cornell »nd Speaker Sharpe. The Kingston 
Freeman, known as the home organ of Gen. 
Sharpe, a n d a prominent stalwart p a p e r , 
aharply repels the oharge as to Gen. S h a r p e , 
and says: 

When t h e Sun-cor respondent fancies t h a t 
Mr. Conkling was lacking in anxiety for a r e ­
election, a n d was consenting to the use of hie 
name only to oblige bis friends, he is labor ing 
under a monumental e r ror . Long before the 
contest ended he was fully informed by his 
best friends—those who had approved his can ­
didacy and others who felt bound to stand by 
him as long as he remained in the field—that 
the case wats hopeless.

Could the 
cause of t h a t delay be fully explained, a g r e a t 
many j rho now censure Gen. Sharpe would be 
loudest in hiB praiBe. I t will suffice for the 
present pu rpose to eay t h a t when his incl ina­
tion to b reak from Conkling became known, he 
was made aoquainted with a bargain' which 
was about to be consummated in New York 
for the election of Mr. Conkling and the can­
didate of Gould and Vanderb ih , and tha t a t 
least one of those magnates had interested 
hiniBelf in the adjustment and would use his 
influence for its consummation, 

Tho document* in proof of this statement 
arc in existence. They place in a s ingular 
light Mr. Conkling'e assumed disinterested­
ness. They show that he was resolved to .bo a 
Senator on any terms and by whatever means. 
Gen. Sharpe was astonished and shocked a t 
the disclosure. He had already Buffered in 
his feelings beyond expression, for he felt t h a t 
to continue a controversy originating over one 
of the President ' s appointments while the 
President lay upon his death bed was not 
merely in bad taste but brutal . Nevertheless 
be woe faithful in hiB friendship until the fact 
was revealed to bim by documents, the t r u t h 
of whioh he could not dispute , that the ex-

In an interview with a Herald reporter, on 
Monday, Mr .

Not one of those whose judgment had been 
given in favor of my standing for re-election, 
ever advised or suggested my withdrawal * not 
one of the friends whoBe advice determined my 
action, ever approved or assented* to any course 
other than the ono pursued. No bargain, cor­
rup t or otherwise, to whioh Fwaa a par ty , was 
ever made o r proposed, in the whole course of 
the senatorial controversy. I knew of no faot 
giving ooloj to suoh an al legation; if there be 
suoh a faot it is not known Jo ma. 

Wonders never oease, and so I read 
with lesB surprise than I otherwise 
would, your notioe of the oheese sent 
you by Mr. Jenkins. Oertainly your 
opinion of them ia entitled to every 
respect; but, of course, you know noth­
ing of the "behavior" -of that kind of 
oheese in ,hot weather.

My experience of that kind of 
cheese has been of u trying oharaoter, 
for I have fpnnd them get into a melt­
ing mood when summer sun visits as. 
I have known lots after being offered at 
a mere nominal prioe, carted to the 
manure heap. Some Liverpool whole­
sale men could tell a sad tale of their 
money losses by this kind of obeeae. 
But the case is worse with the retailer, 
who buys in advance, and has not tile 
meanB to hurry off his stock to a^bro-
ker'a auction sale." 

Now thia is very, funny to any one. 
who knows the history of the oheese 
under diBcussion. The facts are as 
follows: Messrs. Whitman & Burrell 
did not oommenoe the manufacture of 
this style of cheese until last season, 
the maohine by whioh the oleomargar­
ine or lard oil is incorporated with the 
milk not haviDg been invented and 
perfected previous to that time. The 
process iB patented, but the firm stead­
ily refused all last seaepn ^p sell any 
rights of nee, or to furuiah any ma­
chinery for other patties to engage in 
the manufacture. They had two mo­
tives in making this refnoal. In the 
firat place they proposed to demonstrate 
to their own satisfaction at least, that 
the ihvention was a useful and valuable 
one to the dairy community. Having 
long been in search of some method by 
whioh ekim milk might be converted 
into a palatable and digestib'e style of 
oheese, they desired to wait until their 
experiments Bhould reBnlt in a process 
which, by their own tests and experi­
ence, they could recommend as being a 
safe and successful one. They rightly 
judged" that no lesB than one whole 

season ahonld be devoted to this trial, 
in order to make it sure, and to teat the 
keeping qualities of the oheese. In the 
second plaoe, so many efforts were be­
ing made last winter and the winter 
before, to influence legislation against 
any and all dairy products into whioh 
oleomargarine or any foreign snbstanoe 
was introduced in the manufacture, that 
they wisely deemed it best not to, at­
tempt to bring out their process,"how­
ever valuable it might be^until the 
time came when they could do so with­
out fear of having the invention taxed 
out of existence by the state or general 
government. , . $ , , . „ . , . . . . , — 

Under these oiroumstaQoes they man­
ufactured the cheese in their own pri­
vate factory all last season. The process 
proved eminently successful, and they 
received! ~" numerous applications and 
direct orders for the machinery neces­
sary to start other establishments. Bnt 
notone of these 'orders did they fill, 
nor has any cheese ever been made on 
a similar plan and with similar machin­
ery in any othor factory in the land, 
i'he oheese was always sold for just 
what it was, and always brought a prioe 
well up toward that of full milk stock.. 
It has been tested by many experts, and 
among them one or two experienced 
buyers from England^ and they have 
all pronounoed it, like the editor of tho-
Gazette, " particularly well tasted." Mr. 
Bnrrell has not shrunk from having it 
tried and tested wherever the most 
oritioal jadgment and the most un 
promising oiroumstanoes existed. He 
even voluntarily produced aome'of it 
before the congressional oommittee ap 
pointed last winter to investigate the 
adulterations of dairy product's. 

One would say that cheese whioh was 
made in September or October, and 
lasted through till April so well as to 
merit the approval expressed by tbe 
editor of the Gazette, must bave some 
merit, and that the prooess by which 
it was made deserved investigation. 
It is probable that the oheeae has had 
no special testa as to its keeping qoali 
ties in hot weather, beyond those whioh 
all stcok manufactured in June and 
July experiences. -Tha t ia, the sum.-
mer's make passed through those 
moDths aucceasfuly and went into con­
sumption akrtfg with other first olass 
stock. I t io now pretty generally ac­
knowledged that the deterioration of 
full milk cheeso arises from tbe bad 
management of the batter fate whioh it 
aontaina. In lard oheeae^ these are re­
placed by a fat wbioh is not so liable to 
decay and putrefaotion, and which when 
'thoroughly incorporated with milk 
makes a rioh and uniform oheeae. The 
difficulty heretofore hue been in re mix­
ing the fat wjth the milk BO that it 
would not appear in streaks. But the 
machine now used by Mr, Bnrrell is 
one whioh entirely accomplishes its 

The Course of the Market. 

The Boston Journal's oity artiolo cf 

last weok says: 

There is a decidedly downward ten­
dency in pr ices of butter thic week 
owing to increased reoeipts from tbe 
Weat, as well as from Vermont and New 
York, and purchases can be made at 
lully 2 cents a poand"lpwer than a week 
ago. In the West there has been a 
large inorease in the make of butter; 
and creameries that were hard to find 
two weeks ago at 31 oents oan now be 
bought at 28 cents, to arrive. As the 
make' of dairy, butter will continue to 
improve in quality the difference in 
prioe between it and creamery can not 
be maintained muoh longer^, and it is 
reasonable to expect a further deoline 
in prices of oroamery. U p to this time 
there has been no accumulation, and 
the marke is now depending- upon re­
ceipts from day to day. The time haa 
arrived, however, for' dealers to stock 
up, and at tbe prices now ruling in the 
oountry it is probable that some large 
purohases will be made next week if 
the batter shows good keeping qualities. 

Mr. Edwin Wbitworth, of Liverpool, 
England, visited the Prodoce Exchange 
on Monday. He is one of thejUugeat 
receivers of American produce in Eng­
land. In a short Interview with him, 
we learn that the high coat of produce 
somewhat curtailed bis business during 
the winter, but he expects a good mar­
ket in England for Amerioan beef, pork, 
butter and oheeBe the ooming season if 
prioes are kept within reasonable lim­
its on this side. He handles a large 
portion of tbe bacon sent from this city 
to England, and says that the demand 
abroad for American beef and hog pro­
ducts is steadily increasing. • American 
butter meets with favor, but only the 
best qnality is wanted. The English 
market is well supplied with cheap 
grades from the Continent, where a 
large quantity of enbstitates are pro­
duced. But in order to successfully 
compete with" the beat grades of suoh 
batter, Amerioan creamery should not 
oost here above 22 oents a pound. On 
this basis, he can find a ready sale for 
large consignments during the enmrner. 
American dheeee haB gained a strong 
hold on the English people, and has 
become one of their favorite articles of 
food. When .he left England tbere was 
a promise of good orops, whioh, no 
doubt, would be stimulated by tbe high 
prices of last season, bnt there will 
still be a large deficiency to supply, and 
Amerioan food staples will always find 
a good market if put a t prices within 
the reaob of the masses. 

The oheese trade continues in an un 
settled oondition. Most of the old 
make is in dealers' hands, Selling at 12 
to 14 cents a pound, as to quality. 
Strictly fine stock is scarce, and some 
in a Email way sells at 14i cents, but if 
any attempt were made to sell a large 
lot it would not realize over 13J cents. 

Tbe bean trade is somewhat affected 
by the liberal -quaatlties of foreign 
offering, as they interfere with the saJe 
of oommon pea and mediums, but in 
other respeots the market is in a satis­
factory oondition, and prices a re . well 
maintained on -the higher grades. 
Choice hand pioked pea are pelting in 
lots to the trade at 83.80 to S3 85 per 
bushel, the tatter in barrels. Cuoice 
improved yellow eye. beans, oommand 
S3 25 to 83.30 a bushel. 

There is a firmer tendency in the 
market for potatoes. Some receivers 
were getting 81.25 per bushel for the 
beBt eastern rose yesterday, but others 
sold at 81-15 to 81.20. Imports from 
England have dropped off. 

The season for apples is coming to a 
close, and stocks are olearing up at 
high prices. F o r large lots 84.50 to 85 
a barrel can be obtained, and in a 
small way we notice sales at So 50 to 86 
a barrel. .At this time last year choice 
lota of russets and bald wins were sell­
ing at'82 to 82 50 a barrel, - ~" 

There has been a very dull trade in 
hops for several weeks past, and prices 
of prime Eastern bave settled down to 
20 and 22 cents a poondf In fact, 
brewers do not eecm inclined to buy 
Eastern even at those low figures, and 
it wonld be, difficult to self a large lot 
at 2U cents. Choice New York and 
Western hops range a little higher, say 
ap to 25 cents . . 

Our market is bare of strictly choice 
hay, and some extra lots bave been 
sold at 822 pe r ton, bdt for the bulk of 
the receipts $18 to 821 is a full range.

WEDNKSDAy, May 17th, 1882, 
The jury in tho oase of Geo. Pe r t VB. 

Mary E. Bacon, exeoutrix of the estate 
of Julius a Lord, brought in a sealed 
verdiot in favor of the plaintiff for dam­
ages 8794,to wbioh the Coart addod the 
Bum of 5 per cent. 

The next, case pnt upon trial, No. 2, 
James Hall vs. B. P . Chandler. This 
is a case to recover the value of personal 
property taken by defendaut of plaintiff 
as aeourity for the payment of a loan of 
8894 in 1878 or 1879, whioh defendant 
took possession of by reason of non­
payment of the loan. The plaintiff 
pleads that he paid' defendant 8200 
bonuB for the money, therefore, the 
question of usury &tho faot in the case 
for the jury to find upon. Defendant 
olaims that the 8200 taken by him was 
for hiB servioea in the matter. The par­
ties live in Dekalb. In addition to the 
security on personal property it is shown 
that defendant held a olaim on plaintiff's 
farm, and defendant leased the farm to 
plaintiff on which this personal property 
was. Cause summed up by V. P . Ab­
bott for deft, and Judge Kellogg for. 
plff. The oase went to the jury at 12.30 
p. m. At 2.30 p . m. the jury oame in 
and presented a verdiot for plaintiff of 
8105.80. 

Cause No. 7'was called and jury, after 
mafiybliallenges on both aides, wa^ 
agreed on. This is a oase wherein Isaao 
S. Seymour sued Henry M Davidson 
f oc libel. Plaintiff is assignee of Judson 
bank. Davidson is a druggist at Og-
denabnrg and a creditor of the Judson 
banK. At a meeting of the creditors of 
the bank, by resolution, a lengthy oir-
cular was voted- to JjeJ&aued to the many 
oreditora to suBsoribe means to investi­
gate the proceedings of the Assignee 
Seymour in the bank matter; and in 
that circular ooours the libel alleged in 
the oomplaint, and that defendant 
Davidson was the composer and writer 
of the circular in which the alleged libel 
appears. E. C. James and W. H.rSaw-
yer conduct the oaae on part of com­
plainant and L , M. Sopor, of Ogdens 
burg, D. O'Brien, of Watertown, and 
Judge Huntington, of Pulaski, Oswego 
Co., for-the defendant. Theoourt room 
was full from the opening of the case 
until its close and intense interest was 
manifested by both court and audience 
throughout the entire proceedings. 
After the plaintiff had pa t in his evi­
dence in proof of the writing and pub­
lishing of the alleged libel, L, M. Sbper 
opened the' defence to the Court and 
jury in a speech outlining the^ theory 
and grounds of the defence and show­
ing that just p'rior to the assignment by 
Judson to plaintiff of the bank proper­
ty for the benefit of creditors, that 
transfers and assignments of over sixty 
thousand dollars of the property had 
been made by Judson to -plaintiff, and 
by him to bis sister—Judson's wife— 
and also certain bonds and other securi­
ties to Jadson's niecea and all with n 
the Judson and Seymour family, whioh 
caused suspicions in tbe minds of credit­
ors that fraud waa being committed by 
the parties making such trausfera The 
prinoipal words in the circular which 
were deemed libelous were, " tha t it was 
one of tbe greatest frauds ever perpe­
trated in Northern New York." Counsel 
Soper alleged in hia opening.speeoh, that 
the manner of plaintiff's condnot Bince 
and before the failure of Judson, showed 
that the libelous wordB' and sentiments 
in the circular were t rue . The counsel's 
opening on part of the defence was an 
able effort and enlisted the closest at­
tention of the court and auditors. A 
spirited discussion arose upon the ad 
mission of evidence as to transactions of 
plaintiff and Judson before the assign­
ment to Seymour, assignee of J ad eon 
btink property. AttornoyB for plaintiff 
held the libel alleged oharged plaintiff 
with fraud in the administration of hia 
trust aa assignee, and that defendant 
should be confined in hiB evidence to 
transactions of the plaintiff as assignee 
and not to transactions before hia' ap­
pointment to the trusts aa assignee. The 
Court ruled that defendant might pro 
duoe evidence to the jury that had a 
tendency to show that the aots of plaint­
iff prior to hia appointment aa assignee 
were of a nature to oauee the defendant 
and his associate oreditors to suspect 
collusion and fraud on part of plaintiff 
with Judson, without'malice of defend­
ant 'toward plaintiff personally'; that 
suoh evidence .'may be taken in mitiga­
tion of damagesagsjnat- defendant I t 
Beems that i n T S S l a n examination of 
the assignee Seymour was had relative 
to the affairs of the Judson bank and 
theevidenoe taken at that examination 
was read in part to the jury, and showed 
that plaintiff aa assignee had oompro 
mised many olaims on the bank paying 
some in full and some 10 cents on a dol­
lar and some at 50 cents and other 
amountfl. There were several witnesses 
sworn who were depositors in the bank 
at the time of HB failure, and they cre­
ated considerable feeling in giving their 
testimony. The oase was fought throngh 
inch by inch. Several women who had 
deposits in the bank when it failed were 
aworn and they expressed considerable 
indignation at the treatment they had 
reoeived. One Ohismore aoted as re 
oeiver and took transfers of olaims 

•against the bank, and D. Magoue did 
t e business with creditors in paying 
for, and making assignments of claims, 
and the man Chiamore could pot- tell 
anything-of the details of the affairs, 
only the fact that he was mode auoh as­
signee of creditors' claims. The cose 
looks a little smoky at this period of the 
trial. 

At the close of the ' evidence in the 
oase on part of the defence, the Oourt 
took a recess until 9 a. m. Friday. At 
the opening of the Oonrt in the morn­
ing the seats were well filled and tbe an 
dienoe was all aglow in anticipation of 
the contest about to oome off between 
the legal champions of the former. Be 
fore the summing jap of tbe oase to the 
jury counsel James introduced D. Ma-
gone aa witness in rebuttal. MagoneV 
testimony tended to show that Jobn D 
Judson had no oooaide.-able amount of 
money or property, but had the use of 
and handled large amounts belonging to 
David C. Judson's estate and the Sey­
mour estate, belonging to his wife who 
was a Seymour; that John D. Judson, 
personally, bad but little money or prop­
erty. The assignment of John D, was 
pot in evidenao, also the will of David 
C , together with deeds, bonds and 
mortgages of the Judsons for the pa r 
pose of showing that the failure and 
lack of John D. was a misfortuno and 
not fraud on part of Jodson, nod to 
show that tbe oharge of fraud in tbe 
libelous publication waj unwarranted. 
Judge Huntington managod tbe case on 
part of the defeooe daring this examin-
ation.on rebuttal, aud by his quick, pos­
itive arid determined mode of oondnot-

ing Buoh defence, made it, particularly 
hazardous for tho plaintiff'B counsel to 
interpose or try to get in any evidence 
which* waB incompetent or irrelevant to 
the matter in issue. Jtfagone testified 
that he paid the-David C. Judson cer­
tificates of deposit out of the David O. 
estate money, whioh estate iB solvent 
and pays 100 eenta on tho dollar; and 
that Ihe money paid on the John D. 
Judson certificates of deposits were 
from funds whioh he raised on loans and 
that no part of the money he used in 
the purchase of these certificates came 
from, fanda of the estate in the hands of 
the plaintiff, the assigneo of John D. 
Mr. Magone haa been tho attorney and 
counsel of tho Judaons and Seymour 
for over twenty years, and has laborod 
hard and long to save that estato from 
utter wreok.

Isaao L. Seymour 
was put on t he witness stand and waB 
examined but a few minutes by his 
oounael, and was then oross examined 
by L. M. Soper a few minutes, when 
Judge Huntington took up the oross ex­
amination and continued it for about 
twenty minuteB. -JDounsel James then 
read e,videnoe from minutes of a former 
examination of Jodson and Seymour 
before V. P .

Counsel for the parties argued at 
length t he question of law whether the 
whole snbjeot should be submitted to 
the jury or whether the jury should 
only jJass upon the question of the 
amount o(. damages*, whioh lost waa tbe 
opinion of" plaintiff's oounael, opposed 
by.Voounsel for defendant; ably argued 
by JudgoiflHuntington. The Court ruled 
t h a t i h e 'questions in controversy be giv­
en to the jury to find upon. The argu­
ment on the law questions being closed 
the court took a recess until 7 o'olook in 
the evening, when D. O'Brien summed 
up the oase on defence, and E. O. James 
on part of the complainant Argument 
closed, at about 10.30 in the evening, 
when the* Court took a reoess until 9 a. 
m. Saturday, when Judge Landon 
charged the jury and they retired to 
their room at 10 a. m. and after being 
out 50 minutes came into oourt and de­
clared a verdiot of jyp cause of Action. 
Oounael Jamea moved that the verdiot 
of the jury be set aside on the ground 
that the verdiot ia not according to the 
evidence.

No. 5 was called and tried by jury.

Plaint, 
iff in this-caBe seeks to recover 81,000 
upon a bond of the original, stock ic the 
Northern Transportation Company tak­
en by defendant and alleged to be un­
paid.

This case is not of much 
interest to our general readers, so we 
make no further notice of it. 

Elmer E . Palmer was indioted for 
murder and plead not guilty. Tbe trial 
of this case will probably be at the 
October term.

Ediior Courier & Freeman:—Coming from 

Philadelphia via. I l a r m b u r g down tho Cum 
beriand valley you will pans through 'oho "of 
the finest and most fertile vallev* In the world. 
Winter wheat, corn and oats are the great 
Btaple crops It ia not much of a farmer here 
who does not grow a hundred acres of wheat 
frequently getting forty bushels to tbe aore. 
No hoe ia ever used bore in planting corn. A 
small shovel plow is run through to mark the 
rows in one direction, then the same ' plow is 
run the other way. A number ot bojs are 
then employed to drop tho corn at the inter-
ueotion of the furrows, three or four kernels 
in tho hill. A coveTer, something like a cul­
t ivator , with two teeth", is then run over it one 
way, turning an inoh or two of dir t over tho 
corn, after wbioh a roller is generally run 
over the field. Potatoes are planted in the 
same way. Wheat WHB badly killed by the 
open winter and a great deal of land stocked 
laat year is now being plantoU tooorn. 

Tho whole of thin par t of the state is under­
laid with limestone rook. When a field re­
quires manur ing the owner buys a couple of 
tons of coal; lays down about half a cord of 
wood on a level piece of ground, put* a layer 
of coal over it, then digs out ana put* on a 
layer of rock, then another of coal and then 
another of rook, and so on, until bis ntook of 
ooal is exhausted, then set* fire to I t The 
cost of the lime when burned is about four or 
five oents per baibel . After being slacked it 
is spread over the fields in suoh quantit ies as 
to completely whittin the ground. A field j u s t 
limed at a distanco looks as though it was cov­
ered* with BHOW. This dressing is repented 
once in six or seven yearn. A fanner hauling 
out his manure will havo four horses hitched 
to his wagon. And if he is hauling a load on 
the road will be likely to have six horses and 
only one line, l l »w a tenm of six horses can 
be controlled with only one Hoc, hitched to the 
loft bit of the near horse, is more than I can 
yet understand. Tho driver generally rides 
the near horse of tho middle span. In plow­
ing, marking out for corn and alt other farm 
work only one Hoe is ever used, yet I never 
saw rows marked etraighter or more accu­
rately, 

Tbe horses are all of the solid, heavy, sub­
stant ial class. Many rtf them of Poreheron 
stook. And I bave not yet seen a team, ox-
oepting upon a pleasure wagon, moving faau* 
than a walk.
