But all the oaro and attention bestowed 
upon her proved of no avail, and last 
winter it was deemed best to plaoe ber 
in the State institution'at Middletown, 
this-Btate. All this was of course a 
great strain upon the hnsband and it 
really broke him down. For some 
weeks past he has been with friends in 
Dekalb, where it was hoped he might 
regain bis health. He returned home 
on Friday last, showing not muoh if any 
improvement in this respect. He bad 
been troubled with insomnia and* bod 
been obliged to resort to opiates to ob­
tain needed rest.

In this instanoe everything 
showed a thorough arrangement-of de­
tails and care in carrying them o u t 
Mr. Austin lost a leg in the army and 
had worn a wooden leg. Ordinarily, 
•fastening it on and getting abcut were 
'apoompanied with considerable-noise, 
'bat on this ocoasion all was done so 
quietly that none of the honsehold were 
aroused. I t ' is believed- Mr.- Austin 
mast have arisen about daylight-
or possibly during the night^—for the 
accomplishment of his purpose. Mak­
ing his way to the barn without noive. 
he proceeded np stairs to the plaoe 
selected, fastened the rope to the pole, 
plaoed the other end about his neok 
with a slip-noose, let himself down the 
rope with his bands till it tightened 
about his neok,—and "life's fitful 
fever" with him was shortly over. One 
hand remained back of the bead just as 
it had apparently unolasped from the 
rope, the other had fallen to hie side. 
The expression of the face did not indi­
cate any change of purpose or very se­
vere struggle at the last moment 
The diatanoe from the pole 'to the 
barn floor was about 12 feet end the 
rope used—a stnall, new pieoe, seven or 
eight-feet in length—was long enough 
to permit the toes to just touch the 
floor as the body was swinging.

Mr. Anstin was a member of the 
Presbyterian ehuroh.

Bat he has traveled exten­
sively, and within the past ten years has 
visited almost all parts of the eastern 
hemisphere. For mnob of the time he 
has been in pursuit of health, whioh, 
the more eagerly he followed seemed to 
be more and more rapidly escaping. At 
last, as many another invalid has found, 
he failed in the race and Death overtook 
bim. He died in France last winter, 
and his remains having rested in a cem­
etery vault • in Utiea since their ocean 
.voyage, have been recently interred at 
Lyon's Falls, near Lowville/' Th.e Low-
ville Journal describes the' casket as be­
ing heavy, and of most lasting material. 
The inner case is of lead of extra thiok 
ness, and so closed and soldered as to be 
air tight. The outer casket is of oak
