EDUCATIONAL MATTERS. 

Emerson's L i t e ra ry Methftds. 

I t has been Emerson's habit to Bpend 
the forenoon in his stady, with oonstant 
regularity. B,e has 'not waited lor 
moods, ba t oaaght them as they came, 
and need their resales in each day's 
work. I t has been his wont to jot 
down his thoughts at all hoars and 
plaoes. The suggestions that reflalt 
from his readings, conversations and 
meditations "are immediately transferred 
to the note boos: he always carries with 
him. In his walks many a gem of 
thought is in this way preserved, All 
the results of his thinking are thus 
scored up, to be made nee of when re­
quired. After his note books are filled, 
he transcribes their contents to-a large, 
commonplaoe book. When a fresh sub­
ject possesses hie mind, he brings to­
gether the jottings he finds he has 
written down oonoerniug it, losing 
them into a oonneoted whole with ad­
ditional material suggested at the time. 
His essays ore then very slowly elabo­
rated, wronght out through days and 
months, aud even years of patient 

tthought. A curious evidence of this 
method of constructing his essays may 
be found by the atteutive reader io the 
repetition of the same phrases in diffei-
eut essays, showing that a lupse of mem­
ory sometimes permits him to draw out 
the same sentences and ideaB mflre than 
onoe.. One of tne most striking in­
stances of this may be found iu the 
essays on " F a r m i n g " and "Perpetual 
Forces," where the analogies from the 
oonversibility of forces run almost par­
allel with each other, showing the use 
of the same materials from his note 
books in their composition. His essays 
are all carefully revised, again and 
uguiu; oorreoted, wrought over, por 
lions dropped, new matter added, or 
the paragraphs arranged iu a 'ttuw or­
der. He is unBparing in bis oorreotious, 
striking out sentence after seutenoe, 
•and.paragraphs disappear from time to 
time, flis manuscript is everywhere 
filled with erasures and emendations; 
scarcely a page appears that is not oov-
ered with these evidences of bis diligent 
revision. • 

Almost everything Emersou has writ­
ten was prepared for tbe lecture plat­
form. * * * He has not been primaniy 
a-boolr/toaker, as Ourlyle has be"en, but 
an unsettled preaoher, or a university 
lecturer on morals, not occupying a 
professor's ohair. The books have been 
un afterthought,-printed after the exi 
gencies of the platform demanded new 
topios. This method of composition 
has led to a wouderfnl power of con 
densation, aud to a marvellous compaot 
uess of expression. His concentrated 
sentences are doubtless wrought out, 
one by one, in his lonely walks or in 
the quiet of his study, and worked over 
in his mind until the words perfectly 
fit the idea expressed. I n no other 
writer are there so many 'sentenots 
which complete the subject, and which 
will stand, unsupported and aloue, I*B 
vindications of the author's thought.—

The Programme, 

Every teacher should have and ridiglj 
hold to a programme. Now it may bt 
that many readers regard this statement 
as too self-evident to be worth uttering; 
but to our certain knowledge there are 
some of them who have never learned 
the axiomatic character of the assertion. 
They oarry on their sohoolsj after the 
bap hazard fashion so much in vogue 2(J 
years ago, when' teachers never called 
upon the pupils to recite nntil the lat 
ter professed themselves ready to do so, 
and when the time for recess or for any 
recitation or exercise shifted about tu 
&uit anybody and everybody's conven­
ience. In country schools there often 
seems to be an excuse for..doing things 
in this manner, for the echplarB are oi 
.such varying ages and attainments tbai 
it teems impossible to arrange iheii 
lessons and recitations in an evenly 
working system. But we think that 
paics and carefulness,oan secure syste­
matic work in the moet„nngraded or 
numerously graded school of them all. 
And we urge every teaoher to adopt a 
definite programme from the beginning, 
for ber own sake no lesB than for the 
children's. I t simplifies her duties and 
theirs and makes these go off with far 
more ehthupiaem and ease. The divis­
ion of the day prevents monotony, and 
tbe ohange of work thus made possible 
is a greater relief. Further, ' the kupwl 
edge that at o definite momeut tbey 
wili be called upon to recite their loi-

,80ns, conduces to far greater Btudious-
nesa on the part of the soholars. -
Wherefore to keep the hours of recita 
lion and study constantly present in 
.their minds, )he programme should bt-
placed on the blackboard in large let­
ters, so that the smallest waif who has 
learned to read can have no excuse for 
forgetting or pretending to forget the 
order of daily tasks. And that this or­
derly programme may fulfill its mission 
to the best degree the sohool ehonld be 
provided with a clock. This absolute 
necessity is not always acknowledged 
by sohool directors; but teachers sbould 

* I labor diligently to enlighten their per 
" > ceptions with regard to it. To teacb 

the children the value of time, to train 
themselves in the habit of timing them 
Belves in thoir work, will be of more 

ae to them practically than many of 

e studies ordinarily included in tbe 
Bohool curriculum.
